Word reached the city today from Mc- 
Adam Junction of a drowning accident 
near there, on Saturday, that has cast 
a gloom over the place.

Arthur Moffat, an employe of the C. P. 
R. shops, a man widely known ill and 
about McAdam, where he was extremely 
popular, was drowned from a row boat in 
Wauceneew Lake on Saturday evening. 
The accident was a peculiar one, and it 
all happened i so quickly that Moffat's 
companions in the boat were horror strick­
en, but unable to help him.

The dead man and a party of friends had 
gone out to spend the day at the club­
house at the Lake, intending to return 
late in the evening. About eight o’clock 
Mr. Moffat and two others went for a row 
in a small boat. They were in the cen­
tre of the lake, a small one, when the 
unfortunate man stood up for the pur­
pose, it is thought, of changing positions, 
when suddenly without the slightest warn­
ing, the boat lurched and he was thrown in 
to the lake, and sank, the body not coming 
to the surface. So quickly did it happen 
that his companions were horrified.

Finding no indication that Mr. Moffat 
would come up again, they went ashore, 
when the said intelligence was conveyed 
to iticAdam. Boats were secured, and 
grappling operations begun. Yesterday 
morning the body was recovered in 12 feet 
of water.

The deceased is survived by four child­
ren, the oldest a boy of 17 years. He 
was 66 years old, and had been a resident 
of McAdam for more than 20 years. The 
news of the sad occurrence quickly spread 
over the village, and cast a gloom over the 
place. The body will be taken to Freder­
icton tomorrow for interment.

Woodstock, N. B., June 7—(Special)—

Niagara Falls, N. Y., June 6. After an 
hour a struggle in the swirling waters of 
Niagara river, between Second and Third 
Sisters Island», 150 feet above the brink 
of the cataract, Aaron Cohen, of Buffalo, 
who had plunged into the water to prevent 
bis young wife’s attempt at self-destruc­
tion, was forced, from sheer exhaustion, to 
loosen his grip on his wife’s unconscious 
form while being dragged ashore to safety 
and the young woman was swept away to 
her death. Her body was later recovered 
after a desperate struggle, lodged against 
a rock just above the brink of the falls.

Cohen, who is a strong man, made heroic 
efforts to save his wife. With one arm 
trying to hold her face above the water, 
he struggled against the tremendous cur­
rent for an hour, in a vain effort to reach 
short. Finally he was lodged against a 
sunken tree stump, when hi» cries for help 
finally attracted attention.

He was within twenty feet of the shore, 
but it was a difficult, feat to throw a rope 
to the couple, owing ta a precarious foot­
ing, and in the meantime the terrific cur­
rent was slowly pressing out the ^breath 
from the man’s body as it forçed him 
against the stump.

His fast ebbing strength was used to 
keep the wife’s face above the water, and 
it is thought that she may have died in 
her husband’s arms. When the rope was 
thrown within Cohen’s grasp he was too 
weak to tie it about his body, and, wind­
ing it around his wrist, he was pulled 
ashore, just as his .wife’s body was torn 
from his arms.

Cohen was unconscious for several min­
utes after being brought ashore. He said 
that his wife’s inability to nurse her in­
fant depressed her greatly and probably 
caused her desire for death.

Coming wars will be fought un­
der vastly different conditions from those 
prevailing forty-five years ago.

When Senator Lodge addressed the 
senate, this week, on the schedule relat­
ing to cotton manufactures, he made one 
of the most notable contributions to the 
tariff debates of this congress. The clear 
cut, analytical and logical explanation by 
the Massachusetts senator of one of the 
most intricate tariff schedules, lasting 
over an hour, was given the closest at­
tention by his colleagues. In the begin­
ning of his speech Mr. Lodge asked that 
he be not interrupted as he desired to 
have a semblance of continuity in his re­
marks instead of “a rivulet of argument 
meandering through a meadow of pleas­
ant but wholly irrevelant conversation/V 
and the lack of constant interruption 
greatly enhanced the effectiveness of his 
argument. Among other things, Senator 
Lodge asserted that the work of the fi­
nance evommittee has been misrepresent­
ed and stated that 379 reductions from 
the Dingley law were made by that com­
mittee’s bill, and only 33 increases, prac­
tically all the increases being on luxuries 
and agricultural products; and he called 
attention to the fact that many reductions 
had been made since the bill was report­
ed to the senate, mentioning as an ex­
ample, those made this week on salt. 
In referring to Senator Dolliver’s charge 
that certain amendments had been sug­
gested by cotton manufacturers, Mr. 
Lodge said he thought it quite as proper 
to take into consideration the recommen­
dations of the American business men as 
to follow the wishes of the importers who 
desired to break down the protective 
system. As to the charge that the cot­
ton manufacturers are making exhorbit- 
ant profits, Mr. Lodge pointed out that 
the net increase in wages in the cotton 
mills was 22 1-2 per cent since the enact­
ment of the Dingley law, and he also 
called attention to the fact that there is 
no trust or combination in the cotton, 
manufacturing business in this country, 
that on the contrary there is a very sharp 
competition. From the official statistics 
of Massachusetts Mr. Lodge read figures 
showing that in the last ten years thirty- 
two of the Fall River mills had made an 
average annual profit of six per cent; and 
in the same period ten New Bedford mills 
had made an average annual profit of 
10.45 per cent. These profits were declar­
ed not exhorbitant nor even large in com­
parison with those made in English cot­
ton mills. Lancashire was cited as an ex­
ample where sixty-eight mills made a pro­
fit last year of 15.18 per cent and a profit 
of 33.86 per cent in 1907.

£■(From Our Own Correspondent)
Washington, D. C., June 3,—If the su­

gar trust should suffer in the current tar­
iff revision it will have no one but itself 
to blame. Its whole course has been such 
as to arouse the antagonism of law-abid­
ing citizens. Its latest feat is a violation 
of the interstate commerce law prohib­
iting discriminations by drawbacks and 
rebates, and as a result of this defiance 
of the law, the interstate commerce com­
mission, after a thorough investigation, 
has adjudged the American Sugar Refining 
Company guilty of a rebater to the ex­
tent of $266,000. This is but one of many 
violations of law which this trust has 
bekn guilty, and it was only the other 
day that its violations of the customs laws 
of the United States, by which the gov­
ernment was robbed of duties to the ex­
tent of millions of dollars,xwere unearth­
ed by Collector Loeb of the New York 
customs house. It has to its credit, also, 
the violation of the Sherman anti-trust 
law, condemning conspiracies in restraint 
of trade, where by abusing the power giv­
en it by the tariff law it closed the Pen­
nsylvania Sugar Refining Company of 
Philadelphia as well as other refineries, 
and it is further driving out of 
business the beet and cane su­
gar farmers Sy its abuse of the 
monopoly power. In • spite of all this 
abuse of power and violation of law this 
huge trust is today before Congress seek­
ing more power—and the odd part of it 
all is that it will in all probability get 
it.

The Army War College is responsible 
for many innovations in the conduct of 
the regular army and not the least in­
teresting of these is a series of practice 
marches which have been decided on 
whereby various battlefields of the civil 
war are to be visited by officers of the 
army and a study made of the campaigns 
on the fields themselves. The first march 
of this kind has just been completed by 
some hundred soldiers, including thirty 
commissioner officers, covering some five 
hundred miles of Virginia territory and 
visiting in all about thirty battlefields 
around Fredericksburg, Richmond and in 
the historic Shenandoah valley. Aft each 
field various officers were detailed to 
study and report on some particular fea­
ture of that battle, followed by a lecture 
and debates on the course pursued in 
the handling of the troops during the 
battle. Another practice march is soon 
to be undertaken, covering the Gettys-

i
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sion, but because the truth for all souls 
seems to involve necessarily our denomin­
ational form. The special task for the 
theologian today is that he should assist 
society to some sure analysis of Christian 
history and experience in order that the 
universal and sovereign elements may be 
clearly recognized amid the transient ac­
cretion. The existing creeds have lost the 
relative truth they once had, and well as 
the creed makers did their work in an 
earlier day that work was transient. A 
creed which goes into particulars about 
things which have no relation to our pres­
ent thought, and on things upon which 
no man can have definite knowledge can 
never hope to become catholic or universal 
We ask for truth to reign over us, not 
because it is pleasantly situated to the 
taste and custom of our local neighbor­
hood, but because it is truth for man 
as a man, and that which may be every­
where and by all men believed.

“The proposed creed for the united 
churches is utterly lacking in those ele­
ments of universality. It gathers together 
many outgrown conceptions that the 
church could prosperously be delivered of 
and seeks to perpetuate them in a new 
creed. It includes too many things to be 
simple, too few things to be inclusive and 
little that is vital in view of present 
practices. It is difficult to find in it any 
indication that the church is attempting 
to interpret the signs of the times. The 
objection that will be taken to it is not 
that its statements are not true but 
that they are not vital. The creed is not 
closely connected with our present prob­
lems or with the life of our churches. It 
embodies the splendid hopes and con­
victions of an earlier generation, but to 
write these in a creed today is simply 
to emphasize our own lack of convic­
tions and to refuse to take seriously the 
present problems.’’

Three subjects will be discussed, namely : Cable news and press inter-com­
munication, when Lord Crewe will preside, and_ Postmaster Buxton and Austen 
Chamberlain will be among the speakers ; “The Press and the Empire” under 
the presidency of first lord of the admiralty, Reginald McKenna, who will sup­
ported : by Foreign Secretary Sir Edward Grey, Lord Cromer, I^rd Esher and 
Alfred Lyttelton.

-Graham of Montreal. The hotels tonight hold many newspaper proprietors, edit­

ors and writers.

Inspired by the plùck of 
Australia and New Zealand, which were always in the van, Canada was now 
sending delegates to discuss the question of the defence of Great Britain. If 
wise statesmanship governed the delegates in this discussion, it meant a new and 
important step in- the safeguarding of imperial interests.

Woodstock, N. B., June ff—(Special)-—

The engineering department of the Isth­
mian Canal Commission operates about 
300 miles of construction trackage, but 
the Panama Railroad Company acta as a 
clearing-house for its traffic. It receives 
the dirt cars loaded and returns them 
empty, the trains as soon as they come 
on the company’s tracks falling within its 
jurisdiction. These dirt trains number­
ing from 700 to 800, run all day with the 
utmost regularity. They constitute the 
most important portion of the traffic and
