—The marriage of the Crown Prince 
Rudolph of Austria and the Princess 
Stephanie of Belgium was most imposing­
ly solemnized at the Church of St. 
Augustine to-day. All Vienna awoke 
early, full of excitement and expectation, 
and an immense multitude collected in the 
streets through which the imperial and 
royal personages were driven to the 
chnrch.

are having a long way the better of the 
sellera, for there is an evident desire to 
press sales and get rid of old stocks be­
fore the new import sets in. The future 
of this market looks unfavourable for 
importers, and if we have much sent 
here on consignment we may expect to 
see some prices taken that will astonish 
our sanguine Canadian friends. This 
will probably appeal to their own judg­
ment most forcibly when the table of 
imports, present stock, &c., has been 
carefully read and thoroughly digested, 
and it is almost needless to point out 
the excessive quantities of yellow pine 
timber and deals, the former being 
nearly double the quantity held here 
last year, while the latter is more than 
three times, as large. Then in oak we 
have not only an excess of 100,000 cubic 
ft., but there is also an additional stock 
of 163,000 cubic ft. of oak waggon 
scantling, making together an excess of 
about a quarter of a million cubic ft.; 
this too at a time when the railway 
waggon building trade (the great 
su mers of this wood) is in a condition 
as bad as has been known for 
years.

From present appearances it will take 
some time before our market can right 
itself, and the only way this can be 
brought about is by a greatly curtailed 
import.

On Friday, the 29th inst., Messrs. 
Fam worth & Jardine offered by auction 
one cargo of St. John, N. B., spruce 
deals, about 20,000 Quebec pine deals, 
about 4,000 pieces of St. John, N. B., 
and Richibucto pine deals, with 
boards, &c.

The attendance was limited to the 
local dealers, the country buyers, who 
usually form a good proportion, being 
conspicuous by their absence, and the 
competition for the spruce was of the 
most languid kind.

The auctioneer went through the 
catalogue twice, but £6 16s. being the 
highest bid for any lot, the entire cargo 
of spruce was withdrawn.

A Great Loss Averted. Of course much remained to be done 

after this in the way of prevention. 
Additional lines and hawsers had to be 
secured, and they were supplied by 
merchants and others who had them, 
the St. George having taken up two and 
the Andover being run down to New­
castle and Chatham during the evening 
for more. The men worked all night 
and part of Sunday when the jam was 
pronounced safe and the freshet had be­
gun to fall off.

The Andover — happening as she 
did, to b^ at Derby with her 
owner on board—was instrumental, as 
the little Derby and Grip were last 
year) in preventing a great loss, and 
there seems to be a desire on the part 
o£ the boom Company and log-owners 
that the owner, R. R. Call, Esq,, shall 
not be a loser by the prompt and timely 
service rendered. Mr. Miller’s little 
steamer, the Derby, has again played an 
important part in saving a large quanti­
ty of lumber. Her owner is probably 
the greatest sufferer of all, comparative­
ly speaking, by the event of Saturday, 
for he will be deprived of the use of her 
and have his business much impeded, 
because she cannot return home until 
the jam is rafted out from the Railway 
Bridge.

The logs which ran through under the 
bridge on Saturday—perhaps a million 
feet in all—were caught by temporary 
and other booms and by men in boats 
at points along the south side of the 
river, only about one hundred •pieces 
going out to sea. The schooner Clay- 
more, Capt. Marquis, arrived on Sun­
day and we base this estimate of total loss 
on report which he brought in. It will 
therefore be seen that the loss is trifling. 
Indeed the loss of logs on the Mir- 
araichi this spring has been unusually 
small, as compared with other seasons 
and had it not been for the break of 
Saturday not a log would have been 
lost, a most unusual circumstance, due 
to the ice having melted instead of 
running out:

Owing, it is said, to a private telegram 
from Newcastle, representing the bridge 
as being in great danger, Mr. Macken­
zie, C. E., of the Moncton offices, came 
on and examined the jam and its effect 
upon the piers.

On Saturday morning there was con­
siderable anxiety all along the Mirami- 
chi in reference to the probable effect 
of the freshet in the South West boom, 
which, is the great receptacle of the 
lumber obtained on that branch of the 
river. There were about twenty mil­
lions feet of logs in the boom in the 
morning and the main river and Renoue 
drives were coming along at such a rate 
as to make it plainly apparant that it 
would bè necessary to jam the river.— 
The lesee of the Boom, Jas. Robinson, 
Esq., decided that the point of danger 
was reached and he made the jam at 
Bryanton’s shore. * This was early in 
the forenoon. By half past three ten 
millions feet of logs had run into the 
jam, when the accumulated mass bore

It happened that Messrs. R. A, & J. 
Stewart had completed telephonic com­
munication only the day before between 
their office in Newcastle and that of Mr. 
Andrew Morrison, Surveyor,at Parker’s 
just opposite the boom, so the condition 
of things as they transpired was made 
known in Newcastle. Messages were 
also sent through Mr. Miller's telephone 
at Derby, via Newcastle to Chatham 
and little time was lost in making pre­
parations to save the property now 
adrift.

6. In every case of proposed alteration 
that may have given rise to discussion to 
defer the voting thereon till the next 
meeting, whensoever the same shall bo 
required by one-third of those present at 
the mrating, each intended vote to be 
annonneed in the notice for the next 
meeting.

8. To refer, on the part of each com­
pany, when considered desirable, to di­
vines, scholars and literary men, whether 
at home or abroad, for their opinions.

The New Testament is now being dis­
tributed in the British Isles, the United 
States and Canada. It is not sanctioned 
by any civil or ecclesiastical body, but is 

the work of scholars appoint­
ed by or in co-operation with the Convo­
cation of Canterbury. After having been 
before the clergy and laity of Christen­
dom for a time, some action will be taken 
in regard to it, and possibly some further 
em-ndations suggested. A record of the 
differences of opinion among the revisors 
has been preserved.

There are some few passages omitted 
altogether, which have long been known 
to scholars as doubtful, not being found in 
the best manuscripts.

The following special telegram appear­
ed in the Sun of Monday 

Newcastle, May 22.—The heavy rains 
of the past week have had the effect of 
creating a huge freshet on the Miramichi. 
ihe water rose so fast here on Friday that 
no one conversant with the lumber busi­
ness was at all surprised when word reach­
ed here yesterday that the South West 
boom had broken, emptying its contents 
into the swollen river. The loss to the 
owners will be heavy as a large quantity 
of the logs has been swept away and can­
not be recovered.

It was not until the danger of a greater 
calamily forced itself upon us that people 
began to consider the extent of the damage 
likely to follow the breaking of the boom. 
At the time of telegraphing the Inter­
colonial bridge is in danger of being ear­
ned away, some twenty million feet of 
logs, out of the boom, being jammed 
against it. The water is rising and it is 
donbted, by many, if the bridge can long

This bridge over the South West is one 
of the finest iron structures on the Inter- 
Lolonnti, consisting of six spans of over 

feet each, supported on five piers, the 
body of which is of freestone with quoins 
and copings of granite. It was built by 
the Phœmxville Bridge Co. of Pennsyl- 
vania, and is noted for strength and dura- 
blity.

9 The New York Herald calls for the re­
tirement of Secretary Blaine and a re­
organization of the Cabinet as a solution 
of the present difficulties.

The Evening Post, in its comments on 
the resignation, says:

To-day, for the first time since the 
organization of the Government, the State 
of Now York is without any representa­
tive in the Senate of the United States. 
Roscve Conkling and Thomas C. Platt 
have forwarded their resignations to Gov­
ernor Cornell, and have formally announc­
ed the fact to the Vice President. The 
first comment on the proceeding is that 
it is a genuine surprise. If the report 
was less circumstantial it might be regard­
ed as the not very ingenious invention of 
sonle practical humorist in Washington. 
The rumor that Senator Platt, after voting 
for Robertson in obedience to some un­
defined obligation, would resign, was re­
garded until some time ago as an idle 
rumor. Until the Senators shall vouch­
safe an explanation of their course there 
is wide room for conjecture as to its 
meaning. If they are - seeking an “ en­
dorsement ” of their conduct by means of 
re-election, the experiment is a dangerous 
one to make with a Legislature that a 
little while ago unanimously approved 
the nomination of Robertson.

The Commercial Advertiser says 
Roscoe Conkling has returned into the 

hands of the Republicans of New York 
the high trust they have confided to him 
for fourteen years. The great leader of 
the Republican party of the Union, the 
statesman who stands head and shoulders 
above all his associates in ability, integrity 
and in the services he has rendered the 
Republican cause, has resigned his position 
as Senator. To this act he has been driven 
by the duplicity, treachery and malignity 
of the Administration. This rebuke to 
the Blaine-Garfield cabal is pointed by the 
action of the junior senator from this 
State, who joins .his distinguished col­
league in his retirement and places his 
resignation also in the Governor’s hands. 

The New York Tribune says 
No one takes the resignations seriously. 

Neither Conkling nor Platt has any idea 
of leaving the Senate. We are induced 
to think that no objection will be raised 
any where in the State to the playing out 
of this opera bouffe representation. Our 
Senators have made themselves rather 
ridiculous, but the people who elected 
them once will, of course, elect them 
again and send them back to 
their terms. Only the Senate should not 
permit so shallow a trick to interfere with 
the despatch of public business in their 
absence. They can go on, get through 
with their work and go home, not mourn­
ing over their sulky colleagues as those 
without help. •

It was fearfully mangled, some 
minutes elapsing before the mill’s engine 
could be stopped, so that the boy’s body 
could be extricated from the shafting. 
The scene at his home, near the mill, 
when his crushed form was bfought there 
was very painful. The unfortunate little 
fellows’ parents are both deceased, his 
mother being dead only a short time. The 
grief of his three sisters was of the most 
agonizing description. There were many 
present who deeply sympathized with 
them in this their latest affliction. At the 
inquest held on the lad’s remains a verdict 
of accidental death was returned by the 
Jury.

Dorchester under date of May 18th :—
On Tuesday afternoon, at about one 

o’clock, the freight train going towards 
Moncton ran over two cows on the track 
near Palmer’s crossing at this place. One 

had both hind legs broken and 
otherwise injured; the other, besides other 
bruises, had only one leg broken. It is 
said that within an hour pfter the accident 
the section foreman at this place tele­
graphed to the authorities at Moncton 
asking for instructions, bat as far as I can 
learn none have been as yet received, at 
all events the animals are, at this hour of 
writing (Wednesday evening), lyiirg in a 
field adjacent to the railway, and moving 
about as best they can on their stumps, 
attempting to graze what grass they can. 
At ten o’clock this morning they had not 
been even fed ! By some inexplicable 
red-tapeism on the part of the railway 
management, the section men are not 
permitted in such cases to end the suffer­
ings of the poor brutes by killing them, 
until they are especially authorized to do 
so by the authorities at Moncton. In this 
instance nearly two days have elapsed 
since the accident, and the poor brutes are 
allowed to suffer, without even anything 
to eat ! Surely such inhumanity calls 
loudly for a branch of the society for the 
prevention of cruelty to animals in this 
section of the Province. The indifference 
of the railway authorities is the more 
glaring when it is considered that the ac­
cident was largely the result of negligence, 
the fence along the line of railway, that 
runs through the property of Philip 
Palmer, Esq., being down, as it has been 
for some time, the railway people being 
well aware of the fact. The chief difficul­
ty on their part appears to be, that as they 
are not permitted to employ extra men* to 
repair the fences, they are left in their 
present state. Meanwhile these accidents, 
owing to this penny wise, pound foolish 
policy, occur.

Tfie above case is of a kind calculated 
to illustrate the character of the Railway 
management at Moncton and the fitness of 
the men at the head of affaire there for 
the positions they occupy. The inhu­
manity of allowing the injured animals to 
remain in the condition described is shock­
ing and those responsible for it ought to be 
indicted and punished by law, although it 
is understood that Messrs. Pottinger & 
Co. assume that they are above the law 
altogether.

NOVA SCOTIAThe Republican Senators held a caucus 
this afternoon for the purpose of determi­
ning what course should be adopted with 
a view of reaching action on the Robert­
son nomination and other contested cases, 
and of thus securing an early adjournment 
of the Senate. A few Senators spoke in 
favor of leaving the Robertson case in the 
hands of the Commerce Committee for 
several days longer, in the hope that 
some way might yet be opened up to avoid 
a controversy concerning it.

Several other members of the caucus, 
while agreeing with the speakers that the 
nomination of Judge Robertson was not a 
wise or desirable act on the part of the 
President, took the ground, nevertheless, 
that as an issue having been made, party 
interests demanded that it shall be met 
by sustaining the Administration. The 
various advocates of prompt- action urged 
the confirmation of tne nomination on its 
merits.

After a short debate it was decided, 
with only four dissenting votes, that the 
ommittees (so far as the Republican 
members can now control their action, 
shall report back all pending nominations 
forthwith (meaning at to-morrow’s session 
of the Senate) with a view of finally dis­
posing of all Executive business, in time 
for a final adjournment by Thursday or 
Friday at the latest

The necessity of providing for an elec­
tion of a President of the Senate pro tem­
pore, before the close of the session, 
also brought to the attention of the 
cue, and as the Democrats now constitute 
a majority of the body, it was agreed to 
notify them that the Republicans will 
consider Senator Harris, of Tennessee, as 
an acceptable choice for the position, and- 
will cheerfully acquiesce in his election.

The resignation of Senators Conkling 
and Platt were not in any way discussed 
or even referred to during the cauciis pro­
ceedings.

Sir : Transmitting as we do onr resig­
nations respectively of the great trusts 
with which New York has honored us, it 
is tit that we acquaint you, and through 
you, the Legislature and people of the 
State, with the reasons which, in our 
judgment, make such a step respectful 
and necessary. Some weeks ago the 
President sent to the Senate in a group 
the nominations of several 
public offices already filled, 
offices is the Collectorship of the port of 
New York, now held by General Meritt ;

other is Charge de’Affaires to Denmark, 
now held by Mr. Cramer ; another is the 
mission to Switzerland, now held by Mr. 
Fish, son of the former distinguished Sec­
retary of State. Mr. Fish had, in defer­
ence to an ancient practice, placed hie 
position at the disposal of the new Ad­
ministration, but like other persons named, 
he was ready to remain at his poet if per­
mitted to do so. All of these officers, 
save only Mr. Cramer, are citizens of New 
York. It was proposed to displace 
them all, not for any alleged faults 
or for any alleged need or advantage 
of public service, but in order to give the 
great office of Collector of the port of New 
York to Mr. Wm.H. Robertson as a “ re­
ward ” for certain acts of his, said to 
have aided in making the nomination of 
General Garfield possible. The chain of 
removals thus proposed was broken by 
Gen. Badeau promptly declining to accept 
the new place to which he was to be sent 
These nominations summoned every mem­
ber of the Senate to say whether he ad­
vised such a transaction.

The keel and gunwale strokes are of 
birch, the stem and stern of hacmetac and 
the remainder, excepting the timbers—of 
pine. The boat is decked flush with the

The generators, 
cooler and cylinders used are of copper and 
equal to any in the country, while the 
facilities for bottling are of the most 
modern character. The lager beer is 
brewed in SL John and received the high­
est commendations and diploma at the 
Exhibition for the Maritime Provinces 
held last fall It is brought to Chatham 
in ten gallon casks and bottled here. The 
ærated beverages made, include lemon and 
plain soda, ginger ale, champagne cider 
and sarsaparilla. The business thrives in 
warm weather and our people look upon 
Mr. Cassidy’s wagon as a moving temper­
ance lecture and, at the same time, a great 
source of supply to a thirsty public. Mr. 
Cassidy supplies stores and residences in 
Chatham and Newcastle and the more 
customers he has the better he likes it.

In an industrial locality like that of 
Chatham, where# there must be a con­
siderable demand for vehicles of all kinds, 
and more especially those of the lighter 
and more ornameutal varieties, adapted 
either for business or pleasure, there 
would seem to be no reason, why carrage 
building especially, should not become 
one of the staple industries of the place 
Many, people however, seem to £hink 
when they want a vehicle that they can 
do much better by purchasing abroad, 
both as to quality and price, and often 
end by paying more than they would have 
done for the same, if not superior article, 
to a Chatham carriage maker. It is 
moreover, now the fashion (theoretically) 
to support home industries, however 
uneconomical 4hey may be, and it is a 
matter of regret that many admirers of 
the N. P. diverge so much between their 
theory and practice. In connection with 
these remarks, and to show the facilities 
which exist in Chatham in the carriage 
building line, we may take among others 
the carriage shop of Mr. Alexander 
Robinson on SL John Street, which com­
prises the necessary conveniences for 
turning out all classes of vehicles from 
a heavy sloven to the most stylish buggy. 
The establishment consists of the neces­
sary wood-working, blacksmith’s and 
paint shop, the latter of which is on the 
second floor.

He has now on hand an assortment of 
carriages which are ready for inspection, 
among which are four piano-box wagons, 
built of the best American stock, (hickory 
and whitewood) and fitted with steel 
axles.
