i VICTOR, Col.,, June 6.—Deadly riot-
ing broke out in Victor this afternoon
while a mass meeting was holding to
discuss the murder of twelve non-
union miners by means of an infernal
machine at Independence. Forty shots
were fired into.a crowd in the street.
R. McGee of Victor, was shot dead and
at least six persons were injured.

Secretary Clarance H. Hamln of
the Mine Owners’ Association, was
making an address, and in concluding
said:

“I want to hear what the boys in
the-mines have to say about - this
trouble,” referring to the Independence
disaster.

‘William Hoskins, a union miner from
Goldfield, threw up his hand and

shouted, “Let me talk.”

At this the crowd began to hiss
i Hoskins, and cried, “Put him out.”
| A free-for-all fight followed and
shooting began. Most of the shots
were directed skyward.

Hoskins fell with a bullet in the
body and the crowd scattered.
| Secretary Hamlin, who was standing
on a wagon, kept talking, unmindful
of the storm of bullets that whizzed
about his head. After the first excite-
ment had subsided the injured and the
dying were gathered up.

R. McGee of Victor, who was in-
stantly killed, had been standing on an
embankment thirty feet above the
men who had been fighting, and was
an innocent spectator. A pitched
battle is looked for at any moment.
"I‘here are five thousand men on the
streets and wunion men are arming
tthemselves. They are thronging the
'streets, making threats.

After the rloting began Sheriff Bell
ordered out all the soldiers in the re-
gion. He glso appointed 100 deputies.
‘Wholesale arrests of union men will
be made, it is said.

Major Naylor sent guards to aid in
{ quelling the disturbance on Fourth
! street. When the ‘“uniformeéd men
swung into Fourth street, they were
fired on from houses on both sides of
the street. They returned the fire
and raced on at a double quick until
they were near the miners’ union hall.
At that point the mob scattered and
as the soldiers halted, several shots
were fired at them from the windows
of the hall.

The doors of the building had been
left open and a dozen guardsmen fired
into the hall as fast as they could
work their rifles. After a few vol-
leys the order to take the place by
assault was given and they jumped in.
It was reported to General Bell that a
number of men were killed, but none
of the guardsmen was injured.

VICTOR, Colo., June 7.—A persistent
rumor is current here to the effect that
Sheriff Bell was shot and killed to-
night.

TWO ACCIDENTS.

Many Persons in Peril on Boston

Harbor.

BOSTON, June b6.—Two sailboat ac-
cidents occurred in the harbor today,
yand, although unattended by serious
results, forty-five persons were in
peril of drowning.

During the forenoon the 32-foot slopp
yacht Venture sailed from Charles-
town with an excursion party of 42
persons on board, 18 of whom Were
women. While proceeding down the
harbor the yacht was struck by a
squall and thrown almost on her beam
ends. The water poured in over the
#ail, filling the cockpit, and the Ven-
ture began to sink. The police boat
Watchman was cruising in the vicin-
ity of the Venture and went to the as-
sistance of the distressed craft. Ali
of the party were taken on board the
police boat and landed at the navy
yard in Charlestown.

Later in the afternoon three men
were rescued from drowning by South
Boston residents. A squall had cap-
sized the smrall catboat in which the
three men were sailing ,and they were
struggling in the water north of Castle
Island when assistance came to them.

---Russians

Boasting of What They’ll Do---Several
~"Small Engagements.

LONDON, June 6.—The Daily Tele-

graph’s Tien Tsin correspondent wires: |

“Four thousand Russians belonging
to General Stakelberg’s brigade .on
May 31 attacked 1,500 Japanese occupy-
ing a position five miles south of Wa-
fangtien. The Russians were replus-
ed losing 200 killed and 400 wounded.

ed.”

CHE FOO, June 6, 1.30 a. m.—But
two miles separated Japanese and Rus-
sian armies on the Liao Tung penin-
sula on June 2, according to Chinese
who have arrived here from Dalny.

The Japanese army, reinforced by the
men who landed at Dalny, occupied
Twin Ching and also Sanchimpo, sev-
eral miles west of Dalny.

They then proceeded along the coast

toward Port Arthur. On one side of
the army are high mountains and on
the other side is the sea, from which
the Japanese gunboats are supporting
the flank of the army.

On June 2 the Japanese forces were
witnin seven miles of the outer forts
of Port Arthur, only two iles from
the Russian army, which is ready to
oppose their further advance. The
Chinese believed there would be a big
battle at this point. It is also stated
by the Chinese that the Japanese have
moved their base to Dalny from Talien
Wan. The larger Japansese ships are
anchored outside and the smafler ones
inside the harbor. Troops have been
landed, they say, from small vessels,
apparently coming from Pitsewo or
the Elliott Islands.

The Chinese further reported that a
number of Chinese have been shot
while attempting to get through the
Russian lines.

TOKIO, Juge 6, 11 a. m.—The Rus-
sian gunboat Giliak was torpedoed and
destroyed at Port Arthur Saturday.

LONDON, June 6.—That the cur-
tain is drawn again over the progress
of the war probably indicates that,im-
portant events are impending or afoot.
The explosions heard at Port Arthur
suggest that the Russians have re-
newed their attempts to remove ob-
structions in the mouth of the harbor.
All kinds of rumors are current, few
of which appear to have any reliable
basis.

Various special correspondents in St.
Fetersburg report increasing depres-
sion in Russia over the prospect of the
fall of Port Arthur, and that wild pe-
ports are in circulation over dissensions
between the generals and the highest
officials over questions of policy and
strategy. The Dally Mail gives great
prominence to a statement ‘“‘from a
Russian correspondent’ declaring that
Russia will stand or fall by Pbort Ar-
thur as far as the government’s pre-
stige with the lower classes is con-
cerned. .

‘“Internal troubles are inevitable,”
the correspondent says, ‘“should the
fortress fall. Count Lamsdorff dis-
plays a strong personality, but his
position is precarious and he is likely
to be sacrificed as a scapegoat to
popular indignation at the way the war

TOKIO, June 5, 4.30 p. m.—It is sus-
pected®here that the Russians at Port
Arthur are communicating with points
on the Chinese  coast ky means of
wireless telegraphy. It was reported
that a wireless station had been w=rect-
ed secretly in the village of Peh Wang
on Takin island, one of the Kiao Tao
greup, situated in Pe Chi Li Strait, and
the Japanese cruiser Chitnse visited the
island yesterday to investigute. She
did not, however, find :
reported that another such station has
been erected near Shan Hai’Kwan, and
the Japanrese are investigating this
matter.

Yesterday the Chitose steamed in
close to Liao Teshan promontory, and
discovered four imasts and a watch-
house necar the coast. One of these
masts evidently was fitted for wireless
telegraphy operations. The Chitose re-
ported having heard a series of explo-
sions at Port Arthur, and believes them

to have resulted from blasting prepar-’

atory to the emplacing of new batter-
ies®

The Jaj’anese torpedo boat destroyer
Ikazachi yesterday discovered and de-
stroyed a large mine off San Shan is-
land, at the entrance to Talien Wan
Bay.

The Japanese naval authorities en-
gaged in clearing out the mines in the
vicinity of Talien Wan Bay are em-
ploying Japanese shell divers from
Kushiu province ror the purpose. These
divers volunteered for this work and
are wonderfully expert. It is said that
with their diving paraphernalia they
can stay under water half a day at a
time. Hundreds of Japanese fishermen
are volunteering to assist in clearing
away Russian mines, and it is prob-
able that some of them will be used for
this work. These voluntary offers are
taken to illustrate the unity of the
Japanese people in war.

NEW CHWANG, June 5.—Two car-
rier pigeons arrived here yesterday
noon from Geneéral Stoessel at Port
Arthur. The Russians will not divulge
the messages carried by the birds, but
declare they contain good information
and are very cheerful since the pigeons
arrived.

An Associated Press messenger
from the north reports that the magis-
‘trates of Hai Cheng and Liao Yang
were recently arrested by Russians

and charged with furnishing supplies
and information to the enemy. They
were taken to Mukden, but released
after an investigation.

Influential natives decla.e that the
arrests were made °not bucause the
Russians-believed they couid prove the
charges, but because the raugistrates
were non-committal and refused to aid
either side.

The Russians are printing a news-
paper in Chinese at Mukd n for the
purpose of influencing the nutives. The
latest copy received at Nes: Chwang
says that the Japanese atteinpted to
float a second loan in Amenri~ 1 for $3.-
750,000, but were ccldly reject:d. Other
contents of the paper explain that
the Russian loss in the Yalu battle was
due to, the preponderz... of Japanese
cavalry and says also that the Rus-

sians will soon dictate peace terms in |

Tokio and that the leading Japanese
statesmen will be reduced to ricksha
coolies.

TOKIO, June 5, 6 p. m.—The Japan-
ese and Russian forces located north
of Pulahtien which were in a series
of brushes during the early part of last
week, had another encounter on-Friday
June 3, near Chu Chia Tun. On that
day the Japanese cavalrymen met the
Russians at noon. The Russians num-
bered 2,000 men and were composed of
infantry, detachments of cavalry and
artillery. They were pressing the Jap-
anese cavalry when the Japanese as-
sembled their entire force and ‘engag-
ed the enemy. The Russians drew off
gradually and at half-past flve in the

afternoon they retired to Telishus The |

Japanese suffered four men killed and
four men wounded in this fighting. A
peport has been 1 ~eived  here from
General Kuroki sayfng“r«s on Friday
last a detachment was despatched
from Ai Yang Chen (Ai Yang Pien-
men?) to the east of Feng Wang
Cheng to make a reconnaissance to-
ward Chaimatsi (Simatsi, 35 miles
north of Feng Wang Cheng).

PARJS, June 6.—The St. Petersburg
correspondent of the Echo de Paris
says:

“According to information received
here, General Kuroki has been suffer-
ing from a mild attack of typhoid
fever, but he has now recovered.

“The general belief is that General
Kuropatkin will not advance to the re-
lief’ of Port Arthur. In any case, or-
ders to do so have not yet been trans-
mitted. N

“I learn that England has obtained
from Japan, in behalf of Russia, assur-
ances that the Japanase will not de-
stroy seal in Behring Sea during the
war.

“It {8 rumored that the army corps
of St. Petersburg district will be mob-
ilized shortly. I have reason to believe
that two other army corps in the cen-
tral districts will also be mobilized.”

MULOCK NOT WANTED.

Neither the Sydney Strikers Nor Em-

ployers Require a Referee.

HALIFAX, N. 8., June 5.—There
have been no new developments in the
strike situation at Sydney since Satur-
day. It would appear as if either sije
was waiting for the other to move in
the way of bringing about a settle-
ment. Acting Manager J. Dix Fraser
tonight reiterated the statement made
to your correspondent a few days ago,
that the company was satisfled with
the way things were going. Asked if
he thought there would be overtures
on the part of the company with a
view to adjusting the difficulty, he
replied, ‘“None whatever.”

There is to be a meeting of the
grand sub-council of the P. W. A. to-
morrow morning, for the purpose of
taking measures to strengthen the as-
sociation’s defence fund. They kave
received offers of assistance from near-
ly every P. W. A. lodre in the prov-
fnce, and also from other organized
labor unions.

A telegram was received by the sec-
retary of the Board of Trade from
Hon. Wm. Mulock, minister of labor,
stating that he had offered his offices
in an end=2avor to bring about a set-
tlement of the otrike, but regretted
both sides were unwilling to accept
government intervention.

BOSTON, June 5.—Three men were
found dead in various sections of the
city today. Near the New England
docks the harbor police found the de-
composed body of a man floating in
the water. It was later identified as
that of Joseph A. Grendell of East
Boston, the captain of the steam light
Sipho. He had been missing since
February 4.

Nahume T. Sanborn of Lewiston,
Me., was found dead in the room of
his lodging house on Marsball street,

north end. Two hours before the find-
ing of the body he had been talking
with another lodger in the house.
Charles Sullivan was found dead in
the hall of the house on Corning street,
south end. It is believed that he fell
down stairs, receiving fatal injuries.

CYRUS RYAN’S TRIAL.

P.E. Island Man Now Appearing in
Plymouth Court.

BOSTON, June 6.—Cyrus L. Ryan
of Charlott2town, P. B. I, formerly
employ=d ‘n the steward’s department
of the Plant line steamer Olivette, was
placed on trial in the Plymouth county
superior criminal court at Plymouth
today for the alleged murder of Quong
Sing, a Chincse laundryman, at Han-
over Four Corners. The murder oc-
curred on Jan. 28 last. Much time was
taken in getting a jury together. It
is expected the trial will be concluded
this week. John F. Callanan of Ply-
mouth was engaged by Ryan’s friends
to defend him, and he is being assist-
ed by Lawyer Fred M. Bixby of
Brockton, who was named by the
court.

The Chinaman was smothered by
having his head forced into a washtub
about noon of the day mentioned. His
place was afterwards robbed, and as
Ryan was seen in the vicinity suspicion
fell on him. He was arrested the same
day on a train bound for this city.
With him was Katie Murray, a Prince
Edward Island gir]l, to whom he was
engaged, and Mr. and Mrs. Fred
Pierce, relatives of Ryan. He was in-
dicted for murder in the first degree
by the grand jury. The defendant is
about 24 years of age and is cf good
appearance. It was said at the time
of his arrest that his father was a
policeman in Moncton, but the state-
ment was denied.

Reports Show Advances Along All lines===
More Power For the Synods---Home
Missien Work.

W

During Thursday afernoon’s sessiona
few changes were made ‘n the names
of those elected as delegates by the
different presbyteries. Rev, Dr. Mac-
Laren submitted the report of the com-
mittee on the enlargement of the pow-
ers of synodsi. The report showed that
the committee had m~2t and drawn
up some valuable suggestions, revised
the overture which the report sub-
mitted to them last assembly contain-
ed; sent it down to synods and pres-
byteries, and requested their views in
regard to it. Thirty-five presbyteries
reported on the overture, Different
answers were received, most of which
were in favor of the overture simpli-
citer, while others offered suggestions
and one desired to see the powers of
the synod enlarged. The committee
met in January and decided to ask the
views of presbyteries in reference to
the propriety of having the work of
the church in its great departments

brought regularly before synods so as |

to deepen the interest felt in them
and evoke the liberality of the church
in their support. The returns receiv-
ed in reply to this inquiry were not
very numerous, but they were all fav-
orable.

Some discussion followed the report
as to the power which should be given
the synods. Dr. Worden d4id not
think power should be glven to the
synods to receive or reject ministers
from other churches. Dr. Campbell
thought such matters would receive
fair nd just consideration at the
bands of the assembly.

After considerable discussion it was
decided by a vote of 105 to 62 that
power should not be given the synods
to receive ministers from other
churches.

The question of granting leave to
ministers to = retire from the active
duties of the ministry mentioned in the
report was discyssed at some length.

Prof. MacLaren was willing to ac-

cept the clause, without reference to!

the aged and infirm ministers. Prin-
cipal Forrest strongly opposed such an
action. He thought some trust should
be put in the synods.

Prof. McLaren moved, seconded by
Dr. Campbell, the clause as amended,
should be passed. The resolution was
carried.

The synod was given the right to
deal with the erection of new presby-
teries within their bounds, as well as
the adjusting of the boards of presby-
teries already existing within said sy-
nods. When a new presbytery . ge-
quires fo be erected, covering terri-
tory under the jurisdiction of two or
more synods, the sanction of the gen-
eral assembly must hLowever be ob-
tained.

The clause of the report granting
the synod power to deal with the re-
ception and issuing finally of all ap-
peals, complaints and references which
come regularly before it, and which do
not affect the doctrine or constitution
of the church, or interfere with the
administration of schemes or other
matters under the direction and con-
trol of the 2eneral assembly, received
serious: ol dc i Principal
though! of appeal
highe: rwculd not be taken away.

Rev. J. K. McDonald submitted the
report of the committee on the aged:
and Infirm ministers’ fund (western
section) for the year ending February
20th, 1904. The report showed that for
the first time in the history of the
fund, the maximum annuities have
bezn paid, so that the ministers who
have given forty years of ministerial
®rvice have received the sum of $400
each, and those who have given short-
er service received in like proportion.
The debit balance carried from the
preceding year, of $3,435.89, was not
discharged, while on the other hand it
was only increased by thke small sum
of $27.02.

In regard to the ordinary fund, a
compacison with the previous year
shows a decrease of $581.20 in congre-
gational contributions and donations.
Interest shows an increase of $1,817.81,
which is due to the addition to the
capital fund. Ministers’ rates also
show an increase of $613.51, which is
considered very satisfactory, as it in-
dicat2s that ministers are seeking con-
nection with the fund. Eighty-six
annuitants received benefit during the
year,

The committee made a strong appeal
to the congregations for support to the
fund. The report dealt with and ex-
plained ministers’ rates for individual
ages, 2nd gave the names of several
of those who are now receiving aid
from the fund.

The report as a whole was adopted
with ‘the exception of the amalgama-
tion of the funds east and west, and
a clause which referred to the aged
and infirm ministers fund, saying that
every minister should conngct himself
with the fund within four years from
the date of his ordination or lose all
benefit in it.

A hearty vote of thanks was tend-
ered to Mr. McDonald for his valu-
able and devoted services in connec-
tion with aged and infirm ministers
of the church.

Rev. Anderson Rogers submitted the
report of the committee on the aged
and infirm ministers’ fund
section) which showed that the con-
diion of the fund has decidedly im-
proved. The adverse balance has been
reduced to $273, and the capital in-
creased $8,197. The capital fund now
aggregates $52,523. The number of
annuitants is twenty-one, while two
Years ago it was twenty-gix.

Dr. Smith moved the adoption of the
report, and also that Rev. Mr. McMil-
lan and Rev. Mr. Murray, aged and
Infirm ministers, receive the benefit
of the fund as soon as they reach the
age of 70, Motion carried. The as-

Able speeches were made by Rev., T.
Stewart, Rev. T. Jack, Rev. J. C. Rob-
inson, Dr. Carmichael, Dr. Herdman,
Dr. McLaren, Rev. D. G. McQueen,
Rev. Mr. Gordon and Rev. Dr. Prin-
gle of the Yukon, all of which were
interesting and kept the audience al-
most spellbound until after 11 o'clock.

Rev. T. Stewart submitted the re-
port of the' home mission committee,
eastern section, which explained that
the committee had in charge thirty-
four congregations, which have been
served by ordinary missionaries. of
these six have called their mission-
aries, who have been inducted as their
pastors, and are receiving aid from
the augmentation fund. These con-
gregations are: Fort Kent, Green-
fleld, Fairville, and St. Martins, St.
John, in the presbytery of St. John;
Middleton in the presbytery of Hali-
fax, and Harmony and North River
in the presbytery of Truro. Two oth-
ers have had ministers appointed to
them for two years, and got their
grants also from the augmentation
fund. The ordained missionaries have
supplied congregations which have 92
preaching stations#, with an average
Sabbath attendance of 4,640, having
families numbering 1,635. single per-
sons, 215, and communicants, 2,270, of
whom 103 were added during the year.
These congregations paid for their
services no less than $8,337.66, and con-
tributed $2,116.94 towards the schemes
of the church, of which $424.88 was
for the home mission fund.

These congregations received grants
from the H. M. fund, amounting to
$6,082.20, a sum $1,131.25 less than paid
for the same service last year. Fifty-
one students were employed as cate-
chists, ¢

In the presbytery of St. John there

(were 34 laborers employed—12 ordain-

ed missionaries, 20 students and 2 col-
porteurs —all of whom did splendid
work.

The receipts for home missions in
the east during the year have been
$13,571.17, and for the Northwest,
$5,630.33, making a total of $19,201.50
for the work both east and west, thus
exceeding those of the previous year
by $742.39. The receipts exceeded the

sexpendi‘ure by $850.38, so that the debt

df $1,609.38 on March 1st, 1903, has been
reduced to $759.06. This is deemed very
gratifying to the committee and to the
churzh in general. The committee re-
commended an increase to the salary
of the Rev. James Ross, who is doing
such ample work, making it $1,700 per
year,

The adoption of the report was mov-
ed by Rev. T. Jack and seconded by
Rev. J. C. Robinson. Both gentlemen
made suitable addresses, dwelling on
the need of home mission work.

The report of the home mission com-
mittee, western section, was presented
by Rev. Dr. Worden. It showed that
although only $110,000 had been asked
for at the beginning of the year, $114,-
346 had been received. Sixty-three new
fields have been opened since the last
report was presented, five of them be-
ing within the bounds of the eastern
synods, forty in the synod of Mani-
toba and the Northwest Territories,
and eighteen in the synod of British
Columbia.

1,314 preaching stations, containing 14,-
487 Presbyterian families and 15,625
members of the church in full com-
munion. The number of communi-
cants added during the year was 1,559.
The contributions of the people for the
support of ordinances among them-
selves exceeded the contributions of
the previous year by nearly $9,000—
amounting for the year just ended to
$99,437. Forty-eight churches and
twenty-four manses have been erect-
ed.

The report showed that some progress
is being made in Quebec, althoughthe
difficulties are great. In New Ontario
the advance has been wonderful, and
the situation is full of encouragement.

The synod of Manitoba and the
Northwest Territories extends west-
ward from Schrieber, on the north of
Lake Superior, 1,150 miles to Maple
Creek, in the territory of Assiniboia.
The synod of British Columbia in-
cludes not only the province from
which the synod takes its name, but
also the Yukon, Alberta, and part of
Assiniboia. Each of these synods would
make a magnificent kingdom.

The Presbyterian Church stands far
in the front in supplying this vast ex-
tent of country with the ordinances of
religion.

Referring to the development of the
Northwest, the report showed that the
present population of the Northwest
must be more than eight times as
great as it was in 1881, to say nothing
of the natural increase which has oc-

(eastern |

curred during the past three years, or
the number of settlers who have gone
in from the other provinces of the Do-
minion. It pointed out that great
work is being done in the west by
Rev. George Arthur, situated at
Rosthern, Rev. C. H. Munro at
Ethelbert, Rev. R, G. Scott at Sifton,
;ax‘.d Rev, Dr. Hunter at Teulon. Good
{work is also being denz: among the
| lumbermen, and railway construction
' camps. The latter will be a great
feature when the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic is ultimately started. T. A. Roger
has done a good work within the
bounds of the synod of British Colum-
bia.

Rev. Dr. Worden moved the adop-
tion of the report and Rev. Dr. Mec-
Laren, secretary of the home mission
board, in seconding it, talked very in-
terestingly about the conditions of the
churches in the west. There they did
not have a beautiful church like St.
Andrew’s, open for a couple of hours
on Sunday and closed for the rest of
the time with some slight exceptions.
Out there he had often noticed, in the
outar room of the little church, men
8itting round tables reading and smok-

ing, but always enjoying themselves
in a God-fearing manner, The report
was adopted.

The moderator then introduced Rev.
Dr. Carmichael, who spoke about the
foreign mission work near Maple
Creek, and western Manitoba. When
one viewed those great plajns with
their scattering villages, it was nec-
essary for him to look to God to see
if he could ascertain why all this
was so. Over One hundred and twenty-
nine thousand persons sought these
plains last year and the immigration
was steadily going on, with an ever
increasing demand for church work.
Dr. Carmichael referred briefly to the
kind of growth dn the west, mention-
ing the different stations the Presby-
terian church has there. The growth
in several of the districts wag mar-
vellous during the last few years.

The Galicians, Dr. Carmichael said,
were going to make excellent citizens.
At first it was feared that they would
be hard to teach, but the work among
them was most encouraging.

Rev. Dr. Herdman of British Col-
umbia next addressed the assembly on
the work in the district he represents,
pointing out the vast extent of terri-
tory which has to be covered.

In 1881 their mission started work at
Edmonton in the most primitive
manner. That town now has a hand-
some church, in which is donhe a pro-
gressive Christian work.” There is in
that territory a great spirit of loyalty
to work. Each one seems to be will-
ing to sacrifice himself and his inter-
ests for the progress of a righteous
cause. Dr. Merdman referred to the
work which is being done by students,
who go there from year to year. From
one of these students, Dr. Herdman
believed, a great lumberman’s mission
would develop in British Columbia. A
new spirit had come into the country
in regard to the observance of the
Lord’s day, and how nearly every bar-
room and other business places were
closed on Sunday. Dr. Herdman said
that he was looking toward the future.
They did not want the monumental
and the spectacular and the splendor
in church work, but the best methods
and motives. There ladies’ schools and
colleges were being started under the
care and direction of the church.
Their missionaries were taking hold
of and helping the people up
to higher thoughts and ideals.
Besides this many of the Chinamen
wer doing profitable work among their
own people. Under a harmonious union
of the churches this work could be
done to better advantage. .

Rev. D. G. McQueen of Edmonton,
who was for six years a probationer,
made a short but eloquent address on
the presbytery which he represented.
He did not believe any higher work
existed in the Presbyterian church of
Canada than the home mission work.
He arrived 'in Edmonton June 27th,
1887, where he was alone until 1888,
when another student was sent in.
Only a few scattered settlements were
to be found in the vicinity, and al-
though it tried his feelings rnore than
almost anything else could have done,
he was glad the church sent him
there. He remained in Edmonton un-
til the railway came in, in 1896, and
at the present time they had there a
whole presbytery with several sta-
tions. Edmonton and Straihcona are
self-supporting. Within the bounds of
Edmonton# were! several Galacians,
among which missionary work will
have to go on. They wanted railways
in the west, and he ventured to say
that in less than thirty years, more
than half the population®of the domin-
ifon would lie west of the great lakes.
Referring to his own congregation, he
said that the Suniay school was put-
ting up $125 a year for the support of
home misgionaries in the west. The
west was ready to do her part, and
trust in God.

After singing two verses of the 506th
hymn the moderator introduced
Rev. Mr. Gordon of the Kootenay,
who ctrongly endorsed what had been
said in rezard to what the church en-
joyed*as a heritage. He referred to
the resources of the Kootenay and the
rapidity with which the towns were
springing up. Organized capital prac-
tically controlled the whole country,
which makes it very difficult for the
church or the people to prosper. ' All
forms of evil were present in their
towns, and a free concert was given
in the barrooms almost every night.
Trat country had been sadly neglected
by tne Prespyterian Church, and last
winter he was all alone, while for the
same territory the Methodists had
five men. The church had not begun
vet to realize itz duty to the west,
where were to be found liberal as well
as stingy meon. Mr. Gordon closed
with a s’-ong appeal for further sup-
port to the church work there.

Rav, Dr, Pringle, of the Yukon, was
enthusiastically received, and spoke of
the good work which is being done in
the territory so far remote from
church influence. Dr. Pringle said
that the men of the Yukon were above
the average in intelligence and up to
the average in morality. He had come
to believe the saying of the wise men,
if you train up a child in the way he
should go, when he is old he will not
depart from it. He had often
heard men from Scotland and
the north ¢f Ireland say that they had
had too much church when they were
young. He would only say that a
Scetchman or north of Ireland man
did not need a string on him, but a
cable. Dr. Pringle told of many se-
vere experiences through which he
had passed, and the hardships he had
endured. One can never forget any-
thing there, he said, even a hymn will
bring back such pleasant memories
that one will think of home and home
life for a long time. It was nothing
unusual for him to preach in a saloon
with the whiskey bottles on one side
and the grocery counter on the other.
But he thought nothing of that. He
had carried a 50 pound bag on his
back for months at a time and aver-
aging many miles a day, but if some of
the thin chested clergymen present
would only do the same thing their
chests would expand wonderfully. He
remembered preaching to an audience
among which were an old friend who
was at one time organist of one of the
first Congregational churches in Eng-
land, and who afterwards proved a
valuable help to him in the Yukon.
Both were dressed in plain clothes, so
plain in fact that the Kknees
of their trousers were patch-
ed with pieces of an Ogilvie
flour bag, (laughter).

The assembly adjourned at 11 o’clock
until 10 this morning.

Dr. Pringle is not only an eloquent
and earnest speaker, but is also witty
and entertaining and kept the gssem-
bly last night in frequent outbursts of
laughter. He will preach in St. An-
drew’'s church Sunday evening.

This evening the report on foreign

Rev. Dr. Warden, referring to in-
creased stipends, announced that the
expense in living had increased about
14 or 15 per cent. and he thought the
salaries of ordained missionaries should
be increased. He believed it would b2
2 burning shame for the church to re-
fuse to do so. Dr. Warden therefore
moved a recommendation, which had
previously been prepared, that a com-
mittee be appointed to consider the
whole matter of increased ministerial
stipends, especially in regard to min-
isters in augmented charges, and that
the committee report to the general
assembly at a later date. The motion
was seconded and strongly supported
by Dr. Lyle of Hamilton, who, refer-
ring to the augmented charges, said
that owing to the extra number neces-
sary to be taken on as a result of the
growth of the west, they needed an in-
creased sum over last year of 50 per
cent. That should be an easy thing for
the church to do, but the church was
not alive to it. He believed, with Dr.
Warden, that it was a burning shame
that almost half of the churches and
pastors of the Western section had not
given one cent to the augmentation
fund, the earnings of which were now
only one quarter of a cent per mem-
ber,

Dr. McLaren thought the ministers in
connection with the home missionaries
had many privations and hardships to
endure.

The motion was carried.

This is the first assembly at which
the question of increased salaries has
been raised.

Dr. Warden read a rzport of an over-
ture which had been moved in Truro
by Rev. F. W. Murray, and seconded
by Rev. E. Smith, D. D. The overture
was as follows:—

Whereas, it appears that the cost of
living in the bounds of the Maritime
Synod has materially increased in re-
cent years,

And, whereas, the minimum stipend
of settled pastors and ordained mis-
sionaries is in many cases insufficlent
to meet the increased expenditure,

Therefore, the Presbytery of Truro
humbly overture your venerable court
to consider the advisability of raising
the minimum stipend to a higher figure.

Dr. Smith, in support of the overture,
said ' that he thought the church
was better able to give 3800 a year, as
a minimum salary, than it was to give
$700 a year, twenty-three years ago.
There were lots of simple laboring
men receiving far larger salaries than
some of the ministers of the Presby-
terian church. He believed that if an
earnest appeal was made to the people
the required amount would be received.

Dr. Smith moved that the overture
be reported to the committee. Rev.
L. W. Parker seconded the motion and
said that he thought it was a matter
which was coming to @ccupy the mind
of the whole church. He believed the
people as well as the ministers were
thinking "about it and he felt that it
would receive their - hearty support.
No class of people undergo so much
trouble and expense to prepare them-
selves for their profession as their min-
isters, and surely that was a reason
why there should be some increase in
salary.

Mr. Adamson, of Toronto, said that
he was very sorry to hear such words
as had been spoken by the two previ-
ous speakers, It was not fair to com-
pare ministers with stream drivers
and working men, as regards salary.
He was prepared to raise the salaries
of ministers, but regretted very much
to hear such common talk, as in his
opinion, the working men earned all
they got.

The moderator said that the presby-
terian ministers did not look upon any

man as common or unclean, But it.

was a fact that ministers had to buy
books and other necessary expensive
articles for the advancement of their
work,. which the ordinary man did not
have to secure.

The committee to whom the over-
ture was referred is composed of Dr.
Wallace, convenor, Dr. Lyle, Dr. Pat-
rick, Dr. Abraham, Dr. McLaren.

Referring to the Good Samaritan
hospital, at Dawson, Dr. Pringle said
that in 1898 when Rev. A. S. Grant
visited Dawson he found that $2,000
had been collected for a hospital, not
a very large sum then, especially when
§15 a day would have to be paid for a
man with an axe. With considerable
difficulty the hospital was erected.
Dr. Grant, said Dr. Pringle, is a hero
and has borne a burden for the Presby-
terian church such as no other man in
Canada has borne. He, Dr. Pringle,
was here for the purpose of asking sup-
port to the extent of $3,000 or such a
sum as they might deem themselves
able to advance for the Good Samari-
tan hosvital. He was a sort of crank

on hospital work. As & church the
Presbyterians. were doing only half of
their work, for the Lord said, “Preach
the gospel and heal the sick.” The
government had promised. valuable as-
sistance not only to the Good Samari-
tan hospital but to all the hospitals in
the territory. He would like to see
hogpitals erected wherever there are
missionsg on the border.

The report of the Ministers’ Widows’
and Orphans’ Fund in connection with
the Church of Scotland was presented
by Dr. Campbell, and showed that al-
though the receipts were slightly dai-
minished, the fund was in a thorough-
ly healthy condition and the chances
are that there will be a considerable
surplus over after all expenses are
paid. On motion of Dr. Cdmpbell, se-
conded by Dr. Morrison, the report
was adopted.

The very favorable report of the
Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund Synod of
the Maritime Provinces was submitted
by Dr. Sedgewick. The expenditures
for the year were $4,101.28, the receipts
$19,325.77, leaving a balance of $5,224.49.
On motion of Dr. Sedgewick, seconded
by Dr. Scrimgour, the report was
adopted.

In the absence of Rev. Joseph Hen-
derson, Dr. Warden presented the re-
port of the Ministers’ Widows’ and Or-
phans’ Fund (western section), which
showed a balance to their credit of
$1,068.

The report was adopted, and steps
taken towards the amalgamation of
the western and eastern section of the
fund.

Colin H. Campbell submitted the re-
port of the board of management of
the Church and Manse Building Fund
of the Presbyterian church in Canada
for Manitoba and the Northwest for
the year 1903. The weport showed a
great growth of Presbyterianism in the
Northwest. Twenty-nine loans were
made during the year, ameufiting to
$18,150, ' an average  of $625 to each
building. These loans are usually re-
payable in from three to five years,
and they bear interest at the rate of
five per cent., which is much lower
than the prevailing rate for availa-
ble loans in the west from any com-
mercial source. The repayments, on
account of principal, amount to $10,-

78.27, and the repayments on account
of interest to $2,370.77. To this amount
of interest earned must be added the
interest on investments other than
churches and manses ($475) and inter-
est on bank account ($575.48). The
harvest for the past two years in most
parts of the country have been good,
and repayments have been general and
considerable.

The report was adopted, after being
discussed by Rev. Prof. Baird.

Dr. Sedgewick presented the report of
the board of management of the Pres-
byterian College, Halifax. The report
referred to the sudden death of the
Rev. James Croskery, who had been
selected as a suitable successor to
Principal Gordon for the chair of Sys-
tematic Theology and Apologetics,
which was finally filled by the Rev.
Robert Magill, M. A., Ph. D., of Mag-
hera, Ireland. The report announced
the resignation of Principal Pollock,
who was also professor of practical
theology and church history. It was
with great regret that his resignation
was accepted. Rev. R. A. Falconer,
D. Litt., I.L. D., was appointed to suc-
ceed Principal Pollock. Rev, A. S.
Morten, B. D., of St. Stephen, N. B.,
was appointed a lecturer in the college
for three years on practical theology
and church history at a salary of $1,-
500 per annum. $2,000 was donated to
the college by the daughters of the
late Senator Carmichael, for the pur-
pose of founding a scholarship for post
graduate study, to be known as “the
James William Carmichael Scholar-
ship.” There is still a small debt on
the college fund. Receipts for the
year were §$13,300.76, an increase of
$560.22 over the preceding year. The
income from interest and rents was
$8,214.32, from donations 8455, and from
congregational contributions $4,629.44,
an increase of $293.43 over the previous
year. Repayments were
The expenditure for the year was $13,-
105.51, which was $195.25 less than the
income. Receipts for the Bursary
Fund were $256.23, a decrease of $395.16,
as compared with the previous year.
Twenty-three bursaries were given to
students, amounting in all to %680. The
receipts for the library fund
$214.57.

The report, on motion of Dr. Sedge-
wick, seconded by Governor Clarke of
Ontario, was adopted.

AFTERNOON SESSION,

The afternoon proceedings were of
unusual interest, many prominent
speakers taking part in the debate over
the report of Queen’s University and
its relation to the church in Canada.
The matter took up the whole after-
roon and was still under discussion
when the assembly adjourned at 6
o’clock,

Rev. Mr. Turnbull moved a resolu-
tion of thankfulness to God for the re-
storation to health of Principal Caven
of Knox College. The motion was sec-
onded by ex-Moderator Fletcher and
unanimously and feelingly adopted.

The, report of Queen’s College and
University was submitted by Princi-
pal Gordon, who, on behalf of the uni-
versity authorities, expressed his re-
gret at the absence of Professor Jor-
dan through ill health. The number
of students is constantly increasing,
being: In arts, 526; theology, 38; medi-
cine, 2165 science, 143. Deducting 26
who were registered in two faculties,
there was a total of 897, an increase
of 44 over last year.

The deaths of two trustees, Rev. Dr.
Thompson and E. W. Rataburn, were
reported, while another trustee, Rev.
M. W. Maclean, has removed to As-
siniboia. The places on the board
vacated by the removal of these three
members have been filled by the ap-
pointment of Rev. Dr. Warden, Rev.
Dr. E. D. McLaren and John Charl-
ton. The death of the secretary-treas-
urer of the wuniversity, J B. Mclver,
was also announced. A donatlon of
$5,000 was during the year left to the
college from the property of the late
John Stewart of Roxborough. There
was also donated by the family of the
late Franmcis McNab of Kingston a

On the whole the university is in a
most prosperous condition.

Principal Gordon, speaking on the
report referred to the great variety of
univaraities and colleges throughout
the land, some of which were strictly
denominational, some
and supported by government aid;
some depending neither on church or
government, as McGill; and some de-
pending on government, church, and
private beneficiaries. All these had
thelr own surroundings and circum-
stances, but there was no one special,
perfect, type of university. Every uni-
versity, every college, should be anim-
ated by the highest ideals and aim to
give the greatest good to its students.
He would not have every college con-
nected with a church,if he could, be-
cause ha believed more good was de-
rived from the different types. How-
ever, he thought there should be a
spiritual atmosphere in every college.
There was sometimes a narrow idea
that church universities were bigoted,
and pursued their courses narrowly
along the lines of their particular
creeds. This might in some cases be
so, but it was not necessary. Again
it was often said that non-sectarian
universities were almost godless in
their proceedings, but from both of
these ideas he would say: ‘“Good Lord
deliver us.”

Queen’s Unlversity had always, he
| believed, pursued a course animated by
a broad, catholic spirit, so that today
there were more non-Presbyterian stu-
dents in attendance at Queen’s Univer-
sity than there were Presbyterian stu-
| dents.

It wvas reasonable to ask why was
the purpose ever thought of ,or the
policy ever entertained of severing the
univarzity from the church ? All the
members of the Presbyterian church
in Canada were corporators of Queen’s
Univarsity, then why was the separa-
tion decided ? There were two or three
facts which seemed to influence that
idea. During the last twenty-five
years there had been many graduates
of Queen’s, and her association with
alization of the university. The gra-
duates had been of all denominations,
who had taken a deep interest in their
alma mater, even after they left her
halls. The council consists of trus-
| tees, the members of the senate and as
| many graduates as would cor

number equal to that of trus
| members of senate combined. It seem-
| ed right to this council that they be
| allowad to represent five of their num-
ber as trustees, irrespective of reli-
gion o~ church connection. Many of
the graduates have been of great help
to the college and it appeared as if
they were aiming at a nationalization
of the university and a separation from
the church.

Another reason for the shaking off of
the policy which had existed in regard
to the university, year after year, was
the relation of the university to the
government and the people of Ontario.
As a sectarian school it received no
government grant. There is a school
of mining and engineering in connecg
tion with Queen’s, which has received
generous aid from the government.
The work of the government, on the
other hand, has been greatly assisted
by this school on account of the op-
portunity given for the training of its
students. In 1868 the government grant
to the university was withdrawn, and
the thought was prevalent that the
university would be benefitted by mak-
ing it a non-sectarian school and thus
get back the government influence.

OTTAWA, June 1.—There are vari-
ous styles of oratory in parliament,
but amid all the varieties it is clear
that the florid speaker of years ago
has disapeared, never to return. Some
men when they take their seats at the
opaning of the session, have been wise
enough to brinz their wvoices with
them. But they make up a small
minority. The great mass have lost
their lung power. The barrister has
been so accustomed to speaking in
subdu2d tones when addressing the
superior court, that he fails to con-
ceive there are larger chambers than
court rooms, and that it is no offence
to raise his wvoice to a pitch where it
can be heard in the galleries as well
as on the floor. Many years ago the
proposition was made by a number of
zealous churchmen in the city of Fred-
ericton to establish a chair of theo-
logy in connection with the University
of Na2w Brunswick, but when the mat-
ter was submitted to Bishop Medley,
that level headed as well learned pre-
late swggested in his most mild manner
that it might do the church more good
to ostablish a chair of elocution. He
had- curates and even rectors in his
diocese who were sound theologians,
but who did not know how to read the
first lesson, let alone the prayers, with
intelligence. Dr. Medley’s sugzgestion,
like some of the seed mentioned in the
paraple, fell on stony ground. The
zealo1s churchmen, while willing to
put their hands into their pockets on
behalf of theology, drew the line at
elocution, so the chair never material-
ized. Ages hence there may be em-
bodied in the qualifications of a mem-
ber,of parliament the proviso that be-
fore being sworn in he must submit
a diploma from a state school of elo-
cution. Until then it will be abso-
lutely impossible for the oeuntry to
know what its assembled representa-
tives are saying. The man who talks
like a dictionary may be the proud
possessor of a limjted education, but
if he has the lung power he is sure to
be reported, while the fellow with the
classics at his finger ends, whose name
is loaded down with a string of degree
letters, but has not enough practical
knowledge of speaking to make his
remarks heard across the house, is
kicking like a steer because his pro-
found thoughts do not figure in the
columns of the daily press.

In the senate yesterday Hon. Mr.
Toirier of Shediac, N. B., moved for a
return of all geological and ‘other ex-
pert reports in the hands of the gov-
| ernment showing the existence of pro-
babilities of existence of petroleum at
Athabaska Landing and in adjoining
districts. Also the names of the dis-
tricts in which crude oil nas been dis-
covered, with quantities produced in
1902 and 1903, by districts, together
with the total quantity for Canada.
In doing so he drew attention to the
curious fact that Canada which is so
rich in other minerals, should be so
destitute of petroleum. Petroleum
was now a substitute for coal as a
generative power, but so far there was
only one oil field developed. It was the
opinion of scientists that there were
several other fields in the domonion.
Today in the county of Welland alone
there were eleven thousand producing
wells, some of them in operation since
1862, when oil was discovered.

MALDEN, Mass, June 5.—Elisha H.
Converse, widely known as the former
head of the Boston Rubber Shoe Coi;
and through his many public ‘benefac-
tions, died at his residence in this city
this afterndon from a complication of
diseases from which he had suffered
for a year or more.

Mr. Converse was born in Needham
July 18, 1820, and entered the shoe
trade in 1844. Removing to Malden he
represented that town in the legisla-
ture of 1878 and 1879 and was a mem-
ber of the state senate fin 1880 and
1881, Later he was a candidate for
congress, but was defeated. He was
largely instrumental in developing the
town of .Malden, and when it became
a city in 1881, Mr. Converse wasg its
first mayor. He was president of the
First National Bank of Malden, presi-
dent of the Rubber Manufacturers’
Mutual Insurance Co., and director
and trustee of numerous financial, ed-
ucational and charitable institutions.
He was a -prominent member of the
Baptist church. During the past 20
years he had given large sums te¢
churches and public institutions. He
presented the city of Malden with a
library, a Jarge memorial church and
other gifts, the church being a mem-
orial to his son Frank, ¢ashier of the
Malden National Bank, who was shot
and killed by Postmaster Green many
years ago. Three ochildren ‘survive,
his wife having died last February.

FATAL COLLISION. .

Barge ‘and Steamer Come Togethe§
in a Fog—Captain Drowned.  ©

VINEYARD HAVEN, Mass.,, June 5.
—The steamer Tallahassee, from Sa-
vannah for Boston, with nineteen pas+
sengers on board, ran down and sank
the coal-laden barge Lorberry off Vine-
yard Sound lightship during a heavy
fog today, and®was only saved from
going to the bottom herself by her
watec-tight compartments. Captain
Barroughs of the Lorberry was carried
down with nis vessel and drowned,, but
the balance of the crew of four men
managed to reach the steamer. The
Tallahassee had a large hole stove in
her bow and ran into Manemsha light
for safety.

Later she .came here and her pas-
sengers will be sent to Boston by rail
tomorrow.

The accident occurred within a quars
ter of a mile of the lightship about 7
o’clock this morning. The Lorberry
was the stern barge of a tow of three
behind the tug Gettysburg, and was
proceeding slowly when the Tallahas-
eee, which was hunting for the lght-
ship under slow speed, came suddenly
upon her,

The _orberry was struck on the star-
board bow and sank within a few
minutes. Captain Burroughs was on
deck’ at the time, and as soon as the
collision’ took place he rushéd aft with
the steward and endeavored to clear
the boat. The barge, however, fllled
rapidly and sank while the captain
was trying to lower the boat.

The steward managed to cling to a
piece of wreckage and was picked up,
but the captain was never seen again.e

Three others of the craw who ‘ran
to the bow were taken on board the
steamer.

The Gettysburg anchored one of her
barges under Gayhead and took the
other to New Bedford.

Nearly all the passengers on the Tal-
lahassee were asleep when the colli-
sion occurred, and as very few realized
the seriousness of the accident there
was no panic.

AN ANNIVERSARY.
Three hundred years ago, in June,
lieutenant-
general of the King of France for the
country 6f Acadia, established his col-
ony, He hovered round the Acadian
coast, landed at Port Royal, now An-
napolis, and apparently was not sat-,
isfied. Towards the end of the month
he came to Dochet Island, in the St.
Croix River, eight miles below the
towns of St. Stephen and Calais. There,
at the exact spot where the boundar-
ies of NeWw Brunswick and Maine
march today, he founded a small set-
tlement. The winter was disastrous,
and in 1605 the island was .abandoned
in favor of Port Royal. Dochet Island,
however, remains the scene of the be-
ginning of European colonization in
our maritime provinces and in Maine.
Its tercentenary comes next month,
and preparations are on foot for a
commemoration. The historical socie-
ties of Maine, Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick are arranging a series of
cglebrations. On June 21 and 22 the
Nova Scotia Historical Society will
gather at Port Royal; on ‘the two en-
suing days the New Brunswick Society
will meet at St. John; and on the 25th
the Maine Historical Society, with the
people of Calais and St. Stephen, will
observe the anniversary at Dochet Is-
land and Calails. The three societies
will unite for all three celebrations,
so that the event will be thoroughly
international, French colonization be-
ing commemorated by British and
Americans. The modest monument
which is to be dedicated will be un-"*
veiled with honors from the British
and American navies.—Toronto News.

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THE FISHERY AWARD CASE.

All that one could ever hear that
was definite about the fishery award
appeal to the privy council came from
the ministers of New Brunswick and
Prince Edward Island. For the last
three years Attorney General Pugsley
has been assuring the people of New
Brunswick that this province had an
absolutely unanswerable case in law
against the dominion for their share in
the amount of the award. Over and
over again the people have been told
on the highest provincial official au-
thority that arrangements were about
completed between the provincial and
federal governments for the submis-
sion of the case to the privy council.
Over and over again afterward we
have been told by the highest federal
official a ority that practically noth-
ing had heen done in that direction.
Time has in cach case proved that the
statements made at Ottawa were true,
even when they contradicted the speech
from. the throne in this province, and
when they were in direct conflict with
the announcements made in the legis-
lature and out of it by the attorney
general of New Brunswick.

We have now the admission from
Attorney General Pugsley himself that
there is to be no case submitted to
the privy council. We have ‘the still
more startling admission, coming after
all the declarations that the case of
New Brunswick was unanswerable,
that the province does not take the
claim to the privy council, because the
attorney general is not sure that in
strict law the province can claim the
money. We have the admission that
the province and the dominion cannot
agree upon a case, and this announce-
ment is made notwithstanding the at-
torney general’s declaration in the
house less than two months ago that
he had received from the minister of
justice a proposed statement of the
case to be submitted in which all that
the province asked for was practically
recognized.

All that has been done and spent in
these three years seems to have been
thrown away.
who was to go to London to argue the
case this month, now tells us that the
matter will be submitted to arbitrators.
This opens up the case anew.

These numerous visits to Ottawa, at
several hundred dollars per visit,
which have been going on for the last
three years, and which figure for
such large amounts in the reports of
the auditor general, have apparently
come to naught. We are starting on
another two or
on another line. Though we as yet
have no hint that the authorities at
Ottawa are taking the affair more
seriously than ‘they did before, there
is no doubt that we shall find in sev-
eral issues of Mr. Beek’s report, fin-
ancial reminders of Dr. Pugsley’s trips
to Ottawa on this business which is al-
ways ending in favor of the province,
but which never ends and produces
nothing but costs.

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RANSOM OR RESCUE.

e

It is not improbable that Raisuli, the
bandit of Morocco, will get the $55,000
which he demands as to the price of
the release of Perdicéris, the United
States citizen, now in his possession.
True, the United States government
objects to the payment of the ransom
even though the amount should be re-
funded by the Sultan of Morocco.
Great Britain and France sympathize
with the position of the United States
and are giving moral support. War-
ships of several nations are available
in sufficient number ‘'to destroy Ral-
suli, if he were not distant several
days’ journey among the hills. But
with all Africa behind him, and a wide
desert about him, Raisuli is not worry-
ing about the ships in the Mediterran-
ean. Nor can he be easily reached by
any force of American soldiers. Mean-
while Perdicaris is liable to be muti-
lated or even slain if the money is not
forthcoming.

It is wuseless to punish Raisuli's
nominal sovereign. The Sultan would
pay the ransom if that would settle
the case, but he cannot bring his wild
subject to terms or to the coast. Unless
the United States government is will-
ing to send an expedition to hunt over

“all north Africa for Raisuli and Perdi-

caris, there is nothing to do but pay
the money or allow it to be paid, or
else admit that this subject is beyond
United States protection.

Not long ago Macedonian brigands
or patriots—they are different names
for the same thing—carried into the
hills a Jady missionary from the Unit-
ed States. This woman was held for
ransom. The mmoney demanded - was
raised by subscriptions and collections
and was sent to the United States re-
presentative in Turkey, who bought
back the captive. It would have been
easier to send an American expedition
to Macedonia than to hunt down the
brigands in Morocco, but the rescue by
force was not undertaksn.

It is a question whether this money
should be paid even to save the life
of the captive. Great Britain once sent
an army to Africa, and captured a
cqpitul to release two or three cap-
tives. She would have sacrificed thou-
sands of lives had it been necessary
to save two persons or to punish their
murderers. Should a great nation even
to save the life of Miss Stone and Per-
dicaris consert to the payment of a
ransom to their abductors? If the
Sultan of Turkey and the Sultan of
Morocro are not able to protect a sub-
ject of the United States or Great Brit-
ain who is lawfully in their country,
the time must come when some nation
able to give such protection shall es-
tablish a more responsible govern-
ment.

RAILWAY HOTELS.

vantage of the opportunity afforded

there. We might mention another
city, which is the eastern terminus of
the transcontinental railway, but has
not yet been utilized by the company
as a hotel site. It is true that St. John

has hotels which though small are the |

equal in comfort and attractiveness of
the C. P. R. hotels. But it has been
observed at Quebec and elsewhere that
the erection of a railway hotel does
not interfere with the business done
by other establishments. On the con-
trary the older houses in Quebec city
have gained in trade since the Fron-
tenac was built. The new hotels bring
new people, especially when the new
hotel belongs to a railway which is
able to create traffic.

HALIFAX, N. S, June 6.—An effort
was made by the Dominion Iron and
Steel Co. today to unload the steamer
Trold, that has been lying at the Syd-
ney pier with a cargo of iron ore from
Wabana, but it was unsuccessful. A
North Sydney contractor undertook to
supply men, but could not do it. The
foremen on the pier were asked by the
company today to undertake the work.
They refused and were given their
time.

There is practically no work going
on in the plant, fewer men being em-
ployed than last week. Every move
of the company is watched with an
eagle eye. And it has got now that it
would be practically impossible for
the comrany to import men without
the association being made aware of it
several hours before they reached the
plant. “The strike is beautifully con-
ducted,” remarked a prominent non-
union man today. “I have been in
several, but none where everything
went on so smoothly.”

The Dominion Coal Co. had their ul-
timatum with regard to the strike is-
sued to tnem today. Any assistance
on their part to the Steel Co. will be
Instantly met by a general strike of
the miners’ lodges.

The steamer Priestfield, that arrived
Friday from Liverpool with a cargo
of 3,000 tons of fire brick for the com-
pany, is at the pier unable to discharge
the cargo, there being no men to do
the work. If at all possible, no con-
struction or repair work will be per-
mitted on the plant by the men on
strike. What little is being done will
probably cease in a few days.

The Dominion Tar and Chemical Co.
are unable to proceed with the manu-
facture of any more pitch or creosote
on account of the supply of tar from
the coke ovens being shut off.

Nothing was given out by the man-
agement of the company tonight. They
have nothing to say or to add to what
they had already given out. P. W. A.
meetings were held this afternoon and
tonight, at which large numbers were
initiated. Enthusiasm among the men

has rot abated, and they say that they

ST. JOSEPH, N. B., June 6.—His
Lordship Bishop Casey arrived at the
university on Satyrday afternocon. In
the dining hall, at the conclusion of
supper, -the customary addresses of
welcome were delivered on behalf of
the students by Ed. J. Conway and D.
Bourbeau. Mgr. Casey replied in both
languages, and as is usual with him
on such occasions, was both happy
and effective in each little speech. His
statement that formal addresses to
him whenever he came to the univer-
sity were perhaps superfluous, as he
invariably felt that in visiting St. Jo-
seph’s he was simply coming home,
elicited the heartiest plaadits.

In the university chapel, yesterday
moraing, at eight o’clock, His Lordship
raised to the priesthood Rev. James
Reilly, one of the clerics whom some
months ago he had ordained deacon.
The other deacon, Rev. John Brady,
who received that order with Father
Reilly, was made priest on the 28th
ult., at Overbrook Seminary, Pennsyl-
vania, said his first mass in his na-
tive city the following day and returned
to his professorial duties here on the
2nd inst.

A splendid ceremony, at which for
the first time since his consecration
Bishop Casey has had the opportunity
of presiding, was the annual Corpus
Christi open-air procession, held yes-
terday forenoon. The festival of Cor-
pus Christi (the Body of Christ) was
celebrited on Thursday last, but the
most notabie feature in connection
with the solemnization was, as is
usual of late years, reserved for the
Sunday within the octave. The cere-
mony consists of carrying the conse-
crated Host (in which all Catholics
believs our divine Lord to be really
present), with all the church’s most
impressive pomp out along the public
highway, and of ha.v'ing the benedic-
tion sevice at several temporay al-
tars, called repositories, built at®dif-
ferent points on .the route. Yesterday's
procission was admittedly the largest
and most solemn in the history of the
parish. From three to four thousand
people took part in it. The University
Band and that of Memraimcook West
alternated with several choirs in fur-
nishing joyous music as the dense
throng moved slowly onward. There
were rich banners and flags in profu-
sion, waving branches and sweet-
scented flowers, white-robed acolytes
and gold-clad clerics, swinging censers
and silver-tirkling bells, and withal a
spirit of revereat undoubting faith
evident in the mien of every man, wo-
man and child of the recollected thou-
sands. Bishop Casey, who carried the
Blessed Sacrament in a magnificent
ostensorium, walked beneatn a gold-
cloth canopy borne by four of the
parish ryndics. He was visibly im-
prassed with the striking public mani-
festation of faith in the ‘Real Presence;
and at the conclusicn of the ceremony
spoke of it in terms of unqualified ad-
miratiol. Such public processions of
the Blessed Sacrament are held of
course only in purely Catholic districts,
but th2y unquestionably form a vivid
object-lesson to such non-Catholics as
have an opportunity of witnessing
them.

When Her Period of Mourning is
Over She Will in All Probability
Re-Enter Society.

LONDON, May 24.—Society here
feels that it will not be so very long
before the young and beautiful trans-
Atlantic Marchioness of Donegal fur-
sequel to the
striking romance of her late husband,
who died the other day in his 82nd
year, leaving her with an only son, 7
months old, who enjoys the distinction

of being by a long way the youngest

marguis in Great Britain. Blessed as
she is with youth and good looks, pro-
phets of Mayfair expect that the mar-
chioress will make a second match of
great brilliancy, and. say it will not
again take the form of a wedding be-
tween May and December.

She was Miss Gertrude
Twining, of Halifax, N. S.,, and an
orphan % in December, 1902, she
married the Marquis of Donegal, whose
family motto, it is interesting to note,
is “Hovor follows though unsought.”
She was 22 then, and he was verging
on 80. She was reputed to have a snug
little fortune. He was short of cash
and his Irish estates were much in-
velved, but he was rich in titles.

In addition to being the Marquis of
Donegal he was hereditary lord high
admiral of Loough Neagh Governor of

Violet

Carickfergus Castle, Viscount Chiches-

ter and Earl of Belfast, which made
him a lord several times over. So, de-
spite the disparity of 58 years in their
age, it was regarded as an eminently
appropriate and equable match in ar-
istocratic circles.

It was the marquis’ third matrimon-
ial venture. His first wife, a Miss
Oliver, daughter of Henry Holt Oliv-
er of Western Priory, Somerset, he
married in 1859, He was then merely
Capt. Chichester, a fine figure of a
man with a handsome face, but slen-
der prospects. An unexpected turn in
fortune's wheel, however, placed him
in possession of the ancient titles and
what remained of the ancient property.
At one time it embraced a large por-
tion of the county of Donegal and al-
most the entire site of the prosperous
city of Belfast, but the early Chiches-
ters were great spendthrifts and made
sad inroads on their once large posses-
sions. .

The first marriage of the marquis
did not turn out well There were
some queer circumstances connected
with it — what they were were nev-
er fully disclosed — but they sufficed
to procure an annulment of the mar-
riage four years after it had taken
place, and the first marchioness was
set adrift. Old and feeble, friendless
and destitute, she turned up some 35
vears later at a London workhouse
and ate her Christmas dinner there.
She vanished again soon afterward,
and is supposed to have found rest
and oblivion in a pauper’s grave some-
where.

The marquis married his second wife
in 1865. She died in 1901, childless, leav-
ing the marquis’ only brother, Lord
Henry FitzWar ir~ heir to the titles
and property. iy imagined when
the aged mar arried a third time
that the succession in the direct line
would be retained and many were the
congratulations he and the marchion-
ess received when a son was born tec
them.

Besides other things that he lacked,
she had. a head for business, and
took the management of his property
into her own hands. He was on the
point of selling the bulk of it to his
tenants, through the agency of the
Irish land court, but she fixed up the
troubles over the rent, with the result
that the property has been retained
along with the ancient family resi-
dence, Chichester Castle.

It is understood that when the con-
ventional period of mourning expires
the young marchioness will take a
town house and enter society, in
which with her youth, vivacity, am-
bition and good looks, she is likely to
make something of a stir.

UNHAPPY ENDING OF
A SHEDIAC ROMANCE.

dtrangers Married There in 1902 Are Now
deeking a Divorce in Bosto
Be Heard of Later.

(Special to the Sun.)
BOSTON, June 6.—A strange wed-
ding which occurred in the seaport of
Shediac, N. B., on a pleasant night in
June, 1902, is the basis of a compli-

cated case now before the courts of
Berkshire Co., in the western part of
this state. The principals in the Shed-
iac marriage were strangers to the re-
sidents of the place, and although it
appears that the event excited some
interest at the time, it was practical-
ly forgotten apparently in the usual
rine days of grace allowed by tradi-
tion for such affairs to live in the pub-
lic interest, and none of the towns-
people had much idea' that a simple
ceremony, quietly performed in the
house of a local minister would even-
tually figure in the affairs of well
known Béston people and also in the
courts of this old Puritan common-
wealth. In some respects the romance,
if it can be dignified by that term, is
a link in a chain of unusual happen-
ihgs.

Boston was the starting point of the
story. In June, 1899, a son of a Bos-
ton wholesale fish importer and com-
mission man, met the daughter of
Charles W. H. Sanborn, a wealthy
proprietor of a cafe on Merchant's
Row, and after an acquaintance of two
weeks, the two were married. The
young man had a dashing way with
him always and was known as some-
what of a sport. Although $Sanborn
knew him he did not have the slight-
est idea that he was acquainted with
his daughter. The latter, Yvonne May-
belle Sanborn, was a handsome girl
and lived with her parents at 1481 Bea-
con street in the fashionable suburb of
Brookline. Sanborn had known the
young man at his place of business,
but had never cared for his friend-
ship; in fact Sanborn now says he
had occasion to order him out of his
place for misconduct more than once.

In some manner, which. is not ap-
parent, the fish importer’s son made
the acquaintance of Miss Sanborn.
‘When the marriage papers were made |
out the groom was described as a

widower. The couple lived together
but a short time. They could not
agree and the bride’s father not hav-
ing given his sanction to the wedding,
his daughter decided to leave her hus-
band and return to the parental roof.
She still lives with her own folks at
Hemmenway Chambers in the Back
Bay.

In the next chapter of the affair the
scene was laid in the popular sum-
mer resort of eastern Westmorland.
One day a well dressed and prosperous
appearing young American registered
at the Weldon house, the leading hotel
in Shediac. He ordered a good room
and informed the proprietor, James D.
‘Weldon, that he expected his wife
late in the afternoon or early evening.
In his baggage he carried an unusual
number of sofa pillows (the sofa pil-
low fad was then at its height in
Boston)  and procecded to decorate his
room in the most fantastic style. The

young woman arrived on schedule time |

and also registered at the Weldon
house. After supper the two strangers
left the hotel for-a walk through the
town. During the evening they en-
quired for the residence of a minister
and were directed to that of Rev.
Thomas Pierce, pastor of the Metho-
dist church. Rev. Mr, Pierce was at
home. He was informed by the young

man that he desired to he married, and |

as he presented the necessary license
and answered all questions satisfac-
torily, the ceremony was performed.
The strange couple, who knew no
one in Shediac, brought no witnesses
with them, and the pastor requisition-
ed two members of his family to serve
in that capacity.

The names furnishad the pastor were
Elmer E. Prior and Xlizabeth M.
Ross. [he Iatter is understood to be
a Nova Scotian.

- During this hearing At-
torney W. O. Turtle, formerly a mem-
ber of the legislature, and Attorney
Wright, counsel for the license com-
missioners, visited Boston and claimed
to have found eviience that Prior had
been married in this city. When John
Ross, a brother of the woman with
whom Prior had been living in Pitts-
field, was examined at the hearing, he
spoke of Mrs. Prior. “Which Mrs.
Prior do you mean, the red or the
black haired one?”’ was asked. It was
then that Pittsfield people received
th2ir first intimation that another wo-
man figured in Prior’s affairs.

Sereraly weeks ago a brother of
Yvonne Mabel Sanborn of Boston went
to Pittsfield and make a quiet inves-
tigation. As a result Deputy Sheriff
E. H. Plierce, acting for the Boston
woman, served a libel on Prior for
divorce. e announces that he will
contest the case and has done nothing
illegal.

It is said tkat other court proceed-
ings may be brought within a short
time, in which event it will in all pro-
bability be necessary to have affidavits
taken in New Brunswick.

J. W. Howie of Stanley, delivered the
valedictory. address on behalf of the
graduating class, ofter which Lieut.-
Governor Snowball announced _ that
the subject of the essay for next year
for the Douglas gold medal would be
“Science and War.”

The exercises were brought to a
close with the singing of the National
Anthem.

A large audience greeted Prof. Clark
Murray of McGill University this eve-
ning, when he delivered the annual
alumni oration. Vice President Fos-
ter presided and introduced the orator
as one of Canada’s most distinguished
educationalists.

Prof. Murray took as his subject,
“The University in our modern life,”
and dealt with it from a broad stand-
point. He defined what liber'al edu-
cation is both in popular usage and in
ecientific thought, and contras‘ed the
present day liberal education with that
of the ancients, dwelling upon the
value of professional education. Pass-
ing on, he paid an eloquent tribute to
the British constitution and our form
of government, contrasted with that
of the United States. He deplored the
low ebb of political morality in that
country, and warned his hearers that
Canada stood on the brink of the same
evil. He besought young m<n to turn
their faces against this tide of poli-
tical corruption which floods our poli-
tical life, assuring them of the good
produced in naticnal life by personal
gacrifice of pecuniary gain for 'right
principles. Prof. Murray spoke for
two hours and was warmly applauded
for his able and eloquent address. At
the conclusion a hearty vote of.thanks
was tendered the orator on behalf of
the alumni society.

After the oration a reception was

held in the new science building.

Tonight post encoenial exercises are
being held and the class of 1904 is bid-
ding farewell in characteristic manner.
Cannon will boom out at three o’clock,
twenty-six times, once for each gradu-
ate.

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.

POSITION.

, (The Ottawa Journal.)

The specific declaration of Mr. Bor-
den was not astonishing; but perhaps
it was all the more impressive from
i the fact that it came after weeks of
i discussion during which the conser-
vative members of the house had
ample time to think over the matter
deliberately, ample time to watch the
reception of the idea by the public,
and to make up their minds unemo-
tionally.

The conservatives therefore in cold
blood declare with practical un-
animity that they stand for the prin-
ciple that where the public treasury of
this country is asked to pay a con-
siderable part of the cost and to as-
sume practically all the financial lia-
bility of public works, the country in-
stead of giving the goods away should
own them and manage them. This is
a principle which is prevalent more or
less in all our sister British countries,
and is already existent in our own in
regard to the postal service, the canals
and the Intercolonial railway. In Bri-
tain the principle is exemplified by
government ownership of the postal
i and telegraph services, and the con-
templated expropriation of the tele-
phone service. In India it is exempli-
fied by government ownership of rail-
ways, postal service, telegraphs and
{ canals. In Australia, by government
: ownership of common roads, of steam
railways, of postal service, of tele-
graphs and to a considerable extent
of street railways. In New Zealand
ditto. Throughout South Africa the
telegraphs and postal service and most
of the railway service are govern-
mental. The common sense of Eng-
lish-speaking people has nowhere
shrunk from the principle that the
people are their own best masters.

Furthermore, be it remembered that
in such cases as the G. T. P. scheme in
this country, the question is not be-
tween government ownership and pri-
vate ownership. Considerable of an
argument is easily to be made out for
private business management as
against government managément. That
is not the question in the G.T. P. case.
The question in the G. T. P. case is
between government ownership and
government presentation of vast pub-
lic assets and privileges to private
ownership. Patience may reasonably
be exercised when controversy occurs
between whether it is better commer-
cially that a government should build
and run a railway, or that a private
company should do it. No such con-
troversy exists. The controversy just
now is whether the public treasury
i should pay for what the private com-
{ pany wants to do.
| Mr. Borden says no. And if any-
thing were needed to illustrate that
his position 1Is in accord with the grow-
iing sentiment among English-speaking
peoples that the great vital public sup-
ply service should be under direct
public control, it is to be found in the
fact that Mr. Borden’s position met no
direct attack from the government side
of the house of commons. The liberals
did not venture to assail the principle
of government ownership. They con-
tented themselves with defending their
bargain with the G.T.P.and criticizing
their opponents’ criticisms,without dis-
cussing the other principle.

Mr. Fielding emphasized the view
that the direct monetary cost to the
public treasury of the G. T. P. ar-
rangement would be only a limited
number of millions of dollars. Perhaps
so. Would that be the essential cost?
‘jOr is the real cost the passing by of an
opportunity to protect the people of
Canada for all time from capitalistic
exaction ? If five hundred million
bushels of wheat are to come out of
the Canadian West yearly, as they
will in time, and private railway exac-
tion takes five cents a bushel more in
tolls than the railway investment just-
ly calls for, the cost to the Canadian
people will be twenty-five million dol-
lars a year, each year and every year
to eternity, And will not this happen?
This would be the case today but for
government waterways; and even to-
day the freight rates on the privately-
owned railways of Canada are double
]what they are proportionately on the
‘government railway, and the service
no better.

WITHOUT A PARALLEL.

| The Kingston News and Times com-
ments upon the Ottawa Journal's (in-

advertizad widely for today, but Gove
ernor Dockery, to whom numerous
protests had been made by religious
and humane societies, ordered that it
should not be allowed take place.

Despite these orders a large crowd
assembled in the arena at the adver-
tised time of opening. Before the reg-
ular performance a number of cow-
boys drove in some bulls, which they
ran around the arena in true wild wesg
style. The crowd soon became tired
of this and called for the bull fight.

The announcement was then made
that the bull-fight would be proceed-
ed with. As the matadors came into
the ring ‘a county official stepped up
to fhe announcer and handed him @&
paper informing him that the proposed
show could not taken place. When
this became known to the crowd they
leaped into the arena and demanded
the return of their money.

Failing to get this the crowd went
to the office which was located in a
small building outside the arena and
began to stonea the structure. This
was followed by attempts to burn the
arena, which is an immense building,
constructed of pine. Bits of burning
paper were thrown at the woodwork
and finally some one went inside and
dropped a lighted match in a pile of
hay under the arena. The whole
structure was soon on fire and before
long was in ruins.

A call was made for the flre de-
partment, but the single engine that
responded stuck in the mud and there
was nothing to stop the progress of
the flames. The fire department of tha
world’s fair was called out to protect
the exposition buildings should it be-
come necessary, but as the wind blew
in another direction, there was no dan-
ger.

On Saturday night there were five
fires in St. John. Two of them were
gerious. 'Y

So far as can be ascertained, three
were incendiary, while two were accl-
dental. Alarms were sent in for four
of the fires, while the fifth was extin-
guished by the pdlice who discovered
it. In three cases the damage was SO
slight as to be nardly worthy of men-
tion, while the total loss in the other
two, in spite of their seeming magni-
tude, will not amount to much more
than forty thousand dollars.

THE RILEY GRIST MILL.

At ten minutes to six an alarm was

ent*n from box 51 for a fire in the
grist mill on Clyde street, off City
road, formerly owned by E. Riley &
Co., then by the E. Riley Co. Ltd,
and nox by the Dominion Milllng To.,
F. H. Lequesne, manager of the mill,
along with Mr. Cavanauzh and the en-
gineer, had been working in the mill
till twenty minutes to six, the other
hands having knocked off at five
o'clock. They were in the yard mev-
ing some machinery, and zuddenly saw
that the whole back of the building
was in flames. No sign of fire had
been previously seen, and so far as
they know nomne existed in the mill, A
citizen who was up on Wright street
at the time says that he saw smoke
rising from between the grist mill and
the I. C. R. coal shed, and a moment
or two later sheets of flame tan up the
side of the mill. This, in the opinion
of the owners, would indicate that the
fire started from a spark from an en-
gine in the I. C. R. yard.

In a few mirnutes the whole building
was in flames, vast volumes of smoke
rolling heavenward, so dense that the
fire from a distance .seemed much
larger ithan was really the case. A
second alarm was sent in, #nd all the
available apparatus hurried to the
scene. No. 1 engine remained in the
station, but No. 1 hose cart joined the
rest of the department, and having
deliwered its load, went back to stand
in readiness in case of another fire.
This was also done by No. 6 Co. of
Main street, On the way back to the
gtation No. 1 hose cart had an axle
broken by coming in contact with a
gtreet car. Another wagon was hur-
riediy secured and loaded, and wait-
ed for any work to turn up. As it
happened the wagon had not long to
wait.

The almost continual ringing of the
alarm bells brought many peopls to
the scene, as did also the sight of the
mighty pillar of smoke rising straight
into the air. In a very few moments
thousands had gathered, and seldom
has a prettier sight been seen in St.
John than that of the hospital hill,
completely covered with ladies and
whildren, and from City road to the

ospital a solid mass of color. It was

a splendid view point, but was not!

lairge enough to accommodate all who
ware present.

‘When the firemen reached the scene
practically the whole building was in
flames, ard there was great danger to
the surrouding properties. The grist
mill was very dry and dusty, and
burned like tinder. On one side was
the big Victoria rink, on the other the
Christie woodworking place and Chas.
A. Clark’s fuel factory, all wooden
buildings. The I. C. R. coal sheds were
by this time blazing fiercely, and the
flames were creeping towards the
trestle work supporting the tracks
leading up to the shed. Only one car

iwas on top of this building, and it was
brought down by one of the I. C. R.

brakesmen.

As many streams as were available
were poured on the buildings, the wat-
er pressure being exceptionally good,
although weak during the first few
minutes, but it was only after much
difficulty tha§ the firemen were able
to feel that they had control. Water
was several times turned on the Vic-
‘toria Rink, which place was threaten-
ed, while the properties of the Christie
factory had several streams from the
factory hose playing on their building.

These were later turned an the fire

and proved of much assistance to the
department.

Across the I. C. R. yard the build-
ings occupied by the McClary Manu-
facturing Co. were
hose was brought into use there. On
the tracks numbers of passenger cars
exposed to the fire, caught and were
hauled away, while buckets of water
put out whatever fire was on them.

From a spectacular standpoint the
fire was one of the finest in years and

‘ hundreds of people remained watch-

ing it for hours. About eight o’clock
it was completely under control, and
having been confined to the grist mill
and the western end of the' I. C. R.
coal sheds. With the exception of the
brick boiler house the mill was total-
ly destroyed. The firemen left the
scene finally about two o’clock on Sun-
day morning, but two streams 4f wat-
er were kept playing on the ruins all
day yesterday.

The grist mill was built and operat-
ed by E. Riley & Co. until about a
yvear ago, when it was taken over by
H. A. Gardiner and F. H. Lequesne,
who ran it for a short time under the
name of the E. Riley Co., Ltd. In
January last it was purchased by the
Dominion Milling Co., and has singe
been kept going at its full capacity.
The Dominion Co. is composed of C.
T. Bailey, B. K. McKay, B. C. Elkin
and F. H. Lequesne. About five years
ago a lot of new machinery was put
in. This has since been added to un-
til the mill was thoroughly up-to-date.
In it were manufactured all grain pro-
ducts and it had a capacity of 150 bar-
yels of flour and 200 barrels of corp-
meal per day. The property includ-
ing the stock on hand, was valued at
$30,000.

It is estimated that six hundred dol-
larg worth of damage was done to the

I. C. R. coal shed. At present there
are about twelve hundred tons of coal
in the building, which will be enough
to last for a month. Before it is used
up repairs will have to be made, and
work will be resumed at once. The in-
surance carried in St. John Dby the
Dominion Milling Co. amounted to
$10,500 and is divided as follows: Com-
mercial Union, $3,600; Hartford, $2,000;
Canadian, $500; Atlas, $500; Anglo-
American, $1,500; Western, $1,5600; Nor-
wich Union, $500; National, $500.

CONDUCTOR RAINNIE’S HOUSE.

Between seven and eight o'clock,

No damage of any consequence
was done, and the only noticeable re-
sult of this alarm was the sending of
many more peopl2 to the blaze on City
road.

GEORGE G, KIERSTEAD’'S SHOP.

‘E. J. CARPENTER'S BARN .

E. J. Carpenter occupies a barn in
the rear of his meat shop on Miil
street. The building is owned by Mrs.
Hannabury and is situate on what is
known as Bond’s alley. Just as the
people who had gathered around Kier-
stead’s were coming away, an alarm
{was sent in for a fire in Carpenter’s
i barn. Mr. Carpenter has not the least
{ doubt but that it was incendiary, but
cannot imdgine why such a blaze
should be started. It was in the straw,
but luckily was discovered in time and
iextinguished with a few buckets of
i water. No damage was done either in
this fire or in Kierstead'’s.

{ mass of flame, and the fire had spread
{ to the adjoining building, owned and
Eoccupied by Samuel Dunlop of Para-
i dise row, rigger. The middle flat of
the Dunlop building contained agri-
cultural imnlements owned by the In-
ternational Harvester Ce., and the
lower flat bar iren and boiler plate be-
longing to I. & E. R. Burpee. Adjoin-
ing this building is one of Starr’s coal
sheds, while perilously near was the
big new shed just built by the same
concern. On either side of the Ilittle
wharf were different vessels, that to
the south being a bark, which at one
time seemed to be in considerable dan-
‘ger,

From a fireman’s point qf view this
was the hardest fire to fight that has
{ been met with in years. Hose had to
be laid for a great distance, working
space was limited, and all conditions
were azainst successful work. The
blan adopted was not to extinguish
what fire already existed, but to meet
the flames and keep them from reach-
{ing any further.

this plan several streams were turned
into the Dunlop building, and in two
hours, hard and dirty work, having
been done, the men had control and
§were putting out what fire already ex-
| isted. Water was kept on all day Sun-
day, as thé quantities of hay and coal
in the warehouse needed a good soak-
ing. In this fire No. 1 engine was at
the foot of Unlon street, No. 2 at the
corner of Union and Mill, No. 4 at the
corner of Union and Smythe, No. 3 at
the foct of Smythe attached to the
hose from No. 4, and No. § at the cor-
ner of Union and Pond.

In the City Road district when the
fire took place insurance rates are ra-
ther high and the amounts carried by
manufacturers are not large, some in-
deed not having any insurance.

WAS BURNED BEFORE.

The building which formerly stood
on the site of the Dunlop warehouse
was destroyed by fire early on the
morning of Sunday, Oct, 12th, 1866.
That building was owned by Mr. Dun-
lop’s father. It was covered by in-
surance, and the present structure,
which was built right after the fire,
has been insured ever since. It is now
by no means destroyed, but will re-
quire a lot of repairs, .

SAVED HER YOUNG.

A Cat in the Riley Mill Gave Her Life
in Attempt to Rescue Her

Kittens.

‘A rather pathetic little incident was
witnessad at Saturday’s fire on City
road. The back part of the building
seemed to be in flames first, and the
fire on it was slowly running along to
the western corner. Near the ground
at this corner was a small hatch, and
when the smoke was pretty thick a
cat walked out of the opening and
stood on the I. C., R. track very de-
liberately surveying the scene. Then
she trotted back into the burning build-
ing, while the people who were watch-
ing remarked to each other, ‘“What a
fool that cat must be. Her goose is
cooked.” Then the people scattered,
and very few pald any further atten-
tion to the hatch.

But three or four minutes later the
cat came out again. This time a tiny
kitten was in her mouth, and after a
slow glance around, the mother trot-
ted along the track to a grassy spot
some distance from the fire and drop-
ped the kitten in the shelter of a post.
Then she went back to the mill, dart-
ed inside through the smoke, and soon
re-appeared ‘with another kitten, plain-
tively mewing at its somewhat rough
treatment. This Kkitten was placed
with the first one in the grass, and
the mother for the third time went
back to the mill. She seemed to be in-
side for longer than usual on tkis trip,
until when.a wave of smoke cleared
away it was seen that the whole cor-
ner where she had entered was in
flames.

" MEMORIA L WINDOW

window, the gift of Mrs. M. A. John-
ston, a member of St. George’s church,
Carleton, was unveiled during the ser-
vice.
