PASSING EVENTS. "

HE elm-leaf beetle is making havoo
among the elm trees of New Eng
Isad. We have not heard of its appear-
ance in these provinoes as yet, but unless
our neighbours to the south and west
succeed in exterminating the pest, its
advent here may be expeoted and it is
well that we should soquire some know-
ladge of Its character and habits and of
the mesns found most effective for its
destruotion. This Tweet is desoribed as
belonging to the chrysomelidae, so called
from the golden sheen of their wing
cases, to which also the striped squash
bug and the potato bug bel The
solentists have applied to this elm-leaf
beetle the bames galervoa’ Xanthomelae-
na and galeruca Calmariensis, and the
fact that the insect still survives and
flourishes demonstrates conclusively the
futility of attempting to drive the inva-
der out of the country by calling him
bard names. This beetle is said to be of
trans-Atlantic origin. It made its ap-
pearance in America in 1838 and in that
and the following year did much damage
in the vicinity of Baltimore. The insect
is described as being of oblong shape,
three-eights of an inch long, with slightly
convex body, short and rather parrow or
uneven thorax, or chest division, forward
of the wings ; with antennae more than
halr the length of the body implanted
close together; the wing-cases dark,
‘with gold stripes, with six slender legs
equal in sive, with claws split at the ‘ends.
The beetles fly by vight, and are ‘“timid"
~that is, sensitive when touched, and
tumbling quickly. . The larvae are short
oylindrioal grubs, blackish in hue, with
six legs, and they feed in colonies, mak-
ing » very complete business of destroy:
ing the leaves. Up to 1863 these insects
weére unknown in New England, and
probably up to this very year; certainly
there never were u pest before in New
Fuglaad, though they have been busy in
the Middle States, wherever elms are
known, Last year they had crossed the
Hudeon and were making mischief in
Westchester county. Nyw with great

THERE is serious trouble between the
white settlers ‘of Wyoming and »
tribe of Indians known s the Bannooks,
and an Indian war ia imminent if not
sotusl. The fault in this case, as in
most oases where hostilities ocour be-
tween the whites and the red men, would
appear to lie with ocertain elemenits
among the whites mach more than with
the Indians. Collisions have ocoured, it
is reported, beoause the Indians have
persisted in taking game contrary th the
Iaws of the State of Wyoming; but the
Indians justiied themselves®on the
ground that they were acting quite in ac-
cordance with heir treaties made with
the United States government. 1o at
tewpt on the part of an armed body of
whites, to capture and bring in a hunt-
ing party of Indiags, resulted.in a fight
and the killing of most of the Indisns.
This bas greatly incensed the tribe and
the Indians are gathering in force and
declaring vengeance upon thoir enemies,
§ettlers in many quarters are reported to
have abandoned their crops and farms
and moved their families to places of
safety. If those who provoke these In-
dian outbreaks were the only ones al-
fected by them, thére would be small
reason for pity. But when the Indian
has gone on the war path, he makes little
distinotion between those who have
played fair and those who hive played
false with him. The white mnn is then
his enemy, and many an honest settler
is made to suffer for the sins of the covet-
ous and treacherous white men who have
provoked the wrath of the Indian,

liquid manure in the cow-stable. But
the absorbent must be renewed often
enough to keep all of the liquid from
foln{ to waste.

e the liquid will run ¢ T and oan
conduocted into receivers placed at
one side, During rain storms the sur-
plus molsture is great, and a dosen
barrels of liquid can be collected in
this way. This will ba liquid manure
strongly diluted, but it can be poured
over the manure heap later in the dry
weather s0 that most of it can be ab-
sorbed. One looses little from the cow-
stable exposed to the weather by adopt-
ing some such plan as this.—German
town Telegraph.
