Ottawa, Jan. 8—A Mennonlte dele­

gation waited* upon a number of mem­
bers nf the government this afternoon, 
including Hon. Robert Rogers, Hon. 
W. J. Roche and Hon. T. W. Orathere, 
and presented their case in. favor of 
continued relief from the necessity of 
being called upon for military service. 
They pointed out that the Mennonites 
of the west including the settlers in 
southern Manitoba and Saskatchewan, 
were originally of Dutch origin. From 
that country they migrated to Ger­
many and! thence to Russia on the 
promise that they would not have to 
serve in the army. The guarantees 
given by Russia were subsequently re­
voked and the Mennonites came to 
Canada under similar pledges.

The delegation expressed the hope 
that the national service proposals do 
not mean conscription and askodi that 
the agreement under which they came 
to Canada should be adhered to.

Hon. Mr. Rogers in reply said that 
the national service movement does 
not mean conscription, but it would 
be Impossible for the government to 
give any definite promises as to What 

! action it would take in the future In 
the event of the war being indefinitely 
prolonged, any pledges made in the 
past, however, would be fulfilled.

LEAK AT WASHINGTON
Washington, Jan. 8.—Thoma» W. Lawson occupied much of today’s 

session of the House Rules Committee hearing on the alleged stock 
ket leak on President Wilson's peace note, with a running row with the 
committee which ended In much of his statements being expunged from 
the record and concluded with the declaration that he could tell where 
the leak was, but wouldn’t.

At the outset of the hearing, Secretary Tumulty read a statement, 
endorsed by President Wilson, that he had no knowledge of the presi­
dent’s note before It was announced to the newspapers, and Secretary 
of State Lansing gave testimony about the handling of the document 
after it got to the state department. Both denied they had been able to 
find any “leak." Lawson began his statement to the committee with 
general declarations which soon led Into an uproar. It ended by the 
clerk of the house forcing him to his chair, and the committee voting 
unanimously to expunge the whole exchange from the record. The 
stenographer had missed much of it In the confusion.

Lawson Denies.

Finally, when Chairman Henry got 
Lawson down to a cross-examination, 
the Boston financier said he could 
tell, but wouldn’t

Told at the outset by Chairman 
Henry that he might “proceed in his 
own way for the present," Mr. Lawson 
said: "My name is Thomas XV. U\v-

Petnograd, Wednesday, Jan. 3, via 
London, Jan. 8—(Delayed).—New and 
more dramatic versions of the death of 
Gregory Rasputin, the Russian monta, 
who exercised great influence over 
the member» of the royal family, and; 
first conjectures as to the nature of 
the plot which succeeded in ridding 
Russia of the most powerful and pic­
turesque of “the dark forces" which 
it is alleged have been attempting to 
poison the internal life of Russia, 
have only heightened the sensation 
caused by the first news of Rasputin’s 
death, received last Saturday. It is 
now definitely known that the assassi­
nation was only one of a series of at­
tempts upon Rasputin’s life.

Scented Danger.
In the former plots either Rasputin 

scenting danger, refused to be decoyed 
from his house, or the plotters were 
unable to agree upon the means to be 
used," and thus their plans several 
times miscarried. But circumstances 
peculiarly favored the plot arranged 
for early Saturday morning, and from 
recent information In the hands of the 
authorities they have been able to re­
construct the events which probably 
took place at that time.

Shorty after midnight Rasputin, who ! 
was sitting alone in his house in Pet- 
rograd, received a telephone call from 
the house of Prince Yussupoff.

Betrayed by Friend.

The invitation proved particularly 
alluring, and Rasputin accepted In the 
best manner. Skxm afterward» a 
young man called for the monk at the 
rear entrance. The night waa ex­
tremely cold, and the long cloak worn 
by Rasputin concealed the costume 
which he had donned for the occasion, 
consisting of dark baggy velvet trous­
ers, tucked into high polished boots, 
a silk blouse and bright-colored sash. 
The others wore conventional evening

dress. The two offered a striking con­
trast as they proceeded to the waiting 
automobile. Rasputin was not long 
seated in the house to which, he had 
been invited before one of the guests 
arose quietly and offered a revolver 
to him, with the following words:

“We have decided that you must die. 
Kill yourself."

According to the prevalent version 
Rasputin pointed the revolver at thg 
man who had offered it to him, where­
upon the o tlier guest ta drew revolvers 
and fired upon the monta.

Rasputin was struck twice, in the 
chest and side, and then a bullet in 
the head killed him instantly. His 
body waa immediately disposed of, 
being dropped into the Neva river.

It was said today that those who 
had participated in the crime would 
not be prosecuted. One has already 
been allowed to leave Petrograd, and 
although the other» have been de­
tained no arrests have been made.

Toronto, Jan. 8.—An united Canada, 

the wiping away forever of all misun­
derstandings between the two great 
races of the dominion, was the elo­
quent plea urged by the speakers at 
a banquet tendered tonight in the 
King Edward Hotel by the Ontario 
branch c*f the Bonne Entente Commit­
tee, to the Bonne Entente delegates 
from Quebec. Mr. J. M. Godfrey, pre­
sident of the National Service League, 
presided, and six hundred guests were 
present. The toast to the Province 
of Quebec was proposed briefly by Mr. 
Godfrey and was responded to by Sir 
Lomer Gouin, premier of that prov­
ince.

Lomer Gouin was received with

loud applause, said that no time could 
be more opportune for the brotherhood 
of the English and French speaking 
people of Canada. There was a closer 
union now than ever betweeen the two 
great mother countries across the 
seas. Each was giving its costliest 
and dearest for the freedom and liber­
ties of the other, mingling their blood 
on the battlefields of France for the 
triumph of right and justice and for 
the aid of the defenceless.

This was the time, therefore, to 
preach and practice unity in Canada.

“It is Dor us and it shall be for those 
who come After u's to see that those 
bonds are strengthened, rather than 
weakened. The misunderstandings of 
the past were due to blindness to each 
other’s merits and, I believe, to lack 
of knowledge. It Is for us to remove 
such false Impressions and to enable 
all Canadians to mingle more freely 
and to know each other better, which 
is the patriotic and praiseworthy ef­
fort of the Bonne Entente.

“I know whereof I speak when I say 
that there is not throughout the domin­
ion a province more thoroughly ani­
mated with the spirit of tolerance 
than the Province of Quebec. There is 
no population more loyal to the crown 
or more attached to British institutions 
and more devoted to Canadian inter­
ests than the good people of my own 
province.”

To the Editor of The Standard.
Sir*—-I have read carefully the ar­

ticles appearing In The Standard re­
cently on the production, and price of 
milk, and consider it altogether un­
reasonable to expect further conces­
sions from farmers who are really 
getting only fifty per cent, of the cost 
to the consumer.

Nearly every farmer could keep 
more cows, but they are not going to 
work for nothing. 1 know many farm 
<>rs who are reducing their produc­
tion of milk, and going into other

ZZT'T *attaw-abidmg citizen. to the cheese factories, which paid
the farmers last season six cents for 
their milk.

When the people of the cities sit 
down to a comfortable breakfast, be­
tween eight and nine o’clock In the 
morning these cold, dreary days, with 
fresh milk and cream for their por­
ridge and coffee, do they ever give a 
thought to the farmer, Ills wife, sons 
and daughters, who work early and 
late to produce this most wholesome 
and necessary part of their diet?

The dairy farmer must be up not 
later than five o’clock the year mind, 
and I know many who rise at 4.30 to 
feed and milk their cows, and his good 
wife not later than six o’clock to pre- 
!>are breakfast, for the men folk, for 
the milk must he at the railway sta­
tion on time or there would be disap­
pointed ones in the city. No, instead 
of getting any sympathy we get all 
the abuse that rightly belongs to the 
city dealer, and further, sometimes 
we hear of impure milk, disease germs, 
etc., etc., all of which, of course, are 
darned on the farmers, but from per­

sonal observation that 
about the city, after the milk reaches 
the dealer. 1 have seen the milk as it 
arrived pure and clean from the coun­
try, stored in the same stable with 
the delivery horses, and in cold weath­
er covered with bid dirty horse blan­
kets to keep It from freezing. In sum­
mer I have seen a delivery man pour­
ing milk from one can to another 
amid clouds of filthy dust from the 
street, but if a child gets sick from 
drinking tills milk blame the farmer.

The only man who can make a pro­
fit out of a dairy now is the one who 
grows nearly all his grain feed and 
has family help, not cn salary, and 
right here I think any business man 
will say that It is only fair that the 
young folk on the farm should be paid 
for their labor. City folks need not 
howl about the high cost of milk 
while they are willing to pay the 
dealer five cents per quart for de­
livering the milk. The best advice 
I can give the city man who kicks 
about the price of milk or vegetables 
is to get a move on and come to the 
country and farm. Tf lie can produce 
milk for less than five cents a quart 
he is welcome to the profit. If he 
can control the seasons and make 
crops grow' just a8 he wants them that 
will he all right, he will not adopt an 
eight-hour day or trouble himself about 
daylight saving time, as he must w'ork 
about all the daylight there 1s anyway 
during the growing season. If the is 
careful, works hard, manages well, 
harvests and stores for the winter, he 
can have his ratio of leisure, but not

DIAMOND DRIVE CALKS and SHEDuring the past week many people 
have asked' the question, Is the filling 
out of the National Service card vol­
untary or compulsory ? It Is n/ct an 
easy query to 
the fine distinctions that must he 
drawn, but the Hamilton Spectator, 
which bas been asked the same ques­
tion, answers to it in this way:

The Government in the exercise of 
its authority has commanded every 
male citizen within certain age limits 
to fill out the card furnished him. But 
no ipenalty has been provided for non- 
comptianoe wttih the command. In a 
sense, then, the filling out of the card 
is not compulsory. Yet it is more 
than voluntary. Perhaps the best 
word to use would be to say that it is 
obligatory.

The present éffort is very far In­
deed from conscription. In the first 
place, a man may refuse to fill out his 
card, and: there Is as yet no means of 
compelling him to do so, though that 
may later be provided. In the second 
place, the main object Is to find men 
for munition-making or other Indus­
try needed in the national interest, 
the recruiting side of the matter be­
ing merely incidental And in the 
third place, everyone who fills out a 
card is at liberty to say “no,” when 
asked whether, at the same rate of 
pay, he would be willing to transfer 
his energies to some other /occupation 
than that in which he Is now engaged.

ST.JOHN zThe most interesting newspaper in 
Belgium is published without the per­
mission of the Germans, and has puz­
zled and exasperated them to this day. 
It is called “La Libre Belgique,” and 
is printed and distributed to its sub­
scribers In spite of a price of fifty 
thousand francs set upon the head of 
its editor or editors, and in spite of 
unusually severe sentences imposed 
upon several of its vendors who have 
been caught in the act of distributing 
it. Rumor say that the paper is 
printed in an obscure garage by mean g 
of an automobile motor; its price 
is “elastic—from zero to infinity,” and 
with delicious audacity it declared Its 
telegraphic address to be “Komman- 
dantur, Brussels.” It appears at ir­
regular intervals, but usually once 
every week or fortnight.

In the Wiertz Museum in Brussels 
there is a horrible painting called 
“Napoleon in Hell.” showing the Cor­
sican haunted by the spirits of those 
he had slain. After the execution of 
Miss Sadie C’a veil, “La Libre Belgique ' 
printed a travesty of this painting 
in which the Kaiser’s face was shown 
instead of Napoleon's, and among the 
spirits haunting him the figure of 
Miss Gdvell.

Another issue of "La Libre Bel­
gique" reproduced a cleverly patched 
photograph of Governor-General Von 
Bissing sitting in Ms private office, 
reading the proscribed journal. Be­
neath the picture was a note. “Our 
dear Governor, disheartened by read­
ing the lies of the censured newspa­
pers. seeks for truth In “La Libre 
Belgique."

Nervlllne Never Falls Commissioner Russell will probably 
present the ferry estimates today at 
the noon meeting of the council. The 
Increase in his estimates will be about 
$10,000, but even this will not take 
care of the deficit this year which1 is 
lover $16,000, due largely to the de­
crease in the receipts since the open­
ing of the car lino across the new 
bridge and to three serious accidents 
to the ferry boats, both of which 
causes are beyond the control of the 
commissioner. The receipts last year 
were $41,401.82, city grant, $9,211.01, 
a total of $50,612.83; the total expen­
diture was $59,254.28. leaving a deflpit 
•cif $8,641.45.

The receipts are $4,124 less this 
year than last and the accidents caus­
ed an outlay of over $4,000. These 
amounts, with unpaid bills, bring the 
total up to $16,000 or a little over.

A joint meeting of the Playgrounds 
Association executive, King’s Daugh­
ters’ executive, the provisional .com­
mittee, Y. W. C. A., and the Women’s 
Council was held last evening at the 
Y. M. C. A., with Mrs. Burrington 
Ham, national Y. W. C. A. secretary 
for emigration as the speaker for the 
evenlngL Shs gave a very interesting 
talk on the work of the Travelers’
Aid and pointed out how it could be 
made more efficient in this city.

In her talk she said that in various 
cities there were special rooms set 
aside In the railroad stations for the 
exclusive use <ot the Travelers’ Aid 
representative, and she expected to 
get into touch with the railway offic­
ials here to see if they would set aside 
a room in the local station for that 
purpose.

She also said that though Canada is 
being advertised in various ways, its 
chief advertising comes through the 
Canadian boys in the trenches and 
military hospitals, who are always 
speaking a good word for their home 
landi This advertising will Induce a 
large number of emigrants to come to 
this country after the war and it Is 
lour duty to see that our cities are 
cleaned up beforehand-.

During the meeting Mrs. Ham show­
ed the audience the Travelers’ Aid 
badge which she hopes will soon be 
recognized in every country. The 
general design.of the badge will be 
the same in all countries, differing 
only in the national emblems display­
ed on them. In Canada the emblem 
bears a maple leaf, in England- a rose,

I in Scotland, a thistle, in Ireland a 
shamncck and In the United States a 
palm tree.
