When it oomes to mendacity, we 
desire to tell The News that we would 
not attempt to compete with it on any 
terms; we would hand over the kettle 
to it without an in*ant’s hesitation, 
because we realize that, on its own 
showing, we could never hope to 
have any chance with it. We did not 
say that Amherst was Mr. McDon­
ald’s native town. We said it was his 
home town. And we based this assertion 
on a declaration made by Mr. McDon­
ald, over his own signature, that he 
was a resident of Amherst, N. 8. 
This is sufficiently authentic proof 
for us, and we would imaginé that it 
would be sufficient for most other 
people too. We can only express our 
snrprise that The News should so 
grossly misquote us, In view of the 
fact that a reference to our columns 
will show the mendacity of the alleged 
quotation a once.

It is true that in the same issue of 
our paper we published a despatch 
from Moncton in which Amherst was 
referred to as the native town of Mr. 
McDonald, but here again The News 
shows its mala fides, by attempting to 
charge The Standard wkh making 
this statement, 
perfectly well that no newspaper pre­
tends to accept responsibility for the 
literal accuracy of every despatch 
sent in to IL It does opt knowingly 
publish false statements, but that is as 
far ae it can go. It was our cor res 
pendent who erroneously referred to 
Amherst as Mr. McDonald’s “native” 
town, not ourselves; and in using this 
in an attempt to charge us with 
making the statement, our contempor­
ary is descending to a plane of 
journalism we would be very sorry to 
reach. The News mu* feel that it has 
a mighty poor case when it finds it 
necessary to stoop to such tactics in 
its effort* to prove os to be in the 
wrong.

Then why withhold the police patrol 
which is maintained on all other 
thoroughfares? Shipowners and ship­
ping agents who pay for the use of 
these warehouses have just the same 
right to expect that their goods will 
be protected from theft as have the 
merchants along King Street; each 
class alike contributes to the city’s 
revenue, out of which the cost of 
police maintenance is paid. It is idle 
to tell those shipowners and agents to 
put their own watchmen on. Such 
watchmen are of little use unless they 
*ra clothed with all the powers of a 
uniformed policeman. Even the C. P. 
R. policemen have no power to arrest 
a man except on C. P. R. property.

The situation as at present existing 
is too serious to be allowed to con­
tinue. It is getting the port a very bad 
name and k is not as though there 
were no remedy for it, because there 
is a remedy, and a very simple one at 
that. The suggestion has been made, 
we understand, that three or four of 
the city police should be detailed tor 
continuous duty In the warehouses 
and sheds on the West Side for the re­
mainder of the present winter-port sea­
son. This will only be tor two months 
or so, and the cost of maintaining this 
service would not be anything very 
serious. It could then be seen whether 
or no the pilfering that is taking place 
is a result of want of proper police 
supervision. If it ceases to any con­
siderable extent there will be evidence 
of what is needed in the future; if lt 
goes on still the same it will show 
that it is not police protection that is 
wanted, and the remedy must be look­
ed tor in some other direction.

That increased harbor facilities are 
badly needed at this port we know 
•very well; but we have some facilities 
here that should be done away with 
—those which evil disposed persons 
now enjoy of making off with goods In 
transit It is earnestly to be hoped 
that the Council will see its way to do 
Some thing at once to remedy the pres­
ent state of affairs.

He proved the necessity of 
having home® of workers within a rea­
sonable distance of their work, while 
pointing out that houses. should not 
be too near Industries. The first con­
sideration being a site, it should be 
choeffh wisely, considering Its prorain- 
ity to a community centre. The direc­
tion of a street upon which the house 
is to be built is something else to 
think about.

St. John will grow out to the north­
east of Courtney Bay. Mr. Flood 
believes there should be proper legis­
lation In laying out sub-districts so as 
to prevent repetition otf mistakes made 
In other years.

The effort of the Housing Board to 
alleviate the local housing shortage 
was a failure, simply because they ig­
nored a number of common-sense fact­
ors in the carrying out of the scheme 
and chose an undesirable site.

Mr. Flood then took up the question 
of houses from the standpoint of dur 
ability, convenience and beauty.

The 
lactated fluid now retails in the rail­
way hub for 14 cento a quart and 8 
cents a pint, a price that la to hold 
throughout the Summer months.

No Change Here
Local milk dealers say there is lit­

tle probability of any change in 
prices here until the 1st of June be­
cause of qu agreement made with the 
farmers, unless the farmers Imbued 
with a feeling of benevolence towards 
the city dwellers, voluntarily lower the 
price in the meantime.

The dealers started an agitation to 
that effect some time ago and were 
successful in having the farmer knock 
a cent off on condition that the deal­
ers do the same. Milk then came down 
from 17 to 15 cents a quart.

The Present Price
At the present time the general 

price asked Is 15 cents, one large es­
tablishment in the city that Is not a 
member of the local Dairymen’s As­
sociation still charges 16, as, do some 
of the suburban dealers, while a chain 
system of grocery stores, and several 
small grocerymen about town, dole 
out milk at 13 cents per, and in some 
cases even less. Their customers are 
of course required to "cash and car­
ry.”
