New Brunswick and the Increase of
Canada’s Debt.

New Brunswick will be awarded
abotit oné=thirteenth of the increase of
Cadada’s debt eaused by the assump-
tion of the surplus debt of Ontario und
Quebec. The silliness of the assertion
of the Toronto Globe that the debt was
increased in accordance with the de-
mand of New - Brunswick for Better

Terms will be seén from the fact that, | P!

as New Brunswick pays one-tenth of
the revenue, she will have to pay one-
tenth of the interest ‘of an increase of
debt of which she is only credited with
ofie-thirteenth. This interest on' the
inerease of debt will be about $160,000;
New Brunswick will pay one-tenthw
$65,000 —of that, and receive one-thir-
teenth2-850,000—interest Srom Canada
on her proportion of the new debt.
Heére is the arithmetic of it: $65,000
paid in duties—$50,000 received as in-
terest—=815,000, the annual loss of New
Brunswick by the increase of the
debt.

The Better Terms delegation now in
Ottawa will, “after protesting against
the increase of debt, urge this view of
the matter on the Government, and
show the-injustice of -the. proposed ap-
portionment of the new debt. NewBruns-
wick should be allowed such an increasc
in her debt, under the new adjustment;

| aswould make the interest to be re-

ceived by us from Canada proportion-
ate to her contributions to the general
revenne. Their protest against the
assuraption of the debt of Canada will
be useless,as this has been determinedcn
and agreed on for some time, and they
will probably fail in having the new
debt apportioned other than according
to population; but they muy be able
to obtain some increase in our subsidy
that will indirectly comipensate us for
our losses under the new E\djustment.

The Independence of Partisans.

The only difference between politi-
cal partisans is that some are in office
and some are seeking office. Those in
office enjoy the patronage, power and
importance of office, and those out of it
declaim against these things as corrup-

| tion and robbery while straining every

nerve to obtain them for themselves.
There is no more independence in fol-
lowing dog-like inthe wake of Mr.
Blake and Mr. Mackenzie than in sit-
ting at Sir John Macdonald’s feet and
praising everything he says and does.
The one is exactly on & par with the
other, and the frantic efforts of the
«outs” to convey the idea that they are
indopendent because they follow leaders
who pay them in promises only de-
ceive nobody. The newspapers that
to-day denounce the acceptance of
Government patrona%fa as corruption,
would accept as much of such patron-
age to-morrow if their friends obtained
power in the menntime. Not one of
them will deny this. When Mr. Blake
becomes Minister of Justice he will do
as he did when he became Premier of
Ontario—reward those who have fol-
lowed his fortuncs and abused his op-
ponents with offices and honors. The
newspapers that are the loudest in con-
demning Government organs and the
fiercest Parliamentary opponents of the
present Government will be the tamest
followers of the new Government. Vio-
lent partisans grow into organs and
tools in obedience to an uualterable law
of nature. They are the stuff of which
tools are made. - The man who sees no-
thing but corraption in' one party will
worship the other as a personification of
all virtue, and be blind to all its sins.
This is one of t! e immutable laws of na-
ture. The man who holds office or en-
joys patronage is just exactly as inde-
pendent as the man who is devoting his
energies to the task of getting office cr
obtaining patronage. There is no dif-
ference.

Death of John Stuart Mill.

. Jolm Stuart Mill_died this morning.
He was one of the remarkable men of
All parties and all
classes of men unite in honoring his
ability, honesty and devotion to huma-
nity. He was a teacher of men—a
teacher who kept, perhaps, rather too
far in adyance of his fellows. He was
born in London in May, 1806. After
being educated at home he bhecame a
clerk in the service of the East India
Co, in 1823, and soon beZan to eontri-
bute to the Westminster and Edinburgh
Reviews. IHis most celebrated works
are “A System of Logic,” “Essays on
Political Economy,” *The -Principles
of Political Philosophy,” * Essays on
Liberty,” “An Examination of ST
Wm, Hamilton's Philosophy,” and
«The Subjection of Women."” In the
last book he. advocated the right of
woman to perfect equality with man in
every respect. Mr. Mill sat in Parlia-
ment for Westminster from 1865 to
1868, when he was defeated.  Mr. Mill
took part in most of the debates, and
no man in Parliament was accorded
a better hearing. He has long been in
feeble health, and his incessant intel-
lectual labors have helped to weaken
his'physical powers.

According to the New Orleans Picay-
une, legislators can be purchased in
Mississippi at $5 to $10) each. Well,
we wouldn’t take any if they were twice
as cheap. They would immediately
vote themselves a large salary, the pre-
cedent having been fairly established at
Ottawa, and there would be no profit on
them.

DESPAIR AND NONCHALANCE.

The decision of the courts in the cases
of Stokes and Nixon oceasions much ex-
citement but little surprise in the city.
The manner in which Nixon has conduct-
ed himself since his sentence has had an
effect to enlist considerable earnest sym-
pathy fnHis behalf throughout the com-
munity, though none have expected that
he would be saved from the gallows.
Wm. ¥. Howe, Esq., his counsel, after
hedring the rendering of the décision, im-
mediately repaired to the Tombs, and
Nixon was brought to the outer room.
He felt that something important had hap-
ned, and asked, in & voice which his
will ineffectually endeavored to make
firm: ‘“What news, Mr. Howe?” ‘“Rather
bad, I am sorry tosay,” replied Mr. Howe.
«What is it?” anxiously asked Nixon, un-
able to repress his emotion. «Judge Barett
has refused thestay of proceedings.” Nix-
on’s armsfell to his side, his countenance
relaxed. and he sank to a chair. Then
there is no hope,” he whispered hoarsely.
¢ Qh, cheer up, man,” said Mr. Howe.
« While there’s life there's hope. There
are thirty-one Judges of the Supreme
Court in the State, and I shall apply to
every one of them for 8 tgtay.’ So you
needn't despair.” Mr. Howe then took
his leave, but the prisoner seemed not to
place much confidence in the cheering
words of his counsel. “His spirits droop-
ed and he became almost as helpless and
prostrate as he was on the day when the
sentence of death was passed upon him.
He thought that by this decision his
dodm had been sealed, and that, cavil
as counsel would, the -pemalty had
to cone. He did not weep, however,
but went back to his cell without
saying a word to any of his fellow-prison-
eré. Shortly after his wife called and re-
mained with him an hour or §0.
was much affected, but endeavored to in-
spire her condemned husband with hope.
The two spoke in a low voice, and what
passed between them is only- known ‘to
themselves. - She conferred with her hus-
band’s -counsel during the day, and it is
understood that Mr. Howe will make an-
other effort to save the prisoner from the

llows. The afirming of the conviction
and sentence of Stokes by the Supreme
Court to-day was another thurd:rbolt in
the Tombs. Stokes maintains the careless,
indifferént mein which has characterized
his conduct throughout his long fmpris-
onment, and seems not at all disturbed
by the refusal of the Court to grant him
a new trial: He has the coolest demean-
or of any prisoner in the Tombs, and
smiles and chats just as jocularly as if he
were whiling away his leisure hours in
the abode of pleasure and ease instead of
in the Tombs. With his most intimate
friends not a word of despair, of anger,
or quarrelling with his fate escapes him.
He discusges everyday topics with non-
chalanceand takes great interest in all the
events going on in the outside world.
He received the news of the refusal with
the same indifference, merely saying to
his father, who was with him, “They’'ve
denied me a new trial. My case will now
go to the Court of Appeals.”

THE. WRONG MAN ROBBED. :

Highway robberies, assaults and vio-
lence- in the cars; the inability or disin-
clination of conductors to afford protec-
tion, has led to-the putting on to all the
great lines detectives. In the tunnel lead-
ing to the Forty-second street depot
there are stone stairways for the conven-

ience of passengers who wish to stop
swhen half* way “through. A lonesome,
dark and dreary stairway, these passages
are, a lurking place for thieves, where
men have often been assaultedand women
robbed.” Here police have taken their
stand for a protection. The other day
one of our cars was densely crowded.
Standing in the centre was a very tall
man, and by his side stood an ordinary
looking fellow, red haired, and seeming
more of a clown than anything else. After
riding a few blocks the tall man turned to
the sandy haired fellow and said: ‘Sen-
ny, I am going to get out here; give me
my watch.” . “I hain’t-got your watch.”
«Give me my watch, sonny, and don’t
make any fuss about it; I'am going to get
out.” - He laid hishand on the red haired
man, when the accused gave a jump that
must have required years of practice,
knocked people right and left, darted
under the legs. of a short, heavy old
man, bringing him down on his knees,
and out of the car the robber ran. But
the tall man was instantly on the pave-
ment, too. How he got out was a marvel,
but out he was. He gave asi rnificant
whistle, and all at once three or four men
started out from hidden places. They
collared the runner, and the procession
started for the station house. As the tall
mn entered hats were lifted, and the In-
dpector sald: #*Well, Cap. you've made a
haul to-day.” “Give me my watch,
sonny,” said the Captain. «J hain’t got
it, Cap. I pulled it. I wouldn’t 'v’e
cracked on yer, if I’d known it had been
you. But it’s all right. Tl get it for
yer, Cap.” How the robber got rid of
the watch in that short run is one of the
mysteries of street car robbery.
SCANDAL SQUELCHED.

One of our prominent mercantile men
is a great church and sunday school man.
He gives liberally and works incessantly.
He is a very popular man, and until re-
cently has stood very high in the estima-
tion of the community. All at once the
air was full of scandal, and reports,
whispers and surmises flew from mouth
to mouth, and all connected with the
name of the gentleman referred to. The
chureh with which he was connected; and
in which he was so active a member, was
enjoying a season of very decp religious
interest. In thisreligious movement the
gentleman took a very active and im-
portant part. So great and widespread
were the rumors about the gentleman
that a number of personal friends thought
it their duty to go and see him,and have a
talk on the matter. They found him in
his bachelor quarters, but with marks of
feminine tastes on all sides. A bird cage
swung from the window ; flowers, books
of poetry, choice: morsels of art were
scattered round the room; all indicating
that in some way, or from some cause, 2
greut change had come over the gentle-
man, who was a very plain man and up
to now-a very plain liver. With much
embarrassment the committee made
known (heir business, stated some of the
rumors and asked an explanation, not
for their own sake, but for the good of
the church. To the astonishment and

rief of the visitors, the gentleman ad-
mitted that his conduct had been open to
suspicion, and that he might just as well
make a clean breast of it then and there
as at any time. ‘“But excuse me a mo-
ment,” he said, and retired from the
roum.

Shipping Notes.

Ship on Fire.—A vessel which arrived
at Queenstown on the 6th inst., reports
that in lat. 28 87 N., lon. 41 W., passed a
large American ship on fire, apparently
abandoned. Her name could not be
ascertained.

The schooner Arnica, Bacon, master,
hefore reported lost at sea on her passage
‘from this port for Vineyard Haven with
laths, was fallen in with on the 4th inst.,
by schooner G. M. Wentworth, from
Calais for New York. She was water-
logged and the mainmast was gone. The
G. M. Wentworth tock from the wreck
Joseph Morton, the cook, and Stephen
Perry, & seaman, and landed them at Vine-
yard Haven 5th inst. Capt. Bacon, of
Shepody; N. B., the mate (name un-
known), and a seaman named Riley, had
been drowned. The Arnica capsized
about 2 o’clock a. m. on the ‘4th.  After
cutting the main rigging the mainmast
went and the vessel righted. But previ-
ous to this time the men were drowned
or swept away by the sea.

The bark Fearless, Borden, master,
from Zante for New York, which put into
Bermuda, Feb. 17, leaky, resumed her
voyage April 24, but returned again on

the 26th with five feet of water in her
hold. Would repair and probably leave
on the 3d of May.

The schooner George Glendon Jewett,
from Millsboro, N. B., for New York, at
| Vineyard Haven, 6th inst., lost rudder
head, split sails and received other slight
damage In the gale of the 3d.

The - schooner Prairie Bird.—Captain
Partelow, master of the Prairie Bird,
which arrived at this port this morning
from New York, reports having experi-
enced, on Saturday the 3rd inst., a gale
from the eastward of unusual severity,

PARLIAMENT OF CANADA.

Special Telegram to the Tribune.
The Right of Officials to Interfere in
Elections—The Increase of Sala-
ries and the Members®’ Indemnity
--The Ministcrs Requested to
Raise tueir Pay. -
. OTTAWA, May 8.

The Premier, in reply to Mr. Mackenzie’s'

insinuation thit Mr. Howe had sat in
. Parliament after his appointment as Lt.-

Governor of Nova Scotia, said Mr. Howe ;

was appointed only a few days ago, and
that & writ to fill the vacant seat would
issue immediately. -

Mr. Mackenzie condemned the course
of P. O. Inspector Griffin in forbidding
Postmasters to interfere in the late elec-
tions, and moved that the officials should
be left to the exercise of their inclinations
in such matters.

. Mr. White reminded Mr. Mackenzie
that the Government of which he (Mac-
kenzie) had been a member had turned
officials out of office right and left for
having voted against their candidates.
A majority of the Postmasters in his
County had opposed the Government at
the last election, apd not one of them
had been turned out of office. He thought
a petty village Post Office should not

. takg up the time of the House. .

Hon. Dr. Tupper defended the Post
Office Department. Although numerous
applications had been made for the dis-
missal of Postmasters for opposing Gov-
ernment candidates not one had been
complied with. Public officials, in his
opinion, should not make themselves
conspicuous as opponents of the Gov-
ernment, nor should they be active at
elections on either side. He moved the
order of the day in amendment.

Mr. Blake declared for allowing all
officials perfect liberty to act as they
pleased in elections. ‘

Dr. Tupper’s amendment was carried
by a vote of 103 to 70.

‘There was a long discussion on Sir
John Macdonald’s motion that the House
go into committee to consider the resolu-
tions increasing Judges’ salaries, Civil
Service salaries, and the indemnity to
members. When in committee $2000 was
voted to be added to the present salaries
of Lt. Governors. Sir John said they
were occupying their present position at
a pecuniary loss, and the country would
not object to pr?perly remunerating pub-
lic officers.

In moving the item to increase the
Jndges’ salaries Sir John said the equali-
zation of salaries was a complicated
question. It could not be successfully
denlt with till Confederation was com-
pleted.

Mr. Palmer said he had previously com-
plained of the injustice done to New
Brunswick in this respect, but this was a
step towards what was required, and he
would vote for the resolution.

Mr. Anglin paid a high tribute to the
industry of the New Brunswick Judges.

Mr. Cameron hoped Ministers would
take steps to increase their own salaries,
as their present remuneration was not
commensurate with their expenses or
labors. The increase to the Judges was

. voted. : : .

On the motion increasing mem-
bers pay, Domville said he was en-
tirely opposed to the thousand
dollars allowance. There were men with
families, in New Brunswick, in the
public service on $400 yearly salary, and
it ‘was unjust to tax such people to pay
members $16 daily. He would like to
see ministers get $10,000 yearly. They
were cheap at the money. $6 daily was
sufficient to pay for all membersdid. He
would move in amendment that members
only get mileage.

Mr. Anglin said Domville’s motion was
only show, as he knew it would not be
carried. The amendment was lost.

Several members on both sides advo-
cated an increase in ministers’ salaries.

A Bill incorporating the Canadian
Atlantic Cable Co. was passed in com-
mittee of the whole.

Sir John moved for the issue of a writ
for the election of a member to fill the
vacancy in Haats Co., N. S.

The Prince Edward Island delegates
had an interview with the Finance Minis-
ter yesterday. There will be some diffi-
culty in concluding the negotiations as
the delegates feel that the Island Legis-
lature will not sanction Union without
improvements are offered. Laird, Robert-
son and McLeod had interviews with
Mitchell. Probably he will introduce a
bill establishing a Canadian Lloyd’s re-
gister.

The Better Terms delegation coming
at this time will not mend what has been
done.

To-day Tilley will move resolutions
respecting the New Brunswick Export
Duty.

Several years passed awayj and
this reformed man fell ill of consumption.
The distinguished physician, from whose
lips we have the story, prescribed alco-
holic stimulants as the only means possi-
ble of prolonging his life. The poor wife
was in terror and begged the physician
to recall the prescription. She told him
of her long struggle and her victory, and
said she preferres that herhusband should
die then a sober man than that he should
fill & drunkard’s graye & year later. But
the freed spirit of the man was strong,
and he undertook to take alcoholic liquors
as a medicine, and to confine himself ab-
solutely as such: times and measures In
the matter as the physicians should pre-
seribe, ‘This he did, and during the
months thus added to his life he never
once drank a single drop more than the
prescription called for. and he died atlast
a sober man, as the wife had so earnestly
prayed that he might. But the end was
not yet. When the loving and patient
woman laid him in his grave and saw her
long labors thus ended in the victory for
which she had toiled so hard and suffered
so bitterly, she turned in grief to the
brandy which had been left in the house,
and drinking it, she fell herself into the
power of the devil which she had fought
so heroically.. And that woman died not
many months later, a hopeless, helpless
drunkard.

Something of George Eliot’s Personal
Appearance.

That George Eliot is what she thus re-
veals herself to be, says Richard Grant
White, probably only afew of our readers
know. With a nature keenly alive to the
charms of physical beauty in all its forms,
and a great capacity of loving as woman
loves man, and of being loved as wo-
man loves to be loved of man, she is so
unfortunate in her personal appearance
that she will not allow her photograph to
be given to the world, even_if she has
consented to have it taken. Her face
even lacks thatcharm which is sometimes
given to the ugliest features by an ex
pression of intelligence or kindliness.
Nor is the gentleman—Mr; George Lewes
—whose name she bears through the
courtesy of her friends, without havinga

1egal claim to it, & much more attractive

person than herself, while his manner is
said to be asforbidding as his face. These
are the conditions of her life here, and to
these she adds despair of happiness or
recompense to man beyond the grave.
Surely here is'enough to account for no
little of that gloom and deep bitterness
which is diffused over all she writes—
great-souled woman althougb she plaitily
is. And here we notice a remarkable co
incidence—that the two greatest living
novelists, one in English and the other in
French literature, as two women who
came before the world with the male
pseudonyme of George, which they have
both retained through all their several
careers; that both are without the conso-
lation ‘of religious faith; that they have
both had bitter experience in their sexual
relations, and have ¢Jearned in sorrow
what they taught insong;” and that both
bave in those relations not according to
the statute infsuch case made and pro
vided. Let us add, however, that in the
case of the lady known as George Eliot,
Miss Evans and Mrs. Lewes, it is admit-
ted on all hands that, notwithstanding
her lack of legal claim to the recognition
of wife, no on€ would have one whit more
.real respect for her if she had been mar-
ried by the Archbishop of Canterbury in
Westminster Abbey.
