Squandered Millions.

It is 
seven years since he attained his majority, 
and in that brief period he has contrived to 
run up debts to the amount of £650,000. 
Debts which exceed half a million may be 
regarded as a pretty good performance, and 
when we consider that Lord Francis Hope, 
in addition, contrived to get through a very 
considerable income annually, we shall 
probably not be overestimating it if we 
credit him of having got through a million 
of money since he came to man’s estate (for 
it would be a contradiction in terms to at­
tribute to him years of discretion in the 
face of this record).

GOV. ALTGELD STIRS UP PULLMAN.
CHICAGO, Aug. 21.—Gov. Altgeld today 

sent a letter to George M. Pullman in 
which, he outlined the desperate state of 
affairs among the strikers at Pullman, and 
invited Mr. Pullman to call on him and 
advise means of relief for the 1,600 starving 
families in his town. As yet the Governor 
has received no reply from Mr. Pullman. 
Tiie Pullman relief company was informed 
by the Governor that immediate relief was 
at hand for the sufferers, but he declined 
to name its source.

BEFORE THE LABOR COMMISSION.<
CHICAGO, Aug. 21.—Before the United 

States Labor Commission today Thos. W. 
Heathcote, chairman of the Pullman strike 
committee, was recalled. He declared that 
the Pullman strike employee had no other 
alternative but to strike.

Rev. M. H. Wickman, the Swedish min­
ister at Pullman, told of the reduction of 
his parishioners' wages. He said the Swed­
ish laborers at Pullman were made to pay 
more rent at Pullman than at Roseland or 
other places in the neighborhood.

“Why, then," asked Chairman Wright, 
“do the men not live in Roseland or 
vicinity ?" “They are commanded to live 
in Pullman on pain of dismissal. Even 
where men own homes outside Pallman, if 
work becomes slack these men are the first 
laid off,” said Mr. Wickman. Witness told 
of the case of an employe who was injured 
in the Pullman shops and obliged to stay 
in the hospital for nine weeks. During this 
time the company charged him rent 
for his house in Pullman, refused to pay 
him any damages, and cut down his wages 
when he returned from the hospital because 
his injury prevented hie doing as much 
work as formerly. Some of the men have 
attempted to buy houses on the installment 
plan, but this is discouraged, as such men 
are always the first to be laid up when the 
force is cut down. The men are unfairly 
treated in various ways.

One of the worst features of the Pullman 
system of house renting is the immorality 
which it encourages. Many of the work­
men are compelled to rent rooms to help 
out their meager incomes. The houses are 
so arranged that the roomers must pass 
through the family sleeping apartments, 
and as a result the immorality of Pullman1 
is much below that of surrounding towns. 
There is no way for the workmen to avoid 
this, as many of them are practically com­
pelled to live in the company’s houses.

DEBS' SCHEME.
.Chicago, Aug. 21.—The statement made 

by President Debs, of the American Rail­
way Union, before the Government rail- 
way committee yesterday that within three 
days a proposition would bo made to the 
leaders of all railroad labor organizations 
that they resign their positions, and rail­
way labor be permitted to form one grand 
organization under one name and leader, is 
thus explained: “I had reference only to 
the railway unions. I mean to say that 
within three days we—meaning the officers 
of the A. R. U.—would submit a proposi­
tion to the officers of all other railway labor 
bodies that they resign their positions, thus 
leaving their organizations without a head 
and that these various bodies cleet repre- 
sentatives to meet together in one conven­
tion for the purpose of deciding on a plan 
of union, and then elect entirely new 
officers and start out on a basis of common 
action.”

The Shanghai correspondent of the Times 
telegraphs: Gen. Tio, commander of the 
Feng Tien division, telegraphs that on 
Friday the Chinese attacked the Japanese 
at Ping Yang and drove them with heavy 
loss to Chungho, a distance of eleven miles. 
The Chinese reattacked ou Saturday and 
drove them out of Chungho. The Japanese 
losses were again heavy,

Chungo is now in the hands of the 
Chinese. It is expected that another great 
battle will be fought today.

The Chinese fleet is in full possession of 
the gulf of Pe Che Li. The Japanese arc 
re-embarking a large number troops at 
Fusan.

* In Parliament.
LONDON, Aug. 21.—In the House of 

Commons James Henry Dalziel (Radical) 
moved that the House of Lords appropria­
tion be reduced. He complained that the 
Government had not stated their attitude 
towards the proposal to withdraw the 
power of veto from the Upper House.

He was called to order by the Speaker, 
who admonished him that he must adhere 
to the subject of the appropriation.

After several Radicals had spoken in sup­
port of the motion John Morley, Chief 
Secretary for Ireland, undertook —in Sir 
Wm. Harcourt’s absence to reply for the 
Government.

The Ministers, Mr. Morley said, wereso 
fully sensible of the gravity and magnitude 
of the movement against the Lords, that 
they refused to raise the issue on a 
trumpery question of salaries. During 
the recess they would consider the problem 
carefully.

Thomas Sexton said that the Government 
had not risen to the emergency and did not 
seem to treat earnestly the demands of 
the people for a change in the House of 
Lords.

Mr. Dalziel’s motion was rejected by a 
vote of 76 to 45.

Rhythmical Pulling of the Tongue Has; 
Proved Marvelously Use ul.

A young Italian doctor has published a 
pamphlet, recommending the operation of 
firmly holding the tongue of persons taken 
with syncope as a sure menus of restor-I 
ing life. The tongue can be held fast by 
means of wrapping a cloth around it, and 1 
must then be drawn backward and forward 
with a rhythmical motion. The doctor 
describes a case in which he thus suc­
ceeded in restoring life.

A young man while bathing was sur­
prised by a wave and drowned. After a 
quarter of an hour he was taken out of the 
water and every effort make to revive him. 
Two doctors for more than an hour used all 
their resources in vain. The young man 
seemed to be dead. Then the doctor ar­
rived who reports the facts, and, asking for 
a spoon, thrust it into the back of the 
mouth, seized the tongue and worked it 
violently. Shortly after the patient gave 
a deep breath, and a little later vomited 
water. The operation was continued; the 
breaths became gradually more frequent. 
Meanwhile cloths dipped in almost boiling 
water had been placed over the chest of the 
patient, and the extremities were rubbed 
vigorously. After half an hour thus em­
ployed, the heart began to beat, the face 
gained a little color, and the patient 
brightened. But the patient etill needed 
careful attention four hours more to com­
pletely recover from his long syncope.

The doctor hopes that this simple mode 
of restoring life should be adopted at all 
places on the sea where life-saving ap­
paratus is used. But even when no such 
arrangements are ready, anyone can try the 
tongue-pulling process and procure hot 
water for the application of heat.—(London

Deliberate Self-Murder of a Couple in 
Central Park, New York.

Though the people in such 
districts are much poorer than in any of 
the other portions of the same cities, yet| 
the number of saloons sustained by them is 
far greater. Such enormous drains as are 
necessary to maintain so many saloons, with- 
out returning any equivalent of either food, 
clothing or comfort, no doubt, largely ac-| 
counts for all the deplorable poverty com. 
plained of. Here are the facts, as given in 
Commissioner Carroll Wright's report: “In 
the city of New York there was, at the 
time of the investigation, one liquor saloon 
to every 200 persons, but in the slum 
district canvassed there was one saloon to 
every 129 persons. In Philadelphia, in the 
city at large, there was one liquor saloon to 
every 870 persons, but in the slum district 
canvassed there was one such saloon to 
every 502 persons. In Baltimore, in the 
eity at large, there was one saloon to every 
228 persons, but in the sum district can­
vassed there was one saloon to every 105 
persons. In Chicago, in the city at large, 
there was one saloon to every 212 persons, 
while in the district canvassed there was 
one saloon to every 127 persons. In these 
calculations fractions have been dropped.”
