GOLD AND SILVER.

London, Oct. 29.—Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach, the chancellor of the exchequer,

{ United States and France. The chan-
i cellor of the exchequer said he thought
the decision of the Indian government
not to open the mints pertectly rignt.
The government was pledged to maln-
tain the gold standard, and had con-
sidered the subject not in the light of
prejudice, but as practical statesmen,
and they had arrived at a conclusion,
which they would be able, if challenged,
to justify before Parllament or the
country.

RACKET IN THE REICHSTAG.

Vienna, Oct. 29—3 a.m.—The Reich-
stag had another stormy night ses-
sion. The vice-president declined to
allow a motion for the impeachment
of the cabinet with reference to the
renewal of the sugar bounty law, and
called upon the house to proceed to
discuss the “Compromise Bill.”” This
provoked an angry tumult, rendering
debate impossible. The vice-president
suspended the sitting for ten min-
utes. When it was resumed Herr
Lecker tried to addresg the chamber,
but Herr Wolff, the German Liberal,
clamored for a vote on a motion to
close the sitting, and being ignored
by the vice-president, began to thump
his desk violently with a ruler.

Paris, Oct. 29,—The Eclalr publishes
a remarkable article, to the effect that
three French missions are now on their
way to Khartoum, by forced marches,
as the result of an understanding with
the mahdi, reached in 1896, by which
France recognizes the Soudan as an
independent state, under the suzer-
ainty of Turkey, in return for cer-
tain concessions. In conclusion, the
Eclair says: “France is acting in these
regions by the express desire of the
mahdi, and in conformity with the
principle of the maintenance of the in-
tegrity of the Ottoman Emplre, inces-
santly proclaimed by M. Hanotaux
(the French minister for foreign af-
fairs).”

THE WAR IN INDIA.

Sensational Report—An Irish Battalion
Withdrawn From the Front.

London, Oct. 29.—The Dally Chronicle
prints a sensational telegram from
Bombay, which says: There is much
speculation here as to the reasons for
the withdrawal of the second battalion
of the Royal Irish Regiment from
Samana to Rawalpindi.

New York, Oct. 29.—Henry George
died at the Union Square Hotel about
5 o'clock thig morning, after speaking
at several campaizgn meetings last eve-
ning. Mr. George returned to the ho-
tel about 11 o’clock. He ate a light sup-
per and immediately retired. About 3:30
this morning he awoke and complained
of suffering severe pains. He became
unconscious, and did not again recover.
Apoplexy is given as the cause.

Mr. George retired late last night af-
ter addressing several large meetings.
His room, No. 22, was on the first floor
of the Union Square Hotel. Mrs.

WITH A SMILE ON HEIS FACE.
Mr. George was not an old man in

the matter of years, but he was never |

He was an eXtremely sensi-
tive man in his mental and physical
structure, and those who knew him best
feared for the results #f an exciting
canvass, such ag that which is now
in its last hours was sure to be. News-
paper men who have seen a part of the
George campaign felt that he was un-
dergoing a strain, and was surely and
rapidly
BREAKING DOWN.

At timeg he has been incoherent. His
whole tempereament underwent a com-
plete change. Naturally simple, affa-
ble, kindly, the apostle of the dictrine
of the brotherhood of man became iras-
cible, his speeches, delivered by the
half-dozen each day, were sometimes
rambling. Mrs. George and Henry
George, jun., have been solicitous re-
garding the effects of the terrible strain
by his being bundled from place to
place eactk day and far into the night,
and making speeches before wildly en-
thusiastic gatherings of his admirers,
and it has been noted again and again
that his faithful wife sat beside her
husband on the platform, from which
he spoke, or watched him closely from
a place of vantage, close by.

Interesting Sketch of the Pio-
neer Railway.

At Its Initiation—A Description of the
Road in 1854.

The International Journal of Jan. 28,
1854, published at Boston and New
York, contains a lively account of the
opening of the Great Western Railway

and a detailed description of the road
itself.

The Journal pronounced the Great
Western Railway, which was 228 miles
long, as forming one of the most im-

portant of all the routes between the
Atlantic and Pacific. Its benefit to Am-
erican shippers was fully recognized at
that early date. The Journal con-
tinues:

“The road was projected eight years
age, and had to experience its full
share of the difficulty usually attendant
upon such an enterprise. Its cost has
been about eight millions of dollars,
about one million of which was sub-
scribed in Canada, about one million
ip the United States, and nearly a mil-
lion by the British government; the
remainder has been raised by the sale
of stock and bonds in Great Britain.
Its line of location is in some respects
remarkably favorable. Ninety-five per
cent of its whole distance is perfect-
ly straight, and the curves on the re-
maining distance are mostly very slight.

“A distance of 183 miles is either en-
tirelylevelor exhibits inclinations of less
than five feet per mile; and the slopes
on the remainder are mostly less than
twenty feet per mile. The summit is
360 feet above the western terminus,
the maximum grade on the west side
of which is twenty feet per mile, and on
the eastern side of 45 feet per mile, the
latter of which is all confined to a dis-
tance within twelve miles of Hamilton.
The soil east of London is generally
composed of sand and gravel; west it
is more mixed with clay. For some
twelve or twenty miles west of Chat-
ham the road passes through low, wet
prairies, and was bullt at great ex-
pense, the material for its grading
having been taken from the marshes
with dredging machines and by coffer
dams, or hauled, over a long distance,
from the lake shore. For a mile and a
half the track runs over piles.

“Near London, and also Both east and
west of Hamilton, are many heavy ex-
cavations and embankmens. Over the
Twenty-Mile Creek is a bridge 1,200 feet
in length, and 80 in height, and not far
distant is another 800 feet in length of
the same height.

“The line is laid with a single track,
but its culverts and bridges are so
constructed as to admit of a double
track when one shall be required. The
gauge is five feet and a half, and there-
in, I believe, exclusively Canadian. The
engineers of the work, and most of the
contractors, are Americans. Two or
three of the directors of the company
have been and still are Americans.

“The locomotive engineers are Am-
ericans and English: the conductors
Scotch, as also most of the subordi-
nates. The locomotives were mostly
built at Schenectady or Lowell; the
cars, which are very spacious and ele-
gant, were manufactured in the prov-
ince, at Hamilton. The rails weigh
from 65 to 80 pounds to the yard, and,
not having been subject to tariff dues,
cost something like $25 per ton less than
the price of similar iron in the United
Stat* The fare on the route is 3 cents
a mil€, which is 1 cent more than on
most northern roads in our country. Jt
is expected that the entire 228 miles
from Niagara to Detroit will be run
in elght hours, and the entire distan-e
between Chicago and Albany, 837 miles
by nearly a straight line, in 29 hours.

““A su’vension bridge connecting the
line witl. the Rochester and Niagara
road, is .n process of construction.
Though it extends directly over the
present suspension bridge+ror general
travel, it is not connected with the lat-
ter at all, its heavy stone abutments
being built outside, and the wire-work
some fifteen feet above, being entirely
independent. It will have two cables,
one on each side, each of the strongest
twisted wire, and nine inches in diam-
eter. The present bridge has eight
cables, four on each side, each about
two inches in diameter. The bridge will
be well made, I doubt not, but whether
it wiil be well traveled is another
Imxestion. Money will guffice for the
former, but something more is requisite
for the latter, and something which I
{ hardly know how the company will
supply. I mean pluck for the passen-
gers; for however pleasant ‘riding on a
rail’ may be on terra firma, this flitting
on a stick, whether a broom-stick or
an iron stick, two hundred feet over an
abyss blazker and fiercer than Acheron,
for a good long furlong or two, i a
different matter.”

“Pro-

millions of readers. He was reccgnized
as the apostle of absolute trade free-
dom and the chief exponent of the
Tax. His view, in brief, was
that there should be no tax on any-
thirg but land—no tax on goods, or
on improvements on land, but on the
bare wvalue of the land, according as
it was in demand in town and coun-
try. Mr. George ably upheld this view
in his published works, as well as in
his lectures, which he delivered before
large audiences in both the old and
new world. He was a firm believer in
clean municipal government, and in
1886, after the exposure of aldermanic
robberies, and flight of civic repre-
sentatives as a consequence, he stood
as one of the candidates
mayoralty of New York city, with a
platform declaring for radical improve-
ment in the conditions of life in the
city. He was chosen as the repre-
sentative of Irving Hall branch of the
Democratic party, and though the or-
ganization at his back was defective
and his candidature was pooh-poohed
by many, he received 68,110 votes to
90,552 counted for Hewitt (Tammany
Democracy), and 60,435 for Roosevelt
Republican). Mr. George and his
friends have always ‘held that they
were defrauded of many votes in this
campaign of 1885, or he would have
been elected. The vote polled for him
then gave some indication of what his
strength would likely have been in the
struggle for the chief chair in the
management c¢f Greater New York,
which culminates on Tuesday next.
With four candidates running. it was
difficult to prophesy in advance who
would be the winner. Seth Low ig in
the field as the representative of the
Citizens’ Union. He is a Republican,
but has Democratic supporters both
in the press and on the platform. Gen.
Tracy is the regular Republican nom-
He is supported by Senator
Platt, the machine Republican leader,
to whose domination, as well as to
Tammany Hall, Mr. Low is most hos-
tile. Mr. Van Wyck 1is the regular
Democratic nominee, with Tammany
Hall at his back. Henry George was
pot only anti-Tammany, but anti-
Platt, and in latest speeches he
threatened, if elected, to have both
Croker, the Tammany chief, and Platt,
the Republican manager, sent to jail
for their connivance at the robbery of
the citizens of New York by unfaith-
ful representatives. George was also
supported by a large number of the
silver Democrats, who were wroth
at the Tammany Democracy for not
formally indorsing the national Demo-
cratic platform in their municipal
manifesto. His presence in the field
was especially disquieting to the Tam-
chiefs. While he was growing
in the strength of his following, how-
ever, he was weakening in body. The
strain of addressing wvast audiences
several times a day seems to have
been too much for him; and after
speaking to four different crowds last
night, he was seized with apoplexy,
and died this morning. By hic death
a national figure is removed from the
political arena, and an entirely new
set of conditions in the most remark-

The
latter will in all probability be elect-
ed first mayor of the consolidated city
of 3,500,000 inhabitants, and will hold
office for four years.

A Peculiar Accusation.

A number of our contemporaries, for
purposes best known to themselves, are
endeavoring to stir up strife in the
Methodist Church of Canada by repre-
senting that the General Mission Board
of that body have ill-treated Mrs.

Those who espouse the views
of Mrs. Large take the ground that it
was the duty of the mission beard not
to change her field of lakor, or to in-
terfere with her views thereanent, un-
less they made charges against her of
inefficiency, and had them tried. That

boards of any church that we know of
conduct their business,
are appointed to go to the fields select-
ed for them by those charged with the
rasponsibility of the Church as a whole.
They are subject to recall, no matter
where their field of labor may be, and
Mrs. Large has not been treated with
any less congideration than other mis-
sionaries.

BOXES NOT FOR PAPERS.

The Postmaster-General Said To Be
About tc Issue a New Order
Regarding the Use of
the Letter Boxes.

It is understood that the postal de-
partment will shortly issue instruc-
tions and inaugurate some material
changes. One of these is that in fu-

ture newspapers and other periodicals !

shall not be mailed in street letter
In the experience of the
partment, a large proportion of the
letters mailed in the street boxes, get
mixed up with the newspapers mailed

to the letters is materially increased.
1t is also the intention of the depart-
ment to arrange that all persons who
are licensed to sell stamps shall also
keep on their premises a letter box,
into which letters may be mailed the
same as at the central postoffice.
Postmaster Dawson said this morn-
ing that he had heard nothing regard-
ing these instructions as yet. He did
not approve of stuffing the letter
boxes full of circulars and papers, and
leaving papers on the top of the box.
It was an old trouble. He much pre-
ferred the posting of papers and cir-
culars at the general office. The post-
master said it would be of benefit if
the department introduced in cities the
pillar boxes for both letters and pa-
pers. In regard to letter boxes being
placed in the stores where stamps are
sold, Mr. Dawson said it would be a
great convenience, no doubt, but would
entail much more labor, The revenue
of the office was greatly increasing.

CANTANKEROUS CREES.
