London, Nov. 13.—It is now known
by the leaders on both sides of poli-
tics that the veto conference ended in
failure because of the action of the
Tory irrenconcilables. There is a
split in the Unionist party.

I can state as an absolute fact
that the council of eight were prac-
tically agreed on Tuesday last. Mr.
Lloyd George had shown himself
disposed to make concessions. Lord
Crewe and Austen Chamberlain were
amenable, Augustine Birrell was a
steady supporter of Mr. Asquith. Lord
Lansdowne was entirely Balfourian
both in his estimate of the impotency
of his own party and the tendency to
aecept real home rule. Earl Cawdor

stood for the old Tory guard, but not
to the last ditch.
Mr. Balfcur’s Positicn.

It is necessary to understand Mr.
Balfour’s position, He was entirely
convinced that his party would be
practically annihilated in a general
election. He is perfectly well aware
that the Lloyd George budget is very
popular, and is now praised by a
large section of the middle class who
at first denounced it. He is impressed
by the success of self-government in
South Africa, and has come to agree
with Lord Dunraven, that there is
little real danger in a modified form
of home rule for Ireland.

better terms for a continuance of the
second chamber than he could get
after another election and an over-
whelming Radical victory.

Wrecked the Boat.

But the irreconcilables of the Tory
party wrecked the boat. For a week
past there had been continuous meet-
ings between Sir Edward Carson, the
irreconcilable Irish lawyer; Walter
Long, a typical, stolid country squire;
Henry Chaplin and ILord London-
derry, one of the richest Tory peers.

When Mr. Balfour came to consult
his colleagues of former cabinets he
found that Walter Long’s counsels had
carried the day, and he was told
categorically that he could not get the
consent of his party as a whole to the
compromise. Mr. Balfour is bitterly
disappointed and chagrined. He be-
lieves that the Tory party is absolute-
ly doomed and is afrald that the
future of England lies at the mercy of
the extremists.

Unionists Likely to Lose Sixty Seats.

Although the Tories are putting the
best face possible on the matter, their
caucus privately anticipates the loss
of at least sixty seats at the general
election. Mr. Balfour will not desert
his party at this crucial time, but one
of his closest friends believes that he
will retire from the leadership at the
most opportune moment after the
general election.

Meanwhile the air is heavy with
tumult and noise and shouting of cap-
tains heralding the approaching bat-
tle. At the time of sending this dis-
patch there is an idea that Mr.
Asquith’s visit to King George at
Sandringham may portend an almost
immediate dissolution, and the election
in December. The Liberals are anxi-
ous to come to grips as early as pos-
sible, and the cabinet will, it is ex-
pected, go to the country on its Lords’
veto policy without attempting to pass
the budget.

Not Dictated To.

This method would save the Gov-
ernment from the possibility of being
turned out by the Irish vote, and at
the same time would obviate the
necessity of making any further
pledges regarding home rule
der to obtain the Irish vote for the
budget.

Several leading Liberals, by the
way, keenly resent the way in which
it has been represented that they are
at the mercy of John Redmond. How,
they ask, can the Government be said
to be dictated to, when it is part of
its well-defined policy to gran: the
Nationalists’ desire?

It is a significant fact that the Daily
Mail, with keen appreciation of the
weakaess of the Unionist programme,
today fills several columns with a de-
scription of Mr. Redmond’'s return
with American dollars, and appeals to
the English electorate to save the
British constitution from smash at
the dictation of Irish-Americans.

The same note is struck by the
Daily Telegraph, in a leader evidently
from the pen of J. L. Garvin, who will
have a hard task to lift the Unionist
party out of the hole he considerably
helped to put it in. Mr. Garvin, who
is nothing if not enthusiastic, writes:

“A conflict, as far transcending the
budget struggle as that surpassed or-
dinary crises, is about to confront
Englishmen, with an object lesson
which will give the Unionist party the
finest fighting cry it has known since
it wag founded.

G0 BACK TO WORK

Four Thousand of Them On

Duty Again and Wearing
the Union Button.

New York, Nov. 14.—Four thousand
striking expressmen went back to work
today wearing their umion buttons
! conspicuously. For the first time in
'two weeks the 1,100 teams of the
?.dams, Wells-Fargo, United States
and American Express Companies,
| were travelling unhampecered in all di-
rections about Manhattan, Brooklyn,
Jersey City and Hoboken. Slowly the
great congestion of express packages
was being relieved.

When the drivers, helpers and other
employees of the express companies,
who have been striking, reported for
duty at the usual hour, the company
officials objected at first to the wear-
ing of the union buttons. The ex-
pressmen explained, however, that if
they did not wear the buttons they
peared to be satisfied and the men
would be taken for strikebreakers by
teamsters and others belonging to
other unions, and that trouble would
undoubtedly result. The officials ap-
were promptly enrolled.

The only morning dispute took place
lon the Communipaw dock of the
i United States Express Company when
the company objected to ten former
employees. About 150 men are em-
ployed about the place, and the strik-
j ers announced that if those ten were
1not allowed to return to work no one
‘formerly employed there would go
iback. As the ten men were not re-
jengaged the others refused to work,
jand everything was at a standstill. It
was believed that the trouble would be
adjusted.

CITIZENS ARE FIGURING OUT
THE NIAGARA POWER SCHEDULE

Mayor Beattie Will Make Comparision—Says Power Does Not
Appear To Be as Cheap as That of London Electric
at 5 Cents Per Kilowatt.

Since the publication of the hydro
domestic lighting figures by the water
commissioners, the average citizen has
been busy with pencil and paper.

Bills of the London electric are
carefully perused, and -they are being
compared with the probable cost un-
der the new system.

At present the difficulty is the in-
side space mea. urement. According to
the scheme of the commissioners, the
fixed charges will be based on the area
of the house. In a two-story building,
with a basement 40 by 235, the fixed
charges at 4 cents per 100 square feet
would be $1 12. This does not in-
clude the measurcments of the base-
ment, attics and basements not being
charged for.

The sum above mentioned must be
reckoned the fixed charges the cog-
the

year, He cannot escape that, and al-

. though in the summer time, he may

use but little light, he must pay that

amount of money as a fixed charge.
Mayor’s Comparisons.

“I do not know what it will cost me
on the new basis,” said Mayor Beattie.
1 “I am comparing all my London Elec-
tric bills for the past year to dis-
cover how much power I used. When
I have done that I will be in a position
| to state what it will cost me. At first
i sight, it does not appear to be as
}cheap as the price now being quoted
{by the company, 5 cents a Kkilowatt
hour.”

Chairman Pocock says that the new
schedule will work out most satisfac-
torily for the small consumer—the
man in the cottage. He declares that
jwhen it is understood, and the uses
to which power can be put, the citi-
zens will find that Niagara power is
the cheaper, and will prove most satis-
factory to all concerned.

NOTED MURDER

‘Birchall Executed at Woodstock
Twenty Years Ago
Today.

FAMOUS CRIMINAL TRIAL

%Lured Young Englishman Into Swamp

On Nov. i4, 1890, twenty years ago
‘today, Reginald Birchell, convicted of

the murder of F. C. Benwell, was
hanged in Woodstock jail. Many Lon-
doners will remember the murder and
sensational trial which followed, as it
created world-wide interest.

Birchell and his wife, both descend-
'ants from two of the best families in
England, came to this country gbout
1886, and posed as “Lord and Lady
Somerset.” They returned to England
and later made another visit to Can-
ada. This time they were accompanied
by F. C. Benwell and another English-
man named Pelly. Birchall had told
Benwell that he had a large farm near
Woodstock and offered to sell it to him,
his real object, however, being to
swindle Benwell. Arriving at Niagara
Falls, it was decided that Mrs. Birch-
all and Pelly should remalin there while
Birchall proceeded with his victim to
the farm. They arrived at Eastwood,
and taking the Governor's road, start-
ed out to inspect the property. In the
meantime Benwell had become suspi-
cious, and when Birchall guided him in-
to the Blenheim swamp, explaining
that it was a short cut, he refused to
go farther. Birchall, likely realizing
that ris game was up, turned and
shot his companion, killing him in-
stantly. Hurriedly searching the
clothes and effacing and destroying
any marks of identification he could
find, he made his way back, and later
Jjoined his wife.

Birchall’s Blunder.

Although the body lay in a part of
the swamp that was seldom visited, it
was accidentally found a week later,
beside it the cigar case of the mur-
dered man, bearing his name, which
Birchall had evidently overlooked. The
late Provincial Detective Murray was
put to work on the mystery, with the
result that Birchall was arrested. The
trial, which is one of the most fa-
mous in the annals of Canadian
courts, was held in Woodstock town
hall, the late B. B. Osler, Q.C., being
the crown attorney, and Geo. T.
Blackstock, K.C., defending the pris-
oner, while Judge McMahon presided.
Birchall was practically convicted on
the testimony of a woman and her
daughter, who resided on the Gover-
nor's road, and who knew Birchall
when he was “Lord Somerset.” They
had seen the pair entering the swamp,
and later saw Birchall returning
alone.

Birchall strongly declared that he
was innocent, but he was found guilty,
and hanged. Before his death he gave
a signed statement declaring his inno-
cence, and went to the scaffold without
a confession.

that this is the last occasion on which
I shall have the honor of meeting you
officially.”

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POTATOES ALONE INDICATE!
A FAILURE THIS YEAR
Crop Report Issued By Dominion
- Government Is Very
Satis'actory.

[Speciai to The Advertiser.]
Ottawa, Nov. 14.—The census office
issues today a bulletin on the crops
of Canada, as prepared from reports
made up to the end of October.

The closing months of the year give
good reports for nearly all of the field
crops of the Dominion. Potatoes alone
indicate partial failure, and in all the
provinces there are complaints of rot
in the fields, and in the heaps for
‘winter storage. The area is 503,262
acres, and the estimated yield 74,048,-
000 bushels, being an average of about
147 bushels per acre, which is nearly
uniform for all the provinces. The
guality is 84.42 per cent. Turnips and
other field roots show a quality of
_88.57, a yield per acre of 402 bushels,
‘and a total yield of 95,207,000 bushels
.for a crop of 236,622 acres. Hay and
-clover are computed for 8,515,400 acres
and a yield per acre of 1.82 tons. The
quality is 80.45 per cent, and the total
‘yield 15,497,000 tons. Fodder corn has
an estimated yield per acre of 9:38
tons, which upon an area of 271,960
acres gives a product of 2,551,000 tons.
Sugar beets are grown most exten-
-gively in Ontario and Alberta, where
“they supply roots for three sugar tag-
tories. The area in crop this year 18
16,000 acres, which is a substantial in-
‘crease upon last year. The yield per
acre is 9.69 tons, the total yield, 155,-
000 tons, and the quality 93.15 per
cent. The roots supplied to the Ber-
“}n factory are testing 17 per cent of
sugar and at the Wallaceburg factory
“16 per cent; but a product of 5,000
acres in Ontario is being shipped to
factories in Michigan. The product of
"8,200° acres in that province is mar-
keted at Wallaceburg and Berlin,
where the average price is about $5 86
per ton or better than $57 80 per
acre. Computed at the average local
-prices the market value of pptatoes
this year is $33,446,000, of turnips and
other roots $21,444,000, of hay and
clover $149,716,000, of fodder corn $11,-
957,000, and of sugar beets $887,-
000. The report on fall wheat sown
this year shows an area of 790,300
acres, whereof 682,500 acres are in
Ontario, and 107,800 acres in Alberta.
Last year the area was 609,200 acres
for Ontario and 98,000 in Alberta. The
condition of the crop is repqrted at
98.40 per cent as compared with 93.60
Jast year.

The per cent of fall plowing com-
pleted this year compared with the
area planned for is less than last ygar,
but the report is made for a period
one month earlier. The per cent of
summer following compared in t'he
same way is somewhat lower, but in-
creases are shown for Saskatchwan
and Alberta.

SYSTEM T0 HELP
" DEFECTIVE CHILDREN

Plen. . & Mike Incompetents
Develop into Useful Citizens.

New York, Nov. 14.—The proper care
and development of .defective and
backward children is one of the big
problems of modern education. That
problem is being faced today by those
in charge of every large school system
and by many an effort is being made
to solve it.

In New York they think they have
solved it, and the results they show
certainly seem to justify their opti-
mism.

The accepted standard of defectives
amongst children is 1 per cent, and
this proportion is supported by the ex-
perience in New York. An average
of 1 rer cent of al the pupils ex-
amined are found to be in some man-
ner mentally defective, some to a pa-
thetic degree, others just deficient in
some one sense. All these pupils re-
ceive special attention and instruc-
tion, and the results attained astound
the visitor.

New York’s organization for the
care of defectives consists, firstly, of
the teachers and principals of all
schools for the purpose of detecting
the mentally defective; secondly, Dr.
Smart, a lady medical doctor, with
special qualifications for the treat-
ment of mental troubles, and, lastly
and mostly of Miss Elizabeth Farrell

A Capable Woman.

Miss Farrell is a psychologist; she is
a woman with a heart open to all chil-
dren’s trcubles; she is an organizer
and an administrator. The 110
ungraded classes which accommodate
the defective and backward children
of America’s metropolis are under her
direct supervision, and she alone is
responsible for the results.

These ungraded classes are scattered
throughout the schools of the city, the
schools being selected generally be-
cause of special qualities possessed by
the principals. The reason why these
classes are not confined to special
schools is well explained by Miss
Farrell, as follows:

“In England these schools are kept
separate -from the regular public
schools. When I was over there I in-
quired the way to the school for de-!
fectives from a lassing delivery boy.f
At first I could not make him under- |
stand what I wanrted, but after some
explanations, he said: ‘Oh, you mean |
the fool school.””

Teachers Watch Pupils.

When the teacher in any of the:
regular classes notices a pupil who;
seems to be backward or deficient in’
some way, she reports that pupil to
the principal, and the principal notifies
Dr Smart. Dr. Smart tests the child
for mental ability, and if the test indi-
cates a mental condition lower than
the standard in any particular, the
pupil is placed in one of the ungraded
classes.

While the principal and the medical |
inspector may have a child placed in |
an ungraded class, it rests entirely’
with Miss Fa-rell to say whether the
child shall remain there, and when it
shall return to a regular class. Miss
Farrell visits all these special classes |
and studies the children while they
work or play in order to make her de-
cision.

The care of def::tive children is not
considered as part of the work of med-
fcal supervision of schools. It is part:
of the pedagogical course, and the
children are given a regular course of !
lessons, the teachers devoting great |
care to ascertaining the particular;
trend of each child’s mind. i

Make Useful Citizens.

Most cf these children are able to |
apply themselves intelligently to one|
particular line of thought or work, and |
in this they are encouraged, with th.eg
result that they become useful citizens |
instead of being a charge on the state, !
and many useful articles are exhibited |
as the work of their hands.

Many of the defectives need only
developing in one or two faculties in
order to bring them up to standard
and allow them to take their place in
the regular classes. This work is well
done by the teachers, and Miss Farrell
determines when the children are nor-
mal.

Many of the defective children were |
not found in the schools, but were dis- |
covered in a school census taken by the |
The mayor, the commissioner !
superintendent of |
schools formed the census board, and !
the census was taken by the consta- |
bles. Many children were found who |
were not attending school, although of |
proper age, and in the majority of cases:
these were found to be defectives de-
tained at home for fear they woulu oe-
come the sport of the other pupils.

“But there is no such fear now,”
said. Miss Farrell. At our last ex-
hibition of the work of these classes
one little German boy admired some
of the articles for a while, and then |
said to his teacher, ‘Put me in that
class, too. so I can learn to make
things."”

Anderson, of the American army, and
five Eskimos, states that during last-
winter the party encountered extreme|
privations. At times they were prac-
tically without food, except for skins|
and snowshoe thongs. |

For three weeks steadily they lived!
on a diet of deerskin, the Eskimosi
during that time eating up all the zoo-
logical speeimens collected by the
scientists of the party. Throughout,
however, they were able to retain their
records and instruments,

Dr. Anderson and two of the abori-
gines had pneumonia, and ten dogs
dieq from the rigorous conditions,

At the time Dr. Steffansson wrote
the party wag about to start for Cor-
onation Gulf, about 200 miles east of
Cape Lyons. There was, he reported,
no further fear of a shortage in the
food supply, as game was plentiful.

Mr. Steffansson, who is mapping
out the roof of Canada, sent down|
some of his geographical notes. After|
three and a half years’ spent in ice-|
bound regions with the auroras and,
the midnight sun, he expects to return |
in the fall of next year.

The riots at that time were caused
mainly because of a rice famine which
was sweeping that part of the coun-
try. The foreigners were hlamed by
the ignorant class of Chinese for the
food deficit and were incited into riot
by fanatics.

Were Finally Quelled.

The uprisings were finally quelled
by the arrival of large detachments
of Government troops. Orders were
issued to execute anybody found with
food which he could not prove was
purchased. After a tew ringleaders
had been beheaded the mobs quieted
down.

Ontario Government To Proceed
Against the London and Lake
Erie Company.

The Provincial Government will
take legal action against the London
and Lake Erie Railway for operating
its system on Sundays, contrary to the
Ontario rajilway act and Lord's Day
act.

should expect to incur.

The water commissioners have an-
ticipated it by issuing a schedule of
prices for domestic lighting. House-
kolders who are now using electric
light may easily figure out a compar-
ison of their present charges with
Niagara power rates. Instead of tne
London Electrie’'s fixed charge of 25
cents a month, in the form of meter
rent, they would pay for Niagara
power a fixed monthly charge of 4
cents for every 100 square feet of floor
space. Basements and attics will not
be charged for; the measurement will
include only the occupied rooms, and
will be interior. In addition to this
fixed charge the customer for Niagara
power will pay for all the current used
at a rate af 3% cents per kilowatt hour,
If he Las 2,000 square feet of floor
space hc would pay a fixed charge of
80 cents a month, and if he used 20
kilowatt: a month he would pay, at
3% cents a kilowatt, 70 cents addi-
tional. His monthly bill would be
$1 50, or, with 10 per cent discount,
$1 35. A customer of the London Elec-
tric, using the same amount, would
pay, at the present rate of 9 cents 2
kilowatt hour, $2 05, with no discount.
Here is difference of 70 cents in
favor of Niagara power. If the cus-
tomer had 4,000 square feet of floor
space, and used only 20 kilowatt hours,
he would pay $2 07 net for Niagara
power, or about the same as the Lon-
don Electric’'s charge. If he had 4,600
feet of floor space, and used 40 kilo-
watts monthly, he would pay $2 70
net for Niagara power. To the Lond-nm
Electric he would pay the regular
fixed charge of 25 cents for meter rent
and $3 60 for 40 kilowatts, cr $3 85 in
all. If the London Electric reduced
its rate to 5 cents a kilowatt hour, he
would pay for 40 kilowatts only $2 2
or 45 cents less than Niagara power.

AN EXPLODED SCARE.

The German ship-building pro-
gramme has been interrupted, with
disasirous effects on the naval scare.
The four Dreadnoughts, which were
to have been laid down this year un-
der the Germam naval law, have not
been started. The cause of the de-
lay is Germany’s discovery that Great
Britain is arming her new Dread-
noughts with a 13.5-inch gun, in place
of the 12-inch gun with which all
ships of the Dreadnought type have
been hitherto equipped. Germany had]
only just begun to make a 12-inch
gun, and is now pausing in her ship-
building to face the mew situation.

This intelligence, following Mr. Bal.
four's mlarmist speech at (3lasgow,
has given the naval disecussion a new
turn. It is now impossible for Ger-
many to have more tham 17 Dread-
noughts in commission in 1913, and it
is probable that she will have
only 13. Great Britain will have not
less than 25 at the same time. The
London Daily Telegraph, a leading
Unionist journal, which has been dis-
posed to take the panicky view, now
candidly admits that the situation has
been radically altered. It says:

“It is now certain that Germamy
cannot possibly possess 21 units by
April, 1913, The whole naval] out-
look has been changed by the
dramatic appearance of the new
British 13.5-inch gun of unparalleled
power and with a 1,256-pound shell.
The Dreadnought carries 12-inch
weapons Wwith an 850-pound shell,
and it was assumed in Germany
that this gum would be mounted
in the later British vessels. The
admiralty kept their secret so well
that everyone was dcceived, It was
not until the early days of August
that it became common knowledge
that last year the admiralty placed
orders for a number of 13.5-inch
guns and gun-mountings. The new
development had at once a surpris-
ing result in Germany. The ships
ordered, but not laid down, in April
were to have carried a 12.01 gum,
whereas the earlier German Dread-
noughts had been supplied with an
11-inch weapon.

“Directly the news was received
im Germany of the action of
the British admiraity the prep-
arations for the construction of
these four ships were suspended
with a view to a reconstruction of
their armament., The result is that
not one of them has been begun,
though we are now at the close of
October. Instead of Germany hav-
img 17 ships built or in an advanced
stage of construction she has only
13.”

Moreover, adds the Telegraph, the
whole of Germany's preparatory work, |
which had been practicslly completed
in April last, will now have to be don-
afresh, and it is probable that a good
deal of material in process of manu-
facture will have to be scrapped. En-
tirely new plans must now be drawn,
and vessels of an absolutely new de-
fign laid down, The Telegraph esti-
mates that Germany will have only
13 Dreadnoughts in commission in
1913, Mr. Burgoyne, the editor of the .
Navy League Annual, another con-
spicuous member of the anti-German
chorus, puts the number at 17. *' Mr.
Balfour's guess in his Glasgow speech
was 21.

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HUGHES MAY BE MADE

CHIEF JUSTICE OF U. §.

The Democratic Victors Has Put
Senator Root Ouf of

Ruaning.

Washington, Nov. 14. — The Demo-
<ratic victory in New York having re-
moved the possibility of Semnator Root
becoming chief justice of the United
States, it was reported here today that
Associate Justice Hughes is now far
more likely than ever before of suc-
ceeding to the highest seat in the
American judiciary.

If Root should resign as senator, the
Democratic Legislature in New York
would name a Democrat to succeed
him. With one Democratic senator
from New York as a certainty, Root
would not consider such a step, it is
said.

Persong who are supposed to be in
the confidence of the President, say
that he has not made up his mind fin-
ally, but that Hughes now is the most
favored candidate. There is
support back of a movement to induce
the President to name Presiding Jus-
tice Harlan, however.

Those who favor Harlan declare that
the fact that he is 77 yvears of age is
in his favor. It is certain that Harlan
would not serve more than eight years
as chief justice. It is pointed out that
at the time of Harlan's retirement, in
all likelihood, Taft might be eligible
to succeed him, and that, it is freely
said, is Taft's highest ambition.
Hughes, on the other hand,
probably serve many years a chief
justice if appointed now. The nam-
ing of Hughes would prevent the pos-
sibility of a Democratic President ap-
pointing a chief justice for a -long
time at least.

EXPORTS BREAKRECORD

Total From U. S. for Fiscal Year 1910
Valued at $35,000,000.

Washington, Nov. Another rec-
ord has been established in the com-

merce of the United States. Exports
of foreign merchandise for the fiscal
year of 1910 were the largest on rec-
ord.- “They were valued at $35,000,000,
an increase of $10,000,000 over 1909 and
$7,000,000 over the previous high rec-
ord mark established in 1903,

Even with the large increase shown,
foreign - merchandise contributes a
very small proportion of the total ex-
ports from the United States. Thus of
the $1,745,000,000 worth of exports
during 1910, foreign merchandise con-
tributed $35,000,000, or two per cent
of the total. This condition is in
marked contrast with that obtaining
in the commerce of the United King-
dom. The exports of that country in
the year which ended with June, 1910,
aggregating $2,482,000,060, $487,000,000,
or 20 per cent of the total, represented
the value of foreign and colonial mer-
chandise exported.

BAYONETS USED IN
SMALLPOX OUFBREAK

Soldiers Press Back the Patients
Who Would Flee From
Home.

Lapeer, Mich, Nov. 14.—Two
tendants of the state home for
feeble-minded attempted to
from the institution grounds, and
were ordered hack at the point of
bayonets by the armed militia, who
are patrolling the grounds to en-
force the quarantine established there
because of the outbreak of smallpox
in the home.

The soldiers are armed with regula-
tion army rifles, and the guns are
lcaded with cartridges.

RAILROAD CAUGHT
ON PECULIAR POINT

Must Pay Woman for Death of Hus-
band Who Never Supported Her.

The November non-jury sittings of
the high court opened this afternoon
at the courthouse before Chief Jus-
tice Mulock, of Toronto.

The first case up was that of Burley
Bennett, of this city, a Pere Marquette

from the Windsor Gas Company for
injuries received through an explosion
at Windsor.

Bennett was passing a store when
the explosion occurred and was cut
by flying glass.

Chas. R. Tuson, who owns the florist
store on Qulette avenue, Windsor, in
which the explosion occurred, was the
first witness. He said that he was
told by a clerk of the odor of gas. He
started to investigate, but the gas
was not very thick he thought. While
in the store he lighted a cigar, and
the explosion followed. He was
knocked off his feet, and the glass
blown from the windows into the
street.

Jarvis & Vining, of this city, are
acting for the plaintiff, and Mr. Rodd,
of Rodd & Wigle, Windsor, for
defence.

The plaintiff claims that the defend-
ant company had no right to use nat-
ural gas; that the apparatus was in
bad shape, and that the company
therefore should indemnify any per-
son injured.

The action of Robinson, Little &
Co., in behalf of the creditors( of
John Mensour, et al, of the District
of Algoma, wag stricken off the list
at the commencement of the sittings.
A change of venue to Sudbury was
granted.

An application for the postpone-
ment of the case of Wm. Wilson vs.
George B. Deacon was granted. The
action goes. over to the next court.
The defendant must pay to the plaint-
iff $10 witness fees within the next
ten days. Wilson in this case is suing
Deacon for $1,675 commission on the
sale of carpet sweeper patents to a
Toronto man. The application was
made by the defendant’'s solicitors,
Meredith & Fisher.

The
general decline in vaccination hag had
something to do with this increased
death rate. During the past few years
there has been little vaccination, and
in a few years more we will have an
outbreak of smallpox that will be very

serious. The best way is to vaccin-
ate.”

THE FiRST OF A SERIES

His Lordship Referred to the Great
Congress in Montreal, and Gave
the Reason for the
Gathering.

“Go home and read the sixth chap-
ter of St. John. Put yourself in the
Synagogue at Capernaum, and ask
Yyourself where yvou are at—what you
intend to do. Will you believe the
words of Christ, or will yYou go with
the Jews and the apostate disciples?
Will you leave him as they did, in the
awful words of condemnation of the
B'ibl_e: ‘From that time many of his
disciples went back and walked no
more with him. ”

Thus spoke Bishop Fallon to his
congregation in St. Peter’s Cathedral
on Sunday morning, as he concluded
his first sermon in that church, which
was also the first of a series to be
preached on the Eucharist. The ca-
thedral was filled, there belng many
Protestants in the edifice, who had
evidently been drawn thither by his
lordship’s fame as a preacher.

The bishop went straight to the doc-
trine of the real presence in the
Eucharist,.

Appeal to Reason.

“I want to reason with you today,”
said his lordship. “I want to put the
question to you fair and square. At
Montreal, two months ago, there was
the most notable gathering which ever
assembled on the soil of North Amer-
ica—the Eucharistic Conference.
There were there archbishops, bishops
and pries.s from all parts of the civ-
ilized world, and the uncivilized world.
Men do not cross the ocean and un-
dergo the fatigues and trials and dan-
gers of a journey to a far-away and
foreign land, especially when these
men, or at least very many of them,
i have passed the allotted span of life,
unless there is a reason. Why, I ask
you. did they come? You will find the
reason in the sixth chapter of St. John.

“‘I am the living bread which came
down from heaven; If any man eateth
of this bread, he shall live forever;
‘and the bread that I will give is my
flesh, which I give for the life of the
world.’

The Reason.

“This is why the vast multitude as-
i sembled at Montreal—why the vast
i concourse of clergy were there, and in
| addition fully 250,000 others. Because
{ Christ had spoken the words which
were the promise of the Eucharist
in the synagogue at Capernaum cen-
turies before, and the Eucharistic
Congress had assembled to bear wit-
ness to the fact, and their belief in the
doctrine of the real presence—their
belief that the words of the priest
at the mass really and trulv turn into

“But there were those who dissent-
ed in the synagogue of Capernaum,
even as there are those who in the
Catholic Church dissent today.

“‘Whoso eateth my flesh and
drinketh my blood hath eternal life;
and I will raise him up on the last
day.

He that
eateth my flesh and drinketh my blood
dwelleth in me and I in him.’

“An Hard Saying.”

“This is an hard saying,” quoted the
bishop, using the words of the Jews
in the temple at Capernaum. “Today
vou hear Catholics say the same thing.
These are what I call jelly-fish
Catholics—Catholics without a spirit-
ual spine. You must either accept
the words of Christ or reject them.
Christ meant what he said, and said
what he meant. You must either go
with him or go with the Jews? Which
will you do? If you are afraid of this
doctrine of the real presence you are
an injury to your church, to Cath-
olics and to non-Catholics, and false
to the teachings of Jesus Christ. In
the entire Bible, from Genesis to the
Apocalypse, you will find no greater
words of condemnation than these*
‘They went back and walked with
Him no more’ Will you walk with
Him no more?

“Sir John had

in mind the move-

same note of the connection which is
usually found to exist between - the
material prosperity and the political
contentment of a people and declared
that, ‘largely owing to the unrestrict-
ed commerce with our nearest neigh-
bors in the natural productions of the
two countries, all agitation for or-
ganic changes has ceased, all dissat-
isfaction with existing political re-
lations has wholly disappeared.’

“I commend this last observation to
the timid souls who are afraid that a
new measure of reciprecity would but
pave the way to annexation. Manifest-
ly it could do so only by augmenting
the prosperity of our natural indus-
tries to such an extent that they
would demand annexaticn as a crown-
ing boon. But is not this rather a
dangerous hypothesis for imperialists
to advance?

“It is surprising that the annexation
cry should prevail with an intelligent
person, for how an Ontario farmer's
loyalty could be sapped through sell-
ing a carload of cattle at Buffalo free
of duty, and bringing home free
factory goods passes comprehension.
He is marketing there every day as it
is, only now he has to ray the duty
both ways. Surely he would be just
so much better off ana just so much
more contented if it was removed.”

MANY ANOMALIES IN
" MARRIAGE LAWS

The Anglic;;; E;zri Them a1
Ottawa From Mr. Lewis, Be-
hind Closed Doors.

Ottawa, Nov. 12.—Evidently fearing
publicity in connection with the ad-
dress on the subject, “The Law of
Christian Marriage,” given by Mr.
Travers Lewis, K.C., at a session of
the annual conference of the Deanery
of Ottawa, members of the press were
rigidly excluded. It was stated by one
of the clergy earlier in the day that
the action of Archbishop Bruchesi, of
Montreal, in annulling marriages be-
tween Protestants and Roman Cath-
olics would be discussed, and some
action taken. Whether this was done,
is a secret, however, and, when quer-
ied, after the meeting, several of the
clergy stated that the matter had
not been taken up. It was, however,
given out that Mr. Lewis informed the
clerics that no person in Quebec under
21 years of age could marry without
the consent of the parents. If this
consent was not obtained, and the
marriage was performed, the cere-
mony-was null and void.

Other information imparted to the
clergymen was that a minister in On-
tario could refuse to marry a couple,
providing he had good grounds for his
objecticn, and that an Ontario clergy-
man could not perform narriage
ceremony in Quebec, but that a clerie
from Quebec, or any part of Canada
could solemnize a marriage this
province,
