London, Sept. 22.—Another attempt to induce the Govern 

ment to grant the demands of the coal miners of the country 
for an increase in wages was decided upon today by the Triple 
Alliance, comprising the miners, railwaymen and transport 
workers.

At a meeting of live hundred delegates of these unions this 
decision was reached, and a committee was appointed to visit 
Premier Lloyd George late today. Upon the outcome of this inter­
view the action of the alliance will probably depend. The hopes 
for averting a strike of the miners, to begin next Monday, hang 
upon the course the alliance decides upon. Another meeting of 
the delegates will be held tonight to hear the premier s reply.

These men were Leon 
Bourgeois, and Raoul Peret, the presi­
dents, respectively of the senate and 
chamber of deputies.

M. Bourgeois authorized the definite 
announcement that he had declined to 
be a candidate, and M. Peret declared 
he would not run against Premier Mil­
lerand for the office, which M. Des­
chanel formally resigned yesterday be­
cause of ill health.

Before Former Premier Clemenceau 
left Paris last night on his hunting 
trip to India he remarked to one of his 
former co-workers, accor ling to the 
Petit Parisien, that he regarded Pre­
mier Millerand as the man best quali­
fied for representing France la the 
eyes of foreign peoples.

due October 15.

To verify this belief, Mr. Saunders 
offered to make a personal inspection 
of all the eating houses and to take 
reporters with him. This invitation 
was taken to mean that a large delega­
tion would be welcome. Accordingly 
a committee of representative citizens 
was called together. Mr. Saunders was 
not willing to act as guide for this large 
party on a Cooks tour of the cafes. He 
pointed out that no one has the right 
to enter restaurant kitchens except 
sanitary inspectors. For that reason 
he could not be responsible for taking 
a dozen or more people on the trip, al­
though he believed that there would 
be no trouble with a smaller party.

Dr. W. S. Downham, M.O.H., also ex­
pressed the opinion that the report was 
exaggerated.

"One of our sanitary inspectors has 
just completed a four or five days’ in­
spection of the restaurants and has 
found conditions satisfactory. A few of 
the places did not have suitable re­
ceptacles for garbage, but aside from 
that they were al! right," he stated.

LONDON. Sept 21.—Lizzi Luise Wer­
theim, fashionable demi-mondaine, once 
celebrated in the gay night life in Ber­
lin, and later “queen of the German 
secret service,” has died in the criminal 
lunatic asylum at Broadmoor. She was 
sentenced at the Old Bailey on Septem­
ber 20, 1915, to ten years penal servi­
tude, but after two years she lost her 
mind, and during the last few months 
has been so violent that attendants 
were almost constantly with her.

The death of Lizzi closes another 
sordid chapter of the German spy sys­
tem. Her accomplice, George T. Breec- 
kow. alias Reginald Rowland, who as­
serted he was an American citizen, was 
executed in the Tower of London on 
October 26, 1915.

Lizzi came from a highly-respected 
land began in 1902, when she was 
famous for her beauty and notorious for 
her conduct. She was described then as 
"a charming little woman with lustrous 
brown eyes glowing in a peach com- 
plexioned face, and a mass cf gleaning 
hair.” Her “crowning glory" was her 
greatest joy, even up to the time of her 
death.

New Jury Required.
When court was opened this morn­

ing, it was found that the indictment 
in the Jones case, not having arrived 
yesterday for the opening of the trial, 
made it necessary for the swearing in 
of a new jury, and taking the evidence 
of the crown witnesses all over again 
this morning. This was done with dis­
patch, and the prisoner was called to 
the box shortly before noon. He was 
given a grueling examination and was 
not disturbed thereby. His demeanor in 
the witness box caused Justice Kelly to 
remark that his lapse of memory had 
not been evident at the trial. Family 
members and friends of Jones were 
called to give evidence as to his danger­
ous character when under one of his 
spells.

Said Mind Not Normal.
A. H. Boddy, counsel for the defence, 

made only a brief address to the jury, 
and argued that Jones was not respon­
sible and was not of normal mind, when 
he committed the deed. Prosecutor 
Hughes pointed to the premeditation on 
the negro’s part, when he took the 
knife, a long instrument, out with him 
early in the morning, with which to 
commit the deed. Jones, in his lapse 
of memory, always showed an aptitude 
to protect himself when his safety 
was endangered. Justice Kelly charged 
strongly against the prisoner, and stated 
there was no provocation for the deed, 
even if the woman had been infatuated 
with him.

Man’s 
ingenuity has added tremendously to the effi­
ciency of the machinery, so that a threshing 
that once would have taken two days will now 
be done in one, but there are human sides to 
the operation that have persisted from the past, 
and that will probably long continue.

Threshing is more than a mere mechanical or 
business operation. It has very human aspects. 
It is one of the occasions of the year on every 
farm when the housewife feels called upon to 
show her prowess in setting a good table for 
the men who toil all day in the dust and sweat 
of the barns and stacks. Not that the threshers

Less 
official matter, newspapers, periodicals, actions, 
speeches and writings of soldiers and civilians 
have shown up the German nation as the 
official documents do the Government.

- Kautsky had his book ready in March, 1919, 
but by that time the republican government of 
Germany was apparently less anxious to learn 
and publish the guilt of the old regime. It held 
back Kautsky’s work, and published instead a 
White Book in June, 1919, which Kautsky says

Until the parents take a more sympathetic 
interest in their children’s education we cannot look 
for more satisfactory results. Too much is expected 
of the teachers who need the support of the citizens 
at large in this the most important work of the 
country. In the post the parents and public have 
indulged in carping criticism rather than in con-

wicked; it is cruel. I cannot tell you how it all 
has distressed me." If the indictment is a true 
one, and there can hardly be two opinions on that 
score, it must at once be apparent that at our own 
doors lies very much of the fault for the high enst 
of living of which we so loudly complain. It we 
are wasting food, and wasting the materials that 
form the basis of our national wealth, i*. follows as 
a matter of course that we are aiding in creating 
an unnecessary food scancity and that we are 
failing to get from our industrial efforts their full 
value. The indictment of extravagance and waste­
fulness comes from women who. although they nave 
enjoyed to the full every minute of a boundless 
Canadian hospitality, carry constantly with them 
the memory of years which taught, and are still 
teaching the crime of waste and extravagance. 
They have known what it is to do without things 
to eat and things to use. From the depths of their 
hearts they sound a word of warning that is true 
friendship.

With the back of a small paring knife, 
or some prefer, with the tines of a 
silver fork, scrape the meat toward you, 
separating all the flesh from the fibre. 
As the meat from one side is scraped, 
turn it over and scrape the other side. 
You need leave nothing but the connec­
tive tissue of the meat. Season the 
scraped meat with salt, shape it lightly 
into balls, and heating a frying pan very 
hot, sear the balls quickly on both sides. 
Serve them hot on rounds of buttered 
toast cut slightly larger than the balls.

Buttermilk contains not only infinitely 
greater numbers of the desired lactic 
bacilli, but also considerable lactic 
acid, which is in itself inimical to the 
growth of the gas bacillus and of pu­
trefactive germs in the intestine.

No formal diet can be set down for 
a child with chronic indigestion. But 
the proper diet for a normal child of 
the same age should be followed as
closely as possible. I shall be pleased 
to send parents suggestions for feed­
ing children over one year of age,with 
specimen diets, if the request is accom­
panied with a stamped, self-addressed 
envelope.

It should be understood that “chronic 
indigestion" is not a definite disease, 
but merely a loosely applied term sig­
nifying some disturbance of the pro­
cesses of nutrition.

INGERSOLL, Sept 21.—In the division 
court here today Ex-Councillor H. D. 
McCarty sued the corporation of Inger­
soll for $35, being balance of rent 
for a house which had been rented 
from him by last year’s council for 
an indigent family. He stated he had 
received his rent for some time in ac­
cordance with the agreement entered 
into, but eventually payment ceased and 
he had received no payments for a 
period of five months. He claimed that 
he had rented the house for one year. 
On behalf of the corporation, it was 
stated that Mr. McCarty’s son, who 
was his agent in his absence, had been 
notified to look to the husband for the 
rent after a certain period, and that 
when this notice was given the town’s 
responsibility ceased.

Judge Wallace held that Mr. Mc­
Carty could not legally collect the rent 
according to the municipal act, as he 
was a member of the 1919 council. The 
council, he considered, acted very 
charitably, and while there was no 
legal responsibility, there was a moral 
one. He thought the parties should 
effect a settlement themselves. Monday
