from the farmer group of the chamber 
of commerce the association will in the 
future co-operate to a greater degree 
with that body for the general good of 
the people of both the county and the 
city.

Public gatherings at frequent and 
convenient intervals at which residents 
of town and countryside can get to­
gether for interchange of ideas has 
been suggested as an initial move that 
would render very satisfactory results. 
That most citizens still hold an unfair 
opinion of the farmer, and that the 
same could be materially changed by 
a closer survey, by city people, of the 
true conditions of rural life, was the 
undivided feeling of the executive. 
"City folk have a mistaken idea gen­
erally," pointed out one member, "of 
the farmer and his methods. Some­
times this is brought about uncon­
sciously perhaps through the press. 
They read a statement by florae person 
about the farmer and take it without 
question as being true."

That considerable misunderstanding 
on both sides will be eliminated by the 
proposed informal gatherings, of some 
description to be decided upon later, is 
the earnest hope of the milk producers.

More Knowledge Needed.
Touching briefly on the prevailing 

price of milk, it was agreed that here 
again was an instance of the lack of 
adequate knowledge coupled with a 
mistaken view of the situation, which 
caused the city folk to condemn the 
milk producers for any high prices. That 
the middleman —the actual distributor- 
is the party to fasten the burden of 
blame on was declared. A suggestion 
that this phase of milk production be 
taken up in conjunction with the cham­
ber of commerce was over-ruled how­
ever. "It is the duty of the citizens 
themselves to make any move involving 
the distributor," was pointed out.

Replying to queries from the chamber 
of commerce as to what manner that: 
organization could co-operate with bene­
ficial result to Middlesex generally, the 
executive expressed a desire that assist­
ance be accorded in a "good roads" 
campaign.

"The roads of the county," comment­
ed J. C. Nichol, president, "are very 
good. But look at the four principal 
toads leading into London. From a dis­
tance of a mile or so outside the city 
they are much inferior and get worse 
from that point into town. In some 
places in particular the roads are a 
disgrace and well-nigh: impassable in 
bad weather."

As all farmers are more or less in­
terested in the "good roads" policy the 
chamber of commerce will be asked to 
aid in a vigorous campaign for improve- 
ments.

WHAT HUMAN FOOD DID TO MONKEYS.
[Literary Digest.]

A Philadelphia doctor has made the experiment of feed­
ing monkeys on the diet with which the majority of men 
and women feed themselves. The following is an account 
of his results as quoted in Good Health (Battle Creek, 
Mich.):

“It is a literal fact that the disposition of the lower 
animals, at least, can be controlled by their eating. In a 
series of laboratory diet tests on monkeys, the results were 
remarkable. For one week the monkeys were fed upon a 
protein diet heavy with meat and beans. At the end of 
three days the monkeys began to be dull. They swung 
about the cage very little; life seemed to weigh heavily 
upon them. In another two days they slumped down, held 
their heads in the paws, and took very little Interest in 
anything that was happening.

"By the end of the week the cage was filled with a band 
of melancholy pessimists who took no exercise, were willing 
to look at nothing offered them, and regarded the world 
with sad and dreary eyes Then their diet was changed. 
For a week they were fed only vegetables, cereals and 
fruit. In three days they had brightened up; in five days 
they frisked about in their old happy fashion. At the end 
of the week they were a band of optimists.

In the course of the appeal for support it is stated that 
the actual tribunal which condemned Joan of Arc to death

tion. An English bishop, too. Cardinal Beaufort, Bishop of 
Winchester, sat on at least one occasion among the judges 
who finally sent her to the stake; and it is, therefore, 
proposed to erect near his tomb in the cathedral a memorial 
to Saint Joan, both as a slight act of reparation and as 
an earnest that we in England join in the admiration and 
reverence for her with the great nation which in her days 
was our gallant enemy, but which has now become our 
trusted friend and heroic ally."

“union,” are, of course, much cheaper 
than all linen and are fairly absorbent, 
but are likely to go grey with washing 
and look perpetually dirty in spite of the 
most careful laundering.

Usual sizes for towels are fourteen or 
fifteen by twenty inches for guest or 
small hand towels, and from eighteen or 
twenty-four by forty-five inches for 
ordinary household use. Linen hucka­
back, bought by the yard, can be very 
easily and quickly hemstitched by hand, 
and this is the cheapest way to equip a 
household with linen hand towels.

For dish towels, both glass and 
kitchen, it is much more satisfactory to 
buy linen than cotton, or union, even 
though it costs more than it used to. It 
outwears cotton and is satisfactory, 
while cotton never does the work. But 
a woman who.has a machine should 
buy toweling by the yard, not ready 
made.
