The sensational interest in the.fate
of Mafeking has intensified with Col
Plamer’s forced retiremant {o Croco-
dile Povls, where he was two months
ago. Mellef fromn the north now
dwindles to improbability. Lord Meth-
uen is “Skirmishing with the Boers
at Warrenton, 160 miles away. Al-
though seemingly in force, sufficient
to do pretty much as he likes, he has
not advanced these five days. 1t is
hoped that bis military administration
has a pleagant surprise.in prefaration
for the Britishers by raising the siege
with a strong column of cavairy and
urtillery detouring to Mafeking, while
Commandnnt Snyman is drawn off to
engage Col. Plumer.

AFTER A BIG HAUL.

Gen. French's cavalry and mounted
infantry, according to a rumor, are.
fighting somewhere east of Bloemfon-
tein. This suggests more Boer bad
news, as Commandant Oliver’s - com-
mando, with 2,000 wagons, is reported
on the Basutoland frontier, toiling
northward toward Kroonstadt, via
Ladybrand. This enormous wagon
trafn is said to be moving 25 miles a
day. Gen. French's cavalry posts
stretch from Blbemfontein eastw ud
to the mountains.

Gen. Buller has not yet moved in
Natal. ‘THe eighth division will%go
divect to Bloemfontein. Lord Roberts’
effective disposable ‘forcq at the fromt
ten days hence will:be, it is estimated,
70,000 meng with the easy pmﬂluhl\y
of moving east ward, forcing the Boers
to evacuate the Biggarsherg range
and joining 'hands with Gen. Buller
before continuing the promenade to
Pretoria.

BUDGET SPEECH.

Mr. Fielsing Paints a Very Giow-
ing Picture

Of Canada’s Prosperity—Surplus This
. = Year Nearly Five Millions.

Ottawa, March 24. —Mr. Fielding de-
livered his budget speech in the Com-
mons yesterdny. He began by describ-
ing the year 1899 as the most prosper-
ous in the history of the country, as
shown by the returns of our trade,
the receipts of railways and the ac-
tivity of industries generally. The rev-
enue for the year was $46,741,219. The

chief increpses were: in customs, $3,-

611,948, excise, $1,779,661; in the post
b office department, a decrease of 8334,-
032, i misceilaneous receipts an in-

crease of $1,138,431, including the
Yukon receipis and $600,000 wcreased
enrnings of the Government railway
systerm . The decrease in post office
receipts was due 1o the penny ppstage
reform carried out by Mr. Mulock, but
that.deflicit would not be continued
as-he belieyed that in. twelve months
the revenue of the post office depart-
ment would be ag much as it was be-
fore the penny postage reduction. The
revenue of the figeal year, 1898-9, being
$46,741,219, and the expenditure on
consoiidated fund $41,903,500, there ve-
mained a surplus of $4.837,749. A cap-
ital expenditure of 9,137,562 resulied in
.n net addition to the puablic debt of
$2,317,047.

He clasmed that the addi-
tions to the public debt had not been
very large during the present regime.
In the period from 1878 to 1895 there
had been a total additian to the public
debt of $118,135,362, or an average ad-
dition per year of $6,563,075. During
the three yéars, 1895-9, the debt had
been increased by $7,776,013, equivaient
to am average increase of $2,502,000 per
year.

Coming 1o
the present financial year, 1899-1900,
Mr. Fielding suid :—*1 estimate that
the togal revenue this year will pass
the fifty-aillion dollar mark.” (Gov-
ernment cheers.)
—As for the expenditure of the eight
months_ended 1st March, it amount-
ed 1o $25,018,29), so that for the whole

He therefore estimated that at the
close of the yeir there would be a
surplus (on consolidted fund) of seven
and one ha!f millivns—the largest sur-
plus in the histe of the country, or
to borrow from the motto of his friend
the Postmngher-Genaral, “‘a surplus
vhster than has been.”

TARLFF REFORM.
The extemt to which the prese nt
Government has carried out its policy
of tariff reform was, be said, shown
by the following (figuresi—Our im-
imports for home consumption in 1899
were $149.346,459, the ‘duty collected
therefrom being $26 611,78, or up aver-
age ad valorem eollected, $20,219,037—
an average duty of 19.19 per cent. This
difference of 2 per cent. represenied
the reduction in the tariff, and if the
averag: duty of 1896 had bean levied
upon the imports for the year 1889,
the sum of $3,017,000 more would bave
been paid in duties. Mr. Fieldiag
further ¢laimed that this reduction in
the duty on imparts caused an equiva-
lent redurtion of 2 pear centi. in the
price of home producis ¢of the same
olass.

Though they care-
Rilly avoid swallowing the wines they
taste, yet their calling slowly saps their
health, and they become at an early age
physical wrecks,  The sensations which
they experience in’ sampling the wines
are of the most delicate and subtle na-
ture.
