Increasing Grain Creps.

Some years of experimentation in
England have proved beyond any
doubt whatever that if certain seeds
are electrified the yield is much beyond
that coming, under the same condi-
tions, from seeds that have not been
charged with this subtile current of
electricity.

The experimeats have been so far
workt out only for wheat, oats and
barley; but all seeds are known to pro-
duce better that have been electri-
fied.

The seeds can only be electrified
by one understanding the business,
tho the processis very simple.

“ROVER” CONTINUES OLD
., TIME REMINISCENCES.

Editor News;

Concerning the little party to which
I introduced you last week. I have
little to say. In fact, of the party
proper, I remember almost nothing.
I am only using it as a center around
which to group a few incidents, the
telling of which may interest some of
your readers.

Early in the evening it began to
rain and beneath the flow of fun and
high spirits there was an undercurr-
ent of anxiety, as to how we were to
get home; and as it continued to rain
harder and harder hour by hour and
the night was very dark, all agreed
that the only sensible thing to do
was to remain where we were until
daylight. But the matter of sleeping
quarters was a hard problem to solve.
However, we went at it in earnest and
soon had a partial solution of it. The
teacher, because he was the Teacher,
was assigned ‘‘the spare room” with
abed all to himself; and by members
of the household sharing theirs or
giving them up entirely, the majority,
were fairly comfortably stowed a-
way. Still there were a few of us, who
did not seem to fit in anywhere and
I making a virtue of necessity, vol-
unteered to remain up and keep watch.
Not wishing to distrub the sleepers
we withdrew to the Kkitchen-dining
room, there to commence our vigil,
making a little hole in the darkness
with a short piece of a tallow candle

British History had formed one of
most” lively subjects of study that
winter, and we calculated that,
according to Alfred the Great’s meth-
od of computing time, we had about
two hours’ supply of light. Then
there were the rows of seven canciss,
in the rejoicing of the people of Lon
don, over the acquittal of the seven
Bishops, in the timeof King James II.
to be thought about. About that
time, too, much interest was taken
in professor Faraday’s lectures on the
“Chemical History of a Candle,”
the outcome of a challgnge by the
students at the British In/étitute, when
he had said something to the effect
that he would not give a fig for a young
man who could not lecture for seven
consecutive nights on the properties of
a tallow candle.

When our
piece of candle appeared to be about
used up, some one said;—*“When that
candle goes out, I am going to try
to find some place to sleep.” We all
said the same—If a “watched pot
never boils” it surely looked to us as if,
a watched candle never dies; for when
we thought it was justout it blazed up
again more brilliantly than ever and
then gradually died down to a mere
flicker. We became interested and
speculated as to how long this could
continue. There must have been a
hidden reserve of tallow somewhere
about the socket of that candle-stick.
Did the waxing and waning of that
flickering light foretell the uncertain
lingering of the life of one or more of
our number, far beyond the “‘allotted
span?”’ And did the desire of those,
well content with their situation, to
see that feeble flames long hold out;
and the equally strong desire of those
not so favorably situated to see it
die, suggest that there would be those
who would be glad and anxious to
keep us with them as long as possible
and to see that no rude breath short-
end our long drawn out lives; and that

draper, described by Charles Reid, in
the “Cloister and the Hearth,” who
would for their own selfish ends, be
more than willing to se e us go at any
time; but at last there was nothing
left of the candle buta charred, un-
pleasant smelling piece of wick and
the little group separated. I was dir-
ected to a bed which already containd
three boys of various sizes. Remov-
ing my boots and some of my outer
garments, I got as far under the cov-
ering as I could and by holding on to
the head of the bed-steAd with one
hand could keep quite comfortable
until, at the command of the Tyrant
Morpheus, I had to surrender the
control of all my muscles, and I was
in danger of rolling on to the floor. |
Then I would have to arouse myself |
sufficiently to renew the grip on the
bed stead; and so the see-saw went
on until time to make a new start for
Ya new day. By comparing hotes I
found that some of the others had en-
joyed a like experience.

By packing as many of the girls as
could. or would get into the buggy and
the rest of us footing it over the clean
fields and. short cuts, we arrived in
due time at the river, which we folind,
as we expected, had completely broken
up and the piece of fence which had
been used as a foot-bridge wunder
water and the slough, which extends
from a point 100 yards or so above a
bend in the river at the bridge to a-
bout an equal distance below it, full
of slowly moving cakes of thick ice,
thus forming an island between us And
the bridge. To many of us this was
no serious obstacle, for the larger
boys with the assistance of a pole,
thought it only fun to leap from one |
ice cake to another, and so to the land. |
But the girls and a number of smaller
children had to be helped over. The
distance was not great, perhaps not
more than 30_or 40 feet. By means
of some poles and pieces of boards laid |
from the shore to thé ice and from |
one ice cake to another, a kindof pon-
toon bridge was formed, over which,
one by one, all were conducted. But
this was not done without shrieks of
alarm, real or feigned, much laughter,
many wet feet and some bruised shins.

I wonder if Mrs. Harriet Beecher
Stow, in “Uncle Tom’s Cabin,” “had |
a more real foundation for her spec
tacular description of Eliza's escape
on the ice, than was afforded by those
boys crossing in tHe manner just des-
cribed?

Of the part taken by individuals in
this and other maide incidents of that
morning I have no clear recollection
and I do not remember having seen or
spoken to my companion thru the
mud of the prevlus evening after the
group around the candle broke up.

The only person, whom I remember
distinetly, was Mr. Murray, away in
advance of all of us, he was a great
walker, crossing the bridge with the
water still squashing from his boots.
for I think we all had wet feet, Of
what took place in school that day,
I cannot recall much. I know I oft-
en caught myself falling to sleep over
my Algebra, while most of the others,
even the teacher, was two sleepy to
notice me—for ‘although he went to
bed in good time, we concluded, from
several remarks, that he knew all that
went on afterward.

To any one visiting Truro about the
middle of last century, it would have
appeared a small village of 2000 or
3000 inhabitants on a long, narrow
level plateau of land between a rangé
of hills on the south and the dip of
marsh and intervales. It was them,
and is yet, a pretty little town, snug
tidy, well kept residences flanking
the two streets then existing, Front
Street (now Queen’s) and Back Street,
now called Prince Street.

The inhabitants were a quiet, thrif-
ty, God-fearing people, largely Scotch
and some Royalists from: the Repub-
lic to the South that kept the Sabbath
painfully. They were largely Pres:
hyterian, and the original church, 88
I first remember was a large, squaré
two story building, that stood a mile,
or so below the village on the road
to Old Barns, now Clifton. The clus
ter of houses in the vicinity was call-
ed Lower Village. I have sketched
a rough map that explains how the
village appeared in the fifties of the
last century.

When 1 first remember attending
church in Truro, it was in the old two-
storyed barn in Lower Village, and
Dr. Wm. McCulloch was the pastoft
There were no railroads near theré
at that time, although I remember
my father taking me to Pictou with
him in 1851, and we had a ride on 8
little narrow-gauge ( 3 ft. 6 in.) road
that ran from Stellarton to the land-
ing or loading ground for ships in Pie-
tou Harbor. This was, I believe
the oldest railroad in America, estab-
lished in 1830 or thereabouts; at all

!FIELD CROPS COMPETITION.
! It is gratifying to observe that in-
,terest in the Field Crops Competition,
iconducted by the Local and Federal
Depts. of Agriculture, is on the in-
crease. The entries in 1918 totalled
583, a gain of 150 over 1917. The
scores were very high, especially in
igrain and turnips. The prizes won
]reach the respectable total of $2022.50

A noteworthy fact appears when the
report of these competitions is laid
beside the report of the Maritime Seed
Fair held at Summerside, i. e., that
lewry Nova Scotian prize winner at
Tthe Seed Fair had appeared in the
Field Crops Competition.

This fact bears several inferences,
but 'a most obvious and important
one is the close relation indicated be-
tween a first class field crop and good
seed. There was a sufficient number
of prizes won at the Sed Fair to prove
that this Province is capakle of pro
ducing the very finest quality of seed.
It is not necessary here to argue at
length the advantages of using such
seed. The evidence on every hand
peints so conclusively to its supreme
value that the Department is strongly
urging the use of registered seed, and
will announce in its field erop circular
for this year, that in 1920 prizes will
be awarded only to those who use this
quality.

It will be well to get ready this year.
A concession recently made by the
Canadiah Seed Growers’ Associhtion
whereby the immediate progeny of
registered seed may in turn be re-
gistered, provided that it is up to the
standard and has been properly in-
spected, makes this requirement much
less exacting. Buy registered seed
for your 1919 sowing and be prepared.

”Whilhelm 11 is an abnormal
being, who ought years ago to
have been placed under strict
guardianship. As it is, can the
leaders of the Conservative party,
who, out of fear of the wearer of
the crown, did not dare to remove a
semi-lunatic from the throne,
now wonder that thousands of
people- who have suffered -keenly
through the war should place
themselves behind Liebknecht,
a person who, like Whilkelm,
properly belongs to an asylum?

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DOMINION RESERVE BANK.

It is quite currently reported that

ilsation to establish a ’Re-Discount’
Bank on a Federal Reserve Bank fot
Canada.

The Maritime Merchant says on
this object;—

The "Merchant” hears that there
is a proposal to establish in Canada a
bank of re-discount similar to the
Federal Reserve Bank of the United
States. This would not be a bank
with which the public would do bus-
iness directly, but would be an in-
stitution in which the Government

and the various chartered banks would
be partners; and to which the bank
could take their surplus business in
times of congestion. There are times
in the experience of all banks when
more business offers than they can
easily handle with their resources and
the proposed institution would afford
the necessary relief; and in this way
not only be a help to the banks, but fo
general business. No details of the
scheme have been published, but it
is understood that legislation is being
prepared to present at the next session
of the Dominion parliament. From
what we have heard it is proposed to
have branches at the larger centres
thr oughout the country, convenient
to the head offices of the large banks,
su ch as Montreal, Toronto, and Win-
ni peg. On the directorate of the
propesed bank, the Government and
the Bankers' Association would joint-
ly appoint representatives. At the
present time the government has in
1ts charge a Iarée amount of gold de-
i Ym the Central Gold Reserves
y_the chartered banks for the sec-
urity of note circulation. This with
some other capital provided by the
Government, would be dumped into
the tresury of the new bank, and in this
(way direct deposit of gold with the
Government by the chartered banks
would cease, as what is now each banks
portion of the gold reserve would re-
resent its investment in the new
ank.
