The alarming spread of
leprosy in France awoke at one time the
superstitious fears of the multitude, and led
to excesses of a deplorable character.

As the inter-
course with the east, occasioned by the Cru-
sades, ceased, fresh sources of contagion
were avoided. The advancing civilization
of the times, also greater attention to food,
and, above all, the more extended use of
linen as an article of clothing, arrested, and
under the good providedce of God, finally
extirpated the disorder.

New municipa
nd\::':kw’:lnr‘u and relations bave been
created, The way to public offices and
honors has been opened. At the
time wealth and general intelligence have
greatly increased. Thus many have been
anew exposed to the seductions of the
world’s ambition and luxury, to the bard_en-
ing and embittering influence of its pride,
covetousn-ss, and party-spiri.  In these
circumstances though we may lament, yet
we canrot greatiy wonder at the conse-

ed. Have not some parents, eager to found

ants, than any loss of worldly estate,—the
loss of their humility, simplicity, and godly
love? Have not the children of such pa-
rents grown up too often vain and worldly,
and alienated from the church of their fa-
thers ?”

"These words have no limited application.
They are equally troe of ull places where
Wesleyan Methodism has won its way to a
conspicuous position among the Churches
of the land. We need to ponder them here.
We need to shun, or subdue, that worldly
mindedness which is certain to be increas-
ingly our snare as we are increasingly pros-
perous. ‘I'he more we are esteemed by the
world the more likely are we to hold i in
esteem, Having this conviction deeply im-
planied in our mjnds let us take heed to the
admonition given in another part of the Ad-
dress, ¢ Let us ascend the heights of Mount
Zion, and, leaving the world beneath us,
breathe the air of heaven, and sit in hea-
venly places in Christ Jesus.” ¢ The more
we have to do with the world in public, the
more strictly must we commune with God
in private”

It would detain us too long, were we to
attempt even the briefest outline of this
admirable address. Therefore transcribing
only one other of its paragraphs, we shall
proceed to a summary notice of the remain-

ing papers.

“«On the whole,” it is said, * we have
every reason to thank God and take cour-
age ? Never, perhaps, were our affairs on
so sound a basis, or in s0 promising a con-
dition, as at present; and never, ceriainly,
were our church-arrangements so complete.
The spirit of peace rules among us, strife
and party-feeling seem to be far away. At
home we are looking for progress. Both
you and we are, we trust, waiting in prayer-
ful expectancy for richer out-pourings of the
promised spirit on all our hearts, and on all
our sacred services. KFrom our Affiliated
Churelies abroad we receive most cheering
accounts. We have been encouraged by
the presence amony us of Representatives
of these Churches ; and we have been great-
ly animated by the addresses of beloved
Jrethren from the wide spread Methodist
Church of America. While Wesleyan
Methodism retains its position in this coun-
try, it has produced, and is still produciog,
a truly wonderful impression upon the rising
Anglo-Saxon empires and colonies of the
world. QOur sister and  our aflihated
churches greatly flourish, and our foreign
Missionary work was never more promis-
ing than at present. In
position, 100, as regards our own couniry
we believe ourselves to be highly priviic ged.
We are at amiiy among ourselves, in doc-
trine, In practice, in spirit. Whether we
look to the right hand or to the leit, we see
reason for devout thankfulness that we are
as we are, and where we are. Dut at the
same time, the greater 1s our responsibility.
Let us prescrve with the more zealous care
for the sake of Briiisk Thristianity, as weil
as for our own sake, our heritage of pare
truth and Godly discipline.”

Leaving the “ Pastoral” of the British
Conference, we now come to the Address
of the Irish Conference, “ Ircland,” it says,

our ecclesiastical

* we need hardly remind you, is not merely
a ficld of labour, it is one of conflict. It is
a ficld where great principles are lrought
into collision ; where a politico-religious sys-
tem not only enslaves the intellect and de-
praves the sense, but, by ramilying itself
with all the institutions of the country, seeks
to press into its service every element of
power. Nor need we conceal trom you
that the newly waked up vigilance and
untiring efforts of the emissaries of this
system bave succeeded n keeping large
masses of the people from listening to the
word of life, and have infused into the minds
of many increasing hatred to evungeliyfl
truth, while our dutics are made more diffi-
cult by the coldness and suspicion of some
from whom might be expected sympathy and
support. .

“ But, while there are many adversaries
who contest every inch of ground with the
soldiers of the Cross, we are not discourag-
ed. We bave-had indeed, a long night of
weeping, during which we were compelled
to witness, year by year, a decrease of num-
bers, and, for a time, were threatened with
such reduction that no liberality on the part
of those remaining could sustain our cause
to its former extent.

It is known to your
readers tbat the Methodist Episcopal Church of
the United Siates has felt herself called upon to
devole a portion of those great resources with
which God has endowed her, for the purpose of
the evangelization of India.  The
writer was sclected to found and superintend
this Mission.

The city of
Bareilly, with a population of 112,000, was our
head qvarters for the present. The field was
surveyed, a Report drawn up, and forwarded to
our Committee in New York, and our work
projected. Twenty five Missionaries were asked
for, to occupy the principal points in this great
field.

Uutil the answer and the men should come,
we set to work (while learning the language) to
do what we could. We were alone among 5,-

But, afier seeking for divine guidancc, we con- |

cluded not togo. “We considered it our duty,
even if there were danger, to remain at cur post,
and trust God for the results. For tbree days
n succession did our kind friends send to warn
us to leave eére we consented to go. At length,
seeing most of the others gone, and the indications
of insecurity becoming more marked, we con-
cluded it might be mcre like tempting than
trusting Providence to act against facts and
advice any longer. We left on Monday night,
baving placed our house and property in charge
of six men,—four of whem are native Christians,
—and entertaining the hope that, in two or three
weeks, we might return and resume our work.
We were two days and three nights coming the
seventy-four miles, and suffered mdCh by a night
exposure in the Terai, (a belt of jungle about
twenty miles wide round the base of the moun-
tains, infested with tigers and reeking with
malaria,) where our family caught the jungle
fever, which laid us up under the doctor’s care
for ten or twelve days afterwards.

All went on quietly at Bareilly till Sunday,
May 31, so that some of us here began to regret
we had left it. - But on Monday night the terrible
news reached us that at eleven o'clock on Sun-
day forenoon the Sepoys rose, hoisted the green
ﬂa;,v,, shot ail the officers and civilians they could
find, set fire to all the houzes, butchered the
native Christians, and committed all manner of
excess. They then elected a Nawab, and pro
claimed the King of Delhi, and the restoration of
the Mobammedan power. Twen'y two officers
cscaped to this place, but there is a total of
twenty-two persons still unaccounted for. We
have reason to fear the worst for the most of
them, though it is said that the officers of the 18th

egiment escaped, and are hid in some Hindu
village seuth of Bareilly. Every town in Robil-
cund followed the example of Bareilly. The
regiments, after plundering the treasury in each
place, marched off for Deiki. The Sepoys hav-
ing fired the houses at Bareilly, went to the jail

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s BY THE STEAMSHIP ARABIA.
(From the European Times.)
The Tragic Drama in India.

The intelligence from India this week is of a
-,edchuacter—lhe extension of the mutiny
to Bombay; a series of brilliant victories by
General Havelock over the miscreant, Nena
Sshib; more mutinies and massacres ; and the
disarming at Calcutta of the Governor-General’s
podyguard. These, with other events of minor
importance, make up the news by the Bombay
and Calcutta mails, which had previously arriv-
od in driblets through the medium of the tele-
‘nph. )

The Bombay mutiny was only.a small affair,
and would hardly command notice in the pre-
gence of the startling events of which India is
pow the scene, if it did not indicate the presence
of a mutinous spirit in a presidency where loy-
alty, it was boped, was strong. A battalion re-
volted at Kolapore, but the outbreak was speedi-
ly supressed. The incident, nevertheless, has
generated some uneasiness respecting the future
of Bonibay, a fear in which we do not largely
participate, for the success of the rebels so far
bas not beep such as to warrant imitation on
the part of troops not committed to treason by
any over tact.

The most brilliant feats of the campaign, so
far, bave been accomplished by General Have-

_ Jock, an Indian officer, who appears fully equal
to the emergency. The accounts are a good deal
confused, bat we zather from them that having

several miles from Cawnpore towards
Lacknow, the British Commander came in con-

wetwith a force some say of 10,000, others 13,

women, under Nena Sahib. Three engage-

pents followed, in which, with only 1300 Euro-

and 600 or 700 Sikhs, the enemy was de-

feated in the most masterly manner. Twenty-

e of the rebel guns were captured. Bat not-
withstanding  this victory, General Havelock
was compelied to fall back upon Cawnpore, in
consequence of the alarming spread of cholera
amongst his troops. A flank movement, by
which the last and crowning victory was achiev-
ed, is highly praised by the military men who
write from the camp. Arrivea at Cawapore, a
sight of horror more appalling than any atroci-
ty which bas yet marked these Indian butcheries
presented itself. It is thus described by a Cal.

“In a stone court-yard, clotted with two
inches of blood, lay the clothes of English wo.

“men and children, pitilessly slanghtered on the
previous day by the fugitives from the last field
of battle. The bodies, all stripped, had been
thrown into a well in the compound where the
unfortanate beings had been confined. Oaut of
the whole number of captives three women
escaped, who had been rescued and saved by
anative. The bistory of the world atlords no
parallel to the terrible massacres which during
the last few 1ponths have desolated the land.—
Neither age, sex, nor condition has been spared,
Children have been compelled to eat the quiver.
ing flesh of their murdered parents, after which
they were literally torn asunder by the llughing
fiends who surrounded them Men in many
instances bave been mutilated, and, before be-
ing absolutely killed, have had to gaze upon the
last dishonour of their wives and daughters
previous to being put to death, But really we
cannot describe the brutalities that have been
committed ; they pass the boundaries of human
belief, and to dwell upon them shakes reason

_upon its throne. Is ever a nation was made
the instr t of veng of an Ited
Deity, that nation is England ; and we trust
that by this time ber ships are not only on their
mission of vengeance by way of the Cape, but
that thousands ot bLer .soldiers are by this time
marching across the desert upon Suez, Not
a moment should be lost, and long before
Christmas the whole of India will be lying at
our feet.”

Among-the disjointed fragments by this over-
land Mail may be mentioned one that requires
confirmiation—the rumored death, by drowning,
of the monster, Nina Sabib, after his defeat.
That a wretch, capable of perpetrating atrocities
like the one here recorded, and others of which
he has been guilty, should have skulked out of

is deplorable,

existence in this pitiful manner
for as cruelty is ever the concomitant of coward-
ice, his apprehension ane execution would be
some :light atonement to outraged humanity.
Hardly inferior in interest to the facts we have
mentioned were the mutinies at Dinapore, on the
14th of July. Here three native regiments,
were desired to surrender their percussion caps,
and spme time was foolishly given to them to de-
liberate, before the expiration of which they
marched to the Grand Trunk Road, cut the tel-
egraph wires as they passed, and assumed an at-
titnde of defiance. They were followed by Gen.
Lloyd, and an engagement took place at the
passage of the Stome, where, it is said, the
Queen’s troops shot down 809. But, notwith-
standing, the mutineers crossed the river, and
veached Arrah, about 25 miles west of Dinapore,
There was no adequate force at Arrah to repel
them, and the lives of seventy-five of the English
residents were taken. Two steamers, each hav-
ing an board 160 British soldiers, were dispatch-
el from Dinapore to Arrah; but one of the
stcamers unfortunately grounded, and the
troops in the other incautiousiy landed, were
surrounded at night by the rebels, and lost 147
men and Y officers, within 4 of the whole num-
ber.  Another massacre of officers occurred at
Segowlie. These occurrences will interrupt the
communication between the capital of Bengal
and the disturbed districts by the high road, but
the Ganges is still open to us, and the transport
of the troops by that route can be made with
safety. Lord Elgin had arrived at Calcutta

and the inducements to exertion are even great-

er in his present than in his former position.
His experience is ample, and be will not attempt
to strike a decisive blow until every reasonable
prospect of success presents itself. The time is
not distant, aud meanwhile it is some satisfaction
to learn that we have with us the sympathy of
the best and most inteliectual part of Europe
and the United States. .

Belfast, in consequence of its late riots, has
been “ proclaimed ;” in otber words, the mili-
tary has superseded the civil law; and two
barristers—a Roman Catholic and a Whig, and
a Protestant and Conservative—have been sent
from Dublin to inquire into and report upon
the cause which have led to the late outrages.
A considerable number of witnesses are to be
examined, and the investigation must necesari-
ly prove a protracted one,

So far, no
leader, worthy of the name, has appeared to
guide the traitorous troops, who are little better
than a band of marauders, each man fighting for
bimself, and caring only for his own share of
the plunder, Delhi will remain the point to
which all the disaflected spirits will converge,
and as Sir Colin Campbell has arrived at
Calcutta, he would immediately proceed to that
scene of his futare labours. Sir Colin, it must
be remembered, is far advanced in life, and hith
erto the weather and the climate have proved too
much for the three commanding officers who
have preceded him ; but he is a bardy veteran
and _yhilo life lasts will do all that energy
and falent can command to jnsure success.

The Future Army of Bengal

A writer who has served in all the Presi-
dencies of India, in Ceylon, Southern Af-
rica, and the West lndies, offers some re-
marks on the various suggestions that have
been made for the reorganisation of the In-
dian army. He says:

I entirely concur injopinion with those who
advocate the enlistment of native coldiers
without reference to casie; and to obviate
all future inconvenience it should be ex-
pressly understood at the period of enrol-
ment that, while abstaining from all inter
ference with their prejudices, ro comsider-
ation of that sort shonid be allowed to in
terfere with the implicit discharge of every
military dury. A sick Sepoy, on entering
the hospital of our corps, readily takes wine
or any other nourishment from the hands of
the Surgeon or the nurse, and we have also
secn that he has made no scruple of using
greased cartridges against his officers snd
their wives and childred. By disregarding
such prejudices a higher standard of morals
will be inculcuted through the exampie of
officers and th@esprit de corbs which pre-
vails in those parts of the Indian army
where this principle has been observed.
The native army may be organised either
by enrolling men of various races and castes
in the same corps, or,as in the case of he
irregulars, by raising and embodying corps

Throughout the North-Western Provin-
ces and Upper Bengal, murder, rapine and
spoliation are the crder of the day. We
are constantly sickened by the recital of
tates of wholesale slaughter, in which un-
offending women and children have not been
spared by the fiendish monstiers who sought
their lives. Those who are fortunate enough
to escape have, of course, been utterly ruin-
ed; while many of the weaker sex are per-
haps dsprived of their natural protectors,
aud must therefore be objects of pity aud
commiseration. This feeling bas shown ii-
self throughout the more favored provinces
of lndia, which have been exempt from the
fearful calamities which have laid waste
this fair land, and efforts are accordingly
being made 10 relieve the immediate wamts
of the unfortunate sufferers. Subscription
lists have been op-ned in Calcutta, Madras,
Bombay, Scinde, sad the Punjaub, and con-
tributions to the Reliel Fund are rapidly
accumalating, and will be forwarded to
Calcutta and other paris, and applied to the
humane purpose fur which they have been
collected. 'In Bombay all classes have
joined in the demoustration, and the natives
seem 10 vie with their European brethern in
subscribing towaids this object. We have
no doubt that when the extent ot suffering
caused by these wutinies becomes generally
known in Englaud the same spirit will ani-
mate the Briush public, who will generous-
ly come forward 1o assist their unfortunate
countrymen and bereaved countrywomen.

At Calcutta everyithing is quiet, and con
fidence is being restored by the arrival of
the troops desuncd for China. The 5th
Fusiliers, from the Mauritius,"arrived in the
Nimoon ; and we iearn by electric telegraph
from Madras that (be /imalaya, wah H. M.
90ih Regiment on board, had anchored iu‘
the river. This reinforcement will enable
us to hold our ground in Bengal, and relieve
Luckuow, but it is not sufficient 1o setrle
other parts of the country, or advance to-
wards Delhi rom the eastward- The Earo-
pean inhabitawts - bad cheerfully embodied
themselves nto a corps of volunteers, which
grealy contributed towards 1he public safe-
ty. Since the arrest of the King of Oude
the Government were on the alert, and the
malcoutents, who formerly plotied the over-
throw of our rule, have been quite discon-
certed. The Governor-General is at Cal.
culta, and Sir Patrick Grant, the Provision-
al Commander-in-Chief, is likewise there.

Nothiag is stirting in the Madras Presi-
dency, and Southern lodia seems 1o repose
10 unbroken security, The army is believ.
ed to be faithful to the Governmen:, and the
breath of suspicion does not rest upon its
unshaken loyally. At Madras, where a
panic was for some time prevalent, the Eu-
ropean community had enrolled themselves
as volunteers, and ure being organized as a
military body. Subscriptions had been
opened for the relicf of the sufferers in Ben

al, as well as for the families of the Ist

adras Fusiliers, many of whom had fallen
while serving against the mutineers.

friend and councillor of Hindus and Ma-
homwedans, and the adviser and agent of
the Goverment in i3 relatiops with both.
