Beligions  Intelligenee,
The Island of Ceylon.

It is a little more than fifty years since the
Wesleyan Missionaries first arrived in Ce)lon.
They were received by the Government and the
principal residents with a kindness that was a
great coutrast to the jealousy and enmity with
which Missionaries were regarded at taat time
upon the continent of India. They bad been
preceded by a Baptist Missionary, and were soon
followed by Church and American Missionaries,
and more recently by Missionaries of the Gos-
pel Propagation Society. There are now in the
island 55 Missionaries, 165 Native Ministers and
Catechists, 363 cburches, 5,730 communicants,
18,286 adherents ; together with 245 boys’
schools, 115 girls’ schools in which are tsught
9,002 boys, and 4,048 girls : total, 13550
scholars.

At the time of the commencement of the Mis-
sion, pearly all the inhabitants of the villages
near the western coast were professedly Chris-
tian ; but it was merely in name ; and the num-
ber of them who were free from all acts of
beathenism, as to themselves and their families,

were exceedingly small. They were Christians '

when baptism or marriage was required ; but at

‘all other times, including the visitation of sick-

ness and the hour of death, they were demon-
worshippers and Buddhists. The admixture of
heathenism and Christianity has been one of the
great evils with which the Missionaries have had
to contend. For a long time it defied their ut-
most vigilance to detect it, and their utmost
vigour to suppress it ; and nothing effectual was
accomplished, until the late Rev. Daniel J. Go-
gerly published his P‘ngnylpli, or Christian
Institutes. The wrath of the priests were then
roused ; presses were procured from England ; a
regular system of opposition to Christisnity was
organized ; serials and tracts were published,
teeming with the most awful blaspbemies; and
the Buddhists have now, to a great extent,
separated themselves from the Christian Church
—a consummation long desired, but which the
Missionaries themselves failed to produce. The
number of professing Protestant Christians in
the lsland is probably smaller now than it has
been at any period during the last two hundred
years ; but it is hoped that with a diminution of
numbers there will be an increase of inner power
and a spirit of greater aggressiveness.

The Wesleyan Missionaries have taken their
fair share in all that bhas tended to promote the
sotial, moral, and religious interests of the peo-
ple. They have sought to keep themselves aloof
from all colonial disputes ; and have endeavour-
ed to carry out the principle of their founder,
to be “the friends of all, and the ¢nemies of
none.” They have defended their system, when
assailed ; but have instituted no controversy in
favour of their own forms or institutions.

The principal attention of the Wesleyan Mis-
sionaries has been devoted to the natives; but
when they have had the opportunity of instruct-

ing the European descendants resident in the
lsland, or their own countrymens, they have

| cheerfully embraced it. The schools that they

bave established bave been nearly all vernacular,
but not exclusively s0; and there are maoy per-
sons in the commercial and professional depart-
ments of the colony, who received their educa-
tion in the Mission Schools.
raised up in the island, ail converted men, and
each one a proof of the power of Christianity to
save and sanctify, the testimonies to the success
of the Mission. In 1823, there were ten Euro-
pean Ministers resident in the District, and five
Natives :. there are now three Europeans and
seventeen Natives; and the Stations have ip-
creased from six to seventeen.

In the past year, the native churches have had
comparative rest, after the sgitation pruduced
by the Buddhist discussion; but the weariness
caused by controversy is a temptalion to general
indifference, snd care must be taken not to
sllow quiet to be mistaken for security. At the
commencement of the year, many of the Native
Pastors were removed from the Stations in which

Columbia has other sources of wealth besides
gold, which in time will no doubt bring iv
large revenue. At present, men and mouey are
scarce ; and it is vexatious to see all that gold
carried out of the country, when it might be so
profitably employed in farming and other pur-
suits. Coal is, even now, extensively worked in
Vancouver ; and it is known to exist in large
quantities on the mainland also. The western
coast of North America is very deficient in good
harbors ; therefore, Esquimalt, close to Victoris,
is likely to become of greatimportance. When
our vessels stand in need of repair they are, at
present obliged to go into dock at SBan Francist
co ; bat it is to be hoped that, in the caurse of
a few years, the building of decks, both wet and
dry, will do away with this inconvenience. The

For vital, earnest religion, there were but few
witnesses, when he became a * livirg epistle,”

“ But now the word doth swiftly ran,
Now it wins its widening way.”

Between fifty and sixty years ago, he sought and
found the Lord. Early in his cbristian life he
commenced a career of usefulness. His own
soul being renewed, and warmed and energised
by the love of Christ, he was led to feel for * the
wandering souls of nen,” snd labour for their
salvation. As a class leader and prayer leader,
and by a godly, consisteat, and happy life, be
sought to' promote the weal of Zion, and save
poor souls out of tbe fire. Bro. D. was not of
those who draw back to perdition, but of them
that believe to the saving of the soul. For more
than balf a century, his faith was that of the just,
which “ is as the shining light that shineth more
and more unto the perfect day.”

For a number of years previous to his depar-
ture, he was the subject of an affliction, that pre-
vented bhim joining in auy, either public or so-
cial acts of worship. Singing or loud speaking
affected his bead most painfully ; he could not
endure the torture ; therefore he sought the si-
lent shade and the *still waters.”

MARY AVERY OF OLD PERLICAN, N, P,
Since I commenced writing the above, another,
and still more aged member of our Society, has
entered into “rest.” Mary Avery, who “ fell on
sleep,” at Grates Cove, on the 6th of Feb., had
lived to see the fourth generation, and died sur-
rounded with a multitude of descendants. She
was born at Bay de Verds, about the year 1768,
She removed to G. C., when bat a child, to nurse
the first infant that was born there. All who
know anything of G. C., know that at present it
is for miles around a wild, rocky barren. There
is not a tree, nor a bush—there is absolutely no-
thing—to relieve the ruggedness of the scene.
But itywas not so some 80 or 90 years ago, when
sister Avery went there. Then the Cove was
surrounded with an immense forest, and the lit-
tle nurse maid, wept bitter tears, at the thought
of haviog to live in the woods, ali the summer
long, as well as all the winter. Her memory re-
tained a firm hold of thizgs that occurred in
ber early years, even to the very last ; and it was
interesting to hear ber relate the story of her ear-
ly, life with so much vivacity. She would tell of
ber father, who was an Eaglishmaa, who died
when on his passage home with his family, to
take possession of some swall estate, to which be
bad fallen heir ; and she would tell of her father's
brothers denying the widow and the fatherless,
end taking possession of the inheritance ; of the
family being redaced to the greatestgdistress, and
afier spending one miserable winter in some
« Work House,” the widow, and some of her chil-
dren returned to thiscountry agsin. Whiie lis-
tening to the above, and other thrilling events,
with which ber early life was crowded. it seemed
as though History tound a living voice, or as
though we were listening to some one from
the spirit world, freely deecanting upon the se-
tions, and the sayings of cur fure-fathers. She
wes a rare example of healthful, vigorous uncom-
plaining longevity.

Our olject in soliciting thus a portion of your
space, is not to sound abroad the praise of any
particular people or community ; but that others
may behold the efforts of some stewards of the
Master’s household, and be induced to “ go and
do likewise.”

We biing first to your notice the praise-
worthy exertions of the people of Grand Bank
and Forture, to prcpagate the principles of
Temperance. A few years sgo no Sun of Tem-
peratce existed in either of these flourishing
settlemer.ts.  As it has been in otter communi-
ties which have been without the influences of
the Temperance movemeat, so it was in Grand
Bsnk and Fortune. Alcoholic stimulants were
used by business men as an aticle of trade,
and consumed by the generul populatioa a:
something necessary to comfort and heakn.
The evils attendant upon the use of iutoxicating
beverages, were seen and feit to be inimical to
the intellectual, moral, and religious prosperity
of the people. While we lament that such was
the case, we are bappy in knowing that such is
the case no longer. It is pleasing to relate, that
a new era has dawied upon the people. * The
former thirgs have passed away.” The evan-
gelizing and civilizing light of the gospel has
shined into hearts that previously were durkened
by black vapours occasioned by the sin of in-
temperance. The alcoholic usurper has been
dethroned ; and in place of anarchy and confu-
sion, the fruits of his reign, brotherly-kindness
and peace prevail. In 1862 a Division of the
Sons of Temperance was formed in Grand Bank,
and some time after a similar circumstance took
place in Fortune. The two Divisions now work
well, and are a credit to the localities in which
they exist.

Tbe members of Grard Bank Division while
rejoicing at their own deliverance, gave tangible
proof on the evening of the 13th inst., that they
remembered the cl:ims of the world upon them
for philuntbropic ¢flort and example. This proof
was given by holding a Public Temperance
Meeting in the church of the settiement. At
the hour of 6 P. M. the friends of Temp:rance
begon to fill the chapel ; and to add to the in-
terest of the occasion, the metbers of the
Order from Grand Bank and Fortune, occupied
the centre row of pews wearing theiz regalics.

On the evening immediately following that
upon which the public meeting in aid of Tem-
perance refurm took place in Grand Bank, the
Annual Missionary meeting was held. 7The an-
nual meeting in aid of the Missionary Society is
a season of great interest to the people here.
In days of yore, the resident minister of Burin
periodically visited Grand Bank for the purpose
of helping his brother at the Mis«ionary meet-
ings of the circuit. We remember once being
delighted at one of these meetings, with the
speech of a Rev. gentleman who generally said
something to please boys and girls. He said,
speaking of crossing a stream of water on his
journey through the country, that others forced
the stream, but he * had to ride on Job’s back,”
meaning by that name one who carried him over
the water. We do not remember if we thought
it wss the patriarch Job who performed this ser-
vice; but we certainly thought it was the speech
of the evening; and if we had a dollar in our
pocket, it certainly went into the missionary
treasury.

The missionary meetings of the 14th inst.
was we think, much that could be desired. The
meeting having been opened with the usua! sing-
ing, and prayer by the Rev. J. 8. Phinney, a
good old friend to the mission cause was called
to the chair.

B8be said, as
the tears fell fast from her eyes, that the minis-
ter in question, had frequently fasted and prayed
for her family, and now she saw the fruit of his
self-denial and faith in its conversion. The at-
tachment of the people to the resident minister
is equally strong.

The wilderness and
the solitary places have been made glad; and
the desert to rejoice and blossom as the rose.”
A flame of divine grace bas gone through these
islands, resulting in the conversion of whole
bouseholds and families. The cry from this part
of the circuit now is, * come over and help us.”
l'he minister is unable to visit this division of
his charge more than once or twice in a year;
and as tke conséquence, the people earnestly ask
for a spiritual teacher, that their feet may be
guided in the way everlasting. It is the wish of
the people of sevcral settlements in Placentia
Bazy, that a Wesleyan minister be sent to travel
among them. There is an extensive field for the
careful labour of a spiritual busbandman.

Wine Drinking and Temperance.

The greatest obstacles to the saving power
of the gospel among the masses in this country
are intemperance, and what is called the tem-
perate use of alchoholic liquors. The latter as
well as the former seriously hinders the progress
of a vital, renovating Christiamity. Logical
consistercy would make every philanthropist,
every moralist, every friend of order, thrift and
social virtue, as well as every true friend of the
gospel, a staunch teetotaler, both in theory and
practice, opposed by the whole weight of his in-
fluence to the use as a beverage of strong dritk
in all its forms. From our point of observation
there is no other ground in view which & real
Christian in the free exercise of an enlightened
conscience, normal sympathy, and & fair share of
common sense, can take. Oceupying any other
position should rawee a reasonable doubt in re-
gard to ti:e soundness of s person’s mind or the
purity of his heart.

Thirty years ago the danger of moderate
drinking had been so alsrmingly demonstrated,
the evils and consequent ruin of intemperznce
had been so shockingly and so generally mani-
fested, that thousands were arcused and driven
by their fears into the practice and advocacy of
total abstinence. Bcarcely a neighborhood could
then be found in which there could not also be
focund the ravages and the victims of intemper-
ance. Fortunes had been squandered; cnce
wealthy families had become town paupers—
wives had become widows, children fatberless,
and parents not unfrequently worse than childless
[here was seldom a family anywhere, which had
aot a .relative near or remote in & drunkard’s
grave. The eyes of all had seen at least a vic-
tim, and nearly every Eenit bad a grief upon it
made by the dringing habits of society. The
people were aroused by what they saw and knew ;
the inebriates themselves were throughly alarm-
ed, and a powerful opposition was marshaled
ageainst it, which drove the demon intemperance
entirely out of a large portion of the communi-
ty. The tide was turned, and the influence of
the religious and the most respectable citizens
was Bet against the evil. Mothers did not dare
10 feed their infants from the giass, fathers pre-
judiced their little sons against the use of alcoho-
lic drinks. and fair young ladies spurned the
company of the youths who presumed to look
with favor upon the sparkling wine cup.

Since then a great change has taken place.
The fathers and mothers and the people, who
thirty years ago saw and felt Lhe evil; have most-
ly passed away. The men and women who have
come up on the stage since that time, in families
where intemperance has made as yet no victims
—whose eyes have not seen the monster in hor-
rid shape—and whose hearts as yet have felt no
blight from his poisonous breath, are apparently
indifferent, and off their guard. Their tastes
have been 80 refined, their sensiblities have be-
come 80 tender, and the fashionable ¢t quette of
modern life consumes 80 much of their precious

time, that they learn nothing of the blasting

evils intemperance from the derk record of whic!

It would be better to give
up the idea of defence altogether than to organ-
ize an army which would be resdy to enter un-
finished fortifications after the whoie country bad
falien into an enemy’s hands. Promptitude is
now the only virtue by which past neglect can
be atoned for, and we hope no countenance will
be given to delsy by rcstricting the immediate
Eoglish contributions to the works (as hss been
proposed) to oue forth only of the sum required.
If entrenchments are to be of any use at all, it
is surely better to spend £200,000 in completing
them at once, than to throw away £50,000 upon
works which would be of no service but to in-
vite attack.”

there is no better wieul for feeding milch cows or
sows that are raising young pigs, for the purpose
of producing sn sbundant flow of milk, than an
equal quantity of good peas and Indian corn
ground into meal.

Waat Crops wiLL You Raise P—What will
your soil produce ; or what kinds of grain, grass,
or roots appear to be best adapted to the kind
of s0il, or what kinds of grain or other crops
have grown for several years past on the soil ?
These are the questions that every farmer ought
to consider before he decides what kind of crops
be will raise during the coming seasoc. A farm-
er should endeavor, as far as may be practica-
ble, to adapt the right kind of crops to bis soil
rather thau adapt the s0il to the crops.

Cattle —Begin to incresse the amount of
meal fed daily to all fattening animals. Bullocks
and dry cows that are des gned for early beel
should be well fed, watered and protected from
storms during the month.

Horses.—Give horses dzily exercise, either by
turning them loose in a yard for a few hours, or
by driving them in harness. Feed breeding
mares a pint of unbolted wheat flour in connex-
ion with their other food.

Houses.—Paint dwelling houses and any other
buildings during this month as the pores of the
wood and sun-shsinks are now closed and the
paint will form & more durable coating on the
surface than if applied in hot weather.
Implements and Tools.—Beginin time to pro-
cure new tools and implements for husbandry,
and to repair the old ones.

Manures.—Spread horse manure over the heap
and never allow it to heat and become fire-fang-
ed. Haul manure to distant fields while there is
sleighing, or before the ground has thawed,
when the soil would be so wet that it would be
injurious to drive over it, and when a team
would be unable to haul off a load. See that
the rain from the eves of buildings or from any
other source does not wash away the soluble
portions, the best part of barn yard manure.
Peas and Oals.—The oats keep the peas more
erect than they otherwise grow, and as they both
ripen at about the same time, the yicld per acre
is usually greater than if either were sowed
alone. There is no better feed for young swine,
horses, neat cattle of all kinds, and sheep, than
peas and oats. Seed may be obtained by the
barrel or sack, of seed dealers in most of the
cities and large towns.

Polatoes.—Assort potatoes and feed out the
small ones to stock ; lay the best aside for seed.,
Roots.—Every animel should be fed s few
roots daily. Save a few of the best to be plant-
ed out for seed. 1f you bave never yet raised
roots, procure seed and make arrangements for
an experiment with a crop of them the coming
season.

Swine.— Separate sows that will farrow this
month, from other swine. At least two weeks
before their time prepare s warm and clean sleep-

Stables.—As the warm weather eomes on, see
that stables are thoroughly cleaned out and well
