THE CRAVAT.

An English trade journal gives 
this account of the ear^- days of 
the cravat : “ In ltiilti a foreign 
regiment arrived in Paris, in the 
dress of which one ebaractoristic

The rich then 
used embroidered and richydac- 
ed cravats, such as we find short­
ly afterward used by Charles II., 
who is charged £20 12s. in the 
last 37ear of his reign for 'a new 
cravat to be worn on the birthday 
of bis dear brother.’ James II.

-jgg of them, their destruction. Of 
this, numerous instances occur in 
jgniah, Jeremiah, and ExekieL Thns, 
vben the last mentioned prophet 
-edicts the subversion of Egypt, he 
^dresses Pharaoh : * And when I 

thee out, I will cover the sun with 
n cloud, and the moon shall n<»t give 
ber light, and all the bright ligtaU 
will I make dark over thee ' (Ezekiel 
xxzii- 7. 8). But the language of 
{jurist rises above that of the pro- 
pbeU; not only are the snn and 
noon darkened, but the start fall 
from heaven ; and not the stars, the 
lessor lights, merely, but the powers 
of the heavens, a phrase which in­
cludes all the celestial luminaries,
« the greater and the lesser lights.’ 
These shall be shaken from their 
very orbits; so that the destruction of 
all the orders and dignities of the 
Jewish state, represented by these 
luminaries, shall he irreparable, and 
forever cast down and destroyed. 
And so it has been, ever since that 
day, which the prophet Joel, speak­
ing of the 8 wue event, ca Is ‘the great 
and terrible day of the L »rd.’ J :w- 
ish kings, princes, and heads of | 
tribes; judges, nobles, priests and j 
rulers have passed away, and entire | 
•darkness ’ covers the heaven of that ; 
state which once glowed s, richly j 
with the * bright lights ’ of the vati 
ous orders of dignifi-d and holy men. ] 
Not fewer than twelve thousand of 
the J--wish nobility perished in the j 
siege of Jerusalem. '—R- Watson.

But that this language cannot be | 
restricted to the overthrow of the I 
Jewish nation is evident from the 
use of the same terms in the Apoc­
alypse. wheie they undoubtedly refer 
to the second coming of Christ and 
tfao dav of judgment (Rev. vi. 12-17 ; 
viii 12 etc.)

Ver 26,27.—A vivid description of 
the visible glory with which Christ 
shall 1> invested when He comes the 
second time to judge the world. His 
own words here constitute the founda­
tion of all subsequent scripture teach­
ing on this solemn subject (l Thees 
iv. 16; 2 Thess. i. 7, 8. etc.) How 
great is the contrast suggested to us 
when we think of Him who bad been 
the babe in B’tlilehem, the Man of 
sorrow, the Lamb led to the slaugh­
ter. etc.

Ver 28-31.—The word parable is 
here used in the sense of a simple 
comparison. It is evident that here 
He refers only to the signs of His 
coming in j idg nent on the Jews. 
He comes back, in fact, from the 
vision of His future coming in glory, 
which He had just given them, and 
refers to their own question (ver. 4). 
Respecting the destruction of Jeru­
salem He could not only give them 
very clear and distinct signs by 
which to judge its approach, but an 
assurance that it would not be long 
delayed. Then He leaves the subject 
with an emphatic assertion of the 
truth of His words (ver. 31).
“ Heaven and earth shall pass away 
as we have already seen ; bat His 
words cannot fail of their fulfilment.

Ver. 32—Jesus now glances on 
again to givu some indication to His 
own second coming. Of that day 
and hour He could say nothing to 
indicate how near or how distant it 
might be; it belonged to the secret 
councils of His Father. Not only 
conld He not then reveal the time, 
but there was to be no subsequent 
revelation of it; there is to be no 
revelation of it at all ( Acts 1-7). 
This verse contains a clause which 
does not appear in the corresponding 
one in St. Matthew’s gospel (Matt, 
xxiv. 36), and which has greatly 
perplexed the critics “ Neither the 
Son!" That that day and hour 
should be unknown to any man, and 
even to the angels in heaven, does 
not surprise ns or create any difficul­
ty in our minds ; bat that the Son, 
as such, knows all that the Father 
knows, is not only implied in His 
trne and proper Divinity, but in our 
Saviour’s own words on other occa­
sions (John v. 20, 22, 26, 27 ; x. 39.) 
Recognizing this. Dr. Adam Clarke 
and others considered that the words 
must be an interpolation, but the 
beat authorities are of opinion that 
they are genuine, and they still re­
main in the Revised Version, We 
feel great difficulty in accepting the 
view held by many eminent writers 
that J.-stis made a dietictiou between 
what He knew as the Son of G >d and i 
what He knew as man. No other j 
explanation which we have seen, i 
though it is not free from difficulty, 
ie so satisfactory as that of R Hatson.

It ie one 
of those things reserved in the conn- 
cils of the Father, never to be made 
known until each time as He should 
appoint. And as the following verses 
ana all New Testament teaching 
show that the coming of Christ will 
be with startling suddenness, it is a 
legitimate conclusion that no further 
revelation will be made on the sub­
ject.—Abridged from W. M. 8unday 
school Magasine.

THE PROMOTION OF A MIS­
SIONARY SPIRIT IN THE 

SUNDAY-SCHOOL
How shall we promote a mission- 

spirit in onr Sunday-schools ? First, 
by being ourselves in sympathy with 
missions at borne and abroad.

Very many Sunday- 
school scholars have the most hazy 
ideas as to why they bring money 
with them to the school, as to who 
receives it, and as to what is done 
with with it. Some fancy it pays the 
teachei s. Smie think it provides 
the anniversary and Christmas en­
tertainment—as it sometimes do ‘s— 
and so they criticise the candies and 
cakes, and wonder that they do not 
have twice as much ice-cream. A 
great many Sunday-school p-nnies 
never find their Way into the contri- 
budoa-bax, but a e abao 'bel bv the 
pea nut man at the c »r-ier, or drip­
ped mt • the t:ii <>f t he ap atbeca-y in 
ret ui n for gn u-drops or licorice 
root. So the Sunday-schol penny is 
a snare, by means of which the chil­
dren practice deceit and break the 
Sabbath.

F >r whatever purpose the funds of 
the school are collected, that pur­
pose should be clearly expla ned and 
defined to the sch liars. But th -y 
should be taugbt morality m their 
giving. Tneir own consciences 
should be cultivated. Tueir se ise 
of duty should be fostered an i 
strengthened They ah mid be taught 
not spasmodically, but constantly, 
that they and their possessions are 
the Lord’s, and that giving Vu bis 
cause is only paying a little of the 
debt they owe to him ; that it is a 
privilege, and not a cross. And 
there can lue no easier, readier, and 
directer way of educating th in in 
liberal giving to Christ than tbe way 
of interesting them in missionary 
effort.—Mbs. Margaret E Saho- 
ster, in Sunday School World.

MANAGEABLE ANÆSTHETICS.
Tbe Comtes Rendus, referring to 

M. Bert’s recent experim -nts upon 
tbe amesthesia of animals with mix­
tures of various proportions, consid­
ers it probable that these proportions 
may be so exactly ascertained that 
all anœstbetics may be used with en­
tire impunity. Briefly, M. Bert calls 
the interval between the anaesthetic 
dose and the moital dose the man­
ageable zone, and bis experiments 
seem to indicate that in all cases the 
mortal d >se is just double the anaes­
thetic dose. If the mixture repre­
sents about the middle of the man­
ageable zone, is quieted very rapidly, 
and remains tranquil during the 
whole time of the experiment, even 
if it lasts for two hours ; a few drops 
of the liquid, if they are breathed 
without a proper mixture of air, may 
suffice to carry the patient from the 
manageable to the mortal zone. M. 
Bert shows that most anaesthetics 
seem to act, not by tbe quantity, but 
by the pi oportion which they hold to 
the air that is breathed.

SEED GRAIN.
The best, way to secure seed that 

will germinate is at harvest time Vu 
select a load or two, or at least a suf­
ficient quantity for next year’s seed­
ing. from the ripest to the best deve 
loped portions of the field, keeping it 
separate from the main crop when 
hauling and at threshing-time.

When cutting the crop the ripest 
and most desuab'e portions of the» 
field arc easily located. D > not hes­
itate to e»ve it for seed in conse­
quence of being stained or colored 
while standing in th- field previous 
to harvesting, as is quite often tbe 
case. The seed germ is n >t thus de­
stroyed. and no danger need be ap­
prehended from this source.

It is gen-rally understood that 
seeds of nearly all kinds give better 
results when the change is from a 
colder to a warmer climate, A fre­
quent change of seed is desn able.

The elect ion of 
President for the ensuing quadren- 
nium excited great interest. Five 
ballots were taken before a result was 
reach-d. The ballots stood as follows, 
omitting small votes : Dr. McMurray 
('first ballot) 6 ; Dr. Jeffers, first bal­
lot, 7 ; Dr. Elliott, first ballot, 21 ; 
second, 20 ; Dr. Doublas, first, 25 ; 
second, 16 ; Dr. Sutherland, first 26 ; 
second 30 ; third, 29 ; Dr. Rice, first, 
28 ; second 36 ; third, 50 ; fourth, 70 ; 
fifth. 84 ; Dr. Williams, first, 32 ; 
second 44 ; third, 66 ; fourth, 68 ; 
fifth, 66.

Rev. Dr. Rice, the new president, 
is well known in the Maritime Prov­
inces, having entered the ministry in 
New Brunswick, of which province he 
is a native.

METHODIST “ TRACTS FOR THE 
TIMES;1 AND “STRICTURES' 

r, THEREON.
' When a man gives'publicity to his 

views on any question, they become 
public property and are fairly open to 
criticisms and counter arguments. I 
have no desire whatever that my utter­
ance should be an exception to the 
rule, and therefore do not at all com­
plain that my recent “ Tract for the 
Times” has been made the subject of 
criticism in both the Gnardmn and 
the Wesleyan. At the same time I 
naturally desire that my views should 
be fairly represented, and believing 
that even Dr. Douglas in his courteous 
and able paper, has failed to do this, 
and having reason to believe that his 
strictures have been read by many 
who have not read my tract, I must 
beg space in the Wesleyan lot a few 
observations.

At the very outset of this article 
Dr. 'Douglas intimates that I have 
openly impeached the polity of the 
Church. This may be an easy way of 
exciting prejudice against my views, 
but it is not the statement of a fait. 
To call a frank reference to certain 
weak points in our system an impeach­
ment of the Church's jiolity, is an 
abuse of words, and a misrepresenta­
tion of my sentiments.

Equally inapplicable is the phrase, 
“ Hterarchal or Episcopal Superin 
tendency.” It is a high sounding 
phrase, and in. the estimation of igno­
rant people might be supposed, to 
mean a great deal ; but, as applied to 
anything advocated in my tract it 
means nothing, for there is nothing 
there which the words fairly repre- 

j.sent. While on this point I may re- 
| mark that my reviewer is mistaken in 
j the statement that it has been under- 
i stood for some time that I would ven- 
! tilate this ouestiou, prior to the ensu­

ing General Conference.
| I had no intention of writing a line 
j on the subject ; but when Mr. Mae 

donald advocated one extreme, anc 
Dr. Dewart the other, I then thought 

, it well to point out that there was 
another and a better course to !>• pur 
sued. As the boy remarked when ht 

I thrashed his teacher, “ J did’nt begin 
j the fight” as it was more by force o 
circumstances than by design that 
got into it at all.

As to my use of such terms as 
“ Captains,” “ bulletins” etc. I am 
“ surprised” that Dr. Douglas did not 
see what everyone else, I think, must 
have seen, that these were but playfu 
allusions to the “ bloodless war of 
opinions’ which I plainly saw looming 
up in the near future.

The Doctor’s implied charge of 
“persistent agitation by a confessed 
minority” is as ungenerous as it is un­
fair. I state most emphatically that, 
so far as I am aware, there has not 
been for the past eight years, any—

the old Canada Conference of 1873 was 
induced chiefly by the special pleading 
and massive eloquence of Dr. Douglas 
himself, to rule out of its constitution 
the time-honored principle of Snper- 
in tendency, the minority, though con­
vinced that a great mistake had been 
committed, loyally accepted the situa 
tion, and endeavored to make the best 
possible of the mutilated system.

This attitude they maintained in 
silence for eight years, neither writing 
a line nor making a speech on the 
question ; but when at last it ap­
peared that, as the result of calm re­
flection and not of any “agitation” what 
ever, the tide of opinion had strongly 
turned, they felt it to be not only 
their right, but their duty to speak 
out and secure a full re consideration 
of the important question.

I do not accept my critic’s dictum, 
that the advocates of connexional 
government are a “confessed minor­
ity.” I doubt if they are a minority 
at all. And when 1 call to mind the 
determined efforts made this very year 
in some Annual Conferences to defeat 
the election to General Conference of 
men who were known to be favorable 
to a General Superintendency, it leads 
me to conclude that our opponents 
are much less confident of their 
strength than they pretend to be.

Dr. Douglas agrees that the policy 
of imputing to an opponent senti­
ments he never held is wrong <ti policy 
by the way, from which he is not en 
tirely free); but he thinks the policy 
of the apothecary who sugar-coats his 
nauseous pills is equally to be depre­
cated. Though this was pr-ibahly in­
tended as a playful hit rather than a 
sober argument, yet I am constrained 
to dissent from the opinion. Indeed 
I think the policy of the apothecary is 
highly commendable, and if a sense of 
duty compelled me, in my tract, to 
state some unpleasant truths concern 
nig dangers which threaten our unity,
I should be commended rather than 
blamed for expressing them in court 
cous phrase. I do not km-w how far 
a “drastic dose” is needed by the Con­
nexion ; but if it be necessary to purge 
out some old leaven, perhaps the sug­
ar-coated pills will be as efficaeeous as 
any other.

My reviewer contends that there is 
“ a wide spread aversion among min­
isters and laity alike to the Episcopal 
name and office ” This only shews 
how even a master mind like that of i 
Dr. Douglas may inqsase upon itself I 
by confusion in the use ot terms. If ; 
by episcopacy he means a separate i 
order, I entirely agree with him, and | 
to this kind of episcopacy no one is 
more opposed than myself ; but if lie 
means episcopacy in the Scriptural 
sense of the term.—a distinction, not 
of order, but of office,—I contend that 
we have episcopacy now, and have had 
from the beginning. Every Presi 
dent of a'Conference, (except the Gen­
eral), every Chairman of a District, is 
a scriptural bishop ; and all I advocate 
is the application of this principle to 
our Connexion as a whole, as well as 
to its separate parts. Why Dr. Doug­

las should intensely support this prin­
ciple in the Annual Conferences, and 
just as intensely oppose it in the 
Connexion at large, is one of those 
mysteries that I confess myself unable 
to fathom.

Dr. Douglas still believes that my 
proposals are revolutionary, and asks, 
“ what ie revolution but a change of 
constitutional principles (,’ The ten­
acity with which the good Doctor 
clings to the idea that I advocate a 
change of constitutional principles is 
something wonderful. So far from 
seeking to change, my desire is to 
maintain them, and carry them out to 
their legitimate results. We have su­
perintendency in the circuit, the Dis­
trict, and the Annual Conference now, 
all I ask is that we have it over the 
whole Connexion.

The argument from Presbyterianism 
c-unes next in order. Those who have 
read my Tract will remember that I 
said that in church order and govern­
ment there might be analogy between 
Methodism and Presbyterianism, but 
not identity. Tltip-analogy Dr. Doug­
las points out inAletail, but he forgets 
to state a most essentia! difference, 
namely, tha' while the President of a 
Methodist Conference and the Chair­
man of a District, exercise the func­
tions of Superintendents, the Moder­
ator of a Presbyterian Synod or Pres­
bytery has not xa shadow of such 
authority. 1 hat Dr. Douglas has been 
a life long admirer of the Presbyterian 
system is well known, and I have not 
the slightest quarrel with him on that 
account ; but when he Seeks to force it 
upon the Methodist Church, I demur : 
for while it may be the best system for 
Presbyterians it is not the best for us.
I stand for Methodism, not Presby­
terianism, in polity as well as in doc­
trine.

Turning from Presbyterianism pure 
and simple, the Doctor passes at a 
hound to Episcopacy absolute, and be­
tween these he sees no solid spot on 
which even Noah’s dove could rust her 
foot. But if this be so, it gives rise 
to a serious question. If we must be 
either Presbyterians or Episcopalians, 
what possible justification have we for 
being Methodists l

In the name of consistency and com­
mon sense let us abandon our distinc­
tive organization, and go where we 
properly belong. But is the alterna­
tive just as the doctor puts it I I think 
not. The position taken in. my tract, 
which he entirely misrepresents, is, 
that “ it is possible to have a system 
combining the strength and cohesion 
of Episcopacy, with the freedom and 
ministerial equality of Presbyterian­
ism, and at the same time free from 
the most serious defects of both. ” This 
position my critic has not ventured to 
attack, but raises, as a side-issue, the 
hug-bear of Arherican Episcopacy.

That my position has been utterly 
misrepresented at this point a few 
words will shew. After presenting 
some features of American Methodist 
Episcopacy, especially in regard to 
the power of the Bishop and Presid­
ing Elders, Dr. Douglas goes on to 
say that my essay “ implies the aban­
donment of the essential features of 
Presbyterial Methodism, which are 
the radical equality of the Ministry, 
and non-centralization of power in the 
individual, and the acceptance of the 
essential features of Episcopal Metho­
dism or General Superintendency, 
which is the centralization of power in
the individual.............. We emphasize
this point that the issue may be dis­
tinctly understood.”

Now, my answer is, I flatly deny 
that my essay implies any one of the 
points here stated by my reviewer, 
and I record my emphatic and indig­
nant protest against this wholesale 
misrepresentation of the views I have 
enunciated. And yet perhaps I should 
not complain of misrepresentation, 
since it shews in the most convincing 
light the weakness of a cause that has 
to resort to such weapons.

Let anyone who has my tract now 
compare it with Dr. Douglas’ state­
ments, and the glaring discrepancies 
will at once be apparent. But as many 
readers of the Wesleyan may not have 
the tract by them, I will state a few 
points from ahich they may judge of 
the rest.

As already shewn the Doctor pre­
sents certain features of American 
episcopacy and conveys withou^ quali­
fication, the impression that this is 
the system I advocate for the Metho­
dist Church of Canada. Let us see tow 
this agrees with the facts :

The American bishop is elected for 
life. 1 do not advocate this.

He is ordained to his office. I am 
opposed to this.

He presides over all Conferences. I 
do riot propose this.

He appoints all ministers. I do not 
advocate this.

He appoints all Presiding Elders. I 
am entirely opposed to this.

He makes all transfers. 1 would not 
object to this, but with the important 
proviso that the rights of ministers 
and of annual conferences be duly 
guarded.

And yet with all this upon the very 
face of tny tract, Dr Douglas iterates 
and reiterates the charge that I advo­
cate the introduction if American 
episcopacy. And while he emphasizes 
the danger of centralized power, he 
entirely omits to state that I propose 
to retain the Presidents of Conferen­
ces as well as Chairmen of Districts 
precisely as at present.

It is curious to observe how not 
only opinions put experience also may 
differ on the same point. Dr. Doug­
las says that “ of all the ministers who 
have gone to the United States from 
our Church, we have yet to meet with 
the first man that is loyal to the sys­
tem of episcopacy.’’ My own exper­
ience is just the reverse. I have yet 
to meet the first man of the class re­
ferred to who does not consider the 
American system as far better than

It has long been clear to evety un_ 
prejudiced observer that with our pn>. 
sent arrangement a free transfer of 
ministers is simply impossible; and 
without such transfers the cmnexion- 
h1 spirit must s, „.n he seriously ini- 
paired. 1 care little how this evil js 
averted, provided it is averted, and 
my own reason for calling attention 
to it in my tract was the hope that 
(•ur ministers, sooimr 11 

would them sc
seeing t lie danger, 

ves voluntarily cmne 
to the rescue, by helping rather than 
hindering transfers in future.

As stated in my tract “1 do iui
hold that the General Superintendency 
will infallibly cure every unhealthy 
symptom,”’ hut I do think that a Gen­
eral Superintendent, having general 
knowledge of the men, and of the 
needs of all the conferences, would lie 
able to arrange by mutual consulta­
tif) u with Presidents and others, any 
number of transfers that the interests 
of the work might demand.

Dr. Douglas denies that there 
has been any decline in the Connex­
ional spirit and demands proof: Let 
us take his questions separately and 
see :—

“ Is there a Church that has refus­
ed to accept the appointed minister ?” 
Yes, dozens of them as Dr. Douglas 
well knows. Indeed nothing is more 
common than for a Church to refuse a 
minister, whom it is proposed to ap­
point, except it will he the refusal of 
ministers to go where it is proposed 
to send them. Observe, I do not 
touch the question as to whether 
churches' and ministers are right or 
wrong in this matter ; 1 merely point 
to the fact in its Connexional aspect.

“ Is there a church that lias refused 
to respond to Connexional funds I" 
Ask the Treasurer of the General Con­
ference fund how many circuits have 
“ refused to respond" to that fund 
and the answer will be sufficiently 
startling.

“ Is there a church that has refused 
to adhere to the discipline of the 
Church ?” Perhaps not ; but I have 
heard of some entire Conferences hav­
ing refused to do so. “A word to the 
wise,” etc :

What now, according to Dr. Doug­
las, is our guarantee that “ the min­
isters of Conferences will never be­
come isolated strangers ? “ Can I be­
lieve my eyes ? Do I read aright ? 
Yes, there it is in black and white ; 
“ The common interest of our Confer­
ences in missionary and incorporated 
contingent and superannuated funds !”

In my simplicity I supposed that 
the bonds holding our ministry to­
gether were a common work and un­
feigned brotherly love. But it seems 
I am mistaken :—the bond that 
unites us is simply—money ?

Woe is me ! “ How are the mighty 
fallen.” No wonder that after this 
terrible imputation the Doctor thinks 
it necessary to administer a little taffy 
by comparing Methodism to a beauti­
ful “ crystal,” but the sweetness palls 
when we see that, by the Doctor’s own 
shewing the crystal is compiled not of 
“ molecule*" but of dollars, that hold 
affinities within them,causing us to 
rush into each otheie embrace.”

The weary re iteration of “ hierar- 
chal superintendency ’ and “ hierar- 
chal system” needs no farther refer­
ence. But when the reviewer mis­
represents not only my present state­
ments, but also my “ former views” it 
is necessary to show where he errs.

The Doctor’s memory is at fault, 
when he says my former views were 
those of American Episcopacy. This ie. 
something 1 have never advocated. 
The only particular m winch I have 
changed my views on this question, ie. 
in regard to the Annual l'residency, 
which, eight years ago, I thought we 
might have dispensed with ; hut any 
fair mind will see that this is merely a 
change of detail and not of principle.

Dr. Douglas speaks somewhat con­
temptuously’ of a General Superintend­
ent as a “ travelling Agent,” apparent­
ly forgetting that the remark reflects 
upon tiis own office. According to the 
discipline of the Church (p. 77) tht* 
President of the General Conference 
is to “ visit the several departments of 
the work and the fieldfof labour with­
in the bounds ot the General Confer­
ence ; and, especially, attend as man} 
a* possible of the sessions of the An­
nual Conferences.” I am not aware 
that Dr. Douglas has ever objected tv

Leaving American Ministers to an­
swer the disparaging reflection cast 
upon their polity,—a reflection which 
ill Records with the Doctor’s eloquent 
orations before American Conferences, 
in which he extolls American Institu­
tions, and esjiecially American Metho­
dism, to the skies,—1 notice the state­
ment that “ it is impossible to define 
the vocation” of the pioposod office.
1 beg to say that in my tract I have 
defined bis “ vocation” (I prw/er the 
term “ duties" or “ powers,” crudely, 
it is true, but with sufficient clearness 
to shew that the duties of such an 
officer would be numerous and import­
ant enough to occupy the time and 
energies of the best man the Church 
can supply.

Hut, Mr. Editor, I am trespassing 
upon your space, and must compress 
as much as possible what else I have 
t<> say.

It is asked by my critic, “ How has 
British Methodism girdled the Globe 
with her Missions !" and lie answers 
his own question ! “ Not by episcopal 
supervision.” Now what is the fact ? 
Just this ; that in carrying, on its ex­
tensive Mission work the British Con­
ference lias found it necessary, because 
it has no travelling superintendency, 
to appoint Superintendents of Mis­
sion# in every quarter of the Globe, 
and because these Superintendents are 
local and not general, they have been 
supplemented by frequent and expen­
sive delegations, sent out to inspect 
the work and report upon its condition 
ami needs.

After an attempt to alarm the min­
istry l>y the bug bear of “superseding 
existing officers ’ and the laity by a 
tax of “ from seven to ten thousand 
dollars per annum,” the Doctor re­
turns to bis favourite hobby auto­
cratic power. I quote Lis words:
“ t >ur author would have a concentra­
tion of authority here that shall make 
itself promptly and powerfully felt in 
every department of the Church. 
Not so. I “concentrate*' nothin'.'. I 
merely ask for some recognized chan­
nel through which the authority of 
the Church can be exercised in the 
oversight of its work.

Again : “ He [Dr. Sutherland] doe* 
not conceal liis preference for autocra­
tic power, rather than fur Commit­
tees.’’ This is little short of slander. 
So far from preferring autocratic 
]lower, 1 utterly abhor it ; and it is 
just became I abhor it that i call for 
tionulitntional authority in the official 
head* of the connexion as a break­
water against that worst of all tyran- , 
nies—irresponsible party rule.

Further on, the Doctor speaks as 
though l desired to abolish all com­
mittee* and other constitutional safe­
guards. Not so. Nowhere have I 
hinted such a thing,—not one Com­
mittee would I abolish, nor propose 
that a General Superintendent should 
act otherwise than through those chan­
nels. My reviewer speaks of the Pre­
sident calling “ his council or special 
committee .... whe decide < n the 
wisest measures to be adopted ill the 
premises. * Well, have I proposed 
anything different ? Not tliat I am 
aware of. When, however, he asks, 
“how this council can make its de­
cisions effective l” and answers “ by 
adequate representations to the var­
ious departments of church work.
I reply by a question : -when the 
special committee decided on the wis­
est measure” in regard to the Transfer 
Committee, how did their “ represen­
tations” work i Perhaps they wege 
not “ adequate." Moreover while 
Dr. Douglas magnifies the fact that 
his special committee consists of min­
isters and laymen, he forgets to say 
that its decisions and those of General 
Conference as well are judged by 
Conferences exclusively ministerial 
I am not at present objecting to this 
anomaly ; but I would suppose the fact 
should be alarming to one who has 
such a dread of “clerical bias.”

Once more : Dr. Douglas contends 
that the responsibility of the Presi­
dent of the General Conference is 
great ; that “ tile lines of all depart­
ments of the work come into his 
hands, through such Committees, and 
thus an executive force is wielded over 
every Conference and circuit and mis­
sion throughout the entire work.’ 
Just so ; and this is the precise thing 
ltd which 1 object—that any man 
should wield so tremendous a power, 
*.nd yet be entirely free from any 
legal responsibility. What 1 ask is 
that those vast [lowers snail be recog- 

~ lined, detined, and limited, by the 
diiv. ipliue of the Church, anil * he Pre­
sident Held strictly responsible for 
their exercise. When in my tract I 
sp"k.- of the President as without, 
authority, I of course, meant leyal 
authority.

however, but an act of common jus­
tice to the Zulu King and his people, 
fur the outside world has passed "its 
judgment on his magnanimity and on 
their bravery and patroit'sm. Since 
Cetywayos confinement deputation 
after deputation have come down 
both to the Governor of Natal and to 
Bishop Colenso, appealing to have 
their King restored, as an act of 
clemency ; for the regency of John 
Dunn and the petty chiefs who were 
in reality subordinate to his rule, had 
given the people less of peace and 
contentment tthan they actually en­
joyed under Cetywayo. These cir­
cumstances all had their weight in 
influencing the decision, which is al­
most without a parallel in the history 
of his or any other nation. The act 
will be applauded by all but the South 
African colonists themselves, the ma­
jority of whom, especially in Natal, 
have been expressing strong opinions 
against his restoration ever since his 
visit to England was contemplated.— 
Truth.

AN EXPERIENCE.
Sir Evelyn Wood gave the follow­

ing ex|ierieiice at a temperance meet­
ing a few weeks ago : “ Throughout 
the Crimean war those were the best 
and most healthy soldiers and sailors 
who did nut touch intoxicating drink. 
He himself had served three years in 
India, including the last fifteen months 
of the Mutiny, and he could positively 
state that those who drank nothing 
were the best men. Sir Evelyn added 
that he went to the Gold Coast, and 
during the hundred and fifty days they 
were in one [dace he put in one hun­
dred and forty-six day’s service, only 
to find himself beaten by the attend­
ance of a man who was a teetotaller. 
During the last three years he had 
rounded the Cape of Good Hope four 
times, and he found that the stokers 
who had to work in the heated stoke­
holes of the large ocean steamers never 
drank anything but barley water when 
in the tropics. In the Zulu campaign 
the regiments which did yeomen’s ser­
vice were the 30th and the !X)th, both 
under Sir Evelyn’s command, and both 
foremost in the British Army for good 
conduct. They had never had a 
disaster before the enemy ; and this 
exemption from disgrace their leader 
ascribes mainly to the happy circum­
stance that their brains were never 
muddled with alcohol. It was but a 
Dutch courage which required to be 
screwed to the stickiug-point by ardent 
liquors.”

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THE NEW HYMN BOOK.
Since my return for a time to the 

quiet shades of Grand Pre, I hare had 
what I have long coveted—an oppor­
tunity to examine he Revised Hymn 
Book, which the learned Committee 
appointed by the General Conference 
ot 1874, set forth in 1880. A much 
needed work has been done, and but 
a casual glance at the book is enough 
to show th t the Committee deserve 
the thanks of the Church tor the wav 
that work has been done. Though 
late i venture to give a tew thoughts 
as the result of a more or less careful 
examination ot portions of the new 
book.

First, as to the omissions. These 
are none too many. The blindest ad­
mirer of the old book cannot com 
plain here. In my opinion, these 
omissions are all too tew. We see 
no reason why common place hymns, 
lacking both spirit and rhythmical 
farce, should be retained, when finer 
hymris having both were at the dis­
posal ot the Committee. The 9th and 
10th verses of the 1st hymn have been 
omitted, and the 6th, 7th and 8th 
might have been just as well. The 
rest of this fine hymn has earned its 
right to live. The 4th and 5th stan­
ds of the familiar Invitation Hymn, 
“ Come, sinners, to the Gospel least,” 
have gone, and the 7th and 8th might 
have lollowed them. Ilymn 3 (the 
numbers refer to the old Hymn bookj 
is gone; its meter is unusual, its 
poetry awkward, and there is no rea­
son why it should be retained. The 
same objection applies to Hymns 5 
and 10, which are untouched, taking 
tho place ot 'iner hymns which would 
be sung. We do not see how the 
critical f-en.se which rightly rejected 
many stanzas, could let pass the 4th 
of Hymn 10. Hymn 7 well shares 

f the fate of Hymn 3, as do the last live 
verses ot hymn 9. This is also well; 
yet with regret some will miss that 
tme arid high wrought description of 
the effects ot penitence and forgive­
ness in the soul in the joys ot its first 
love. This description, it will be re­
membered, closes with the familiar 
words,
*■ TV speechless «we that dares not move,

,.L<i all the si cut heaven of love,”
which have gone together with the 
first part ot the stanza which is not 
so t miliar. The Committee have 
done well in the omission even of 
these unusually fine stanzas—writ­
ten in Charles Wesley’s best vein,— 
which, although they cannot be used 
in the great congregation, can still 
be treasured as amongst the most 
beautilel—barring certain extrava­
gant expressions—in the poetry of 
religious experience.

The lament of U harles Wesley over 
the fallen state of Christianity, and 
his challenge to the sects to prove 
their right to the Christian name by 
their lives, is omitted from hymn 16 
on Primitive Christianity. However 
called for in the degenerate days of 
Wesley, the lament is not in order 
oow. We need not “ wander far to 
find the successors they (the early 
Christians) left behind,” uor are “the 
faithful ’minished Loin the sous of 
men.” Think of a congregation of 
God’s children met to praise His name 
in song, lilting up their voices and 
offering him tne 6th and 7th verses 
of Hymn 16 ! Yet the test of a true 
Christianity which Charles Wesley 
fcimself gives, holds good now in our 
orthodox days, when pronunciation 
ot theological dogmas according to 
our accent is the test ol fellowship, 
rather than ihe true and earnest lile : 
“show me where the Christians live.”

The hymns which describe so vi­
vidly the physical sufferings ot our 
Lord are omitted. They cannot be 
well sung in our congregations to­
day, although meditation on the sul- 
lirings of Christ lias always been 
practised by the saints and devout in 
tue C urcb. Public song is a differ­
ent thing, however ; and these hymns 
are often harrowing in their intense 
realism. There are hymns, however, 
on a suffenrg Saviour conceived in 
such fine taste and spirit that they are 
eminently fitted lor singing in the

fiublie worship. In fact Charles Wes- 
ey is hardly anywhere more elo­

quent than here. Read such hymns 
as “God ol unexampled grace,” “ O 
love Uivine ! what hast thou done !” 
“ Would Jesus have the sinner die,” 
end the finest of all, “ O Lamb of 
God, once wounded,” where the great 
hymnist triumphs as it is but seldom 
his privilege. “ When I survey the 
wondrous cross” is one of the few of 

-Watts’ hymns which will live, as it is 
one of the very few fine hymns which 
that over-praised poet has produced. 
On this theme, how grand is the old 
Latin hymn of S Bernard (if I re­
member rightly), “O Sacred Head, 
now wounded,” which I tail to find 
in the revised Hymn-book, and ot 
which Wesley’s seems to be an echo. 
And among modern hymn-, what 
more beautiful than William B. Tap- 
pan's “ ’Tis midnight, and on Olive’s 
brow,” which has also by some 
strange oversight been passed over 
by the revisers. The omission 
therefore ot hymns ”3, 24 and 25, 
will not be felt. Some will look in 
vain for hymn 26 ; but those who have 
noticed bow the committee have otten 
substituted a litter and.more delicate 
word fora harsher and more expres­
sive one in the original, which did 
not grate on the reelings ot the col­
liers and peasantry who sung them 
in crowds in ihe open air in the last 
century, as they do on those ot the 
tiditured and refined Methodists of 
to-day, will surmise that this tavorite 
hymn lias not been sacrificed on ac­
count of the intense metaphors of the 
-first verse. So it they will turn to 
Hymn 130 of the new book, they will 

i :-l their dear old friend, its feature

slightly changed indee 1, but its iden­
tity still risible under its softer linea­
ments:
“ I cow, thou wounded Lamb of God,

To waah me in thy cleansing blood ;
To root beneath thy croee ; then pain
Is sweet, end life or death is gain.”

To the hardened and wicked crowds 
which heard the early methodist itin­
erant, and who wondered whether 
elevation was tor such desperate 
characters as they, the direct and as­
suring words of Hymn 36 would 
come as a hope and solace. The free 
gospel they heard preached was sung 
also. Such a hymn was the offspring 
ot such preaching to such men. But 
are there no “ lovers of pleasure" in 
our congregations now ? No swear­
ers,” no “ misers,” no “ drunkards ’ ? 
Well, let us 40 where they are, as 
the itinerant did. I have heard that 
hymn repeatedly sung in large and 
cultured audiences. But I have look­
ed lor it in vain in the revised book, 
yet I have seen many hymns retain­
ed not halt so worthy as this—hymns 
with le-s poetry, less force, and hard­
ly ever sung,

As a general thing it must be con­
fessed, the revisers have used the 
scissors to good advantage. T. ey 
might well have used them more. 
Yet I cannot but regret one other 
omission. It is the 6th and 7th verses 
ot Hymn 38 : "O God, ot good the 
unfathomed sea.” I doubt if this 
h. mn is surpassed in all modern 
hytnuody. It is truly a magnificent 

j pæan, worthy of the greatest of 
hymn writers from whose inspired 

! thoughts it came. Why mutilate it? 
j And the verses cut out are tuliy as 

tine as any, uiul all are needed for 
the lull effect ot this extraordinary 

j song. One might as well take away 
a stanza from Gray’s elegy, or a line 
from Milton’s sonnets, or erase an 

! reh in cornice Irom a design at Sir 
j Christopher Wren, or Michael Angelo, 
or a shading irom a painting ofKem- 

1 bran-lt. I would tear the hand might 
paralyse that would be bold enough 

j tor -ueh desec ation. So we must still 
! keep the old book among our trea- 
[ sure.-, were, it only or the fact that 
| there we can ie d in its original com­
pleteness that graml and majestic 
hy im.

There will be a difference of opin­
ion as to Hymn 48 : “All ! lovely ap­
pearance of death !” The majority 
of critics «ill not, I think, find fault 
with the Committee in omitting it. 1 
once heard one ut the ablest ministers 
ot this Conference strongly disclaim 
from the pulpit against the sentiment 
of this hymn. 1 imagine most peo­
ple would agree with him. To many 
death is forbidding and ghastly. A 
dead bydy is not surveyed “ with de­
light;” Few people “ long to lie in its 
stead.” Some would think such long- 
ing pagan and wrong. Yet no doubt 
there are those to whom the repose of 

1 the body, alter the spirit has fled 
' from its cares and sufferings, has a 
beauty which the poet has discerned. 
And some look out inio the hereafter 
wl h edmness, it not with longing 
and rapture, as the traveller looks 
upon his home from alar. Some can 
say as Charles Wesley said :

“To motirn aud to suffer is mine,
While bound in a prison 1 breathe,

Aud atilt for deliverance pine,
And press to the issues of death I

If with subdued and congenial feel­
ing we read over and over again these 
lines, some ot their beauty will cer­
tainly remind us ot the genius ot the 
first hymnist who wrote them. In 
fact no less a critic than Dr. Whedon, 
ot the Methodist Quarterly Review, 
than whom there are few superior 
judges, has given this hymn high 
praise, and thinks it is only surpass 
ed in beauty by Byron’s celebrated 
description in “ the Giaour," those 
exquisite lines, commencing:

“ He who hath bent him o’er the deed 
’Ere the first day ot death is tied.”

d cannot recall this eulogy of 
Whedon’s. 1 have quoted it, how­
ever, in the article on Charles Wes­
ley in McClintock and Strong's Encyc­
lopedia.) Lord Byron adds in a note, 
“ I trust that few of my readers ever 
had an opportunity of witnessing what 
is here attempted in description, but 
those who have will probably retain 
a painful remembrance ot that sing­
ular beauty, which pervades, with 
few exceptions, the features of the 
dead, a tew hou s, and but a few 
hours, after ‘the spirit is not there.’ ” 
I cannot but think, however, that 
the hymn in question (48) is unfit tor 
public use, will have but few sym­
pathie readers, and has been well 
ett out by the Committee of revision,

I exercises in wbicb prayer was offered 
by Revs. Jus. B. Bent and James 
Taylor tbe business was entered upon.

| Tbe circumstances and probaole in­
come of tbe circuits and missions 
were investigated in due form—toe 
piospective deficiencies of the mis­
sions were recommended to the grant, 
while superintendents ot' indepe d ut 
circuits rejoiced in tbe lean honor of 
prospective deficiency without grant, j 
The time for holding (Jouteuuial an- | 
vices was agreed upon, aud tbe meet­
ings arranged for. There wis tbe 
u»uai maiden-like ui >d- sty in shrink­
ing from tbe hmio'is of deputation 
speeches, honors winch SiRrei intend­
ant» tuis year in particular lavish 
with liberal baud upon their dear 
brethren.

Tbe session was mow harmonious 
throughout. The ohairmso, Rev. 
Tboe Rogers won the confidence of 
the brethren by the tact and ability 
with which he presided. Ia tbe eve­
ning a Centennial service was held 
which, in the numbers present, the 
ability of the addressee delivered, 
and in the financial result was moet 
successful. As we took no notee of 
the speeches we can present but a 
very imperfect outline.

Rev. Joseph Bent was the first 
speaker. He referred to the inception 
of the great movement in England and 
to tbe individuality of the founders 
of Methodism, aud the special work 
for which each was so folly adapted 
and to which they were Divinely ap­
pointed. He traced to some extent 
the history of Methodism in these 
Provinces, and gave some reminis­
cences of his own labors and those of 
his cotemporaries during the past 
half century.

Rev. William Ryan was the next 
speaker. Hie subjectr—“ The neces­
sity for Methodism and tbe means of 
its perpetuation was well presented. 
The necessity existed in the abound­
ing immorality of the time in which 
the Wesleys appeared, as also in the 
prevalence of doctrinal error ad a 
low moral tone in the Churches Cal- 
linstic fatalism was met by the 
preaching of a free salvation, and the 
doctrines of Bolingbroke, Hume and 
Voltai c were most effectually met 
then as always, by the revival of 
spirituality in tne churches. To per­
petuate Methodism there must be ad­
herence to the old Doctrine, Experi­
ence, Practi'# and Discipline. Tnese 
points were put with clearness and 
force, and illustrated by striking 
incidents and humorons anecdotes 
in such a manner as evidently to cir- 
iy the audience with h’m.

The third address was given by 
R#/. James Ta)lor. He gave statis­
tics of Methodism in tbe Dominion, 
and rate of increase during tbe last 
decade. These statistics were hand­
led m a very interesting manner, es­
pecially those inferring to the cir­
cuits within the bounds of tbe An­
napolis and adjoining Districts. He 
then went on to speak of Methodism 
in its mission as one eminently spir­
itual, and its success as conditional 
upon tbe faithful preaching of a free 
mi full salvation. Toe speeches 
were interspersed with music from a 
fui and effilent choir. Collections 
and subscriptions amounted to thirty 
dollars. With so auspicious a com­
mencement it ia hoped the Centen 
mal movement will be generally suc­
cessful throughout tbe District. Bio. 
R igers and his obliging and zealous 
colleague Bro. Donkin, have received 
a warm welcome to their circuits and 
have entered upon their work most 
hopefully. R. A. D.

George Collins, of Berwick, Corn­
wallis. died May 18th aged 42 years.
