, In some cases, particular^ where the 
tree is of a strong growing kind, the 
roots can he shortened hack with 
advantage, providing 
from which a new root system will 
develop and thus producing a more 
vigerous t ree.

Very wet, or very dry soils, are 
not conductive to the growth of 
newly planted trees. Strong winds 
that blow t he trees about will loosen 
the soil at the base of the trunk, 
letting in too much air and thus 
causing weakly growth or loss. """ 
Stakes should he used to support the 
tree in windy and unprotected situa­
tions.
