The recent deaghs of Clarence King,
the geologist anq mining expert, and
George D. Robedts, the nining pro
moter, within & few hours of each
other, recalled ofe of thé most in-
teresting incidents in  which they
wer:  both mnu-tnul—lhq- “salted
diamond field”’ di Wyoming Mr.
King discovered 'the fraud Mr
Roberts, in entire innocence, was in
strumental in advancing the public
estimation of the new fields M
Roberts was always an enthusiast in
new mining ventures, and when the
stories of the discovery of rich fields
of precious gems in Wyoming came

Iast, was ameéng those who were |

most anxious / to organize corpora
tions to develpp the opportunity

Late in lATg a Jarge number of
diamonds of fair quality and consid-
erahle value ‘and some rubies were
brought to lzu city with the state
ment that iey had been found in
Wyoming in %he }u-whlmllmmi of the
fortieth oamnllel, which Mr. King
was then ngu_x:vd in surveving for
the government under the Super
vision of lhd; geological survey. Pre
vious rumorg had reached the east
that there hid been considerable dis-
coveries of jgems in Arizona Mr
King heard qi the location of the al
leged diamonfl fields while he was at
work on “".rhm_‘,‘_}, and at once set
out for the meighborhood, which was
not far lrnn{ thé line of the Union
Pacific railrogd.

It at once jw('nnu- apparent to the
explorers that the country to which
he had been ,directed was éxtremely
rich in gems} But it seemed to Mr
King and hig assistants that there
was much foell for inquiry in the pe-
culiar places ;l'n which the diamonds
and rubies wgre found Very often
they were difcovered lying on bare
rocks Nevef before in the history
of geology %had it been discovered
that diamond§ had been so lodged by
the forces of jhature. Becoming sus-
picious, Mr. K:ng observed that when
the anthills §h which some of the
gems were faund, were studied they
bore plain evidence of having been
visited by hulhan beings. In no case
where there was no ‘““man sign'’ were
there diamonds. The gems which
were found b these anthills were
frequently fohind _at the bottom of
artificial holés made by the inser-
tion of a2 shgrp stick. There were
no:. artificial® holes in the anthills
which had no’ gems in them.

Mr. King Yécame convinced that a
great fraud I been prepared. Je
made known His deductions and there
was a greab sensation here and
abroad. It Jvas learned that for
nearly a year before the rumors ol
the dxx(-()\cry‘qhad been circulated a
number of mén, apparently with a
common objeld, had been engaged in
the buying gf great quantities of
gems in Eurgpe. It was generally
felt that by Ms work in exposing the
swindle Mr. King had saved uncount-
ed thousands#f dollars to the people
who would Shave swarmed out to
Wyoming from the Atlantic coast and
from KEuropeg, to buy the worthless
fields and to Yrospect for gems.

Mr. Robe was greatly disap-
pointed by e discovery that the
‘fields had bez ‘‘salted.”” His whole
life was a sMecession of disappoint-
ments and backs. The diamond
swindle was gne of the most serious
of all of then®—New York Sun.

Walsh dropped
in and took a seat on the side be-
yond the space sacred to the dele-
gates. There had not been a word of
discord and all kind$ of harmony was
to be found everywhere. :
