Mrs. Pitezel, mother of the
murdered boy, was telegraphed at Galva,
Ills., and identified the trunk and the
boy’s coat. Other articles which

to him have also been found in the ohim-
ney hole.

Coroner Carter took charge of the bones,
and held an inquest, at which the officers
and others testified. The grand jury is in
session, and Judge MoCray ordered it to
proceed at onoe to taking testimony, and
to-day the witnesses will be examined.
The Court sald every effort will be made
to bring Holmes here for trial.

The drug with which Howard Pitezel 1s
thought to have been killed before his body
was burned in the big stove in the Irving-
ton cottage was found to-day. A part of
o bottle of oyanide of potassium was
found buried in the barn. It was given to
the coroner, who said :—*‘If there is killing
to be done this is the drug with whioh to
do it.”” Boys digging under the Holmes
house in an unfinished portion of the oel-
lar found the two feet of Howard Pitezel.
They had been burned, but not destroyed,
and were evidently too hulky to put into
the chimney hole. With the feet was found
buried a five quart can, There was some
coal oil in it.

An Alleged Accomplice,

New York, Aug. 80.—A Herald speoial
from Little Rock, Ark, says:—“J, C.
Allen, alias Caldwell, the horse thief, now
serving a ten years sentence in the peni-
tentiary here, has made a statement to
Warden Moore regarding his knowledge of
H. H. Holmes and his operations. In the
course of his statement he sald he met
Holmes in Tennessee in 1898, and met
Pitezel in Chicago later. Allen further
said that Minnie Williams, who was living
with Holmes as his wife, was present at a
meeting in St./Joseph, Mo,, of Holmes,
Pitezel, and himself. The Minnie Will-
1 :ms’ property in Fort Worth was then and
there deeded to Allen by Minnie Williams,
The deal was made with the distinct
understanding it was to be a swindling
operation. Allen thinks that Minnie Will-
lams wos persuaded or scared into making
thedransfer of the property by Holmes, In
s few (inys the property was transferred
by Allen to Pitezel, Holmes making the
transfer without Allen’s knowledge or con-
s'nt. Then, Allen continued, the party,
with the exception of Miss Willlams, wen!
to Fort Worth, where they were joined by
Patrick Quinlan. The latter and Holmes
talked of a plan to kill Pitezel, who had
$1,000 insurance on his life, because he was
drinking, and apt to talk too much, and
also knew too much. Allen was to assist,
and a trunk was bought in Fort Worth in
which to put the body. Pitezel was then
in Kansas City. At this point Allen says
Ho mes paited Allen on the back and said:
—‘ Masoot, it is $10,000 and a trip to Long
Branch, and from there to California. and
more buildings.’ Pitezel was to be ‘fized’
in Chioago. Holmes asked Allen, the latéer
says, to insure his life, for $10,000, which
Holmes was to collect in his own peculiar
way, but Allen thought of the large trunk
bought for Pitezel, and would not do it.
He declares he then parted company with
Holmes, and hasn’t seen him since. He

As one gazes at the falls he can only
thinl. what great emotional effects can be
prodiced on the heart and mind by a wild-
erness of water rushing, as it were, hilari-
ously to its fate, and the pausing, stagger-
ing and pushing backward, as if to avold
it, and then slipping quietly, despairingly
and in the most emotionless way over the
high precipice.

Mon with poetic minds tell us that the
wild turbulence of the waters brings that
sense of peace that has caused so many to
see death beneath 1its silvery sheen and go
down forever in the seething, swirling
maelstrom of the rapids.

Niagara has seen many romantic,strange
and sad deaths, and over its brink the
most beautiful women have passed, as have
men who have made their mark in life
and were exalted in the leading profess-
sions.

One of the most romantic as well as the
saddest tragedies at the great cataract was
the sulcide of a handsome Spanish woman
who leaped over the Horseshoe Falls in the
autumn of 1842, It was in the old stage-
cowch days, when the lumbering four-in-
hand played such a prominent part ina
trip to Niagara.

Miss Barrios was about the hotel for
several days, and in confidence told the
Jandlady that she was there to meet her
afflanced, a wealthy gentleman from the
Quaker City, and that on his arrival they
wore to be married.

ETIQUETTE FOR CHURCH WEDDINGS

sSome Invitations That Must be Recognized
by Autumn Brides,

For church weddings everything per-
tains to formality, and the invitation as
well as the ceremony is impressive in all
details. The names of the parcnts heading
the invitation are now more often written
in full, thus insuring a good-looking line
at the top of the note. The use ot the in-
itials, which are indefinite, is to be dis-
conraged. The ‘‘r”’ and “rs’ in ‘“‘Mr.”
and ‘“Mrs.”’ are frequently engraved above
the line, owing partly to the English cus-
tom of sodoing and because, when the pa-
rents’ names are long, more space on the
line is gained. With short names tho ab-
breviatidns are preferable on the line with
tho othor small letters. For the same rea-
son “‘and’’ in full is substituted for the ab-
breviation, although the latter is more
o’ten used. The line, ‘‘requests the honor
of your presence,’’ almost invariably ap-
pears on a church invitation with ““hon-
onr’’ spelled with a “‘u.”

The names of the bride and groom are
separated by the little word ‘‘to’’ although
somo consider ‘‘and’’ quite proper.

TIho omission of the prefix ‘‘ Miss'’ from
the daughter's name is customary on an
invitation,but should never occur when
tha Lride is a sister, cousin or niece of the
people issuing the inivtations,

_If & widow is remarrying she uses the
prefix “Mre.” with her Christion. names
and the surname of her deceased husband.

It the bride is an orphan, with noone to
issuo the invitations for her, the reading
.| reads, ‘“The honour of your presence is re-
