Barber and His Wife Are k 
Mortally Wounded.

Three Barbers’ Throats 
Also Cut

The Boy Believed to be 
Black Hand Agent

Prayed for Chum.
New York, May 6.—While play­

ing “Wild Wed- with •everal 
boys in the hack yard of a dwell­
ing on West 18th street yesterday 
Frank Green, eight years old, was X 
shot over the right eye with an * 
air rifle in the hands of Joseph ♦ 
Finley, aged nine, and died shortly ♦ 
after being removed to a hospital. * 
The bullet had penetrated the ♦ 

, brain. t
j Shortly after the shooting detec- £
♦ tives in search of the Finley boy J 
$ found him on his knees in a nearby ♦
♦ church. He told the detectives Î

that he was praying “that Frankie J 
would not die.” ♦

At the police station a charge Î 
of homicide was entered against ♦ 
him, and he was then informed ^ 
for the first time that his com­
panion was dead. When told he 
broke down and was sobbing bit­
terly when the officers turned 
him over to the custody of 
Children’s Society.

New York, May 6.—A 16-year old boy 
known only as Carmello and employed 
ju a bfli her shop in Brookly, early cut 
the throats of his employer, Antonio 
Peraso, Mrs. Peraso, and three be.rbtis 
while they lay asleep in Peraso's apart­
ment. at 107 Fulton street. The wounds 
of Pcra-o and his wife are believed to 
be mortal while those of the barbers 
are serkms, but probably not fatal.

The police have a 
theory that the boy was an agent of 
a Black Hand gang, which had been de­
manding money of Peraso under threats 
oi doing hint injury and that the black­
mailer» placed the boy in the shop in 
order to punish Peraso for his refusal 
t«i satisfy their demands.

Ottawa. May 6.—Coroner Haptic is to­

day allowing the body of Mrs. Wilfrid 
L. St. Pierre, of Ottawa, who was buried 
on April IS. to I** exhumed. This is at 
the request of the deceased* sister, Mrs. 
Clare Hogg, and mother, Mrs. St. Denis, 
xvho are not satisfied with the cause of 
death given—thrombosis of an artery in 
the brain. They allege the possibility of 
poison administered by -ome one un­
known. The husband. Wilfrid St. Pierre, 
sax* the woman's death was due to nat­
ural causes, that they were always the 
bM of friend*. that the exhumation will 
but l*e -a'ing him expense in a step 
that will prove there is no posibititj of 
his guilt, and that later on he will sue 
three parties, whom he names, for 65,000 
damages each. Already he claim* to 
luxe placed the case in the hands of Mr. 
August lypmieux. The body was to |»e 
exhumed at Notre Dame cemetery to­
day. and an autopsy held. The police 
*r~ investigating the ease.

OLD LANDMARK 
BEING REMOVED.

WHERE JOHN LAW TAUGHT 
SCHOOL IN THE ’80S.

Such Men as Canon Bull and the 
Late Dean Geddes Were Among 
the Pupils Who Attended.

An old landmark in this city was re­
moved to-day. This landmark was a 
frame house on Jackson street east, im­
mediately in rear of the Y. M. C. A. 
building. Seme time ago the Y. XL C. 
A. acquired the land and house and au­
thorized Mr. Fiederiek Watkins to dis­
pose of the house as soon as be could. 
Just the other day Mr. Watkins so2d it 
for the «uni of 650, and this inornrg it 
was on its way over the mountain to 
be jtlaced there and fixed up again as a

At one time John Law.a school teacher 
of Scotch descent, held school in that 
house, upwards of sixty years ago. The 
K*o<il that Mr. lain presided over con­
tained such men as Conon Bull, who is 
perhaps the only one living among all 
the scholars. The late Dean Geddes and 
other well-known men of the last gener- 
ation, were a>o pupils. Mr. Law and 
his family liv ed in the house and of that 
family wa< Robert Law. who for many 
J^*rs wa* a prominent barrister in this 
vitr. "A sister is still living, Mr»- Ben- 
*,,n- *’f St. Catharines.

Canon Hull, who is now well in the 
eighties, still has many pleasant recol­
lections of the good times spent under 
the rule of John lav, whose Scotch was 
•o broad that at times it was very hard 
to understand hint

1905. for­
warded his resignation to Presbytery, 
and it was accepted, anr.nl many expres­
sions of regret by members of the Pres­
bytery. who keenly regret the continued 
ill-health of Mr. Macdonald. Knox 
Church. Dundas. applied for permission 
to. borrow 612.000 on a mortgage. The 
petition was granted.

Ottawa. May 6.—The Hamilton Pres­
bytery yesterday afternoon wired the 
Ottawa Presbytery, in session here, with 
Rev. William Prittie. of Vernon. Ont- 
the chair, that the call to the Rev. A. E. 
Mitchell, of Erekine Pre*bxterian 
Church. Ottawa, to go to Knox Church, 
Hamilton, had been sustained. It was 
decided to hold a special session oi the 
Ottawa Presbytery on May 19th. here, 
when deputations from both Rex. Mr. 
Mitchell's congregation and that of the 
Hamilton church n»nceme«l will be here 
and will be heard. It is understood that 
in so fair as the local Presbytery is con­
cerned the call will l«e sustained, but as 
to what Mr. Mitchell's answer will 
that is hardly known. There are soi 
however. wh«» believe that if he had 
made up hi* mind not to go to Hamilton 
he would probably have *aid so and not 
have let matters progress as far e* they 
have, and hence will not le surprised 
if he leaves here. His congregation are 
«trongly in favor of his remaining.

MURDERS BY 
WHOLESALE.

Eleree Persaaa Suffered Death at 
Laperle. lad.

Felice Tryiag te Sake This Terrible 
Murder Mystery.

Laporte. Ind.. May 6.—Laporte to-day 
is in the throes of a murder mystery 
that takes rank with the notorious 
crimes practised by Dr. Holmes, of Chi­
cago. and the Bender family, of Kansas.

Eleven deaths was the total this morn­
ing for which an explanation was being

Five bodies, some of them dismembered 
and the parts sewn in gunny sacks, were 
unearthed yesterday in “soft spots*’ in 
the barnyard of the burned Gtmness 
house, one mile out of town.

Mrs. Gunness is believed to be the 
murderer of the men and children. One 
of the. murdered men was lured to the 
housefty a matrimonial advertisement. 
Lampnere was jealous of him, and in 
that there may lie a possible solution of 
at least one of the brimes.

To-day it is even intimated that the 
woman herself may not he dead—that 
she procured a female corpse, set fire 
to her own house, and then fled, leaving 
the world to believe that she perished in 
the flames.

The first body dug up wgs that of 
Andrew Hegelein. a wealthy bachelor of 
Aberdeen. S. D., who came here in Janu­
ary. and disappeared about Feb. 1. The 
limbs and head had been sawed off and 
placed in gunny sacks, which had been 
»ewn up. The body was nude. -In a 
second excavation a skeleton, believed 
to he that of Jennie Olsen, an adopted 
daughter of Mrs. Gunness, who disap­
peared in September. 1906. was discox 
ered. The girl wua nearly 17 years old 
at the time, and it was reported by Mr*. 
Gunness that she had gone to Los 
Angeles. Cal., to attend college.

Continuing digging brought the search­
ers to more sacks, which contained the 
dismembered body of a large map. De­
composition had reduced the body to 
such a state that the only features 
recognizable as such were a dark mous­
tache and dark hair.

Beneath this body was another layer 
of earth, under which weze found the 
bodies of two children, apparently about

GREAT STORM 
IN THE STATES.

Three few tÜM, Seroral I.jur- 
ed led Mech Freperty Destroyed.

Village Practically Destroyed— 
Loss le Three States.

Memphis. Tenu.. May 6.—Three per­
sons dead, several others injured, con­
siderable property loss and a demoral­
ization of traffic resulted from the 
storm of wind and rain, which swept 
over the southern portion of Arkansas, 
Western Tennessee and Mississippi yes­
terday. The wind razed a number of 
small buildings and tangled telegraph 
ami telephone wires, while the rain caus­
ed numerous washouts along the rail­
roads delaying traffic and causing other

The greatest damage and the loss of 
life occurred in Arkansas. At Marche, 
the Polish settlement was badly dam­
aged and three persons were killed, an 
other sustained probable fatal injuries, 
and several were less seriously injured. 
Meagre reports from Conway and Faulk­
ner counties tell of damage . by .the

Watson, in Deshott county, is report­
ed practicably destroyed.

In Western Tennessee and Mississippi ; 
the railroads suffered the greatest dam- 1 
age because of washouts, although re- 
ports from outlying districts are that a l 
number of small buildings and barns 
were destroyed. So far as can be ascer­
tained. however, no one was seriously.*

New Proposition.

Tired of the criticism over the police 
cells in old No. 3 police station, Chair­
man Nicholson, of the Markets, Police 
and Jail Committee, says he has a no­
tion to take the bull by the horns, and 
demand money from the council for a 
new police station. In viexv of the fact 
that Mayor Stewart strongly criticised 
the condition of the cells and other ald­
ermen expressed similar opinion;, he 
does not see how the council can very 
well refuse the money. If his commit­
tee will back him up he will probably 
demand that the matter be dealt with 
at the next council meeting.

Residents on James street south are 
again complaining about the annoyance 
the big Dundas cars cause. Some of 
these cars are noisy and almost all of 
them make a terrible grinding noise. 
Many of the houses have been damaged 
by the cracking of plaster again this 
spring.

The Street Railway Company lias made 
no further overtures since the confer­
ence committee declared negotiation* 
off, and it looks as if it had no inten­
tion of doing so. The company has had 
men at work for sex-oral days repairing 
the tracks on James street, tightening 
up the joints and putting in tie rods. 
The aldermen take this as a pretty good 
indication that prospects of a settlement 
have vanished and the company intends 
taking its chances before the Railway

To-night the Cih^Council will have a 
private conference xxi^i the Cataract of­
ficials to ascertain the company’s best 
offer for power for the Beach pumps and 
lighting the streets. It is believed that 
the company will have two or three pro­
positions to make. Several weeks ago 
Chairman Sweeney, of the Board of 
Works, was informed that the company 
xvas prepared to put a price on it# poléa 
and equipment if the city desired to put- 
chase the plant. Recently General Man­
ager Hawkins offered to guarantee to 
sell power to the city at 10 per certt. 
Less than the"Hydro-Commission’s lowest 
price- to Toronto or to any municipality 
west of Hamilton. Both these proposi­
tions will be threshed out.

WAS SEEN WITH ANOTHER FOR- 

EIGNER AT PORT CREDIT.

Dead Man a Galician?—Detective Mil­
ler Follows Clue Into Toronto- 
Post-mortem Showed Death Was 
Due to Blow on the Head With a 
Club.

Krindale, May 5.—With a host uf 
stories from persons who.say they re­
member seeing the young foreigner 
found dead on Sunday in the bush on 
the Samuel Fasken farm, with his skull 
crushed in, is the definite statement of 
William Patchett, of the Stone road 
near here, who says he met the victim 
and another foreigner at Arthur Wil­
bur's Hotel, Port Credit, about the 
middle of last month. Mr. Patchett, 
who asserts the two men were peddling 
and were on tlieir way through the 
count ry from Toronto, * has positively 
identified the body taken from the hush 
as one of them. Port Credit is the ter­
minus of the Mimico division of the 
York Radial Railway, and upon the 
fact that receipt checks were found 
near the body it is practically certain 
that the deceased and a companion trav­
elled from Toronto on one of the elec­
tric cars on the Port Credit route the 
day the tickets were issued, April 10. 
A "diamond” punch was used upon the 
ticket to state the amount paid, and it 
is believed that this will give the au­
thorities the clue to find the particular 
conductor with whom the two men rode 
from Sunnyside to Port Credit. As a re­
sult of the information furnished by 
Mr. Patchett Provincial Detective Miller, 
who. with High Constable Broddv. is 
following up the murder, returned to 
Toronto to-night by way of Port Credit, 
hoping to trace the victim and his com­
panion to their place of starting, possi­
bly m the city of Toronto.

All the man's belongings are in the 
possession of Detective Miller, who will 
ask the Toronto detective department 
to assist him in tracing the dead man in 
Toronto.

The autopsy conducted to-day by Dr. 
I. Bowie, of Streetsville, showed beyond 
any doubt that the man’s skull was 
badly fractured, and that a blow with 
the club found néar the body caused 
death. There were no post-mortem 
appearances to indicate the man had 
l>een strangled with the woolen scarf 
found about his neck. Provincial De 
tective Miller photographed the re­
mains this afternoon before the in­
terment in the Anglican Church Ceme­
tery.

ELECTIONS IN QUEBEC.

Cabinet Has Chosen June 8th as the 
Date.

Quebec. May 5.—At a meeting of the 
Quebec Provincial Cabinet, held this 
forenoon, and presided over by Premier 
Gouin, "it was decided to dissolve the 
House and hold the general elections on 
Monday. June 8. the same date on which 
the Ontario Provincial elections are 
scheduled to take place. Though decid­
ed, the date was not officially announc­
ed. on account -of tho absence from the 
city of the Lieutenant-Governor, Sir 
Louis Jette, who should sanction the 
order passed in council before it is made 
public.

The insurgents are 
said to lx* In possession of the city of 
Cuzco, capital of the Province.

The Government has decided to turn 
over the political prisoners gathered in 
during the last few days to a military | 
court for trial. It has also confiscated | 
the arms and ammunition in the posses­
sion of the shooting clubs, of Lima.

SEARCH FOR FRANKLIN.

Only Survivor of the Party Now at 
Winnipeg.

Winnipeg. May 5.—Murdock McLen­
nan. the only known survivor of the 
party sent out in 1833, under Dr. Rae. to 
search for Sir John Franklin, spemt ves- 
terdav here with his granddaughter. He 
is still hale and hearty at 82 years of 
age, and can relate graphically matters 
of interest connected wth that terrible 
trip into the Arctic. He says that half 
has never Iren» told of the remarkable 
mineral wealth of that region, where 
gold. coal, copper and silver abound. 
He also tells of on island of purest 
marble along the northwestern shore of 
Hudson's Bay and declares the harbor 
at Churhcill to be one of the finest in 
the world.

DROWNED BY HER HORSE.

Miss Annie Boyd, of Indian Head,
Sask., Thrown Into Water.

Indian Head. Sask.. May 5. — Miss 
Annie Boyd, daughter of John Boyd, 
of this place, was drowned yesterday 
afternoon in the Sunbeam dam. Miss 
Boyd was found of horses and was out 
driving a colt. On her return, while 
crossing high roadway which
forms the barrier of the big Sunbeam 
dam, the horse became fractious, and 
getting beyond control, plunged down 
the bank into the water, which is twen­
ty feet deep, dragging with him Miss 
Boyd, who was caught in the wheels. 
Miss Boyd was an only child nnd n 
general favorite in this community, 
where she was born and her whole Hfe 
bad been spent. '

DRUNK WITH SPECULATION./

Paper Trust Accused of Making Reck­
less Investments.

Washington, May 5.—John Norris of 
New York, the representative of the 
American Newspaper Publishers’ As­
sociation, to-day repeated' his state­
ment before the House Committee in­
vestigating the wood pulp and print 
paper industry that the American paper 
manufacturers have bought large 
tracta of woodlands In Canada, and 
charged that instead of cutting the 
timber on this land, which they have 
bought with almost recklessness, they 
have gone into the market and nrti- 
ficmliy rfigrked up'the-prices oh them­
selves. He protested that the Ameri­
can consumers diouhl not lx* saddled 
with the penalties of any such specu­
lation. Mr. Norris produced figures 
to-show that there has been a reduc­
tion in the price of pulpwood exported 
from Canada.

"These men,” he said, “are simply 
drunk with speculation, and 1 expect 
to show that they have been investing 
in Canada from $3,000.000 to $4.000,000 
in the acquirement of timber lands ap­
parently upon the idea of a good specu­
lation in timber instead of applying 
their moneys to the extension of the 
manufacture of paper in the United 
States to meet the demar.X Instead of 
doing that for which they borrowed 
money in 1905 they appear to have 
been pouring it into Canada to buy- 
timber lands and control all the lum­
ber companies there.*’

ECONOMY CARRIED TOO FAR.

Sandwich Council Cuts Out Payment 
for Police Protection.

Sandwich, May 5.—As a result of the 
Council's failure to appoint a police 
constable for the town, several pro­
perty owners are thinking seriously of 
applying to Attorney-General Fov to 
take some action. At the February 
meeting of the Town Council it was 
decided by a majority of one that the 
salary of $150 a year attached to the 
job of chief of police was too much, 
nnd it was cut off. Chief Master, who 
resigned, had held the position for- 
thirty years, and there has been no 
official police protection in the town 
since.

DON'T PICK BUTTERCUPS.

They Cause Fever, Says a Philadel­
phia Doctor.

Philadelphia, May 5.—That the pick­
ing of buttercups is injurious to the 
health of children is the theory of Dr. 
W. W. Chai fonte, of 1,435 North Six­
teenth street. He declared to-day at a 
meeting of physicians that some cases 
called measles are not measles at all, 
but are the effects of gathering butter­
cups and inhaling their perfume.

"Buttercup fever" is the term Dr. C'hal- 
funte gives the disease. "In Germany 
and Holland there are laws forbidding 
the growing and picking of buttercups,” 
said the physician. "Land-owners are 
cautioned and dairy inspectors are as­
signed to see the pastures are free of 
the flowers. In these countries epi­
demics of buttercup fever’ came regu­

A SQUARE DEAL
XXTien. Hon. Mr. Whitney fired his 

first gun in the Provincial campaign in 
the Savoy Theatre here last evening the 
shot maje quite a noise, but the marks­
manship was bad, and a miss had to be 
recorded. The keynote of Mr. Whitney's 
address was that.the Government had 
given the people a square deal, and he 
expected them to give him a square deal 
in return, that is, to agaiu return his 
Government to power. Let us see. The 
Premier had publicly adnfitted that it 
was due to the votes of Liberals that he 
was able to take office some three years 
igo, and it will be remembered that he 
promised at the time that he would not" 
forget it—that he would deal fairly by 
nil parties. How has he kept his prom­
ise to the Province and to his Liberal 
supporters?. He gave them a square 
deal by dismissing all the Liberal Jus­
tices of the Peace; by dismissing all the 
Liberal License Commissioners, by 
adopting the spoils system aiid chopping 
off the heads o( numerous Liberal office­
holders to make room for his hungry 
hangers on. He has given the Liberals 
a square deal by gerrymandering the 
constituencies, within two years of a 
Dominion census, and he promises to 
make it hot for the Grits when the next 
time conies. He prided himself on the 
fact that lie could have made the gerry­
mander much worse. The thief who 
steals a dollar might boast that he could 
have stolen a thousand, but the boast 
would not be much-to his credit. How­
ever. he has so fixed things in New On­
tario. where new constituencies have 
been carved out according to his own 
sweet will, that lie thinks he is sure of a 
solid vote from up there. But lie may 
yet be disappointed, although he has at 
least made Mr. Ganiev's and Mr. Coch­
rane’s election reasonably sure.

The Premier told his audience that 
his Government had taken almost dou­
ble the money from the people that Ross 
did, and spent just as much in propor­
tion. But he forgot to tell it tliat. had 
it not been for the Ross Government, he 
would not have hod the money to spend.

13 years old. There are several more 
suspicious places in the grounds about 
the ruins, and the authorities resume 
the search to day with the chance of 
finding more bodies.

Conjectures and Details.
Further excavating which may reveal 

more Bodies on the corpse-strewn farm 
of Mrs. Bella Gunness, a mile north of 
here, is promised for to day by A. F. 
Nmutzer, sheriff of Laporte* Coimtv. In 
addition, Ray Lamphcre, who is held on 
a charge of having caused the deaths of 
Mrs. Gunness and her three children, 
who were incinerated in a fire which 
destroyed their home on April 28. will 
be subjected to another examination be­
fore Justice Smith. It is the hope of 
Mr. Smith that Lamphere will shed light 
on the bodies found in the barn vard of 
the Gunness home yesterday. One is be­
lieved to Iw that of Andrew Helgelein, 
of .Mansfield, S. D. Another may be 
that of Jennie Olson, a foster daughter 
of Mrs. Gunness, who disappeared in 
1906. A third is partially accounted for 
as that of an unidentified man. who vis­
ited the place two or more years ago. 
The other skeletons, thought to be those 
of children, are unexplained, although 
laimphere told the sheriff last night 
that a child had disappeared from the 
farm some time ago.

Sheriff Smutzer advanced the theory 
that some of the bodies may have been 
sent .here from Chicago in an effort to 
cover up crimes in that city. He has 
asked the Chicago police to investigate 
the antecedents of the Gunness woman, 
she having lived in that city prior to 
her appearance here in 1 IKK).* But even 
if these mysteries are solved there re­
main yet Hip puzzling incidents sur­
rounding the burning of the house when 
Mrs. Gunness and her children met their

Two of these children. Myrtle, aged ! 
11. and Lucy, aged 4. bore the patro­
nymic of Sorenson, having been liorn to 
Mrs. Gunness by her first husliand. The 
third was Philip Gunness. aged 6 years. 
Sorenson died suddenly in Chicago prior 
to 1900.

That the fire which caused the death 
of these children and their mother was 
of incendiary origin is the firm belief 
of the ijrval authorities. Also they 
have a suspicion that Ray lamphere, 
driven by jealousy, was the man who 
started the fatal blaze.

Except Lamphere; Joe Maxson. who 
was employed on the farm for a brief 
period, is the only one who can give the 
authorities any light on the mystery, 
and lie knows hut little. However, lie 
gave a graphic, description of his at­
tempt to save Mrs. Gunness and her 
children from the fire, this being cor- 
rolmrated by neighbors of undoubted 
integrity. lamphere spent the night of 
April 27 at the home of Mrs. Elizabeth 
Smith, a negress in I.aporte. Whether 
he had time to reach the Gunness farm 
before the fire started is not known.

More Bodies.

What the Railroads Do For Us.
(Gilson Willets in Leslie’s Weekly.)

Kansas farmers needed loo.000 har­
vest hands. What would those farm­
ers have done if the railroads had not 
produced the 100.000 by means of 
spécial rates? The railroads brought. 
1.000.000 visitors to Saratoga last sum­
mer, and 3.000.000 to Atlantic City dur­
ing the year, and 40.000 to the Maine 
woods, and 200.000 to a G. A. R. en­
campment, and 50.000 to a C’hautnugua 
assembly. Those people put a heap 

. of money into circulation. That travel 
created jobs galore. We all benefited 
because the railroads hustled and got 
the people out. That’s how the thing 
works positively. Now see how it 
works negatively. I was in the North- 
west( opened, built up. develop d. and 
populated by Hill's railroad) last fall 
when there was so much freight to 
be moved that shippers complained 
because the\ couldn't get ears. Un­
reasoning anti-roilroadites hit the 
Northwest soon after that—and now 
up there are nearly 100.000 empty, 
idle cars. There's nothing to move. 
1 was in Florida this winter when the 
“anti” business compelled the South­
ern railroads to take off some of their 
crack trains and to shut up most of 
their big shops. Travel was only half 
what it was in other winters. Result, 
only half the number of jobs open to 
you and to me.

A year ago the railroads them­
selves employed 1.300.000 men. Three 
hundred thousand of those men have 
been thrown out of jobs by the “anti. ’ 
How many other fellows’ jobs have 
been affected by that laying off of 
railroad men? The Pullman people 
alone a vear ago gave employment *o 
18,000 men. with $10.000.000 in wages. 
A couple of thousand men were dis­
missed. It was only that the rail­
roads “held up” orders for Pullman 
cars, but also because the .14,000,000 
passengers who travelled on 8,000 
Pullmans did not represent enough 
business. “Anti” again. Railroad 
development itself gives jobs and cir­
culates money to an extent not dream­
ed of until you get the facts. Ex-Sen­
ator Clark, of Montana, spent $20,000,- 
000 out of his own pocket, building 
the newlv completed Salt Lake Rail­
road. That employed 5.000 men for 
three vears. H. M. Flagler paid out 
nearly $10.000.000 in wages on his 
new terminals in New York. These 
and a score of other “developments’* 
in the railway world have been check­
ed by the “anti.” Public hysteria on 
the subject of railroads has caused 
head railroaders to order ' ueir en­
gineers to “stop work wherever pos­
sible.’* ___ ______

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WHITNEY FIRES
HIS FIRST GUN.

Asks For a Square Deal as He Has Fulfilled 
His Pledges.

Speech Rather Tame and Disappointing—Hon. 
Mr. Hanna at the Con. Club.

Given a splendid reception by an 
audience that filled the Savoy Theatre 
to overflowing, James Pliny Whit­
ney, Premier of the Province of On­
tario, fired the opening shot of his 
campaign in Hamilton last evening. 
Defending the administration of his 
Government during the three and a 
half years that it has been in control, 
and laying down the policy, on which 
he asks the people to return it to 
power, he held the undivided atten­
tion of the crowd tor two hours. Per­
haps his most important, utterance 
on a question in which the people of 
this city are vitally interested, was 
his declaration that even though two 
Liberal representatives were elected 
here, Hamilton would be as fairly 
dealt with when it. came to decid­
ing where the Technical Colleee 
should be located, as if two Conserva­
tives were returned. The Premier 
made no attempt to justify the Nor­
mal College steal. Not once did he 
make reference to it in his address.

Ten minutes after the doors were 
thrown open, the theatre was filled 
to capacity, the boxes were occupied 
with ladies, and there was a large 
representation of the fair sex in the 
front seats. The audience was en­
tertained with niQving pictures and 
a musical programme bv the Savov 
orchestra until eight o'clock. Whsn| 
the curtain ascended, disclosing to 
view the Premier, surrounded by his 
Cabinet Ministers and two hundred 
stalwarts of the Conservative party 
in Hamilton, the crowd applaudjd 
enthusiastically.

It looked for a minute as if there 
might be a display of the feeling A 
dissatisfaction, which caused so much 
trouble at the Conservative conven­
tion on Saturday night when J. T. 
Scott was nominated for Hast Hanvl- , 
ton. While the candidate's name was i 
not mentioned, some of those in the ' 
audience demonstrated, their feelings I 
toward John Milne. President of the 
Association, by calling for Whitney 
when Mr. Milne was speaking.

Mr. Milne spoke of the honor con­
ferred on Hamilton by having the 
Premier open his campaign here. It 
was while he was touching the Gov­
ernment power policy that some ona 
in the audience called for Whitney. 
Mr. Milne explained that he only in­
tended making a few remarks, but | 
some one near the front cried out. | 
"Time and e half." and others called i 
for Whitney. j

The chairman ..nnounced that Hon. | 
J. S. Hendrie would make a few ie- j 
marks first. The Colonel was giv?n | 
a flattering reception. He declar’d • 
that the Government had fulfilled 
every pre-election pledge and that the I 
promises that, had not been fulfilled 
will be carried into effect as soon 
as possible.

The Premier was then introduced 
and greeted with an enthusiastic out­
burst of cheers and applause. In his 
opening remarks he expr-ssed his 
pleasure in opening the campaign in 
Hamilton, and paid a touching tribute 
to the late Henry Carscallen. After 
handing a compliment to Hon. J. S. J 
Hendrie, the Premier announced that j 
he was there to give an account of j 
the stewardship of the Government i 
and then plunged into his address.

It was towards the close of his re- | 
marks that he touched on the question 
of the technical college. He asked them 
to elect Hon. J. S. Hendrie and also Mr. 
Seott and the candidates from the coun­
ty.

The man who would bribe an indivi­
dual was but. a tyro in sin to the men 
who bribed a community or a constitu­
ency. said the Premier, leading up to 
the technical college question. “I know 
what has beer said here and I can eas­
ily guess what will be said,"’ he con­
tinued, “I know there has been talk and 
expectations at the prospects of a tech­
nical institution in view. Now, I say I 
am not here to promise anything to the 
city of Hamilton. Whatever will be said 
of me after 1 leave office, it will never 
be said that I stood up like a little man 
and did not disdain to bribe a consti­
tuency. The Government of which 1 am 
leader may lose votes by it. This Gov­
ernment will do what is right and fair 
by the city of Hamilton, and it will do 
it no matter who yoxi elect, l^et there 
be no misunderstanding as to the posi­
tion of the Ontario Government in this 
respect. Therefore T say the city of 
Hamilton will he dealt with properly 
and faiify by this Government and it 
will be just the same if you elect two 
Grits.’*

The Premier’s Address.
The Premier at the outset of his speech 

explained that the importance of Ham­
ilton as an industrial centre and the 
widespread interest its people took in 
all public questions were the reasons 
why he had decided to fire the opening 
gun of the campaign here. Three years 
ago the Government had promised the 
people “a square deal.” ‘‘If we did make 
that promise then, the question is, have 
we carried it out? Why should not peo­
ple. in return give us a square deal!”

The Government had promised to pre­
vent pulp, timber and lands from be­
ing sold in private, to place the univer­
sity on a sound financial basis, to do 
away with grants to railways, to intro­
duce law reform, to break the schnl- 
book ring, to enforce the Liquor license 
law, and other things. “We have done 
every one of those things.” said Mr. 
Whitney, “except law reform, for which 
we have laid the foundation, and which 
will be carried out next sessuX”
, Touching on the finances of the Pro­
vince, the Premier took credit to the 
Government for the present position 
thereof. Mr. MacKay objects to the gov­
ernment qf the University by a com­
mission, whereas the Temiskaming Rail- 
way was managed by a commission. The 
revenue increased from $4,500,000 in 
1004 to over $8,000,000 in 1007. Among 
the items of revenue he mentioned that 
the license revenue had increased from 
$382,000 in 1004 to $587,000 in 1907. lie 
eeipts from the Provincial Secretary's 
Department increased from $102,000 in 
1004 to $257,000; the .receipts of public 
institutions from $110,000 in 1004 to 
$286,000 in 3907; taxes on corporation* 
and railways from $420,000 in 1904 to

$672,000 in 1907 ; succession duties, $458,- 
000 in 1U04 to $821,000 in 1V07; casual 
revenue, $107,000 in 1904 to $164,000 in 
197. The proceeds from every source of 
revenue had increased by leaps and 
bounds under the present Government.

'What have we done with it?’ "asked 
Mr. Whitney, and answering the ques­
tion, he said grants to hospitals had 
been increased nv $100,000. ihe double 
lailway taxation had brought in during 
two years $164,000, half ui which hau 
been paid over to the municipalities.
In connection with agriculture and 
colonization the grants had increased 
from $624,000 to » 1,121,000. in other 
words, the expenditures liad increased 
in the interests of the people. Simi­
larly in regard to education the ex­
penditure Had been increased from 
$944,000 in 1604 to *1,600,000. Those fig 
ures were witnesses to the manner in 
which the Government had carried out 
their pre-election promises. In each of 
the last three years there had been a 
Surplus in the treasury—"a surplus 
you could put your hand down into 
the treasury and ieel.” In three years 
thy surplus aggregated $1,600,000. That 
was in spite of ttie gloomy predictions 
of Hon. Geo. W. Koss.

"It may sound like a fairy tale, but, 
thank God, it’s true,” added the Pre­
mier, who, proceeding, said that when 
they wanted to raise three millions I'm 
the J". & X. U. they did nut gu to 
Kughuul, give large commissions, and 
"something for tne boy,” but to the 
people oi the Province, who bought 
the bonds of Ontario. They had $2,- 
887,000 in cash at vail, which had been 
advanced to the T. & X. O., and which 
would go back into the treasury. 
Further, each year the people had re­
ceived back from the Government $900,- 
ihnj more than they did irom the Ross 
Government.

Every promise in connection wihh 
education had been carried out. They 
had said that the public school should 
not be a doôr-mat for anything else, 
but a self-centred institution in which 
95 per cent, of the child population 
shouW Teceive education fitting them " 
lor alter life, aild not spending a large 
proportion of their time studying tor 
the high school, to which they could 
never go. The grants to the rural and 
urban schools had been increased, $200, 
000 more had been given to the Univer­
sity, and the school book ring had been 
broken up.

Oil the subject ol' prison labor, Mr. 
Whitney said that when the Govern­
ment had completed the reform they 
would close, bar and lock the door for­
ever on anythin? like prison labor in the 
Province of Ontario. It was intended 
to utilize prison labor at farming

The enforcement of the license law 
was touched on. The Government had 
administered licenses without fear or 
favor and had been criticised for it. 
The Government's enforcement of the 
license law was good, he claimed, and 
in substantiation he quoted sev­
eral temperance men as testifying to 
this.

"Let me say a word," he added, "about 
local option. Three-fifths is far from 
being un-British. It is British; but we 
only asked people to give it a fair triad 
until we can see our way cleaily. We 
are not bound lu the three-fifths major­
ity any more than to four-fifths; it it 
is shown that it is unwise to have it 
and the results are not good it can be 
changed, but we believe the results have 
been good."’

Mr. Whitney reviewed the power ques­
tion, repeating his previous speech with 
regard to the negotiations. The Govern­
ment were prepared to carry out their 
agreement with the Ontario Power 
Company. “We have got so far along 
with it that the contract with the city 
of Toronto has been signed. As far 
as human effort can go we have car­
ried out our purpose, and we have 
arrived at a situation un which criticism 
will not be possible."

The Government had taken steps to 
acquire the water powers and streams 
for the Province. The Premier, speak­
ing of mining and Crown lands, said 
the Government had encouraged settlers 
by allowing them to take the timber 
and minerals on land, and laid the 
foundation of a reforestry policy. The 
Gillies limit had been reserved for the 
benefit of the people, and in dealing 
with the mineral* and public lands 
there had been a change in policy. In 
1904 there were sold and leased 102,800 
acres for $96.000. while in 1907 there 
had been sold and leased 102,000 acres 
for $1,300,000. and the receipts from 
mining had increased from $46,000 to 
$1.731.000.

With vegpvd to the La rose grant. Mr. 
WhitriVy claimed that the Government 
had only acted honestly. The Larose 
people had undertaken to procure the 
necessary evidence to upset the claim 
of O’Brien. It was understood, said the 
Premier, that they would not undertake 
that work at their own expense. 
“There was no bargain, but there was 
the feeling there would be between two 
honest men.”

Passing on to the Canadian Northern 
guarantee. Premier Whitney described 
it as “one of the wisest and most justi­
fiable acts of the Ontario Government, 
and one which would be endorsed by 
the people. It was an act in line with 
others, which will be distinctly for the 
financial advantage of the Province. I 
am not here to defend that. 1 am here 
to boast about it. I am here to look 
every reasonable man in the face and 
say you cannot claim that the Govern­
ment have done other than wisely in this 
matter.”

“As to the redistribution of the con 
stituencie*. if the Government had 
chosen to do so they could have changed 
the constituencies so that not five mem 
bers of the Opposition could be elected.”

With regard to law reform, he as­
sured liis hearer* that the Government 
honestly intended to deal with the ques 
tion on the lines of the Attorney- 
General’* resolution in the House. Gen­
erally «peaking, the present Government 
had done more for the people In three 

I year* than the Liberals had in the 
j previous thirty. He appealed for the 
| support of the elector* in returning Col. 
, Hendrie and Mr. Scott as members for

I Hamilton. In that they would be serv­
ing theiy best interests.

a great shame that they are allowed 
to exist in this beautiful city. There 
ate a number of cities in the United 
States that arc free from mosquitoes 
only by spending annually many 
thousands of dollars and it is con­
sidered a necessary and profitable in­
vestment. Many of these cities have 
such quantities of low marsh lands 
that it is impossible to drain them. 
Fortunately Hamilton may .extermin­
ate the mosquitoes with very little 
attention and expense. A good many 
well-to-do citizens go away every sum­
mer and escape the mosquitoes, but 
seven-eighths of the citizens remain 
at home. Hundreds of citizens with­
in the past two years have built beau­
tiful porches and verandahs on which 
to enjoy the summer evenings, but 
such enjoyment h impossible where 
the mosquitoes thrive. Surely the 
Board of Works will join the Board 
of Health in draining or filling up 
every pond at once, so that our worthy 
assessor, Mr. Macleod, can announce 
to all parties thinking of locating here 
that Hamilton is one of the few cities 
free from mosquitoes, that citizens 
living here can enjoy their evenings 
and sleep at night without being an­
noyed with the pests.

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RELATION OF 
GOVERNMENT

Te Trade Aueciatieu, Dealt With 
by Grace-1.

Paper by Mr. H. C. Beckett at
Ceevestiee

Saye These Assodatioas Hare let# 
Misaadersteed.

1 he feature of the meeting of the 
Ontario Wholesale Grocers' Guild yes­
terday was the paper by Mr. H. C. Beek 
ett, of this city, on Government recogni­
tion of Trade Associations. It was listen­
ed to with keen interest by a full gath 
erng of the members, and was followed 
by considerable comment. The paper is 
as follows :

In submitting for your consideration* 
and discussion a subject of vital inter- 
e8t—viz., “The importance and value of 
trade associations and tiieir relations 
with the Government,” it is with the 
firm conviction and feeling of confid- 
enee that the time is coming when the 
difficulties under which the trade and 
commerce of this country have labor­
ed in the past, will be largely minimized 
by progressive, intelligent measures so 
much needed in view of the changed con­
ditions of trade.

In dealing with a matter so important 
might we not profitably consider the 
reasons for our many difficulties?

Briefly then—trade associations,their 
value and importance as a factor in pro­
moting and bettering trade conditions 
have not been thoroughly understood or 
appreciated by the average merchant, 
the press, the public generally, and par­
ticularly by our Federal and Provincial 
Governments.

Trade associations have been misre­
presented. have been regarded with sus­
picion, have been looked upon as com­
binations pure and simple. It has not 
been fully realized, and is not yet fully 
realized, that trade associations are 
absolutely necessary to promote healthy 
and honorable trade conditions. Without 
them how can we successfully wrestle 
with the complex problems that con­
front every business man and every 
business community ? If there are evils 
in business, united effort is the only 
practical remedy. Individual effort is 
barely noticed. Organized effort means 
power and will be noticed sooner or 
later.

When a great many concerns or un­
its are engaged in< the manufacture and, 
•ale of goods of similar character, order, 
system, and recognized business customs 
nre necessary to prevent confusion and 
disaster. The reasonable, sensible, busi­
nesslike and the only practical way to 
deal with all problems that confront 
and endanger any line of trade is 
through an association.

The keynote of progress is clearly and 
unmistakably organization and unity of 
effort, and the things so far accomplish­
ed by" trade associations, in spite of 
hasty and narrow-gauged opposition, are 
U>o. pronounced to be doubted.

Take our own business. Those who 
wifi study the grocery trade on broad 
lines and remember what has been ao 
romplished in the past, must admit that 
it would be fatal to halt in the march of 
advance. No matter how imperfect we 
appear in each other's «yes, it must be 
c.ear 10 you that the work should pro­
gress until we reach that state when re­
tailer. wholesaler and manufacturer will 
realize the benefits of co-operation on 
lines of mutual fair dealing. It should 
not be assumed that these three inter­
ests are antagonistic, but it should be 
our constant effort to work out lines 
along which the three classes can har­
monize.

If education i= necessary for the 
young, is it not equally necessary in 
business? Have we not dishonesty " to 
contend with in business? Should dis­
honest travellers and dishonest mer­
chants be permitted to pursue their ne­
farious and demoralizing methods un­
checked and unhindered? What will the 
next generation of business men be like? 
Things have come to a pretty pass when 
honest men. and men with honest inclin­
ations. are to be discouraged in any ef­
forts they may make to put the mer­
chandizing and manufacturing of goods 
on a higher scale than has existed re-

1’hat progress in association work has 
been «low is largely due to blind self 
interest—prejudice, suspicion and jeal­
ousy of a competitor. It has perhaps not 
occured to all. that a remedy for the 
evils which exist in business should, and 
must soner or later, be exercised in ac­
cordance with honest, sound principles, 
and under government regulation.

Sometimes we find people in business 
with peculiar ideas. They imagine they 
can continue selling goods that coat 
them 107 for 107», and still pay their 
creditors. Such people are a menace to 
th-* trade, as they are damaging to the 
manufacturers, and their license to do 
harm is not in the interests of healthy 
trade conditions. T*> such we should 
turn our attention and be able by rea­
sonable methods to prevent the spread 
of this disease.

To any one familiar with present day 
conditions it seems incomprehensible 
that there are men in business who be­
little and underestimate the • alue and 
importance of trade associations. But 
there are such people and to them can, 
in a great measure, be attributed pre­
sent day evils. They are mean enough 
to take advantage of what others have 
done for their benefit, but, either 
through fear or meanness of heart, will 
take no part in the work themselves.

There must be some recognized, legally 
sanctioned security in business to pre­
vent serious conditions with respect to 
the investment of capital. Failure in 
legitimate business is not desirable, and 
any effort to bring about a better coedi­
tion than at present exists among mer­
chants end manufacturers should be en­
couraged and intelligently investigated.

Now, what has been the attitude of 
both our Federal and Provincial Govern­
ments in respect to trade associations? 
In a word—Antagonistic. And why 
this antagonism? A prominent Canadian 
banker quite recently gave a reason 
which I am firmly convinced is true, via., 
*n ^irresponsible press, tf a country is 
honeycombed with agitators who are 
opposed to capital or associations gen­
erally, why do politicians and Cabinet 
Ministers listen to and heed the false 
and erroneoue statements which so fre­
quently appear in an irresponsible press, 
and stand ready to shape their course 
by what, they foolishly imagine to be a 
popular cry?* The answer is easy—it is 
a question of votes. Thousands'of dol­
lars ave spent annually to maintain a 
labor bureau, to catch the labor vote, 
and it is to the credit of the labor uaione
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that they have succeeded m impressing 
the Governments with their numerical 
importance, even if they are in the min 
onty. Will the long-sutfering merchants 
and manufacturera of the Dominion 
have to show their power at the ballot 
to get a proper reeojpiition at, the hands 
of indifferent Cabinet Ministers?

It is deplorable that more thought and 
attention is net given by those who are 
placed in authority, to find out the ac­
tual commercial needs of our country. 
Those who would give careful attention 
would eee aigus oi the times which 
ought to be heeded. That evolution is 
in progress in the condition of trade 
cannot be denied by any thoughtful and 
intelligent representative of the people. 
The wonder is that the necessity for 
safeguarding the commercial interests 
of Canada is treated so lightly and indif­
ferently, and that practically the only 
attention given to trade associations is 
to regard them as a menace to the com­
mercial prosperity of our country, ra­
ther than a medium for good and all 
tiiut stands for Honor in uusines».

It is to business men as a whole, those 
who are engaged in the great service of 
carrying on the operations of trade 
throughout the length of this great Do­
minion, that & Government should look 
for opinion and advice to bear upon 
legislation affecting business interests 
which are interlaced with the interests 
of all. Let the voice of business men be 
hesrd and a wise Government will adopt 
progressive measures.

Agitation is an aid to redress, and the 
more the importance of trade associa­
tions ia discussed, the more thought will 
be applied to them, the more attention 
will be given to them, so that ultimately 
trade opinion will evolve a plan that 
will minimise, if it does not completely 
cure, the unsatisfactory conditions whicn 
at present prevail.

In the interest of good government 
there should reside somewhere the power 
to protect the legitimate merchants and 
manufacturers oi the country against 
waste and wrong. Such power should 
reside with the Government if trade as­
sociations cannot be trusted to stop at 
the proper limit. Personal interest may 
■ot yet have acquired the necessary in 
telligence and sensitiveness to stop at 
the point where it begins to invade the 
peoples rights, and as good government 
should protect the people's rights, trade 
associations should he recognized. Al­
though suggestions were made to the 
Ottawa authorities months ago. and 
promises made that enquiry would be 
instituted with a view to progressive 
measures, nothing has been done. It 
has already been suggested that the 
trade and commerce department should 
wake up and enquire into the commer 
cial needs of our country; it has been 
suggested that a Bureau of Internal 
Trade and Commerce be established 
with power to pass upon agreements be­
tween merchants and manufacturera, 
and to perform such other work as 
would safeguard the interests of the peo­
ple. Our neighbors across the line have 
received the promise of their president 
that something must be done to prevent 
the senseless and vindictive attacks up- 
^>n necessary business methods. Why 
should the trade of our fair country be 
persecuted and intimidated? Is there 
any sensible reason that can be given 
for it? The importance of the matter 
requires immediate attention. Pro­
mises so long delayed look like insin­
cerity. It is not a position to inspire 
confidence. Can merchants and manu 
facturera expert anything for the fu­
ture^ l>et us hope so.

It should be the law of the land that 
no legislation be enacted, affecting the 
trade of the country, without first get­
ting the opinion of trade associations 
through such associations' accredited 
representatives. No man with a fad 
should be allowed to quietly get the ear 
of Parliament and then railroad through 
some legislation hurtful to the interests 
of sound business, as has been done in 
the past. The things our legislators do 
to hurt business frequently indicate a 
complete lack of knowledge and grasp 
of the subject dealt with What may 
have taken years to build up is de­
stroyed in a night. At present there 
is no Government method to safeguard 
the business man. and it ia necessary and 
desirable that there should be.

In the first place, a complete and ac­
curate record of the names and the of­
ficers of every trade association should 
be on file with the Department of Trade 
and Commerce. This record would be of 
benefit in enabling the Governments to 
get in touch with the trade of this 
country. Jhf trade should be consulted. 
The Government* should get at what 
would be best for the general good, 
based on sound busine«%. They should 
consult business asociation. not indivi­
dual, on questions concerning the busi­
ness welfare of this country.. No bill 
should be allowed to pass its second 
reading without first sending a copy of 
it to the accredited representatives of 
every trade association in Canada. Under 
the present system no provision is 
made to keep the trade informed of 
what is going on. It is only after it is 
too late that the trade discovers some 
new regulation seriously damaging bus­
iness without being of any benefit to 
the consumer. Thousands of dollars are 
spent annually in huge deputations pro­
testing against unfair legislation. The 
business men of this country are put 
to enormous expense when this might 
be avoided if reasonable and business­
like methods and regulations were ad-

I would suggest that steps be taken 
by this Guild to bring the attention of 
Parliament to the present unsatisfactory 
and out-of-date methods, with a view 
to the adoption of progressive meas­
ures so much needed under the chang­
ed business conditions.

The prejudice against associations 
must gradually, but surely disappear. 
HJTe must join in a cry for higher stan­
dards of ethics in the conduct of busi­
ness. The change will not only be benefi­
cial to the business man of to-day. but 
will have a good and necessary influence 
on the thought and conduct of the 
young generation soon to shape the com­
mercial future of our nation.

The thirty-seven members of the 
Guild, who are gathered together here 
in convention in the Federal Life build 
ing. hare already waded through a lot 
of business, and expect to finish up by 
late this afternoon. A committee was 
appointed yesterday afternoon to attend 
a meeting of the trades in Toronto on 
May 20. This meeting will be a very 
important one to dealers, as important 
matters in regard to legislation are to 
be discussed.

A bill the retailers are endeavoring 
to have passed, and which the Guild is 
opposed to. was discussed to-day.

The members were the guests' of the 
Canadian Cannera yesterday, and were 
taken to Grimsby and back in autos af­
ter being dined at the Hamilton Club.

To-day the Hamilton members enter­
tained their visitors and dined them at 
the Commercial Club. A theatre party 
at Bennett's was much enjoyed last 
evening. All the boxes were occupied 
by grocer*.

Purpose of the Bill.
The purpose of the present bill, Mr. 

Aylesworth said, was to authorise what 
was admitted to be a reasonable and 
necessary thing. He pointed out that 
there were not many men—the evi­
dence showed not more than one hun­
dred out of fifty thousand—by design 
or inadvertence deprived of their

Registration Boards. S
The bill accordingly proposed that 

immediately upon the issuing of a 
writ, or, if the circumstances rendered 
it proper, before a writ was issued, men 
should be appointed to act, subject to 
the revision of the County Judges, as 
a registration board, men who would 
be acting upon their responsibility as 
officers of the law, and subject to an 
appeal to the County Judges of the 
Province, and whose duty it would be 
to take the lists of voters and to dis­
tribute these voters aodording to the 
Dominion polls at which they are en­
titled to vote; men who if they did that 
work conscientiously and honestly} 
would not be subject- to attack after 
wards. Such legislation was & mani­
fest necessity and without it he con­
sidered it would be impossible that 
the Dominion elections could be carried 
out in Manitoba.

Dealing with the provision for the 
revision of the lists, Mr. Aylesworth 
emphasized the point that from 1885 
to 1898 the settled policy of the Con­
servative party was that'the Dominion 
Parliament should control it^tfwn fran­
chise and that the voters’ lists for 
Dominion purposes should be prepared 
by officials named by the Government 
of toe day. He maintained, therefore, 
that/the Conservative party were wed- 
ded/indiesolubly to the principle of dis­
cerning the Provincial lists. He quot- 
edjMr. Borden in 1898, declaring it un­
wise for the Dominion Parliament to de­
nude itself of the control of its own 
electoral machinery.

The Middle Course.
The question, therefore, came to be 

whether the Dominion Parliament 
should adopt the policy upon which 
the Conservative party acted. when 
the voters’ lists for the Dominion 
voters were prepared throughout the 
work of the Provincial authorities was 

altogether disregarded, or whether Par­
liament, on the other hand, should ad­
here to the policy laid down by the 
present Government in 1898 and adopt 
the Provincial system, no matter how 
ineffective, and apply it to the prepar­
ation of the Dominion lists. The Gov­
ernment. he said, preferred to adhere 
to the policy of retaining the Provin­
cial lists, and not going to the length 
to which the Conservative party went 
before 1898 of adopting in whole the 
principle of preparing their own lists 
altogether. Accordingly in the hill be­
fore the House the list* established in 
the Provinces would be taken in the 
preparation of the lists for Dominion 
purposes, and to them would be added 
the names of any persons qullified to 
vote which were not on them, and from 
them would be struck the names of all 
those who were not qualif"?J. That was 
the outline oi the first clause of the 
bill. The other provisions could be dis­
cussed in committee or at a later stage 
of the debate. (Liberal cheers.>

The Opposition Leader.
Mr. Borden said the House had list­

ened to a remarkable speech, supposed­
ly on the subject of election law re­
form. About two-thirds of Mr. Ayles- 
worth’s speech had, however, been tak­
en up in discussing the thin red line 
matter, and a great portion of the rest 
had been devoted to irrelevant ques­
tions. He greatly regretted that the 
Government had not brought an a bill 
amending the controverted elections 
act. so as to simplify it and do away 
with the delays now arising under the 
act as at present drawn. The Opposi­
tion leader did not condemn the bill 
bolus bo<M. Approval was expressed 
of the clause framed with a view to pre­
venting the defacement of proclomation 
notices, lists, etc., for offences as to 
ballot papers, though the provisions of 
the latter, lie thought, were not ade­
quate. A section to prevent political con­
tributions by corporations would rather 
aid in making such easy, lie though, and 
he was also of opinion that section IT. 
providing that a liallot should not be re­
jected because of it being marked by the 
returning officer, would do away en­
tirely with the secrecy of the ballot. To 
this he was absolutely opposed. Mr. 
Borden was sorry the bill did not con­
tain provisions for holding by-elections

"They 
tore them out.” As an example of the 
Manitoba lists, and the need of some 
change, he referred to that for the 
Provincial constituency of Mountain, 
which he had before him, and on which, 
of some 2,100 names, only 1,459 post 
office addressee were given. He ridi­
culed the pretensions of the Opposi­
tion that the so-called “thin red line” 
transaction had resulted in the dis­
franchisement of 9,000 voters. Mr. 
Greenway spoke warmly in defence of 
Mr. Leitch, who, he said, was incap­
able of doing whet the Conservatives 
charged against him. As an example 
of the wildness of the charges, it bed 
been said that in Lisgar over 1,400 peo­
ple had been disfranchised. Mr. 
Greenwav had inquired into this, to 
find th$t inadvertently six liberal 
names had been omitted and three 
Tory names misplaced, and ,the latter 
bed* voted elsewhere.

Toronto. May 6.—A strenuous effort 
was made in the Criminal AsSizes yes­
terday by counsel defending George Slack 
on a charge of robbery with violence 
to implicate Alexander Rose, the man 
who is awaiting trial on a series of 
similar charges.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even-numbered section of*
Dominion Lands In Manitoba. Saskat­

chewan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not 
reserved, may be homesteaded by any per- 
aon who is sole head of a family, or any 
male over 18 years of age. to the extent of 
one-quarter section of 160 afree, more or less.

Application for entry must be made in 
person by the applicant at a Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-agency for the district in 
which the land is situate. Entry by proxy 
may. however, be made at any agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mother, 
son. daughter, brother or sister of an in­
tending homesteader.

DUTIES—(11 At least six months* resi­
dence upon and cultix-ation of the land in 
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may. if he so tlesiree. 
perform the required residence duties by 
living on farming land owned solely by him, 
not lees than eighty (80> acres in extent, 
in the vicinitv of his homesiead. He may 
ako do so by living with father or mother, 
ou certain conditions. Joint ownership in 
land will not meet with this requirement.

(3) A homesteader intending to perform 
his residence duties in accordance with the 
above while living with parents or on farm­
ing land owned by himself must notify the 
agent for the district of such intention.

OUR TOBACCO.
Expert* te Teach How to Properly 

Manufacture It.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa, Ont., May 0.—The Govern­

ment is going in for a serious campaign 
for the improvement of Canadian tobac­
co. Two years ago a tobacco expert, Mr. 
Felix Clmrleau. was brought from 
France to see what were the possibilities 
of the Canadian tobacco. He has been 
conducting careful experiments with se­
lection, raising and curing of tobacco in 
Quebec, Ontario and British Columbia, 
and he has found tlyit a high grade of 
tobacco can be produced and that the 
methods of production and curing fol­
lowed in the past have been defective, 
thus preventing the Canadian leaf from 
taking that place to which it it properly 
entitled. The recent changes in the ex­
cise law. which place the Canadian loaf 
on n par with the imported leaf, were 
made for the benefit of the grower. Now 
the Government is going to undertake a 
campaign of education for the benefit of 
the producer.

M. Chevallier, an expert in the grow­
ing and curing of tobacco, 1ms been se­
cured and will soon arrive from France 
to assist M. Oharieau In the work. An 
English-speaking expert is to be hired 
for Ontario, and it is expected that next 
year theje will be a man for British 
Columbia.

Last summer the department leased 
a number of plots from tobacco produc­
ers. and had them planted with the 
proper sort of seed, and attended to in 
a most scientific way. Remarkable re­
sults were obtained, and there was an 
object lesson afforded the tobacco grow- j 
ers of the neighborhood, who could coiv | 
trast the results obtained from the ex- , 
périmental plot with their own fields in I 
the neighl>orhood. There will be mahv 
more of thèse plots this year, and de­
monstrations and lectures on the wav 
to cure tobacco will be continued.
