APPOINTMENTS AND DIS­
MISSALS.

It does not take them long at Ottawa 
to make Governors, and pitch unworthy 
public servants overboard. The follow­
ing in this direction is the latest:—

The Hon. R. D. Wilmot. Senator, 
Speaker of the Senate, and Member ot 
the Privy Council, to be Lieut. Gover 
nor of New Brunswick.

John Boyd, Esq., of St. John, to be a 
member of the Senate, of Canada.

The Hon. Senator Macpherson to be 
Speaker of the Senate of Canada.

John V. Ellis, Esq., Postmaster of 
St. Johu, dismissed.

Stephen J. King, Esq., to be Post* 
master of St. John in the room of John 
V. Ellis.

Quite a change truly !
As we anticipated in our last issue, 

Mr. R. D. Wilmot has been appointed 
Governor, on which we most heartily 
congratulate him. Mr. R. D. Wilmot, 
like nearly every man written about 
in the papers of late, has had quite a 
political caiccr. He was born in Fre­
dericton seventy-two years ago, but
Straye4-*w*y fttwt Dm of hi#
nativity to St. John, for which city he 
was elected legislative representative 
in 1846. Showing his usefulness as a 
member in those stormy times when 
Responsible Government was the beau 
ideal of every Colonial heart, Mr 
Wilmot was elected Mayor of St. John 
three years later. In 1851, he took his 
seat in the Executive as Surveyor-Gen 
oral, which position he held down to 
1854. Three years later he became Pro' 
vincial Secretary, and four years later 
he came ont as a strong Anti-Confed­
erate, and was defeated. Then like 
Cincinnntus he returned to his farm a1 
Belmont, where, with ample time to 
view the progress of events and note 
the difference between political erecds, 
he became a convert to Confederation 
principles. In 1866 he argued as 
earnestly for Confederation as four 
years previously he had denounced it. 
But Mr. Wilmot was not the only one 
who in those days changed his mind: it 
was an age of somersaults. The popu­
lar sentiment began to be decidedly 
of a “Confederate” turn, and with great 
acclamation M. Wilmot was returned 
pledged to support the Union. He 
then became a member of the Tilley 
party, and so far impressed the Con­
federates with the earnestness of his 
convictions that in ’67 he was sent to 
London as one of the Colonial dele­
gates. About this time he was also 
appointed to the Senate, where he has 
served since with honor to himself 
and to the party. In 1778 lie was ap­
pointed Speaker of the Senate, and 
given a seat without office the 
cabinet.

Mr. Wilmot, with the exception 
to which we have referred, has always 
been a gentleman ot sound views, and 
very decided opinions, many of which 
arc original. He has for a number of 
years advocated a National Currency 
system for Canada, which system has 
been called the Rag Baby; and (hose 
who are smart enough to guess eggs if 
they only see the shells, declare that 
his strong views ou the question led to 
a threatened rupture between him aud 
his parly some weeks ago. Olliers 
who ought to know better, aud are 
equally as good guessers, contend it was 
Mr. Wilmot’s ill health led to his pro­
posed retirement.' The latter view 
seems quite a probable one.

We have no doubt but Mr. Wilmot 
will make a sterling Governor, upright, 
decided, and unbending in all his public 
dealings; and that lie will bring dignity 
ami icspcct to his position, the highest 
in the colony. V

We welon.u him to Fredericton and 
again express the belief that he will 
adorn the high position both in his 
official and social relations.

The appointment of Mr. John Boyd 
to a senatorship, though some papers 
say lie will not accept it, will give very 
great satisfaction, but we could well 
have wished that Mr. Boyd were Jiving

in one of the river comities. Mr. Boyd 
is a described as a gentleman of 
pointed speech and flowing 
eloquence, and those who know him 
think lie will be an adornment to the 
Senate and a credit to St. John. We 
must congratulate Sir Leonard Tilley, 
therefore, in having made such a happy 
appointment: while we admire the 
worthy Knight for bearing in mind a 
friend whose devotion was the same in 
dark days as in times of prosperity.

We know very little about Senator 
Macpherson, lurther than the name 
sounds as if it were Scotch, and that 
the Hon. Senator has the name of 
being gifted as a political pamphlet 
writer. He no doubt possesses a num­
ber of other good qualities, else he 
would not be appointed to such an im­
portant post.

Mr. John V. Ellis Postmaster of St. 
John aud editorial writer on the St. 
John Globe has been dismissed. The 
only wonder about this dismissal is that 
it did not take place months ago. Mr. 
Ellis very foolishly, or with a supreme 
lack of judgment, has incurred dis­
missal more than fifty times since the 
formation of the New Government by 
the slanderous articles he has publish­
ed in his paper. Had Mr. Ellis been 
possessed ot a burning desire to serve 
his country and felt that he could only 
do that by attacking the Government 
under the shelter of whoso wing he 
lived, whose patronage supported 
him, lie should have manfully resigned 
his office, instead of waiting 
tilt ignominiously dismissed from 
it.

Every day the St. John Olobe cen­
sured the Governme'-t, it censured the 
Postmostcr General, and that being in­
subordination, merited dismissal in 
itself. Add to this that Mr. Ellis, who 
was paid $3,000 a year for the post­
mastership, edited a daily paper; and 
as a man cannot seiwe two masters, he 
must therefore have neglected the bus­
iness of his department.

There is still a fiirther reason to 
justify his dismissal and that is the 
disloyalty of Mr. Ellis’ sentiments 
through liis paper. No loyal Govern- 
ent could be expected to retain iu its 
service a man whose greatest aim seems 
always to have been antagonism to 
British Rule in Canada, and the advo­
cacy of the hateful proposition, an­
nexation to the United States. Indeed 
the time has been, and in the memory 
of many alive to day, when it was 
doubtful if the author of the articles we 
have referred to would not have re­
ceived something more than dismissal 
from the public service for uttering 
such rebellious sentiments.

Mr. Ellis is in very many respects an 
honorable citizen and a good man, and 
he no doubt believes, however madly 
or foolishly, that Annexation is best for 
Canada, and that a party and jng 
handled warfare against the Govern­
ment was as much part of his duty 
as his eight hours supposed attendance 
in.the post office. t

Mr. Ellis has been justly punished, 
but the most bitter part ot his sorrow 
must be that he has no one . but himself 
to blame. Had he taken the advice of 
his friends from the conservative side, 
or the warnings of those from the Lib­
eral side, he should not at this late hour 
of life, when his hoary hairs should be 
the accompaniment of honor and faith­
fulness to position and duty, be cen­
sured and dishonored by his 
country. While we hare some regret 
for Mr. Ellis’ own sake, we feel his dis. 
missal is made in the interests of integ­
rity iu public offices, and therefore for 
the good of the public service.

Of Mr. King who becomes Postmas­
ter in St. John we know very little: 
but we suppose he must be of some 
note—at least in the political world— 
or he should not have received the ap­
pointment. As lesser bodies like the 
earth derive their light from the sun, 
Mr. King perhaps borrows his impor­
tance from his brother, who is ex- 
Attorney General of New Brunswick. 
We shall take for granted the appoint­
ment is all right.

Mr. John Livingston, editor of the 
Sun, has been dismissed from the pos­
ition of Immigration agent at St. John, 
no doubt for inattention to the 
office, and Mr. Gardner has been 
appointed in bis stead. This is also a 
most desirable change, for from what we 
can hear the new agent is quite a thrifty 
man, and may he expected therefore 
to make a thrifty officer.

ANOTHER VENNOR.

The St. John News has again begun 
to predict, assuring its readers that “a 
conflict between Russia and the Anglo- 
Indian Empire seems inévitable at au 
early day.” The News we suppose re­
members the prediction it made last 
winter about that “want of confidence” 
resolution, and how much of it came to 
pass. How would it do for the News 
to try its hand at the weather a little 
while? There is a wide field there for 
its usefulness, as Venuor seems unequal 
to the occasion._________

The Unhappy Czar.

Shakespeare well «calls the crown a 
“gilded perturbation,” a “golden 
care.” There are few Russian pea­
sants indeed, even though miserable 
and squalcd as Rector Edwards re­
presents them, but are happier eating 
their bad onions aud monldy bread, 
than the Czar arrayed in his purple and 
fine linen. The substance of certain 
official reports which have been made 
to the authorities in Vienna by their 
agents at St. Petersburg has leaked ont, 
and is in process of circulation in so­
ciety . The report gives in great detail 
facts respecting the mental condition 
of the Czar, and lead to the conclusion 
that he is at times quite insane. He is 
represented as subject to prolonged fits 
of ot depression, remaining for hours 
and even days in a state of almost un­
conscious lethargy. These fits are suc­
ceeded by wild exhilaration, during 
which he is most affable, genial and 
joyous, aud it is at these moments that 
his courtiers ask and receive from him 
favors of the most extravagant descrip­
tion. It is said that in one of these 
moods tho Czar announced that he was 
resolved to grant to Russia a practically 
democratic form of government, and to 
call upon his people to elect a legisla­
ture which should frame a constitu­
tional form of government. Reports 
add that the deposition of the Czar by 
his son is not at all probable.

Murder of the Donnelly Family,

The deliberately planned murder of 
several members of the Donnelly fam­
ily, near Lucan, is an occurrence un­
exampled in Canada. The question 
naturally arises : What has led to so 
terrible an act? It can scarcely have 
Been the result of private vengeance, 
for too many were concerned in it 
for that. It was not done in order 
to obtain possession of any property, 
for robbery did not enter into the 
dark arrangements. The existing 
cause seems to lie outside of any or­
dinary occasion. It has long been 
known that the Donnelly family had 
been a scourge to the neighborhood 
in which they lived. They had been 
engaged in innumerable assaults and 
riots. Among other lawless acts ar­
son was not wanting, one brother, 
Robert, has jnst served a term in the

genetentiary for shooting at Constable 
Iverett from behind a woodpile, and 
came very near accomplishing his ob­

ject. The father was at one time iu 
the penitentiary lor the murder of a 
man named Ryder, while a long list 
of minor criminal charges have been 
made against members of the family 
from time to time. At one time they 
bid defiance to tho whole neighbor­
hood. Magistrates were afratd io is­
sue warrants against them, and when 
constables performed their duty by 
making an arrest, it was at the peril 
of their lives. Indeed* matters had at 
one time reached snch a pass that the 
local civil power was completely par­
alyzed, aud it was even suggested that 
the volunteers should be called out in 
order to assist in the execution of the 
law. There is no doubt that the fam­
ily in general had long been a terror 
to that section of the county, the alarm 
that their acts created exercising a very 
prejudicial effect upon the character 
and prospects of the community. Not 
long since the resident preist deemed 
it to he necessary to warn the mem­
bers of his congregation against them 
a measure not resorted to except in 
extreme eases. Such were the people 
who fell before the attack made upon 
them by a body of disguised men on 
Tuesday night—an act which savors 
more of the lawless satisfaction that has 
been taken sometimes in the South-west 
ern states, than|of the order loving pro­
cedures which have usually character­
ized affairs in Canada. Of course, such 
an event calls for most active measures 
on the part of the Government in order 
to discover the guilty parties and thus 
assert the majetty of the law as it ex­
ists among us.

Speech from the Throne,

Tuesday evening’s Concert
A vocal and instrumental entertainment wa 

given by the amalgamated Reform Club and 
Fredericton Amateur Minstrels. There were 
about two hundred persons, chiefly relatives 
of the performers, present.

Ottawa, Feb. 12, 1880.

At three o’clock this afternoon His 
Excellency the Governor General pro­
ceeded irom Rideau Hall to the 
Chamber of the Senate, and took his 
seat upon the Throne. The members 
of both Houses being present, and 
order restored, His Excellency read the 
following

SPEECH:
lion. Gentlemen of the Senate.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons.
I have great pleasure in meeting yon 

for the despatch of the business ofthe 
country. . The abundant harvest with 
which Providence has blessed Canada 
is a cause for deepest thankfulness,and 
I heartily congratulate you on the ev­
idences which are manifest of a 
recovery irom the commercial and in­
dustrial depression which has so long 
weighed’down the energies of the 
people. Our returning prosperity 
should, I think, direct our attention to 
the circumstances of our less fortunate 
fellow subjects in Ireland where so 
much destitution prevails, and invoke 
your consideration of the best means 
of showing out practical sympathy 
with their distr.ss.

We have reason to congratulate our­
selves on the number of settlers who 
have during the past year come into 
our North-West irom Great Britain 
and the United States as well as from 
the older provinces of the Dom­
inion.

T he visit of two members, the Royal 
Commission, on Agricultural distress 
in the Mother Country, and the favor­
able report of the tenant farmers, who, 
at the instance of my government have 
examined into the farming capabilities 
of the Dominion will, it is believed 
increase the numbers of immigrants 
during the present year. Preparations 
must be made for the reception of im­
migrants, and your attention will be 
specially called to this subject.

Every effbrt has been-made to hasten 
the construction of the Pacific Railway 
from Lake Superior to Red River, and 
no doubt,i8 entertained that the Railway 
will be Opened for traffic between 
those important points within the time 
specified in the contracts. Under au­
thority given by parliament last session 
nearly one hundred miles from Red 
River to the western boundary of Mani­
toba has been placed under contract 
and tenders are abont being asked for 
the construction of another 100 miles 
from the boundary. The completion 
of these two sections will at an early 
day afford railway facilities through, 
out two hundred miles of fertile 
laud in the Northwest after 
exploratory survey of the line trom 
Fort Simpson to the Pino River Pass 
and through the Peace River Country. 
It has been decided to adopt the lo­
cation of the line by Burrard Inlet,and 
contracts have been awarded for 127 
miles between Emery’s Bar, and the 
Fraser River. This work will be 
pushed through when spring opens. 
Its construction will complete 
the most difficult portion 
of Canada Pacific Railway, secure 
connection by steam with the fertile 
district of Kamloups and the capital of 
British Columbia. The adoption of a 
rigid system of economy in ihe man­
agement of the Intercolonial Railway 
has, without imparing the efficiency of 
its working, effected such a diminution 
of expense as to warrant the belief 
that the country will in future be 
relieved from any considerable bur­
den in connection with its operations.

In consequence of Ihe entire failure 
of the usual supplies ot the Indians in 
the North-West, a large expenditure 
has been necessarily incurred to save 
them from starvation. It is hoped thaï 
the efforts that are now being made to 
settle the several bands in the reserve, 
and to induce them to devote them­
selves to the cultivation of the soil, may 
prevent the necessity of similar calls for 
relief in the future .
Genlemen of the House of Commons:

The estimates for the ensuing year 
will be laid before you: they have been 
prepared with all due regard to econo­
my. Yon will be pleased to learn that 
the effect of the tariff of last session in 
the development of the varied indusi ries 
of the country has on the whole been 
very satisfactory. The experience in­
sured since it came into operation in 
March last has suggested the expediency 
of some amendments to which your 
attention will be called.
Hon. Gentlemen ofthe Senate.

Gentlemen ofthe House of Commons.
Bills for the belter organization of 

the civil service, for the consolidation 
of the Inland Revenue laws and for 
the amendment of the acts relating to 
the Dominion lands, to" the public 
works, to the Indians of the North 
West, and to the mounted police force 
will be laid before you. The acts in­
corporating the banka of the Dominion 
will expire next year, and the present 
would seem a favorable time for a full 
confederation of our banking system 
and of the subject of the currency as" 
connected with the banks; also the 
subject of the laws relating to insolv­
ency will doubtless engage your atten­
tion. The increasing foreign trade of 
Canada and the prospects that Her 
Majesty Government will’enterere long 
into negotiations with foreign nations 
on the subject ot their trade àbd com­
mercial relations, demand our closest 
attention and watchfulness while the 
rapid developemeut of the Dominion is 
continually giving rise to important 
matters requiring support and action 
ot Imperial Government with the con­
currence of Her Majesty. _ I therefore 
recommend you to sanction the ap­
pointment of" a permanent representa­
tion of Canada in London to gnard 
her various interests. The subjects I 
have mentioned are of great impor­
tance, I commend them with foil con­
fidence in your wisdom and patriotism 
lo your best consideration.

We can assure you everything goes on 
lovely considering the hard times, and 
we think what is good for home is good 
for the nation, fi Sir Jdhn would con­
descend to give onr humble plan a fair 
trial in practice, we think there would 
be less fault finding on the part of Lady 
Ireland. If there is suffering in Ire­
land it is not altogether on account of 
bad crops. 'We are informed that there 
ire 110 less than 18,000,000 pounds of 
meat leaving Ireland every week, and 
a great amount of grain which is 
ground into strong drink, part of it 
sold to your children to take away the 
senses God gave them, and that onSun- 
day. We do not pretend to hold you 
blameable for all this state of things, 
but there is something wrong some­
where when Lady Irelah'd in all her 
ancient dignity has to send out some of 
liei" beet children to a strange land not 
to buy corn but to beg^t. Yet what 
else can she do? Can the mother-stand 
to see the children of her bosom 
pinched wiih hunger and cold?
