“A “GHOST SEEN IN NOON­
DAY.

THE STORY WHICH IS EXCITING 
ENGLAND.

We have received the follow- 
extraordinary narrative from a 
correspondent for whose good 
faith and professional acuteness 
of observation we can vouch. 
He substantiates his story with 
full details of dates, names and 
places, which, however, for the 
sake of the survivors, he does 
not wish to be published. With­
out any further preface we lay 
his letter before our readers:— 
As my wife and 1 were sitting at 
breakfast with a guest whom I 
will call Mr. A.—then on a visit 
for the first time to our house 
and neighborhood—our maid 
sefrvant passed out of the room 
on her way to the kitchen. As 
she closed the doorMr A. star tied 
me by saying: ‘T saw a spirit of 
a man following that woman, 
who-as he passed,said distinctly 
in my hearing, 'God judgeth not 
a& man judgeth. I was inno­
cent of the murder for which I 
have been hanged.’ ” “What 
is it like?’ I asked. He replied 
by describing a young Irishman 
whom I recognized at once as 
the husband of toy domestic, 
who a year or two before had 
been executed on the charge of 
murder. Mr. A., a complete 
stranger to the locality, had only 
met me for the first time t wo 
days before, and he was totally 
ignorant of the crime in which 
my servant was so deeply inter­
ested. For obvious reasons the 
subject was never alluded to in 
our household,where the widow* 
was regarded with feelings of 
sympathy„which led us to avoid 
as much as possible all refer­
ence to her husband’s fate, 
had previously good reason to 
doubt whether the evidence 
against him justified his execu­
tion. He had died protesting 
his innocence. His wife and 
friends were firmly convinced 
that although he had been in 
the fight, it was not by his hand 
the fatal blow had been dealt 
In addition to this, I had good 
reason to believe that the real 
murderer was still at large. You 
can easily inline my astonish­
ment when40A.thus suddenly 
ventured upon forbidden 
ground, and abruptly declared 
that Jie spirit of a man who had 
suff*d the capital penalty and 
whose personal appearance ex­
actly coincided with that of the 
unfortunate Irishman, was ac­
tually folding the servant 
about the house proclaiming his 
innocence in accents which, al­
though inaudible to me, my 
guest declared were perfectly 
audible to him. I had heard 
that Mr A. had been a “seer,’’ 
but I was not a little startled at 
this striking illustration of his 
peculiar faculty. 1 remarked 
that it was very strange, and in­
formed him that the woman 
whom he had inst seen for the 
first time when'her ghost ly com­
panion was really the widow of 
an executed felon. Some time 
afterward he exclaimed—“There 
he is again repeating the same 
words/” Intensely interested by 
his sadden and apparently sup­
ernatural confirmation of -my

time afterward we started 
for the town. When we left the 
house Mr A. remarked, “There 
he is following’us,” alluding to 
the spirit. When we had pro­
ceeded part of the way along the 
road, which was quite unknown 
to my friend, I made a detour 
to ms^| a business call and 
went along another street.
A. said, “The spirit is standing 
at the oorner. He says we are 
not going the right way toward 
the place where the murder 
was committed, and which he 
has pgpmised to point out to 
me.” "I replied, **Oh. we shall 
come out in the main road again 
by and by before we reach the 
spot.” We proceeded on about 
a quarter of a mile, and having 
done my business and struck 
the main road again—which 
differed, I may remark, from 
none of the other roads we had 
traversed—Mr A. soon after 
declared, “There is that man just 
on there, waiting for us.” As 
we continued our walk, I pur­
posely refrained from uttering 
a word, even from thinking, as 
far as I could, about the mur­
der, so as to prevent any possi­
bility of my companion obtain­
ing any clue. As we were pass­
ing through one of the lowest 
parts of the town Mr. A. sud­
denly exclaimed—" He 
tells me that it was here 
the murder was committed. It 
was just there (pointing to the 
place in the road where the 
murdered man fell). I see the 
hubbub and confusion right up 
before me as a picture, with the 
people round. He, however,

did notagain tells me that he 
strike the fatal blow. He does 
not excuse himself from being 
morally guilty as being mixed 
up with those who accomplish­
ed the death of the man, but 
strongly maintains he was not 
the murderer.” I will only add 
that in relation to the last in­
cident that Mr. A. described the 
exact spot where the murder 
was committed and the circum­
stances in connection therewith. 
How can you account for that? 
Mr. A. had never been in town 
before,-he had never lived with­
in a hundred miles of it; he did 
not know till within a day or 
two before he arrived that he 
would ever visit it; he could 
not by any possibility have 
known that the poor woman in 
my employ was the widow of a 
man who was hanged. He had 
no conceivable interest in de­
ceiving me, nor was he concern­
ed to prosecute the matter any 
farther. I have in vain attempt­
ed to account for his story, nor 
can I on any of the popular 
hypotheses explain to my own 
satisfaction how he saw that 
ghost at noonday.— Vail Mall 
Omette.

EMIGRATION AND 
TURE.

AGRICÜL'

Of all the nations of the world that 
have planted colonies, England is the 
only one that appears to have suc­
ceeded in the undertaking. Small
as she is, she has pushed out her 
roots into every part of the habitable 
globe. It is the proud boast of her 
people that the sun never sets upon 
her empire and they firmly believe 
that in the near future the universal 
language will be that of the Anglo 
Saxon. The reason that England has 
succeeded while other countries have 
failed in their efforts to plant colonies 
is not because the British Govern­
ment have always pursued a wise and 
judicious policy towards them, but 
because the English people are cn 
dowed with those qualities that arc 
necessary to meet and overcome the 
thousand and one difficulties that 
emigrants to a new country arc said 
to encounter. At the present time 
Canada requires emigrants to settle 
and fill up l he boundless plains of the 
rich and fertile far West she is now 
opening up. The class of meat she 
requires to do this must bo possessed 
of agricultural skill, indomitable per­
severance and a fair amodrit of 
capital as there are virgin forests to 
be cut down, new lands to be tilled 
and barren wastes to be turned into 
smiling landscapes. Fiona all that 
we have heard and read with respect 
to the climate and the character of 
the soil of this new country we be­
lieve we would be justified in our 
description if we weie to use the 
language of Douglas Jerrold and say 
that “yon have only to tickle it with 
a hoe and it will laugh with a har­
vest.” if the British Government 
take in hand this matter of emigra­
tion they will have to pursue a differ­
ent course to what they have been in 
the habit of following heretofore. 
What have been the character of the 
great mass of emigrants they have 
sent out to the colonies? Have they 
not been of a class that was useless to 
themselves and consequently useless 
to the country they were sent to. It 
there was a ncer-do-well in a family, 
was it not a common practice to pack 
him off to the colonies for the pur­
pose of getting rid of him. If there 
was distress in any of the English 
manufacturing towns, were not as 
many ^£.the distressed operatives as 
could be got to "go, sent off to some 
colony or other by the authorities, 
who afterwards congratulated them­
selves that they were so fortunate in 
their efforts to remove them out of 
their sight and thereby get rid of the 
dépenses of their support. This is 
p>'t as it should be, the colonists are 
by no means rich or wealthy and they 
find it tax enough to look after their 
own poor without having the paupers 
of other countries thrown upon their 
hands to support. What is princi­
pally wanted in the colonics is capital 
Secondly, we want the patient agri­
culturist—the man who can make 
two blades of grass grow where one 
grew before. Probably the best émi­
grant in the world for a young and 
rising colony is a young and enter­
prising working farmer with some 
eight or nine hundred dollars to spare 
after paying his passage and obtain­
ing his allotment. Such a man wiU 
thrive, prosper and if ho does not 
grow rich in the course of a few 
years, he will at least he comfortable 
aud independent, owing no man a 
dollar, the lord of his own acres, with 
no rent to pay and the frowns of no 
landlord to fear.

Emigrants of this stamp, even in 
this country, would do well, as they 
could, for a few hundred dollars,pur- 
chase one of our deserted farms, and 
by care and industry in the course of 
a few years they would be in an in­
dependent and prospérons condition.

It becomes our paiuful duty to recerd 
the death of Mas. Jane K. Fowlie, 
beloved wife of George Fowlie, Esq., 
Councillor for Hardwick, which took 
place on Saturday, 22d ult, under pain* 
ful circumstances.

The deceased had been in . her usual 
health until within a fortnight of her 
death. For a considerable time she bad 
the pare of her eldest son, an interesting 
boy of twelve years, who had been an 
invalid for upwards of a year. She re­
tained strong hopes of his recovery until 
the Monday week previous to her death, 
when he, thinking he was dying, called 
the "family around him and. bade each 
one farewell. His; “Good bye, Ma, I 
am dying,•’ was very affecting to any 
One, but particularly so to his devoted 
mothpr. who,finding all her bright hopes 
■crushed,gare way to uncontrollable grief.

limit. The politicians are crazy for 
quick fortunes, nearly every journal is 
influenced by speculators, and if a war 
with iimbuctoo would pay, a war cry 
would be raised. ” Rochefort has charg­
ed Gambetta and ether prominent poli­
ticians with Jiaviug brought about tile 
war in Tunis with no other object, than 
to promote the financial interests of a 
speculative company of which they are 
members. The evidence upon which 
the charges are based has not been all 
published, but he has made enough pub­
lic to make it apparent that they are not 
at least groundless. He is being pro­
