of Protestants was muchymore fair in pro-
portion to their numbers. The prejudice
aiust Catholicity arose from a miscon-
tion of her doctrines. Protestants and

ped the foundations of Government. Con-
servatism on the other hand was opposed
to experimental innovations in Gov-
ernment until  they had - received
the most thorough investigation, The off-
shoots of icalism were Communism, free
love,- infidelity and materialism in philoso-
phy.

THE LABOUR QUESTION IN
MASSACHUSETTS.

Official Statement of Unemployed Labour
in the State—The Total Number Out of
Work Under Thirty Theusand.
