Hon. T. A. Low, Minister of 
Trade and Commerce and possibly 
another minister ; accompanied by 
H. J. Logan, M.P. for Cumberland 
and J. W Russell, tariff expert of 
the Finance Department will sail 
in December for the West Indies in 
connection with the proposed deve 
lopment of trade between Canada 
and those Islands.

After spending the best part of 

4the last three yteart^ since my re 
tirement frdm active participation 
in business, together with a very 
considerable fortune in trying to 
arouse Canadians to a sense of 
their duty in connection with our
fasti-vanishing forest resources, 1 
have about arrived at the conclusion
that the cause of forest preserva­
tion in Canada might as well be 
abandoned. I realize that the pub 
lie is keenly interested but I find 
that an insurmountable stumbling 
block appears when it comes to the 
politicians and exploiters who can 
see nothing beyond their own petty 
interests and to whom the public 
welfare is a joke.

When I see the cold-blooded in­
difference displayed by the govern 
ment at Ottawa, it makes me ash am 
ed of my Canadian citizenship. I 
have decided, therefore to offer 
every acre of land, my pulp mills; 
farms, houses and whatever other 
property I own in Nova Scotia 
to the first buyer who comes along 
and to join in the exodus to 
another country. I am so disgust 
ed with recent revelations that I 
do this notwithstanding my convie 
tion that timberlands will double 
«— "'•♦Mu two voqiq When

the interests become fully aware 
as to just how small the remaining 
supply really is there will be a 
panic in timberland prices, but 
nothing will compensate one for 
living in a country in which he 
has entirely lost all faith of its 
future.

I am convinced that the govern­
ment, after paltering with this is­
sue for many months has no seri­
ous intention of dealing with it 
in the only way possible to bring 
relief, and that no restrictions will 
be imposed upon the shipment o 
unmanufactured wood from freehold 
laud so long as there is a tree left 
in Canada.

Pçrtonally, I have no desire to 
live in a treeless country; r. con 
dition which Canada is fatt ap­
proaching and when I lock around 
and see what other countries, arc- 
doing for the preservation of their 
forests while Canada is doing noth 
ing. there seems to he no good 
reason why I should.

But before departing from the 
land of my birth I want to leave 
a few Serious thoughts with my 
fellow countrymen.

The present combination of polit 1 
cians, exploiters and American gold 
are running and ruining Ca 
nada today. This combinat on is 
too powerful for the people, in their 
present apathetic state to cope 
with. If the people really knew 
wffat was going on behind the 
scenes, it would Uad to a revolt.

FIRE LOSSES DROP 
FIFTY-FIVEPER CENT

A most encouraging example of 

what can be accomplished by cor 

ordinated effort in the prevention 

of fires is contained in the report 

issued by" W.K. Keeson, Director 

of Insurance Canadian Na­

tional Railways, ■ on t^e resutt of 

the preventioir^^Week c ampaign 

on the. lines of the National System 

in Canada and the United States. 

This report shows that during that 

week only three fires were reported 

on the whole of the 23,000 miles 

of the system, tha/t caused losses, 

in excess of $10,000. Th’s contrasts 

with 11 fires during the correspond j 
igg period last year. Mr. Keeson 

in his report says:

“Duing and immediately prior to 

fire prevention week approximately 

3000 agents of freight and pasenger 

stations, located at points which can 

be but seldom visited by the insur 
an ce department inspectons, made a 
self-inspection of the buildings under 
their charge and prepared a report 
on forms which were designed both 
with the object of calling to the 
agents’ attention those fire hazards 
which are the mostcoimmon source 
of fire, add the best means which 
might be taken to prevent or com­
bat them, and to the
company with information as to 
the condition of these buildings.

‘‘It should b a matter of encoura 
gement and satisfaction to the of 
fleers and employes of the Canadian 
National Railways to know that dur 
ing fire prevention week only three 
fires, causing loese^p in excess of 
$10,000 were reported on the entire 
Canadian National system, including 
the Grand Trunk Western Lines as 
contrasted with 11 fires during fire 
prevention^week in 1923. When the 
size of the Canadian National System 
is taken into consideration this ^ 
about as near to a 100 per cent, re­
cord as it is reasonably possible 
to attain.

“While the company with tlie- 
assistance and co operation of the 
officers and employes, has been en 
deavoring to develop its fire fight­
ing resources, the matter of prevent 
ing fires has not been overlooked, 
and as evidence that the effort put 
forth in this direction is now start 
ing to pay dividends, it may be 
ment:one:L that the fire losses for 
the first six months of this year 
amount to $197,659 as contrasted 
with $Ip\*lS for a similar period, 

last year a drop of 55 per cent.
“This reduction ii^fire losses was 

not confined to any particular sec 
tion. but was general over the e- 
tire system. It is accounted for 
largely by the removal of many 
five hazards, the instllation of sa 
fety devices and fire fighting appa 
valus, and a greater appeciation on 
the part of employes of the mOre 
common forms of five hazards.”

Accidents and their prevention are 
causing grave concern in American 
industries today and uprecedented 
erffjorts arp being made to prevent 
them. Of the 41,000,000 persons em­
ployed throughout the United 
States at present some 2,500,000 
meet every year with more or less 
serious accidents. As a result of 
these accidents a total of 227,000, 
000 working days -were lost last 
year. If the average pay of $4.50 
a" uay be multiplied by the total, 
it will be seen that the loss 
to wage earners alone in a year 
totals over $1,000,000.000. In 
other words the lost time caused by 
accidents in a year is*equivalent to 
that lost by over 750,000 men out 
of employment for an entire year.

To reduce the loss caused by ao 
cidents many great industrial plants 
have organized elaborate campaigns 
of education and devised highly In­
genious systems for safeguarding 
their employees. This unique war­
fare is waged relentlessly day and 
night with increasingly gratifying 
results. In the * Bethlehem Steel 
plants for instance with their 70,000 
employees covering many trades, the 
numoer oi ucciubuid îmo Iw» 

duced by nearly one half during the 
past eight years. Accidents to 
the eyes of workmen which were 
numerous in the past have been 
practically eïïifiîhated. It la Inter 
esting to find that the largest num 
her of all accidents comes from 
f.}tUing or tripping in the woik or 
from handling materials or tools 

The programme Includes safety In 
■ pection work, promoting safety can» 
palgns, stimulating live Interest In 
safety work and the maintenance of 
worker’s safety committees. Over 
",000 workers have been trained 

^er the supervision of the medi­
cal staff, in accident prevention and 
first aid work. Each year over 
1,000 men are given this training.

Well-eqipped medical depart 

ments arc maintained and flist Bid 

stations ar established at all im 
portant *enrtes in addition to 
hospitals. Members of the first 
aid units raise a small flag by 
their posts in tne mills or shops 
where they may be working. In 
the case of an accident the bag 
indicates where first aid assistance 
can be had until such time as a 
doctor can be called. 

RADIOGRAPHS TELL STORY

of safety woik Is the custom of 
taking photographs and obtaining 
descriptions of every accident. I 

From these photographs striking 
posters are prepared illustrating 
graphically just how the accident 
occurred with all possible realism. 
The poster or illustration la usually 
in'two parts showing the scene be 
fore and after the accident, and 
stressing the example which result 
ed from carelessness. The name 
of the injured workman accompany 
the pictures and no details are 
ccmmitted which will help to drive 
Borne' the lessons of the accidents 
to other workers.. Charts and varl 
ous florins of circulars and other 
literature reporting accidents, and 
drawing the lesson they teach are 
prepared and circulated throughout 
the plants weekly

CONSERVATIVES 
AND LIBERALS JOIN 

FORCES IN VOTE
J mrion Ojt. 8—Great Britain’s 

first Labor Government virually 
came to an end at 11 o’clock to 
night when by a combination of 
Conservative and Liberal votes the 
House of Commons carried a mo­
tion demanding that a select com­
mittee of the House investigate 
the action of Attorney General Sir 
Patrick Hastings in withdrawing 
prosecution in the case of the Com 
rnunlst, James R*. Campbell acting 
editor of the Workers Weekly 
charged with inciting His Majesty’s 
forces to sedition.

The Government declined to ac­
cept thê motion and treated it as 
a vote of censure which if adopted 
by the House would Involve an ap 
peal to the country against Parlia 
meat’s verdict. The debate was 
sharp and exciting and after it was 
closed the Opposition wanted to 
drop Sir Robert S Horne’s motion 
of censure and vote on Sir John 
A. ^Slmon’g amendment calling! or 
an investigation. On the Govern 
ment’s refusal \o accept th«s course 

the House divided on the question 
as to which it should vote on. By 
a vote of 359 to 198 it was decided 
to vote on the Simon amendment. 
This was equivalent to the defeat 
of the censure motion and - the 
Simon amendment became the sub­
stantive motion and was carif d 364 

to 198.
Announcement of the figures was 

received with loud cheering and 
counter cheering'. The Prime Mi­
nister, Ramsay MacDonald immed’a 
tely aiose and said “In view of 
what has happened Mr Speaker I 
move that the House do now adjourn

This was agreed to unanimously. 
The Premier will see the King to­
morrow and ask for a dissolution Of 
Parliament. It is understood how 
ever, that the Government has decid 
ed to carry on until the Irish boun
