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A Crazy Engineer.

The following extract is from the log
book'of a Mississippi river steamboat-
an :

" an engineer on board a government trans-
port. At the memorable siege of Vicks-
burg my boat was ordered there witha
load of troops. On the 4th of July the
city of Vicksburg was surrendered. A
few days before the fall of Vicksburg I
was ordered from one of the sidewheel
transports on to a large sternwheeler,
then undergoing repairs at Mound City.
Immediately on taking charge of the
new boat I was ordered to raise steam,

~ and when we were all ready orders came
to back out. We were under sealed
orders, which on being opened, proved
to be instructions for us to go to Vicks-
burg, and there take on 300 wounded
soldiers and transfer them to Louisville.
Our down trip was unattended by any-
thing more than a stray shot now and
then from the guerillas in the thicket.
Our crew consisted of a full complement
of officers, fifteen men on deck, and 100
soldiers as a consort to guard us against
an attack from the enemy. When we
were safely moored at Vicksburg carpen-
ters were set to work converting the boat
into a hospital. All things being ready
we backed out with our 300 Confederate
soldiers, that were being taken to a
Northern hospital. Our voyage was
unusually quiet, the woods seemed less
dangerous than at any time since the
war, no shots having been fired at us
since our downward trip. We were at
the foot of Tsland Thirty-seven when the
incident occurred that prompted me to
write this sketch, an incident that
cavsed my blood to almost freeze in my
veins as my fancy wanders back to the
time when I saw death staring me in the
face and me powerless to avoid it. I
came on duty at 2 o’clock at night, and
as Twalked down the guard a feeling of
indescribable loneliness seemed to “seize
my fancy, and in spite of all my efforts
to throw 1t off it seemed to'Increase as I
neared the engine room. I entered the
engine room, and, as far as I could see
everything was in good order, and my
partner was in splendid spirits and
jokingly said : “Don’t blow her up with
all there people on board.” 2

I was at that time an old and ex-
perienced engineer, with an established
reputation for skill, and the strange
admonition rather confused me. I felt
sure the same feeling had taken posses-
sion of my partner that haunted me;
however,  made no response, but pro-
ceeded to inspect the machinery, as was
my custom. I might have been an hour
looking rour.d, when looking up Isawa
wild looking man appear in the engine-
room door, wearing a uniform of the
Confederate army. I paid no attention
to him, but went on with my duty.
Presently I thought I heard some one
slippinguptome. I turned my head
and saw the man standing near me with
an iron wrench raised over my head. T
raised my hand to ward off the blow, but
too late ; only a dull dizziness and I knew
10 more.

When I came to I saw a light that al-
most paralyzed me; there I was, bound
and gagged, while the man that struck
me was watching the steam guage with
eagerness, and which already indicated a
pressure of 175 pounds. The “doctor”
was stopped. As I opened my eyes they
caught the eye of tho soldier, who, with a
maniaeal laugh, said: “There’s a boat
after us, and I'm going to keep ahead of
her. This hoat don't make steam easy,
50 | thought I would stop the ‘doctor,’”
and he laughed again at his own perspi-
cuity, Great heavens! was it true that I
was bound by by a madman, who imagin-
ed he was racing with another steamboat,
and was raising more steam in order to
win the race? [ knew that in a few mo-
ments a horrible explosion must inevit-
ably follow and hundreds ot people pro-
bably be’killed. What ifhe should happen
to change his fancy and start the “doctor?”
Steam increased until it indicated 210

pounds. [held my breath and closed my
eves. Bagerly the mad soldier watched

the increase of steam, and, with a fiend-
ish look, said, “I guess I'll start for the
‘Wdoctors.’ ™ I _saw him put his hand on
the throttle valve, saw the ‘doctor’ start
with a thump that shook the whole boat,
and for several seconds the doctor run,
but was not throwing any water. [ held
my breath, expeeting to be hurled into
into eternity, and when [ saw the engineer
enter the door. At a glance he saw it all,
and with « wzll directed blow felled the
maniac to the floor. Instant orders to
haul fires saved usg; and many a prayer
was offered up for our safe deliverance.
The man that came so near blowing up
the boat had once beena steamboat engi-
neer, but, going into the army, received a
wound on the head from which he lost
his reason. - On this night he had escaped
from his guard.

Note.—The ‘‘assumed population’’ is cale
culated by allotting to each’ year ‘an equal
proportion of the decennial rate of increase
as shown by the census. This method of
comparison is adopted. although it does not
bring out the full measure of the extravag-
ance of the Conservative Governments. It
is an admitted fact——see late pamphlets
issued by the Government on the exodus
question—that the Canadian population in-
creased much faster in Mackenzie’s time
than before or since, owing to an influx
which then occurred from the United States.
If this influx were allowed for, the expendi~
ture in Mackenzie’s time, from 1875 to 1878,
would be less per head than is shown in the

From this statement the public will
learn:—
That the taxation collected has in-
creased in 15 years from $13,687,928 to
$31,810,000, an increase of $18,122,072, or
132 per cent.
That the rate of taxation per head has
increased from $4.07 to $7.02, an increase
of $2.95, or 74 per cent.
That the rate of taxation STEADILY IN
creASED during the Conservative regime
of 1868-74 (Mr. Mackenzie assumed
office in November, 1874, but the rate of
taxation for that year had already been
settled by his predecessors in office.)
That with the entrance of a Reform
Government a steady diminution began
of the rate of taxation per head, and that
this continued till 1879, the estimates
for which year were prepared by Mr.
Mackenzie’s Government.
That with the access to office of the N.
P. Government the taxation took a bound
upwanrd till it reached the present ap-
palling figures. ; &
Bad as these figures are, they do not
show the real extent of the new durdens
borne by the people.  As well as the
new taxation paid into the Treasury,
there is a vast sum of new taxation paid
to protected monopolists under’ the N.
P. From seven to ten millions is a very
low estimate of these N. P. taxes divert-
ed mnto the monopolists’ pockets. Take
the smaller sum $7,000,000, and add it to
the $31,810,000, and it will be seen that
the amount of taxation levied in this
country

This table not only confounds the argu-
ments of those who say that the N. P.
has found for the farmer a home market,
but it. proves where the present pros-
perity comes from—namely, from Can-
ada having been able for the last few
years to sell abroad a greater quantity of
her produce.

What has been the effect of the N, P.
on farmers' expenses?

The effect has been to compel fariners
to pay $1.35 or more for every dollar’s
worth of eotton goods his wife has pur-
chased.

To make him pay $1.40- to $1.60 for
one dollar’s worth of woolens.

To put a new tax ofat least $5 a year
upon him for the sugar he gonsumes.

To make' him' pay at least $1.10 for
every dollar’s worth of boots and shoes,
harness, and other leather goods pur-
chased. :

To take away at least twenty per cent.
of the metal from his implements, and
to make him pay at least $1.10 for that
which,if the taxes on iron were abolished,
he would get for $1. :

To make him pay $1.32 for one dollar’s
worth of carpets.

To make him pay at $1.50 for a dollar’s
worth of earthenware.

To tax his dairy salt 25 per cent. and
his cheese cloth 97 per cent., and at
the same time when the tariff is depres-
sing the price of his cheese by increasing
the cost of freight and handling.

In short, the effect of the N. P. on
farmers’ expenses has been to -lop off
certainly ten cents, from every dollar
that comes into his hands.

Does the N. P. actually discriminate
against farmers ?

It certainly does..

It leaves him without, protection on
those varieties of wool which Canadian
woolen manufacturers have to pur-
chase.

It admits hides free of duty, while
protecting leather and leather-workers.
It permits the introduction in bond of
American produce to be manufactured
in Canada, though the total exclusion of
this American produce was one of the
promises of 1878.

It permits large millers to oring in
Ameérican wheat, and the Government
does not prevent the Tories among these
millers from flooding the Canadian
market with flour from this wheat.

It allows pork-packers to bring in
American swine in bond, and the conse-
quence is that in 1881 there were im-
ported 50,000 head, against 14,000 in
1878. Pretty protection of the native
hogthere ! :

It places a tax on phosphates, land
plaster, salt, and other fertilizers, which
are as truly the farmers’ raw materials as
the untaxed wool is the raw material of

the woolen manufacturer.

Arisona Cowboys.

A GRAPHIC PIOTURE OF THE LAZY AND
DESPERATE RUFFIANS.

The outlaws of Arizona, who have been
the subject of a proclamation by Presi-
dent Arthur, are known as rustlers.
They are the same breed, however, as
the cowboys of ‘Colorado and Texas.
Being further awdy from civilization and
in a country singularly well adapted to
business such as theirs, they have be-
come habitually vicious. Wherever the
cowboy may be Pput and under what-
ever circumstances he may be met he
will be found to be the same animal—

lazy, foulmouthed, desperate, intemper-
ate, full of swagger and brayado, and
careless as well of his owm life and
property as those of others. He wears a
buckskin suit, with a hat having a rim
wide enough to cover his ears and neck
and turn in at the collar-band. In his
leather belt hang two large and fine
revolvers, generally self-cockers, and in
one boot-leg, held in place by two slits-in
the leather, rests a knife of murderous
pattern. The cowbeys range in age
from 18 to 30. The life which they lead

is not conducive to longevity, and . it is
therefore very rare that a genuine cow-
boy more than 30 years of age is found.
If one succeeds in dodging the bullets of
Deputy She-iffs and the gibbet of Judge
Lynch until that period is passed he
generally abandons the trade and takes
to train and stage robbing as a pro-
fession. i

The cowboys, who make t appear-
ance occasionally at frontier towns in
Nebraska, Kansas and -Colorado, devote
the greater part of their time to the
cattle which they are employed to herd,
and in the shipping season drive them to
the nearest desirable railroad station.
On the great ranches they find” no op-
portunity to indulge their lawless pro-
pensities- They literally live among
their cattle, faring but little better than
the brutes which they are hired to guard.
The little cooking which is necessary they
do themselves. They are their own
tailors and doctors, and once or twice a
year when near a fine stream, if the
weather is not too cool, their solitary
shirt is washed after a fashion. When
the round-ups occur and the great cattle
drive is begun, the cowboy’s life begins
to take on a different aspect. The drive
is often long and always dangerous and
laborious. The boys are splendidly
mounted, their horses and saddles being
with the exception of their revolvers the
possessions in which they take the most
pride. Theyride among the. cattle at
imminent Tisk of being trampled to
death, and at night sleep on the ground

When the herd has been delivered and
the boys have partaken freely of frontier
whiskey the trouble begins. If there is
a dance-house near at hand they head
for it and signalize their presence by
attempting to “shoot out” the candles or
lamps as the case may be. As a rule,
they are not disturbed in pastimes such
as this. If they conclude before morning
to “take the town,” then war is declared
and somebody will be killed.

The Arizona rustlers are simply -north-
ern cowboy on an unending spree. They
are wild men. No Apache that ever
lived had less regard for life than they.
They pretend to pay some attention to
cattle, but as that industry in Arizona is
not yet a large one, there is not much in
that line for them to do. Their occupa-
tion is pillage and murder. They travel
in small parties and rob everybody they
meet. The other day a cowboy entered
a little settlement and purchased a can
of corn beef. Taking the meat and a
keg out into the road, he sat down on
the keg and opened the can. When
everything was ready he called to a man
a stranger standing in front of the store
to come and help him eat it. The man
was not lfangry, “You've got to eat it,”
came the command, accompanied by a
movement of the hand, which rested on
a revolver. The stranger advariced
slowly and partook of the meat, evident-

host seemed to enjoy the repast and the
society of his newly-made acquaintance
not a little.

A cowboy entered a hotel dining-room,
sat down opposite to a young man whom
he addressed as a tenderfoot, and began
to throw the dishes and their contents on
the floor. The young man endeavored
to remonstrate with him, but before he
could finjsh his first sentence he was
pierced by a bullet from the desperado’s
revolver. Events like the above are of
daily occurrence in Arizona.—Cor. Phil.

Seme Personal Contrasts

We invite the attention of every man
interested in the futurer welfare of Can-
ada to a brief study of the leading men
of the two great political parties into
which Canadians are to-day divided. Let
us turn first to the leaders. Sir John A.
Macdonald has been long in public life.
His mental and moral characteristics are
well known. Ye is shrewd, keen, clever,
and—urscrupulous. No man better un-
derstands the arts that win popularity.
He has made haman nature a life study,
but he has studied it almost ‘wholly on
the side of its faults and foibles. He
might have been the author of the
famous libel on humanity, “Every man
has his price,” for that seems to have
been the foundation principle of his
public policy. He is a master of the art
of humbug and cajolery. No man knows
better how to find out the weaknesses in
the characters of those with whom he
comes in contact, or having found ‘them,
to use them for personal or party pur-
poses. Thevain man he flatters, with
the convivial he carouses, the weakmind-
ed he deludes, the avaricious he bribes.
He is not even above descending to the
level of the vulgar, and meeting the
obscene jester on his own foul ground.
These be hard sayings, but can any one
who knows the man or has studied “his
career deny that they are true? As a
statesman he has no fixed principles, no
deep studied theories; no lofty or cons
sistent ideal, orif he has any such it would
be hard to say of what sort they are or
how they are to be discovered. His one
guiding principle is expediency.  His
first and last question in any given case
is, if one may judge from the retords of
a long public life, not what is just or fair
or right, but what will take with the
people and bring success to the party.
That he has abilites of a high order, no
one can deny, but his best friends will
hardly claim that those “#bilities have
been made subservient to moral prin-
ciples, or ever consecrated to noble and
unselfish ends. No man knows better
how to make the worse appear the better
reason or to turn aside the keen edge of
an adversary’s logic by a cutting retort, a
humerous anecdote, or a simulated pas-
sion. But his speeches like his acts may
be studied in vain—and this is the radical
defect for which nothing else can atone
—for the evidence of deep-seated con-
viction or abiding faith in great princip-
les. Whatever the “Chieftain”’ may be,
whatever abilites as a leader he may
display, it will hardly be claimed for
him that he is one of the men to whom
honor, and truth; and duty are more
than fame, or place, or power. It is a
significant fact that one could not
seriously ascribe to him such a character
without being suspected of an ironical
intent.

That Edward Blake is a man of a very
different type no one can deny. To limn
his portrait faithfully beside that of the
Premier one would need to make the
contrast in color and feature strong at
every point. Few will hesitate to admit
him at least the equal of Sir John in
native ability. None can deny that he
is much his superior in breadth and
depth of mental culture. If in any re-
spect he seems to fall short of his great
rival in versatility, he certainly far sur-
passes him in profundity. In his modes
of dealing with public questions and men
he differs #oto ceelo from the Tory chief-
tain. While the latter is skilfully plying
the doubtful influences of his #personal
magnetism’ and his petty ad ceptandum
artifices, the former is demonstrating the
Jjustice of his cause, and appealing to the
ingellects and consciences of his hearers.
The great essential which is conspicu-
ously wanting in Sir John'’s speeches in
the most prominent feature in those of
Mr. Blake—the substratum of broad and
well defined principle. No one who is
not afraid of the trouble and toil of think-
ing, and who cares to go to the root of a
matter, can listen to one of his closely-
reasoned addresses without recognizing
the offspring of a- master mind. The
very fact of his careful preparations,
which some are so fond of parading as a
defect, is but another evidence of his
conscientious purpose to know and speak
the thing that is right and true. His
constant appeal to the broadest princip-
les and the loftiest standards is in strik-
ing contrast with Sir John’s habit of
reliance upon plausibilities and shallow
sophistries. This quality in the mind
and in the speéches of Mr. Blake is of
the greatest importance. It is valuable
as an evidence of the sincerity and moral
earnestness of the man. [t is valuable
| as a guarantee, to show extent at least
of the soundness of his views. Itisabove
all valuable on account of its educative
influenee, hoth mer tal and moral, upon
his followers and the young men all over
the country who read his speeches.

Treeless Regions.

The steppes of Asia' are the grandest
of all in extent, and perhaps the most
varied in character ; for not only are the
vast areas of that nearly level and tree-
less country, which lie along the north-
erm and north-western side of all the
great central elevated mass of that com-
tinent, commonly designated as steppe,
but a large part of that central regiom
itselfis described under that name by
recent eminent geographical authorities,
so that we may inclvde in the various
forms of steppe existing in Russia and
Central Asia the grass-covered plains of
the lower region and the almost entirely
barren valleys lying between the various
mountain ranges which are piled up over
so large a portion of High. Asia. Absence
of trees is the essential feature in both
the “steppe” and the “high steppe,” as
these regions have been, and may per-
haps with propriety be designated ; but
the lower regions are in large part well
covered with grass, and suitable for oe-
cupation by a pastoral people, dependent
chiefly for the means of sustenance om
their flocks and herds. while the higher
valleys are almost uninhabitable, very
sparsely covered with a shrubby vegeta-
tion, and both too cold and to ‘dry to
offer any -attractions except to the ad-
venturous geographical explorer, who
has still much to accomplish on the great
central plateau of High Asia before its
topography and natural history will have
been anything like satisfactorily made
out, even in their most general features.
The vastness of the erea which may be
designated as steppe on the Asiatic com-
tinent is almost overwhelming. Nearly
half the 18,000,000 square miles which
Asia * covers is essentially
region, and perhaps a half of that half
belongs to the high steppe division, in
which cold and dryness are the predom-
inent characteristics. ~From the fact
that the steppes of Russian Asia have
been longer known and more written
about than any other in the world, the
term steppe has been most ordinarily
applied to similar areas in other coun-
tries. This is especially the case because
such a use of word has been sanctiones by
Humboldt, who was the first to draw
popular attention to this variety of sur-
face as a feature of importance in physic-
al geography. In North America, where
the treeless regions occupy so large an
area, and where many of the physical
conditions so closely resemble those
prevailing on the Asiatic continent, the
use of the term steppe has never been
introduced among the people. Here, in
fact, the character of the surface and
distribution of vegetation over it, as well
as its climatological peculiarities, have
all been more satisfactorily and fully
made out than in Asia, in spite of the

The immediate effect of the construction
of this read upon the eastern provinces
is to depopulate them, to unsettle the:
- value of property and to drain off capital,
which ought to be kept in them:  No
man can deny that the eastern provinces
would be better off for the mnext ten
years if this road was never begun; yet
at the same time not many persons
object to its construction, looking at the
matter from a national point of view.
But if it had been put te- the - people in
1878 that they would have to-bear a tax

Late advices from the country are to
the effect that the Hon. Mr. Colter’s ef.
fort to carry Mr. Wetmore into the Legis.
lature is mot very well received. Mr.
Colter is really an untried man. His
legislative career is short and he has had
the advantage of being able to lean upon
Mr. Fraser for support. The people, how-
ever, were very well pleased with the
manner in which he conducted himself,
and whether he was in the Government
or out of it, there was no disposition on
the part of any one to prevent his return
for another term. He owed his elevation
in the first place to the strong feeling of
hostility which existed in the country to
the Tory clique which surrounded Mr.

The Liberals of St«. John by a resolu-
tion passed at a grand ‘mass meeting in
the Institute. declare that the issue at
the ensuing élection is “not free trade or
protection, but the amount and best
mode of imposing taxation.” This declar-
ation gives an effectual answer to the
continual prating of the tory press that
protection is the question upon which
the electors have to pronounce. Free
trade is an impossibility in Canada; but
Sfair play to all industries is possible and
the people will have it. One man has as
much right to be protected as another,
and no vested rights in the enjoyment of
special privileges can be tolerated. I'air
play is the watchword of the Liberals:
Monopoly that of the Tories, and the
fight is between them.

In a recent speech at Hamilton Mr.
Blake thus defined his posit.ion upon the
tariff:

He had always said that he was a believer
in the principle of as little interference with
the liberty of tho subject as possible. The
tendency of the world with the ever-in-
creasing means of transport and cemmuui-
cation was to become one in commerce and
universal free trade, but he also recognized
that there were insuperable obstacles in the
way of carrying out free trade pure and
simple. In Canada a revenue must be raised
and, as he believed, direct taxation, for the
present at least, impracticable, it must be
raised by customs duties. It could not be
raised by-putting a tax on a few articles as
in England. The taxes must be spread over
a vast number of articles. In Mr. Macken-
zie's time, as under the present Government,
duties were imposed on certain articles capa-
ble of being manufactured in the country,
thus giving a greater or less advantage to
the home manufacturer. So 1t must always
be, and, therefore, those who raised the issue
of free trade versus protection raised a false
issue, free trade being impossible in Canada.

1t is well known to every one that Mr.
Blake believes in the principles of free
trade, and we have no doubt he will ap-
ply them as far as is possible in the for-
mation of the tariff in Canada; but the
utmost extent to which they can be acted
upon is to give, as we have stated above,
fair play to all industries.

The Increase of the Debt.

Our evening neighbor says that during
the years of Liberal rule the debt in-
creased $8,000,000 per annum,while in the
four years since the rate of increase has
been only $5,000,000 per annum. Ac-
cepting the -figures as correct, but we
are not quite sure we ought to, coming
from the source they do, what do they
signify?

- His staunchest friend used to
admit, before his name was connected
with the contest, that he was using every
legitimate means to get upen the bench,
It was an open secret:that he wanted to
get out of politics, and his friends and
opponents would have both been glad to
have seen him honorably retired.

But if ‘he is not forced out by Ottawa
pressure, why does he come? It is idle
for him to say that his friends called
him out. They did nothing of the kind.
The clique which surrounds him, and
which has largely lived upon him and the

The Dismissal of the Hon. W. M. Kelly,
M. L. C

The remarks on the HeraLD upon the
dismissal of the Hon. Mr. Kelly from the
Legislative Council have attracted a great
deal of attention. Our views are con-
curred in by the legal profession gener-
ally, and considerable surprise is express-
od that no defence of the extraordinary
and unconstitutional act has been at-
tempted. Asa matter of fact it admits
of no defence. Mnr. Keily is as much a
Legislative Councillor to-dayas'‘he was
when he last occupied a seat in the
Council ; and he will continue to be so
until the body in which the law vests the
authority declares his seat vacant. We
are not informed whether it is Mr. Kelly’s
intention to appear and claim his seat,
but in the interests of constitutional gov-
ernment itis to be hoped he will. Such
an unwarrantable assumption of power
on the part of the Local Government, as
is eoxhibited in this arrogation of the
rights eonferred by law upon the Legisla-
tive Council, should be condemned in
most positive terms. The Legislative
Council is charged with certain powers
and responsibilities, which it holds and
exercises for the public benefit, and even
if Mr. Kelly feels inclined to submit to
his dismissal, it is to be 'hoped that the
Council, or some member of it, will as-
gert its prerogatives and by the proper
legal proceedings, test the validity of
Mr. Davidson’s appointment. It seems
necessary now-a-days, in everything one
writes, to guatd against-insinuations from
small-minded journalists that there is no
personal attack intended upon any gen-
tleman whose political position or politi-
cal actions are criticised. We therefore
desire to say that if we are to have a
Legislative Council we would like to see
Mr. Davidson in it; but that we certain-
ly object to his being illegally appointed,
and for the matter of that we have no
doubt -that he does also.

A visit yesterday morning to the establish-
ment of Messrs. M‘Farlane, Thompson & An-
derson revealed a state of affairs which can-
not but be pleasing to the many friends of
this reliable and popular firm. Eleven years
ago the firm started in business with a work-
ing force of twelve men, Yesterday morning
forty-four employes were actively engaged
in the different departments. The business
has been steadily increaging since its founda-
tion, and to-day it occupies the foremost
place among Provincial industries.

THE LOCAL ELECTIONS.

The trick of t.hefrocd government in
bringing the elections for the Assembly
en two days after the Dominion elections
in the hope that they would thereby be
enabled to divert attention from the real
1ssues involved in the local contest will
not prove successful. Such an extraor-
dinary shuffle asthat which made Mr.
Hanington premier would have been
ridiculed out of existence, if it had been
made at a time when the attention of
people was directed to local affairs ; but
being made at a time when every mind
was centered on the course taken hy the
Ottawa Government, it has been allowed
to pass with some expressions of amused
astonishment. The electors, however,
aught not to forget that there are import-

~amt issues involved in the local contest.
‘Fhe premier himself has given us one of
them, namely, shall the province be gov-
emned be Westmorland ? Another issue,-
af greater importance, is, shall a Govern-
ment be continued in power which has
distinguished itself for its trucculency and
subserviency to the Ottawa Tories? or
shall we have an Executive at the head
of affairs which can forget the fact that
the General Government has fat offices
at its disposal, long enough to assert the
rights of the Province ? It is very signifi-
cant that from the reconstructed Govern-
ment such men as Mr. Elder, Mr. McLel:
Ian, Mr. Lynott, and others, have with-
drawn their support. Those supporters
of the administration in the late House
who stood best before the country will

if they are returned, oppose the party led
by Mr. Hanington.

The guestions of local reform, to which |
~—— " the Opposition stand committed, are of

grave importance and come home to the
directors in a direct and unmistakable
sway’ The maintenance of an efficient
school system, the repair of roads and
bridges, and the construction of highways
into new settlements, make large and
eonstantly increasing demands upon the
revenue. These can only be met by the
exercise of a rigid economy and the lop-
ping off of all useless or unnecessary ex-
penditures. A great deal has been said
in reference to the platform of the Oppo-
sition, which has been declared to be de-
structive because it seeks to do away with
eertain public expenditures. Among
these is the maintaining of an official resi-
dence for the Governor.
told by Government organs that no Fred-
ericton elector could vote for a man who
proposed such an idea; but such a pro-
position, besides being in the highest
degree sectional, has really nothing to
commend it. The Opposition do not pro-
pose that the Lieutenant-Governor shall
cease to live in Fredericton ; they merely
propose that he, and not the people at
large, shall keep up the Government
Bouse. It seems to them that it is suffi-
cient if the Province gives to its Governor
who reeeives a salary of $9,000 a year, a
house furnished and ready for his occu-
pation, without being called on to pay
any portion of his household bills. The
Government organs think otherwise, and
custom has long established the usage in
its favor ; but now a change has been
proposed by one party those who contend
that the present arrangement should be
eomtinued should show some reason
for it.

Another change to which the Opposi-
tion stand committed is the abolition of
the Legislative Council. The country at
large has very little confidence in the
second chamber, which has not since
Confederation done much to show that it
had any usefulness. The Government at
ame time professed also to be pledged to
this change, but has receded from its po-
sition without, however, assigning any
reason for it.

The Opposition stands pledged to stop
the sacrifice of the Crown Lands and to
adopt a policy which will enable the Prov-
inee to derive the greatest possible bene-
fit from them, instead of giving them
away to speculators at little more than
nominal prices, as has been the case under

" the management of the present Surveyor

General.
Other important questions are involved
in the local contest, and there is very

little doubt that the majority of the con-
stituencies will return men who will favor
the principles advocated by the Opposi-
tion and will oppose the present Govern-
ment. Under these circumstances it is
important that the electors in every
county should give the local contest the
fullest consideration possible in view of
the greater conflict which is agitating
them., -

MR. FRASER'S POSITION.

Mr: Fraser has published an election
card in his two city organs. It is & docu-
ment of sufficient length to contain a
good deal of matter ; but in point of fact
there is very little in it to explain the
unprecedented course which he has
taken. His organs are likewise discreetly
silent and leave the position which Mr.
Fraser now takes upon the great political
questions which have divided parties, to
be guessed at. On one subject only does
Mr. Fraser speak with any definiteness,
that is when he says that the great issue
in the contest is “whether the policy
under which the affairs of our common
country have so largely improved shall
be maintained.” He is not clear what
pérticular policy he means, but a sub-
sequent reference to manufactures and
capital justifies the conclusion that he is
speaking of the policy of protection as
inaugurated by the Tories. He tells the
electors that he believes when this is es-
tablished as the policy of the Dominion
more capital will be invested in manufac-
tures than there is at present. This is
simply an assertion for which neither
Mr. Fraser nor his organs can adduce any
proof; but it it were true it signifies
simply that neither the capitalists in
question nor the Government, have any
faith in the success of this policy. If the
system of piling up taxes on articles con-
sumed by the poor is gaining in populsr-
ity, it would be more in favorin 1883 than
it is now ; and there would be more cer-
tainty of its being established as the set-
tled policy of the Dominion if Parliament
had been allowed to live out its days than
there is now. 'This reason which Mr.
Fraser gives for offering as a candidate is
the same as was given by the Gowern-
ment for the dissolution of Parliament ;
and it may properly be. met by the same
answer, namely, that it establishes beyond
a question that in the opinion of the Gov-
ernment itself it would not be safe to
wait another year before asking the elec-
torate to pronounce upon the tariff.

Mr. Fraser’s organs are not doing him
Jjustice. People all over the country are
asking questions about him and they are
not' being answered. We will repeat
some of them and invite our contem-
poraries to answer them. No. 1. Does
Mr. Fraser condemn the Pacific Scandal
now, or has he concluded that it is emi-
nently fit and proper that a Government
should accept hundreds of thousands of
dollars from a person to whom an im-
mense contract is to be given,and use
the money in the wholesale purchase of
votes ? Mr. Fraser condemned this trans
action when it occurred, does he pretend
to justify 1t now? Are the men who
were then corrupt and unworthy to be
trusted, upright and honorable now ?
His tri-weekly organ might wrestle with
this question; which is a particularly
suitable one for it to deal with because
until last summer it condemned the men
who took Sir Hugh’s money.

No. 2. Does Mr. Frasher approve of the
tax upon iron, which lays every farmer
in the country under an unnecessary
burden in the price of his implements of
husbandry; does he sanction a tariff
which bears most heavily upon lumber-
ing? Thisis a question which his weekly
organ might attend to, because it pro-
fesses to have always in mind the inter-
ests of the farmers, and none are more
interested in the successful prosecution
of lumbering than they are.

No. 3. Does Mr. Fraser approve of the
course of the Government in giving
$3,000,000 in cash and 3,000,000 acres of
land, worth at least $12,000,000 to a
foreign Syndicate, over and above what a
reliable company, composed chiefly of
Canadians, was willing to construct the
Pacific Railway fér? Both of the organs
might try and justify this enormous waste
of money. It will puzzle their united
ingenuity to do it..

No. 4. What is Mr. Fraser’s opinion of
a Government which gives a pet contrac-
tor $209,000 of hard cash for nothing at
all?

No. 5. Does Mr. Fraser approve of Ger-
mandering ?

No. 6. What does he think of the in-
terference with Provincial rights which
has characterized the last year of the
Macdonald regime ?

No. 7. Does Mr. Fraser approve of tax-
ing the necessaries of life and oppressing
the poor in the interests of wealthy man
ufacturers? Does he think that 55 per
cent. dividend is not a little too much
for any industry to pay which depends
for its profits upon the needs of the
poorer classes ?

No. 8. Does Mr. Fraser approve of
monopolies? Is he willing that one
company should control the whole inter-
nal commerce of the Dominion ?

No. 9. Does Mr. Fraser approve of the
granting of enormous tracts of country
in the North West to rich Europeans,
that they may introduce the unhappy
system of landlordism into Canada?

No. 10. Does he favor the plans by
which the Tories propose to rule Ontario
by the French bleus?

Then the electors are more personal in
some of their queries. They want to
know if Mr. Fraser has become the
apologist of Tory corruption and misrule,
what the date of his conversion was?
They would like to know also how if Mr.
Pickard is the sort of a man that the
Tory organs insinuates he is, he, Mr.
Fraser, came to be his warm friend and
supporter in so many previous confiicts.

ought to be answered, because there is a
great deal of sense in the remark made
by a former staunch friend of Mr. Fraser’s
at a recent meeting in the country, “If
he sees fit to turn his coat that is no
reason Why I should turn mine.”

COMPARISONS.

The Tories are fond of comparisons,
that is, of one or two, which they parade
on every possible occasion. Their chief
glory is the surplus revenue which they
never grow tired of comparing with the
financial exhibits under the Mackenzie
regime, conveniently forgetting the fact
that Sir Charles Tupper in 1878 condemn-
ed a surplus as a thing no Government
hsd a right to have. But Sir Charles
was wrong. A surplus which is the re-
sort of prudence and economy is a thing
which a Government has a -right
to be proud of; but it ought,
asccording to the English system of
finance, to be followed by an immediate
reduction of taxation. A surplus which
is created by heaping on unnecessary
taxes is an outrage, yet the Tories boast
of it. The surpluses of the last few years
has been produced by the simple expe-
ditious way of adding over fifty perjcent.
to the people’s taxes. So-that although
the expenditure was increased about
thirty per cent. a surplus was inevitable
But the Tory journals and the tory speak
ers boast as though some one -expected
them to steal the twenty per cent. over
and above what they managed to expend
by a most reckless and prodigal adminis-
tration. It is no doubt a matter for
surprise and congratulation that under
a tory government which gave away in
land and money $12,000,000 to the Pacific
Syndicate; which made Onderdonk a
present of $209,000 and committed other
financial outrages of this discription too
numerous to specify, there should be
anything left of the revenue no matter
how large it may be ; but that the people
ought to rejoice because so much money
has been unnecessarily wrung from them
isasking a little too much. The com-
parison between the Mackenzie and
Macdonald administration is this that
during the former not a dollar of un-
necessary taxes was laid upon the people,
while during the latter over sevenleen
millions more have been levied than

have been expended, and we venture to|

say almost an equal amount expend-
ed which might have been saved ; while
in addition the people have had to pay
many millions to the rich capitalists in
whose interest these taxes are imposed.
Who pays these taxes? In the days
when the Liberals were in power the
principle adopted was to place the
great portion of the burden upon luxuries
and articles used by the rich; in the
tory years the greater burden has been
placed upon the necessaries of life and
upon articles used by people who are
comparatively poor. Why was this done?
It was because the capitalists, who wished
to make usurious profits, wanted the |
masses for their customers feeling that
they were the least likely to discover the
imposition and the least able to help
themselves. By the poor we do not
mean those who are in destitute circum-
stances,but the laboring classes, mechan-
ics, the great body of farmersand all men
everywhere of limited means- These
form the great body of every constit-
uency, and upon them the full weight of
this oppressive tariff falls. If protection
is such an excellent thing why are not
those luxuries taxed heavily which my
lord of the cotton mill or the baron of
the sugar refinery uses?' This would
never do from a tory standpoint. And a
benevolent Finance Minister who only
requires the rich man to pay 20 per cent.
upon his fine shirting while the poor
man pays 40 per cent. on what he buys
for himself, meets the cry of the people
for reduced taxation by taking the duty
off game cocksand pure bred spaniels.
When the laboring man finds the cotton
dearer which he would buy to clothe his
little ones and the whole cost of his
living increased, how happy he must
have felt to know that the people’s Sir
Leonard, the only great and heaven-born
financier, had listened to the cry which
went up from the dog fancier and
graciously consented to admit his pup-
pies free of luty, so long as they were
pure bred. The policy of the Liberals is
not to increase taxes for the purpose of
enabling rich men to get richer; but to
equalize the burden of taxation so that
every class in the community may bear

its legitimate share.

SIR JOHIN’S TACTICS.

Sir John Macdonald has taken to
threatening the Ontario Government.
By the law as it now stands the Ontario
Legislature has control of liquor licenses
in that Province, and under the leader-
ship of Mr, Mowatt a most excellent
license law has been passed, which have
given so much satisfaction that the old
Dunkin Act, or permissive bill, which
was in force in many Counties, was prac-
tically abandoned, even before the en-
forcement of the Canada Temperance
Act. Sir John, at Yorkville the other
day, threatened that if he was sustained
he would pass a law at Ottawa to take
away this right from the Ontario Legisla-
ture. Such tactics as these are inexpli-
cable except upon the supposition that
the Premier recognizes that his hold
upon Ontario is gone. The people every-
where are interested in this matter. They
cannot permit that the central Govern-
ment shall interiere with the manage-
ment of those departments of legislation
which come within the szope of the local
Houses. We make no point of the fact
that this is ‘a bid for the vote of the large
class of men in Ontario, who favor a less
stringent license law than that at present
in force. That is-a matter more particu-
larly for the consideration of that Pro
vince. What we are concerned with is
the determination evinced by the
Premier to stop at nothing in interfering
with Provincial rights. It is Ontario’s
case to-day; it may be New Brunswick’s
to-morrow.

Mr. Dykeman’s loss is about $1.800,
with $1,400 insuranee in the Western, John
Richards & Son, Agents. Patterson’s dwel-
ling was worth about $400, and was unin-
sured, Wynn’'s was worth about $700 and
was nninsured.

University Honor Examinations.

The University Honor examinations, which
took place June 1st, 2nd and 3rd, have pro-
duced strange results. The different prizes
offered each year are determined by five ex-
aminations, two at Christmas, two at Easter
and one at the end of the year. This last
one counts double, so that the highest possi-
ble number of marks for each prize is 6,000.
The above examination is the last for this
year, and by it the competitors for no less
than . three different prizes have virtually
made ‘‘ties.” For the Lorne Gold Medal,
offered this year for proficiency in Classics,
and open to the Senior and Junior classes,
William Brodie, ’83, J. R. McIntosh, "82, and
F. B. Meagher, ‘83, have made the average of
757, 750, and 745 respectively.

For the Lorne Silver Medal, open:to the
Freshmen in Science, Messrs. Duff and Gan-
ong have made 968 and 965 respectively.

For the Microscope, open to the Junicers in
Science, F. Sty. Bliss and H. Barker have
made 903 and 901 respectively.

It has been decided to award the Lorne
Gold Medal to Mr. Brodie, the Lorne Silver
to.Duff, and to give two money prizes to
Bliss and Barker, the whole amount being
equal to the price of the microscope. As re-
gards the medal, this seems the only way of
awarding them, but as the microscope is pre-
sented by the University, and the competi-
tors have come so very close, it would seem
the most reasonable and the most satisfac-
tory way, to the competitors at least, to pre-
seit two microscopes.

Only once before this time hasa ‘‘tie” oc-
curred for this prize. That was in 1876.
when Mr. Broad and Mr. Towers made about
the same average. Then the Metropolitan
presented a microscope to cune of the com-
petitors and the University one to the other.
Last year Meagher and Brodie in competing
for the (lassical scholarship, came so close
that the prize was divided.

COUNTY OF SUNBURY..
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English Women.

A London correspondent of tle Boston
Herald says :—There is -a difference in
the appearance of London and New
York or Boston ladies. Here they wear
their hair cut'short and parted on the
side. They also wear thin dresses, cut
low, when they go to theatres. That is
to say, the two matters mentioned are
ordinary seen in people who go to thea-
tres in first-class style. The hair fashion
gives them a bold, hard look that is not
easy to get used to orglike. English
women are better looking in this shape
than those of any other country would
be. They are, as a general thing, big-
headed, lowly creatures, who do not re-
quire the addition of hair to give their
faces size. They have round necks and
plump shoulders almost invariably, but
their arms are, for the most part, very
masculine in appearance. That is to say,
they are lean and long, thin above the
elbows, big just below the joints, and
shaped generally with §more indications
of sinew than grace. As a consequence,
ane sees very few arms actually bared,
even in the proper theatrical costumes.
They are generally covered with lace of
some kind, mostly black, and always
very thick. Hands and feet in England
are constructed with a liberal regard for
the raw material that is quite pleasing to
observe. I never saw such extremities

«in my life, especially on the women ; and
asif to purposely aggravate this con-
dition, there are no shoes that properly
fit their female wearers. Men’s boots

. and shoes can be had in almost any

style here, but I have yet to see a well
shod woman in London. . The foot-gear

is of that atrocious *loose-in-the-heel de- |

seription which makes its wearers wab-
ble around as they walk in a peculiarly
distressing way. Paint and powder are
used in New Yeork; they are lavished
Bere. I don’t know who first started the
talk about fair English complexions.
Women with clear skin are not one half
se plentiful here as they are in America.
Ihave not seen a dozen really pretty,
natural compiexions since I arrived on
this side of the water. But I have seen
an amount of “make-up” that I would
mat have believed had its existence in
aetnal use the world over. Seven

eighths of the women one meets in any
part of London are chalked and rogued
till you can’t tell whether they are yellow
ar white in their natural state. I met an
old girl on Regent-street the other day,

who was a study in colour. The Whistler
would probably call her a nocturne in red
and gold. She was 60 years old if she
was a day. Her hair was bleached to
that horrible tint of orange which never
existed under natural conditions, her
eyebrows were carefully lengthened - out
and arched. Her thin cheeks were
colored a brilliant oarmine, and her
upper eyelids were shaded to match.
The balance of her visible cuticle was of
that blue and shiny quality one sees in
cheap porcelain. Lips a vivid pink.
Her dress had a yellow and black striped
underskirt, cut short and drawn - tightly
around her ankles, so as to aggravate the

large size of her feet, and a deep red
everskirt also drawn tight, to aggravate
the smallness of the rest of her. It was
buttoned in the back like a school girl’s
gown, and the little hat that was perched
am top of her orange curls was a wonder-
fal thing in feathers and roses; yellow
kid gloves to the elbows and a parasol
red outside and yellow inside, completed
the costume. This gay young bird came
tripping down the sidewalk, leading a
shaggy little dog by astring, and simper-
ing sweetly upon all who passed her by.
Some of the men smiled as she went
along. In New York or Boston she
would have been looked upon as prob.
ably belonging to some museum. But
amid all the fantastic, yet slouchy,dresses
ane sees here, hers was not so striking as

to attract more than passing notice.

Even his most impassioned utterances
were not rapid ; he sometimes hesitated
for a word, and sometimes recalled a
wrong one and substituted another; but
he did not tie together broken fragments
of sentences with those dreadful “ughs”
the English speaker so constantly in-

ARRIVAL OF THE SURVIVORS AT NEW YORK.

New York, May 28.—The White Star
steamer Celtic, which sailed from Liver-
pool on the 18th inst., was- sighted off
Fire Island at eleven o'clock to-night,
and arrived at the dock at about six
o'clock this morning. Among her pas-
sengers were four of the Jeannette's sur-
vivors, the party consisting of Lieut.
Danenhauer, Dr. R. 8. Newcombe, natur-
alist of the expedition, Jack Cole, and
Longsing, seamen. Mr. and Mrs. Wash-
ington Danenhauer, parents of Lieut.
Danenhauer, and Walter Danenhauer,
his brother, who came to the city in
order to greet them, chartered the steam-
boat Birkbeck to take them down the
bay to meet the brave survivors and
bring them up *» the city. They were
accompanied L, Judge Daly and other
members of the Historical Society. The
Birkbeck, with the party on board, met
the Celtic at quarantine at 3 o'clock in
the morning. A large delegation went
down to welcome Danenhauér and his
companions. Among the number were
many of Lieut. Danenhauer’s personal
friends from Washington and representa-
tives of prominent newspapers through-
out the country. By special permit
obtained by Mr. James Gordan Bennett,
Lieut. Danenhauer was transferred to
the Birkbeck, upon which, awaiting his
arrival, were General Grant, Chief Jus-
tice Daly, and Mrs. Delong. :

1t is said that the meeting between
Mrs. Delong and Lieutenant Danenhauer
was very affecting, as well as the meeting
between his parents and himself. What
transpired in the interview was of course
not enquired into, but on emerging from
the Celtic it was noticed that * Lieut-
enant’s eyes were reddened with the
emotion which he must have experienced.
The rest of the trip to the city was oc-
cupied with welcomes and congratula-
tions -between the lieutenant and the
guests on the Birkbeck. He will be
tendered a public reception at the rooms
of the American Geographical Society on
Tuesday next, and the following evening
will be the chief guest at a banquet at
Delmonico’s.

Dedicated at the early age of ten, they
were bound to a service of thirty years,

-after which they were permitted to re-

turn to the world, and even to marry.
They wese held in great deference by
the Roman people, places of honor near
the patricians and senators were ap-
pointed for them in the amphitheatres,
and the signal for the commencement
of the games was given by a Vestal Vr.
gin. When they passed along the streets,
in their chariots of ivory and gold,
lictors preceded them, crying aloud,
“Make way for the Vestals!” Every one
stopped, and all heads were bowed in
silence ; it was profanation to look on
them. If convicted ofa breach of -her
vow of chastity, or of having allowed the
sacred fire to expire on the altar, the
Vestal was condemned to be huried
alive. On those occasions as the melan-
choly train passed from the temple to
the field (still called the Campo Sceler-
ato) beyond the walls, where the sepul-
chre was prepared, not a creature was
seen in the streets; every house was
closed, as in a time of general mourning.
The flamens preceded the unhappy
victim, who, stripped of her rich orna-
ments, and wrapped in grave clothes,
was consigned, after many rites and
prayers, to her living tomb—a vault of
small dimensions, in which was placed a
couch, and on a table a small provision
of bread and water, a lamp, and some
oil. The entraace was then built, and
the Vestal left to her lonely and dreadful
death.

He
may assume the right to try titles to land,
but who ever before knew of a case where
the titles to land were tried in a Magistrate's
court. This is, in my opinion, where the
bogus comes in. 1 last January sold & farm
of land (not marsh land) situated in the
Parish of Southampton to a number of per-
sons. They paid me a fair price forit. I
gave them a deed of the same, duly signed
and sealed, before a Magistrate. I also
notified the Assessors of that Parish that
the property had passed out of my hands
and in fature to assess the real owners of
the same. The assessors did so, and these
gentlemen have thereby become m(epayer;y
in the County of York. If they are liable to
pay a commercial traveller’s license for
doing business in this city, then every other
ratepayer in the County is also liable, as I
know of no law making a distinction be-
tween ratepayers.

According to the law
laid down by the Capital the deed I gave
him was illegal, because I did not get it re-
corded. Surely such nonsense has not been
written by any person having his proper
senges. [ believe ii pruden* and advisable
for a purchaser of real estate to have his
deed recorded. But if he has implicit con-
fidence in the person from whom he pur-
chases, he may be in no hurry in recording
his deed. Ihave nodoubt but these gentle-
men will record theirs when it suits their
own convenience, and that is their business
and not Mr. Cropley’s or any other person.

The other charges in the Capital are so |-

contemptible that I feel it my duty to pass
them over as unworthy of my notice, and
regret that after a close and friendly ac-
quaintance, extending over a period of thirty
years, Mr. Cropley should, witheut any just
cause, charge me in the public press, with
giving a bogus deed for a paltry sum, in
order to cheat the city out'of her just dues.

The P. M. feeling that his great
dignity had been offended ordered me out of
Court, which I felt tobe a gross injustice
not only to myself but to my client, whom 1
was trying to protect, 1 have ever treated
Judges and Magistrates with the utmost re-
spect, but in this case patience ceased -to be
a virtue.
