FALL ON THE FARM.

The Storing of Tubers, Cabbage and the
Like for Winter Use.

Turnips, parsnips, carrots and beets
may be stored in pits outside of the barn
or in mounds. One of the methods that
has been tried with success, is to store
them in bins, using dry sand to fill in be-
tween them. This method permits of
using them at any time, while, if they
are stored in pits, they may be sealed up
by the frost.

The usual mode of storing cabbages for
winter, is to bury them, heads down and
roots up. A better method is to place
them close together in a furrow, roots
down,, then throwing the dirt to them,
and adding another layer of dirt, antil a
compact bed of cabbages is made. Now
cover with straw or hay, and place corn-
stalks on the hay. When wanted for use
remove a portion of the hay, cut off the
heads desired and leave the stalks. Inf
the spring remove the hay and the cab-
bage stalks will produce early sprouts or
greens. All that is necessary is to keep
the cabbages from thawing two suddenly.
If buried head down they soon begin to
rot after the frost is gone and the rains
come in the spring. 3

Regarding the poisoning of fruit by
spraying with arsenical compounds, it is
estimated that & man must eat several
barrels of apples at one time in order to
get a fatal dose. o

In storing away onions for winter, spread
them in thin layers, first allowing them
to become thoroughly dry after harvest-
ing. Do not disturb them afterward. If
onions should become frozen during the
winter they will be but little damaged if
left undisturbed.

Fruit that is shipped to market in
barrels, crates or large boxes may be
made to give a larger profit if shipped in
neat baskets or small boxes instead, and
the cost of the baskets will be but a small
sum compared with the increased prices
secured by the more attractive appearance
of the fruit.

A young colt is an animal that seems
to meet with more accidents than any
other and should be carefully looked
after until weaned.

Farming is a busiress which depends
on many little details and conditions af-
fecting each farm. The frost may appear
on a plot of land, while but a hundred
feet away its effects if any, may not be
noticed. One plot will be more difficult
to work than another adjoining it, and
the exposure of the land to the sun, its
drainage, \zts nearness to timber, the
texture of the soil, the kinds of crops
previously grown, and other matters,
make a farm entirely different from the
next, each farmer being governed by cir-
cumstances affecting his farm only.

When a hog is compelled to eat a por-
tion of his food in the shape of filth he
will not increase as rapidly as when fed
on clean and wholesome food. Many
supposed outbreaks of hog cholera may
be traced to overfeeding on corn exclu-
sively and Iack of cleanliness.

JERSEYS FOR THE DAIRY.

With the continual decline in the prices
of all cereals, more farmers are gradually
awakening to the fact that some other
field of industry must be opened if they
would lift the mortgage from their homes,
or enjoy ary of the comforts and luxuries
which wealth alone can buy.

Many of these overburdened farmers
have, along with their grain-raising, dab-
bled in dairying; but, from lack of care
and understanding of the laws of in-
breeding, their stock has degenerated
until the profits, if profits they may be
called, when the cost of keeping is con-
sidered, amount to the few necessities of
the table.

The fact that good butter always com-
mands a steady price, as shown by the
market reports of any paper, has led
many people to enquire more closely into
the nature and possibilities of this par-
ticular branch of dairying. That there
must be a change in the grade of their
stock most farmers are convinced, and to
those beginners who cannot afford the
time or means to prove which breed of
cattle is best adapted to their needs the
experience of open-eyed, truthful men is
invaluable. Among the many breeds
whose merits have been discussed and
advocated by leading dairymen are the
Jerseys. These cattle, natives of the
channel island of that name, have been
introduced into our country by the pro-
gressive American, who saw in them the
possibilities of a grander sphere of useful-
ness than that of mere ornamentation.
That they are particularly well fitted for
dairy purposes is shown by the quality of
their milk and the readiness with which
they convert their food into butterfat. It
has long been conceded by experienced
dairymen — and this is indeed the Jersys’
strong point-—that they produce more
butter from a given amount of proper
food than any other breed; and since
economy is one of the roads to wealth,
the man who feeds a dollar’s worth of
food to a Jersey cow and receives in re-
turn two dollars for his labor is nearer his
goal than the possessor of inferior stock,
who ofttimes is not repaid for the food
they eat, to say nothing of his labor.
Then to change these unprofitable
animals, which yield three or four pounds
of butter a week, for those requiring no
more food or care, and which produce
eight or nine pounds a week, is a question
which ought to command his immediate
attention. 3

The widespread distribution of Jersey
cattle throughout the United States proves
that they are not restricted to any par-
ticular climate, and their rapid increase
proves that they are not more susceptible
to disease than any other breed.

Consumers of milk in cities are more
quick to appreciate the difference in
quality between Jersey and ordinary
milk than we would suppose, and they
would be willing to pay a better price if
they could be guaranteed the better arti-
cle. That the owner of Jersey products
could readily create a demand for his
articles is unquestionable. Why, then,
should he not? Now that the patrons of
many cheese-factories are being paid ac-
cording to the amount of fat found in
their milk, there is an added stock.
Many people will tell you that the high
records made by some Jersey cOws are ex-
ceptions ; but it is not to these special
cases, which you, from lack of means,
perhaps cannot afford to imitate, but to
the record of the general Jersey we would
have you turn for convincing proof that
ghe might be your home’s salvation. It
is a mistake among amateur dairymen
that they seek to combine the qualities of
a beef and butter producer. This in-
variably results in a beef producer ; but
if he persists in his object, let him not
tamper with the Jersey, whose mission is
strictly that of butter-making.

There is much for the beginner to learn

concerning the proper food and care of

the Jersey, and there is no better means
than through the columns of some good
dairy paper, rich with the experience and
counsel of men who have made these
cattle a grand success.-

Their beauty, their gentleness, and
above all, their superior qualily of their
milk, justify them in their claims to the
title of “ dairy queens,” and make them a
desirable object in the eyes of the con-
templative buyer. To possess a Jersey is
to be inspired to nobleness, and to care
for oneis to be educated to gentleness
and an appreciation of beauty.

REASONING POWER OF BEES.

In a Rainstorm They Select the Shelter
of Heavy Foliaged Trees.

A few years ago the person who might
give ufterance to the idea that any but
human beings possessed reasoning powers
would have been guilty of rank heresy,
says the Philadelphia Ledger. But with
advanced enlightenment, there are thou-
sands who have been driven to the belief
that the divine light has not been given
to man alone, but to animals as well, even
insects coming in for a share of that force
which iz a grade higher than instinct.
Close <hservers are continually making
public examples which show that that
class of animal life which has been design-
ated as “the lower orders” when compared
with human kind accomplishes results the
working out of which can scarcely be as-
cribed to instinct alone. This reasoning
faculty is especially noticeable among dogs,
while many other animals evince a power
of thought, of ability to reason, really
remarkable, In a communication to the
academy of natural sciences some time
ago, Prof. Mehan related an incident that
came under his own observation which,
while not conclusive evidence of reasoning
power in insects yet is strongly indicative
of it. During a light spring shower the
professor took shelter under a large linden
tree in full bloom. While there he noticed
an unusual number of bees busily at work
among the flowers of the linden, while a
tree of another species, close at hand and
also in bloom, had no bees about it. The
reason was quickly apparent to him. The
deserted tree was light of foliage and the
rain poured through freely, while the lin-
den had heavy foliage and in such abun-
dance that the rain was shed almost as
perfectly as from an umbrela. The bees
were evidently aware of this, for they
came and went directly to and from the
linden, ignoring the other tree entirely.
He assumed, and seemingly correctly, that
this could not be purely instinct, but was
the result of reasoning, of low order per-
haps, but still a line above an “inward
impulee, unconscious and involuntary,
which guides to the performance of an
action without thought of improvement
in the method.”

HOW HORSES SLEEP.

“Did you ever notice how horses sleep?”’
asked a Maine horseman the other day.
Receiving a negative reply, he continued :
“Well, they don’t all sleep one way by
any means. Some, in fact a good many,
sleep standing and rarely lie down.- Such
a one you may approach and almost touch
before he wakes up, if you come at the
right “time and without muck noise.
Others lie down, but not all one way.
Usually they will settle back and drop
over on one hip first. In rising they will
put out one front foot first and then the
other, bringing up the hind parts last.

*But some horses get up and down cow
fashion, that is, they will get on their
foreknees first. Such a one may always
be told by the dirty condition of his knees.
The etrangest horse I ever saw in this re-
spect was one I owned for some time.
His first movement was to pull back on
his halter as if testing itsstreagth. Then
holding it back taut he would sit down
on his haunches exactly like the trick
pony at the circus,and in that attitude
he would sleep, snoring like a man. I
thought he was afraid to lie down, fearing
he would not be able to get up, and took
this queer fashion as a substitute.”

FINDING THE CONTENTS OF BINS.

Every farmer ought to know how to
measure his products without taking the
trouble to remove them from the bins or
other receptacles. For instance, two
cubic feet of dry corn in the ear will
make a bushel, and to find out how many
bushels there are in a crib take the in-
side measurements, multiply the length
by the breadth, this by the height and
divide by two, which will give the nam-
ber of buehels of shelled corn. In apples
and potatoes get the cubical contents as
before, divide by eight and point off one
figure for decimals. In hay find the
cubical contents and allow 512 cubic feet
to the ton. The result in each case will
be so nearly correct that the difference
will be inappreciable.

SAYS HE IS A MESSIAH.

Onser Bay, Mass, Sept. 17.— Henry B.
Foulke, known as the president of the
Mahatmas in this pleasant retreat of the-
osophists and Spiritualists, announced to-

day that he is the Messiah. He says he |+

has been reincarnated no less than seven
times, that he has more or less recollec-
tion of them, and that Mme. Blavatsky
came to prepare the way for his entry as
the Christ, and to straighten out the
serious condition of things now existing
in the religious and business world. He
says that he is in constant communication
with the “ shades ” and that his announce-
ment and actions are placed far beyond
his personal control by the shades of the
Thibetan brotherhood.

He prophecies that war and bloodshed
are soon to follow the battle of labor
against capital, and that socialism is soon
to come on top. He adds that Lieut.
Totten is a great prophet, and that much
that he has told will come to pass.

Mr. Foulke has made many converts to
his theosophical ideas at the camp
grounds. His strongest adherents are
among the women. He is unpopular
with the old time mediums, who seem to
fear this new order of occult science. He
makes no public or set speeches, nor docs
he attempt to mount the rostrum under
the oak trees or in the temple in the cen-
tre of the grove. He keeps away from
the spiritualistic leaders and mediums.

HOW MOOODY MET SANKEY.

The Great Evangelist Heard the Sweet
Singer by Chance.

It was at Indianapolis in 1870 that
Moody and Sankey first made each other’s
acquaintance, says the Congregationalist.
Mr. Moody was already displaying that
zeal in evangelistic work which subse-
quently made him famous, though then
his efforts and his reputation were con-
fined largely to Chicago. Mr. Sankey’s
home was in New Castle, Pa., where he
was then serving as an internal revenue
officer. His father was a banker and
active in politics, and held under Lincoln’s
appointment the important position of
collector of internal revenue for four large
counties in Western Pennsylvania. Young
Sankey was then a Christian, having been
converted a number of years before during
a Methodist revival, and his talent of song
had already begun to be used.

Coming to Indianapolis to attend as a
delegate from New Castle the National
Convention of the Young Men’s Associa-
tion, Mr. Sankey attended one morning a
6 o’clock prayer meeting, held in the base-
ment of the first Baptist church, led by
Mr. Moody. The singing dragged and
Mr. Sankey, at the suggestion of a minis-
ter who was seated beside him, started up
the familiar hymn, “There is a Fountain
Filled With Blood.” Tt went well and
was followed by other songs equally suc-
cessful, and Mr. Moody became so inter-
ested that he looked about to see whence
the new impetus in singing came. After
the meeting closed, with characteristic
quickness of decision, Mr. Moody, hardly
waiting for an introduction, said to Mr.
Sankey :

“You’re the man I have been looking
for for the last eight years. Come and
lunch with me?”

The invitation was accepted, and later
in the day the two men "got together and
the subject of a future combination of
forces was talked over in downright earn-
est. Mr. Moody pressed upon Mr. Sankey
the duty of at once joining him in Chi-
cago, but in Sankey’s mind there was
some practical objections, arising from his
business and family connections. “I am
a government officer,” he said to Mr.
Moody, “and may find it difficult to get
released.”

“There is a better government than
this to serve,” was the reply. But, per-
suasive as Mr. Moody was, he did not
carry his point then and there. Mr.
Sankey toek several months in which to
consider the matter.

After the convention Mr. Sankey went
back to New Castle and talked the matter
over with his wife and family. He did
not see his dutyj clearly all at once, but
Moody kept writing for him.to come to
Chicago, and at last persuaded him to go
out for a week to look the ground over.
Arriving in Chicago in the early morning,
he went first to Mr. Moody’s house, reach-
ing there just as family prayers were
being held. Almost before Mr. Moody
introduced him to his family he asked
him to sing a hymn, and thus contribute
his part toward the informal service of
praise.

On Sunday a large meeting was held in
Farewell hall, and, as the organist hap-
pened to be absent, Mr. Sankey had to
sing without instrumental accompani-
ment, not even having a small cabinet
organ there. The effect of the service
upon the people there was so marked that
Mr. Moody turned to the singer and said :
“You see I was right”” From that time
until the present these two men have
been co-laborers, and the story of their
career here and in Great Britain 1s so
familiar that it need not again be re-
hearsed.

AT LAW OVER A CAUL.

Mrs. Ella Johnson, who lives at 1,553
Crease street, Philadelphia, recently be-
came the proud mother of a bouncing
baby boy, and when it became noised
about that the lusty youngster had come
info the world with a caul the happy
mother was deluged with congratulations,
which she received with becoming
modesty, satisfied with the knowledge
that her offspring, because of his lucky
face covering, would be free from most of
the ills and dangers of ordinary mortals.

But in a few days Mrs. Johnson’s joy
was turned to mourning. The caul had
disappeared. Suspicion fell upon Harriet
Price, who lives at 1,352 Crease street,
who had presided over the sick room
during Mrs. Johnson’s hours of anxiety.
Mrs. Price is a professional nurse, and
therefore knows the value of a caul. Mrs.
Johnson says the nurse stole it, and sold
it to a sea captain for $50. She ac-
cordingly had the nurse arrested, and
magistrate Hackett, was stumped by the
strange story told in his court.

In her own defence Nurse Price de-
clared that the Johnson’s household cat
had stolen the precious caul from off the
bureau. This story was not credited, but
magistrate Hackett confessed himself in a
quandary, and held the case under ad-
visement.

CLARENCE BROWN’S MISTAKE.

Clarence Brown, a 15-year-old colored
boy, was milking a cow for J. N. Wilson
of Lexington, Ky., and tied the cow’s tail
around his leg in order to keep the cow
from switching that appendage in his tace.
When Brown had finished milking he
neglected to untie the cow’s tail, and
started to take the pail of milk into the
house. When the cow discovered that all
was not right with her tail feeling the pull
she started on a long gallop across the
pasture, and owing to the fact that the
tail . was tied to Brown's leg in a hard
knot the boy was obliged to follow the
cow much against his will. After mak-
ing two rounds of the two acre lot, with
the boy dragging to her tail, the scared
animal was headed and Brown was picked
up almost dead.

NO COURTSHIP IN JAPAN.

Generally speaking there is no court-
ship in Japan. The parents settle such
affairs, The system has apparently
worked well. There are fewer divorces
in the country. Europeans residing there
informed me that faithlessness among
wives is unknown. The one thing that
explains pretty much everything is that
this relation is not one of equality. The
wife is not only inferior to the husband,
but to his parents, under whose roof she
goes to live, and whom she is equally
bound to obey. As she has never “loved”
her own parents, but reverenced and
obeyed them, so now she is never said to
love her husband, but to reverence and
obey him. *“The husband is to love his
wife, yet not overmuch, lest he neglects
his parents or brothers. The men who
have brought ruin on family and kingdom
by disregarding this rule have been in-
numerable. And yet not to love at all
is also an evil, since by the wife he has

the blessing of offspring and the worship
of descendants. But let the love have
limits as above set forth. The wife must
be gentle. Her husband is in the place
of heaven.”

Husband and wife are different in
Japan. They have different duties, dif-
ferent natures, and expect a different
station in the order of heaven. The wife
is the inferior, and yet in many cases she
has proved herself more than a match for
her husband both in intelligence and re-
finement. The Japanesc woman is a
diplomatist who can give valuable pointers
to European ladies. She is never out of
humor ; is always graceful, always smiling,
always seems pleased. In most instances

-gshe has her way as do the women of

other countries, although her husband
imagines that he is master. The emotional
nature of the Japanese woman is guarded
by cultivating the spirit of reverence.

RACE FUEDS IN ALABAMA.

Negroes Attack Whites for a Lynching
and Lose Two of Their Number.

_An alarming state of affairs exists in
Butler county, Alabama, at present, on
account of a threatened insurrection
among the negroes of 'the county. There
are more blacks than whites in Butler,
and while the white people have hereto-
fore had no trouble about having their
own way, the negroes, it appears, are be-
ginning to feel the power that their major-
ity gives them.

The trouble grew out of a lynching that
occurred . near Pineapple last Sunday.
Riley Gully, a negro abopt twenty-five
years old, assaulted Mrs. Walter Nored,
the wife of a well-to-do farmer residing
near Pineapple. Gully lived and worked on
Nored’s place. Nored went to town on
Saturday morning, leaving his wife alone.
He returned after dark by a different way
from that which he is accustomed to
travel. Itappearsthat Gully was watching
for his return, and, not seeing him come
back by the usual route, concluded he in-
tended spending the night away from
home.

Thinking Mrs. Nored was unprotected,
the rascal broke into the house about one
o’clock on Sunday morning, and went to
Mrs. Nored’s room, and attempted to
assault her. Her criesawoke her husband
who was sleeping in an adjoining room,and
he hastened to her assistance. Hearing
him coming, the negro sprang through a
window and escaped in the darkness.

A crowd of neighbors was hastily sum-
moned and the negro was tracked to his
cabin. He was captured and taken to
Pineapple and turned over to constable A.
E. Smith, who secured men to help him
guard the negro till daylight. Soon the
news became known throughout the town
and surrounding country, and long before
day the streets were alive with well-
armed men. Lynching was the intent of
almost all.

Constable Smith and his helpers, by
dilligent efforts, however, calmed the
crowd, and all danger of a lynching ap-
peared to have passed when the constable
and W. P. Beard started at two o’clock in
the afternoon to take their man to Cam-
den, the county seat. When they had
travelled about ten miles, they came to a
dense swamp, anid while in the midst of
it and near Little Prairie creek, they
were suddenly intercepted by a large mob
of masked men.

Near McDowell, in Sumpter county, last
Sunday night, some white men captured
Dave Jones, an alleged robber of the depot
at that place, and taking him to the woods
thrashed him soundly, hoping, if guilty,
he would confess. He declined to do so,
and they turned him loose. Jones’ friends
became angered at the proceedings and a
number of them attempted to call the
white men to account, whereupon a fight
ensued, in which two negroes were killed
and one white man injured.

Details in both cases are meagre, as the
towns are removed from communication,
and it is difficult to arrive at the facts. It
is said that arrests will follow at both
places.

THE BLOODY SUN.

A Strange Scene in the Heavens Friday,
8th Instant.

The sun had many admirers Tuesday,
for he had, as Ossian says, “Made the
beauty of his face to shine upon the
earth.” All day old Sol rode through a
slight gauzy mist-light that gave his face
a bright appearance that varied from deep
gold to copper red, as the heavy smoke
laden atmosphere grew lighter or denser.
The meteorological officers were kept
busy answering questions sent by tele-
phone for explanations of the cause of the
strange appearance, which was, after all
very simple, having its origin in bush
fires somewhere in the north or north-
west of the province. In the dry fall
months the sun often assumes this strange
appearance, especially in Indian summer
days, that drowsy poetical season on
which Mrs. Moody sang:

By the deep blue haze that lies
In the amber of the skies.”

Though the people seem to forget from
year to year the strange autumnal freaks
of our solar light, yet the poets have
often noticed them, and to them is due
many a bright gem of poetic inspiration.
At noon yesterday the blood-red of the

sun’s face realized Coleridge’s picture :

‘“All in a hot and copper sky

The bloody sun at noon,

Right up above the mast did stand
No bigger than the moon.”

No better description of the general
appearance of the sun all day Tuesday
could be found than thc following stanza
from the same poem :

*“ And straight the sun was flocked with

ars,
(Heayen’s mother send us grace)

As if through a donjon grate he peered
With broad and burning face.”

A PREVIOUS SIMILAR SPECTACLE.

About twelve years ago, it happened
in the province of Ontario about
3 o’clock, and the darkness remained
more or less intense for the remainder of
the day. The fall of ashes killed hun-
dreds of fish in the Maitland and Saugeen
rivers, which for weeks after lay rotting
on the shores polluting the air for miles
around. Those who remember that day
will have a vivid picture of a mighty sea
of lurid, rolling flames, that seemed to
fill the sky. So vivid were these flames
that I saw two dozen Irish immigrants
but lately come from Galway kneel in
abject terror on the market piace of a
little country town and pray the good
Lord and holy virgin to withhold the
judgment day for a few hours at least. It
was reported that one old woman actually
died of fright. All this terrible flame
like appearance was caused simply by the
shining of the sun’s rays through the
heavy floating clouds of smoke. This
blood red appearance of the sun can be
obtained in an artificial manner by simply
smoking a glass, however slightly, and
then viewing the sun through it.

HAS BEEN KNOWN TO LAST A WEEK.

This same lurid light has been known
to cover the face of the sun for a week at
atime. The phenomenon always happens
in dry hot seasons, and generally when
the upper currents of the air are almost
perfectly still, or moving with a very easy
uniform motion steadily in one direction.
If the weather is damp the smoke clouds
condense and fall at once to the ecarth.
This heavy smoke-laden atmosphe : often
brings on a rainstorm, as it has a tendency
to attract the particles of moisture in the
air and to condense them.— [ Toronto
World.

THE UNION JACK.

One Man’s Life Was Saved by Having it
Folded Around His Shoulders.

As I observe much has heen said of late
about the British flag and various at-
tempts made to cast discredit on the
union jack I should like to tell a story
about it, which I believe to be true, and
which shows that when properly used it
can do excellent service. The story was
told me by the guard of the pullman car,
and I believe that I give it just as T heard
it.

This man was the son of a clergyman
in one of the southern states, and after
the war broke out his father was forced
to break up his home and send his chil-
dren adrift.

My informant was then about twenty
and had just finished his college course,
and haying a turn for acting he formed a
company of his friends, with which he
went through the West Indian Islands,
acting at each in turn; and I gathered
that it had answered very well.

“But I don’t tell you this,” said he, “to
exalt my own proceedings, but because I
should like to let you know how well the
interests of the English were looked after
at that time by their consuls in the Span-
ish and French islands,” and to prove this
he gave me the following among other
instances: When he was in Havana
there was one evening a great row in the
streets, and a man was killed.

Every one ranaway except an English-
man, who did not see why he should run
off, but stopped to see what he could do
for the wounded man. The city was then,
as it often was, under martial law,and in a
few minutes a party of soldiers coming up,
walked the Englishmanoff. e was tried
then and there by a sort of a drumhead
court martial, and condemned to be shot
at 8 o’clock.

He managed to get the news conveyed
to the English consul, and at 8.15 next
morning the consul appeared in his coach
and four, uniform, cocked hat and sword,
all his orders on, etc. The shooting party
were drawn out, and the prisoner was
there, too.

The consul walked up to the officer
commanding the party and demanded the
life of his countryman. “Very sorry,”
said the officer, “ but I must carry out my
orders,” and he showed a warrant signed
by the governor. “Well,” said the con-
sul, “at least you'll allow me to shake
hands with him before he dies.”

“T cannot refuse that,” was the reply,
on which the consul stepped up to the
Englishman, put his hand into his breast
coat pocket, drew out a nnion jack, un-
folded it, threw it over the man and then
said: “There, now, fire if you dare!”
The lieutenant was staggered, the matter
was referred to the governor and the
Englishman was saved.

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COUNTY COUNCIL.

Now that the councillors enter upon a
two years lease of the seats instead of one
as formerly, it would be wise to have the
finances of the county carefully enquired
into, so that a clear and concise statement.
can be made. Itis not necessary to get
up a political war to have the accounts
put in better shape and in justice to all it
should he done. In speaking thus no
reference is intended to the secretary-
treasurer orauditor. As the council has
been conducted there were so many
changes that many cared very little
whether the affairs were managed
economically or the reverse. Contin-
gencies should be guarded against. If
each parish is well looked after the
county will be the gainer. The public
accounts committees have not taken that
time which the importance of their
position demands, and matters were thus
passed by that would, if enquired into,
paid the county well for the time spent.

In reference to a charge that William
Wilsou wrote or instigated articles which
appeared in this journal respecting the
council it ie only necessary to say that
such is not the fact, Mr. Wilson has not
himself written nor yet furnished the
facts which have appeared. Any rate-
payer has a right to justly criticize the
conduct of affairs and that is all Tue
HEeraLD has attempted.

THE MURDER.

Another horrible crime has been com-
mitted irour immediate vicinity. The
murder at Keswick is so revolting in de-
tail and so brutal in general feature that
all are shocked at the idea that such an act
could be possible in this province. Such
deeds are generally supposed to belong to
the south and western states where in
many places civilization, especially among
the negro population, has not made any
great advancement, where morals are very
lax and where the law is every man his
own judge and jury.

The family and immediate relatives of
the murderer and his victim are and have
always been classed as respectable and
well living people and not one person in
Keswick would have said a week ago, if
they had been asked, that any of the
name of Wheary would commit even the
most trivial crime. Yet the deed has
been done and another added to the list
of crimes which has shocked the people
of this city during the past two years.

Much good sense has been shown by
the citizens in allowing the law to
deal with the case in its own, perhaps
slow and tiresome way; but it is not
necessary because a crime has been com-
mitted that another should be done in
the name of justice. All should rest satis-
fied that the law will do its duty and the
murderer, whether the present prisoner
or not, will receive the just measure of
his deserts.

ONTARIO.

Hon. Mr. Laurier has about completed
his tour of Ontario, during which he held
fourteen political meetings and was
everywhere received with hearty wel-
come. He stated his views respecting
the necessity for a change in the tariff,
and the hearty approval of the people
shows that they are beginning at least to"
realize that the so called national policy
has failed to produce that increase of
wealth and devcivpment of business that
has been so often promised by its ardent
devotees.

as perhaps won a deeper place in the

SOUTHAMPTON.

Sepr. 26.—To begin where I left off and
briefly review.

I wish simply to give the
facts of public interest fearlessly and im-
partially in all correspondence. So can
only say the whole matter is enshrouded
in complete mystery. Not a trace of any-
thing except chopping-axe, pick-axe and
shovel can be found. When returning
your correspondent found (some little dis-
tance from the “digging ) an American
five-cent piece bearing the date of 1860.
This would be sbout the time of the be-
ginning of the American civil war, when
president Lincoln guided the affairs of the
republic. But in my mind one thing is
certain: The woman in the red batean
with the canvass roof is identical with the
“mysterious lady” who drove through
here last March, and who got out of the
Florenceville at Grant’s eddy and walked
rapidly up the bank by the “channel
post” when she stopped no doubt and
took her reconnoitrings. Hundreds have
visited the spot till up the bank by the
‘“channel post” there is a foot path well
worn, and the post which was turned in
a large lathe and painted white, is all de-
faced by the ruthless pen-knife, like the
class-room furniture in a college building.

(where a large hole in the exact shape of
a grave was dug some years ago) would
have been visited by “the party of the
red bateau,” but it was not touched.

Paid admissions to the World's Fair
Monday numbered 179,686.

A despatch from Harvey, A. Co., says
it is not true a murder  was committed on
Grindstone Island.

Snow fell in the north of England on
Saturday ; in Westmorland snow lay on
the ground 4 inches deep.

Lord and Lady Aberdeen will attend
the formal opening of the nhew Board of
Trade building at Montreal today.

During the riot against thre enforcement
of cholera regulations at Hamburg yester-
day a policeman was trampled to death.

The police have intimated to all the Lon-
don banks that a gang of expert American
forgers are now on their way to London.

Armed men will accompany every train
hauling express or mail cars from Chicago
to any point east, west or south in the
future.

Ten thousand barrels of potatoes for
shipment were disposed of in Houlton
market last week, at an average price of
$1 per barrel.

The Maine Central R. R. Co, refuses to
confer with its employes concerning the
recent cut of ten per cent. in wages, and a
big strike is imminent. -

This week will see the beginning of the
work of putting into shape a tariff bill to
be reported by, the United States house
committee on waysand means.

The conspiracy case against N. K, Con-
noly and Thomas McGreevy, cgme up at
the Ottawa assizes yesterday, and was ad-
journed until November 14.

A petition for the repeal of the Scott
Act in Westmorland, filed with the
registrar of deeds, at Dorchester on Fri-
day last, had 2,338 names attached.

Advices received from Persia, show
that for two weeks past, cholera has been
ravaging the towns and villages along the
eastern shores of the persian gulf.

F. S. Spence, secretary of the Dominion
Alliance, has issued a circular, by order
of the executive committe, calling a con-
vention of the organization for Thursday,
October 5. :

Jacob Shefflin was killed at Tweed, Ont.
Saturday night ina drunken row bya
man named Lusks, who has disappeared.
The murder was done by a heavy blow
from Lusks’ fist.

Dr. A. A. Stockton has received a let-
ter from Sir Richard Webster, in which
the distinguished jurist expresses regrets
that he will not be able to visit eastern
Canada on this trip.

All the Fall River cotton mills are run-
ning, except the American Linen and
Fall River. The former will start up
next Monday morning. Oakland mill
started last Monday.

Rewards amounting to three thousand
dollars, have been offered for' the arrest
and conviction of the men who caused
the dynamite explosion at San Francisco
on Saturday night last.

The manganese mine situated a short
distance from St. Martins has again been
opened up. This time a strong company
has been formed and it is believed that a
paying industry will soon be established
there.

Detective Ring left Portland, Me.,
Wednesday, with the boy Cunningham
who stole $250 belonging to Mrs. McAfee,
of Davenport, Iowa. The boy was sur-
rendered to the detective by the Maine
officials. :

Henry McGrattan, of St. George is
prospecting on ared granite property in
Digdeguash, with a view to opening a
quarry and making shipments' in the
rough to the United States. He wants no
export duty.

A. E. Kupkey is getting well started in
the building of his new factory at Andover.
It is located on the river bank, a little be-
low his old site, but will be much more
conveniently situated. It is 100 feet long
and 40 feet wide and will be finished this
fall.

The Houlton Pioneer says that the
cowboy who fell in love with the Wood-
stock lass, was allowed to pass from with-
in the firm walls and barred windows and
doors of the jail to the open air, and to
congratulate himself upon gaining free-
dom once more.

While John McCulley, the youngest
son of police magistrate McCulley, and
Lemuel Dickison, son of Dan Dickison,
Chatham, were out shooting in the woods
back of town Monday, McCulley acci-
dentally shot Dickison through the back
of the head. Dickison is unconscious.

A woman dropped dead in the Ferris
wheel at the World’s fair a few days ago.
Rhe did not wish to ride on the wheel,
but was persuaded to do so by her hus-
band. She had some heart affection and
when the wheel was half way up she sud-
denly fell forward out of a chair and died
in a few minutes.

A heavy fall of ground occurred at the
Mansfield mine, near Crystal Falls, Ish-
peming, Friday morning, entombing forty
men. As the water at this mine rises fast
the ore being soft, the chances are very
poor of rescuing any of the unfortunates
alive. The situation is awful and the
scene around the cave-in heartrending.
The rescuing party is doing everything
possible to reach the imprisoned men.

The first juvenile offender to come
under the recent industrial school and
reformatory act is Aurele Ouelettee, aged
12 years. On the night of Sunday, 17th
instant, he, in company with his father
and another boy named Joseph. Cyr, aged
15, broke into the store "of Alphonse
Bertram, situate in the town of Edmund-
ston, and stole therefrom ten gold rings;
the safe was also found to have had three
holes drilled into the front, near the lock
and combination.

A man standing on the south gallery of
the Chicago board of trade building, at
noon on Wednesday, drew a revolver and
shot into the crowd of traders on the
main floor. Ammi C. Bennett, president
of the board of trade insurance company,
received one bullet in the neck, and his
iujuries are said to be serious. The man
then fired over the heads of the traders
and struck a woman standing in the
north gallery. Her injuries are not con-
sidered serious. Charles W. Russel, as-
sistant chief operator of the Western Tel-
egraph company, was shot in the chin,
and seriously, if not fatally injured. A
man named Dunham was also shat, but
the extent of his injuries is unknown.

Tuesday afternoon a flying team met a
funeral in the centre of Kensington bridge,
foot of Dundas street, London. The pall-
bearers were women and the result was
such a mingling of screams, horses hoofs,
excitement and confusion as may be bet-
ter imagined than described. In the ex-
citement some one screamed : The hearse
is upset ! which so alarmed a sister-in-law
of the deceased that she became frantic,
and getting out of the mourners cab ghe
began to climb over the railing next the
water, but before reaching the top she fell
back, fainting away. Of the pall-bearers
three were hurt and badly shaken. The
other ladies escaped in several stages of
hysteria and nervous prostration. In the
collision the tongue of the runaway vech-
ile was broken and the hearse somewhat

damaged.

It is
a peculiar case, but the following statement
by rev. Neil McKay bears the impress of
truth. He deposed that deceased told him
McCulley did not mean to harm him.
Young McCulley’s statement was also taken
by the coroner. He said he believed that
only an empty cartridge was-in the pistol,
which he first aimed at his own head and
snapped then pointing it at Dickson’s and
telling him he was going to shoot him, and
when he pulled the trigger he was much
surprised that the cartridge exploded. The
verdict was that death was caused by a
pistol shot fired by John McCulley, who at
the time believed the pistol contained only
an empty cartridge, and was, therefore,
practicaily one ofuccidentul"minh.

Maxon, the Southampton Scott Act spy,
is just beginning his convictions here, and
some fifteen alleged liquor sellers are being
proceeded against. The papers have been
in the police magistrate’s hands for some
time but were not served as Maxon could
not attend as a witness. he being before the
Woodstock court in a similar capacity. It
is expected that several of the trials will be
contested and the proceeding are awaited
with interest.

His methods are not exactly similar to
Bragdon’s, The latter generally went into
a shop alone, called for a bottle of liquor
and paid for it. This he labelled with the
date of purchase and locality and presented
it in court as a silent but powerful witness.
On'the other hand Maxon endeavors to get
one or two men to go into a bar with him
and to ‘‘treat” him or to drink at his ex-
pense. The names of these men, if strangers
to him, he learns and they are called to
substantiate his charges. No one disputes
the fact that he secured liquor here. He
was pretty well known especially to farmers
and river men, and visited the city when
many of them were present. They had no
idea of his new line of business, believing
that he was still following farming and
were readily duped.

The Grand Falls Murder.

Nathaniel Price, of Penniac, a brother
of one of the arrests made at
Grand Falls in connection with the
Mockler murder case, went to that
place on Monday last to attend the trial.
Theriault, the man who fired the gun
which killed Mockler, will be tried for
murder. Then the case against Price and
three others will come up. It is said that
Price and his friends heard that a dance
was in progress at the Theriault residence
and that they went there to participate.

Theriault says that they came there and
beat him and his family. It is going to be
a difficult case all through. Price belongs
to a very respectable family, his parents
having been residents of the Nashwaak for
years.

The case came up before Judge Fraser on
Thursday and a true bill on a charge of as-
sault against George, Wilford and Eugene
Price, and Harry Mockler, was returned by
the grand jury. On account of not being
able to secure a sufficient number of jurors
the court adjourned until the 24th of Oc-
tober. The sheriff has been ordered to
secure one hundred jurors for this and
other cases.

Accidents.

. Hugh Harrison, his brother Samuel, and
a youth named Maloney of Marysville,
were out partridge shooting in the woods in
the rear of that town on Monday morning
last. A partridge was flushed and the three
followed it, Hugh Harrison in the rear.
His gun caught on a branch, it is supposed,
and was discharged,the load striking Samuel
in the side near the heart inflicting a bad
flesh, wound. Some stray shot cut his face.
Maloney got part of the discharge also, hav-
ing one finger broken and his hands pretty
badly cut up. They are coming round all
right.

A young man named Hamilton while
shooting at Jerusalem, Queens, had one of
his hands badly shattered by the accidental
discharge of his gun. It is feared ampu-
tation will be necessary.

At mouth of Tay on Saturday last a boy
of ten years of age, the son of Peter Mc-
Laggan, fell from a butter nut tree and
broke both legs and one arm. He was also
badly injured otherwise.

At Morrison’s mill, below town, on Tues-
day, Sydney McLean of this city, while
working at a shingle saw lost the ends of
two fingers at the first joint.

OUTRAGE o MURDER

KESWICK

Excited by a Terrible
Crime,

THE MURDERER

A Brother-in-Law of His
Victim.

The village of Keswick, eleven miles from
this cily, was terribly excited on Wednesday
evening when it became known that a most
brutal and revolting murder had been com-
mitted there.

As there was no one present to tell the
story of the killing the actual facts are
meagrg and much has to be left to conjecture.
But as far as is known the terrible tragedy
is as follows :

Joseph Wheary, his wife, daughter and a
deaf-mute son, named Edward occupied one
end of a double tenement house, the other
being occupied by Hedley Wheary, who is
a son of Joseph, his wife the victim, and
two little children.

Joseph Wheary and family left the house
about half-past one on Wednesday after-
noon to attend an ordination service at the
Baptist church, of which he and all his
many relatives in the district are consist-
ent members.

About the same hour Hedley took his
team and went to the grist mill some dis-
tance away, leaving no one in the house
but the deaf-mute, Bertha: Wheary and the
children.

Then the murder occurred, which for
sickening details surpasses anything ever
happening in the provinee.

Itappears that while the murdered mother
was doing the kitchen work the fiend
seized her and attempted outrage. A fierce
struggle ensued as the appearance of the
room and the marks upon the woman’s
body indicate. Then some sort of a keen
weapon was used, presumably an axe, and
one cut on the back of the neck through
the collar of the dress cansed death. There
were four other gashes beside. Whether
the woman became insensible and the blows
were then delivered, or whether being
beaten off in his first attempt he renewed
the attack and coming behind her una-
wares inflicted the fatal blow, is not known
but the latter theory is generally accepted.

Shortly after four o’clock, the husband,
Hedley, returned and was met at the gate
by his little four year old child who
screamed, ‘““ mamma is dead, Eddie chopped
her with an axe.” Horror stricken he
entered the house where in the kitchen of
his own apartment he saw his wife lying
on her back on the floor in a pool of blood,
which had saturated her clothing and had
run along the floor in many small streams.
Her legs were spread apart and bruizes
showed that a fiendish attempt at outrage
had been made. Her head was canted to
one side, the eyes staring and the clothing
bedragged and torn. He looked for the
baby and found it in his father’s apartment
in the cradle, the deaf mute sitting beside
and rocking it. The murderer shortly after
left the house and it is supposed that he
took the fatal weapon with him and
secreted it in the woods. Hedley went for
the neighbors and returned with John
Howard and William Kinghorn, who at-
test to the truth of Hedley's statement.

The murderer, Edward, is a strong well-
formed negro, light in color and about
eighteen years of age. He has been a deaf
mute from birth and was generally regarded
as kindly dispositioned and altegether the
reverse of what he has shown himself to be.

He attended the deaf and dumb institu-
tion here for several terms and was one of
the brightest and most intelligent of its
inmates. - No one in the neighborhood
considered him capable of such a crime.

Of the family and connections it can be
said that they are all worthy people and
respected by the whites, the father of the
murderer being a man who is esteemed by
all for his virtues and the shock to him is
especially sad.

When the father and family returned the
scene was terrible in the agony expressed,
the colored people being more boisterous in
their grief than is the case with white peo-
ple.

The little boy was questioned but could
only give the information that Eddie had
cut his mamma with the axe and had then
taken the cradle into the room and rocked
the baby till his papa came.

Dr. Coburn, coroner, was notified and an
inquest was held, the verdict being * that
deceased Bertha Wheary, had been killed
with an axe or other sharp weapon by
someone whom they could not name.” It
is the general opinion of all that the deaf-
mute is the guilty person, and the police-
magistrate being notified of the murder de-
spatched officers Roberts and Phillips to the
scene.

About dusk Edward returned to the
house with a potato fork in his hand, and it
is thought that the fatal weapon may be
buried in the fields or woods. What trans-
pired when he came into the presence of
his parents cannot be described.

The officers reached the house about mid-
night and found the deaf-mute huddled in a
corner. He stubbornly resisted arrest and
was literally dragged from the house to the
waggon. He was lodged in jail here and
taken before the police magistrate on Thurs-
day morning when he was remanded till
Monday next.

The house where the tragedy was com-
mitted stands some short distance from the
highway road, with a neat kept plum and
apple orchard in front. It is a large and
comfortable building, and does not at all
present the appearance of a place where
such a crime could be possible.

The oflicers say that the prisoner pointed
to the dead body and then made several
passes across his own throat, as though en-
deavoring in his sign language to confess
that he committed the deed. A plea is
made that he is more or less insane and not
accountable, but those who have lived be-
side him say that he never showed any
symptoms of lunacy and is with the ex-
ception of his infirmity, as intelligent as
any one. :

Officer Roberts, on being interviewed said
that when he entered the house, the prisoner
rose from the corner ;where he had been
lying. He attempted to hand cuff him and
got one on but could not fasten the other
without the assistance of officer Phillips.

A farmer who visited the house shortly
after the crime occurred said that the pris-
oner did not appear to realize the position
in which he stood, as he moved around the
house with apparent unconcern. When the
body was being prepared for burial he was
very willing to get water or wood for the
stove. The farmer also took the little boy
out doors and asked him if Eddy had used
an axe or a knife. The boy did not know.
Ile could not tell where the prisoner was

The police and others went to the house
yesterday and searched it thoroughly as
well as the fields for the fatal weapon, but
it has not as yet been found.
