The Federal ParliamenL

With the Parliamentary
fight started in real earnest
from the very first day, the
present Session bids fair to be
the most interesting for years.
The debate on the address in
reply to the speech from the
throne was marked by an-
other exhibition of the unfair
methodsof Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
who has repeatedly in the
past shown himself to be the
possessor of tactics which are
nqQt generally employed by
men who have self respect.
A glaring instance of unfair.
ness on the part of the prem-
ier was his insistence in dis-
cussing the naval proposals of
the Government before the
papers of the [mperial Def-
ence conference held in Lon-
don last summer were laid be-
fore parliament or the details
of the legislation which it is
proposed to bring down placed
before the house. The speech
of the- premier was one of
those exhibitions which he is
in the habit of giving and
during its progress he waved
the British flag so energeti-
cally as to give rise to the
feeling that his fervent patriot-
ism was nothing but a thin

L
veneer, and when the naval

proposals did make their ap-
pearance it would be found
that words had not been
backed up by deeds, On his
part Mr Borden declined to
discuss the naval policy of the
Government for the simple
reason he explained that no
one on the opposition side of
the house at all events know
what those proposals were.

This is a very serious matter
considering the fact thatthe
United Sgates tariff com
mission is now studying the
question as to whether a syr-
tax of 25 per cent shall be im-
posed on Canadian goods
entering the States by reason
of the discrimination of this
very French treaty against
the southern republic. Mr.
Borden and other members
of the opposition wanted the

ovt to ascertain what the
attitude of the United States

would be as a result of the!
treaty with France before
proceeding to ratify that con-
vention. But Mr Fielding
would have none of that. He
had a fit of hysteria, and de-
clared it was the sentiment
of the Canadian people to de

liberately work out their own
commercial policy and that
Canada while paying much
deferencetoher great neighbor
to the south, was no longer
willing to be dependent on the
action of the. United States
in tariff matters No one
denies this, and this point
was not the one at issue at all.
This is a matter of business,
and being such it is hardly
possible that Mr Fielding can
treat itintelligently. As our
trade with the United States
is enormously larger than
that with France it might
have been worth My Field -
ings while to get some iafor-
mation as to the probable at-
titude of the United States
before rushing headlong into
this treaty with the French
republic. This is the busi-
ness view of the matter.

Mr Foster has already
taken occasion to punch holes
in Mr Fieldings financial
policy, and his denunciation
of “extravagant expenditures
formed a feature of his recent
speech in the House. Mr.
Foster has the great advane
age of being able to support
his assertions with facts and
figures. It costs Canada five
millions a year for what is
called civil government that
is to pay the salaries of the
vast army of unemployed in
the various departments on
the hill at Ottawa. Thatshould
give the people room for
thought. Itis an extraordin
ary thing that in spite of the
fact that the present govern-
ment for the past ten years
has received in revenues
$321,000,000 more than the
Conservatives in their last
ten years of office, the Liberals
have increased the public
debt of the country by over
$66,000,000. [f the public
takes-any thought of these
matters, it must come to the
conclusion that .the men at
the helm of the ship of state
to day are not worthy of the
trust reposed in them and are
saddling Canada with a
burden of debt which is growe
ing heavier-each year.

Whoen Poilip II. of France left the
Crusaders st the capture of Acre, the
chief command devolved solely on

fications of Aocre, he marcbed toward
Aoqtipstrie, and at the passsge of a
river called Arsar the Orusaders
were suddenly attacked by three
hondied thousand Moslems, w' om
Saladin, in order to impede the pro-
gress of the crusade, and to avenge
the loss of Prolemsis, had assembled
from all parts of bis empire.

Richard, seeing that the bat'le was
uoavoidable, decided to maks it a
decisive one, and forbade bis trocps
to commence fighiing un'il the
sigonal sbould be given.

About Cbristmas, 3191, Richard
came within sight of the Holy City,
but be found it impossiblc to besiege
it.

A four-year
old truce was coocluded between
Richard and Saladin, and the third
cruszde was at an end. O his way
home Richard was captured by Leo-
pold, A~chduke of Austria, who added
10 the outrage by setling his prisoner
to Heory VI, of Germany, for which
Pope Celesiin 11i, excommunicated
both princes. Heary liberated Rich=
ard for a heavy ransom, and oo Muarch
13. 1194, he again set foot in Eogland.
He forced ]ohn to restore the crown
and pardoned him. He carried oo a
war with Fraoce uutil 1199, when he
was wounded at Ohanly and died
April 6 uf that year.

What Great Britain Wants.

The Citizzn recently suggested that
the large majority of Canadians desire
to affrd the Imparial Government
effective naval assistance, but that
difference of opinion existed as to
what constituted eff-ctive naval as-
sistance at the present time. Such
being the situation, we thonght that
it was up to Great Britain, as the best
judge under the circumstapces, to
make known to the Canadian people
what she expected from tnem. = Since
that appeared, orders bave gone furth
for the laying of the minutes of the
Imperial defence - conference on the
‘ables of ‘the British house of com.
moos. In these official papers the
British authorities lay down clearly
what they consider effectual naval as
sistance, to be furnished by Canada at
the earliest possivle moment,

The British admiralty express the
opinion that a Dominion governmeu!
should provide a fleet unit of the fol-
lowiog minimum strength : one Dread
aought, three unarmored cruisers, six
destroyers and three submarines ; first
cost of such complete fleet uanit $18 —
000,000, or anoual cost including in-
terest and sinkiog fund, $3,000,000
As the Dreadnought is the essential
part of the fleet unit it is desirable
that it should be the first vessel to be
built as the nucleus of the fleet unit.
[o otber words, if 8 Dominion gnvar'n
ment does oot see fit fo undertak be
full burden of a fl=et unit, 1t shou! | at
least build a Dreadaought.

There is the straight, clear cut pro
position, of the British naval experts,
as to what they consider would be el-
fectual assistance to the Empire a
the present time, The ship or ships,
would be uader the jurisdiction of the
Dominion governmeat in peace time,
and remain in our waters. But the
report concludes with these significant

wotds: ‘It has been recognized by| -
the colonial governments that 1n time

‘of war, the local naval forces should

come under the general direction ot
the admiralty.

Apparently this proposition did no

j'be with the instructions of Canada's
reprelentmvel at the conferance.

Bometbmg was said about Canada
haviog two coa t lines, from which
we would infer that the point was
raised that a flzet unit could not be
distri uted both in the A lantic and
Pacific oceans, though it does not ap-
pear tbat the British admiralty had
considered this as a matter of imppr-
tance at the present time. In any
case a special conference was held
with the Canadian delegates and they
were asked what they would do, see.
ing that Canada was indisposed either
t» build a fleet unit or the nucleus _of

Presumably our representatives were
at a loss as to what they would do, so
the admiralty officials in order to
help them out, suggested that they
mention how much mooey this coun=
try was prepared to spend and the
British naval experts would inform
them what' they could get ¥or their
money. Our representatives replied
that they would like to know what
they could get for an expenditure of
$2 000 000, and $3 000,000 annuuliy
The British naval exe
perts accordingly provided them wiik
an estimate of what they could obtain

respecively

for the money. For $3,500,000 they
could obtain five cruisers and six des
troyers; for $2,)00,000 three craiser
and four destroyers,
would not 'nclude a Dreadanugh
which the admiralty experis had
specifically laid down as the desirable
aucleus of a flzet evea ia case agy of
the Dyminions did not feel financially
able to go any further in the assist-
ance of the Empire.

Obviously the experts bad not con-
sidered -ither of the Canadian altére
oatives in tbe light of an effective
contribation, in the highest sense of
the term for the reason that they
suggested that, if Oinada or the other
Dominions did oot fall in with the
suggestion of a “fleet uni'," the sec-
0ad choice from the admiralty stand-
point, is a Dreadnought, the originai
cost of which would b~ $1 500 000
less as to initial cost, and a ciuple of
million less for-annual upkeep than
the best Canada'sdelegates suggested
she might do.
