The terms of the new Cana­

dian war loan of $150,000,000, 
the campaign for the flotation of 
which opened on Monday, are 
certainly inviting. To aid the 
war loan is an act of patriotism, 
and on that ground alone the re­
sponse to the country’s call should 
be very general.
