' & Shocking Murder in Ireland.

Thé foréign jourtisls describe the inci-
deats of a fearful murder case, which took
 place revently near Pargonstown, Ireland.
The King's Coanty Chrosicle, an Trish

- paper, says :—
On Friday, May 26th, a man named
. Hayes was on a charge of having
made away with his wife, who had been
missing since the previous Monday, and
who, the prisoner had -alleged, had gone
to America. On that day, however, Hayes
made a full confession of his erime. . He
said that on Tuesday morning about 4
o'clock, before he got up, he gave the
‘unfortunate woman a kick which- knocked
her out of the bed, and that she fell on
the floor, and that he went to sleep again,
and did not think wore of the matter till
be awoke again in about two hours, where
he found her still lyiog on the floor where
' fell, and bleeding profuscly. 2
l6 got up.and washed her fuce, ‘and then
found that she was dead, when be got a sack
snd put her clothes and herseif 1nto it, aud
vq‘bmaht 1t down to the bog and wiied it.—
He thea described how he pack. . ything

belonginf to her into the bed tick avd brought
them to the same place and also buried them.

During the confession the wretch fuinted,—
Having somewhat recovéred he proceeded to
describe the place where he had ber conceul-
ed but it soon becarse evident that even with
this help it would be almost impossible to fivd
the place. Hayes, afier some time, ugreed
%o go to the spot and point it out, provided
thechaplain went with him; and that the jo-
lice would allow nune of the country people to
gonear him. The preliminaries having becn
arranged, a covered car was procured, and the
prisonery with the chaplain and a cuustable,

ed to Gairos. The prisoner, having
reached the part of the bog where, the budy
was dis of. made the carriuge stop and
the police ot down. Hayes then puinted out
the place to the police, but it was ut such a
distance that it was fouud impossible 1o fiud

the exact spot unless he could be induced h’T
4

go himself, whicb, afier some persuusion, h
consented to do, und closaly accompanicd by
the chaplain, he erossed scverai diamns, aud

traversed a good deal of ground unul I.e'

ecame to & small gangway across a drain which
had recently been cleured up, and then he
stopped, and raising his buzgard face and lack-
Tostre eyes to heaven, he pointed 10 the place,
exclaiming, * Before God, there she is.”
The spot was most cunainzly selected, and
a3 the wretched man himseif suid, “twenty
thousand men coald not find ituuless he weut

himsejt.” The police having procured sjudes !

and shovels, set to work with a will, tke pris
oner directing them to keep wifere they found
the bog soft, and not to cut any fresh ground.
. After dipping about three fect beiow the sur-
face of the surrounding bog, the police laid
bare the ticken -of the bed. Tke prisoner,
who showed evident sigus of tamntniss, several
times throw:ng himselt on the ground to re-
cover himself, was taken away to the covered
ear and brought to the town, Phe bed-tick
was first exhumed, -and,- on being opened,
displayed a most beterogeneous cuilection of
articles—indeed, everyfhing that belonged to
her in the house. The sack was next brought
to the bank. It was sewed on the mouth and
on being opened this sippers which she-wore
came out. A smoothing iron was also in the
mouth of the sack, It was evident that she
had been thrust in the sack head formost, and
it therefore became necessmy to rip the bot:
tom of the sack, when a most horrifying sight
presented itself.
The head was terribly battéred, the rizht
. eye was nearly closed with a cut, and there
was another desperate cut on the left temple.
Her nose was also apparently broken, while

the blood on her face was quite fresh, which}|

appeared as if it had been receutly washed.

appearance presented by the body
made it clear that the prisoner had not
confeased the truth as to the manner of her
death, as she was dressed, and the wounds
on her head were such as could not be iu-
lieudfuh a fall out of bed, the smoothing-
iron which was in the sack with her beiiig
most probably the instrament by which the
foul deed was perpetrated. It is most ex-
traordinary the distince which he brought
the body, the place where it was found bein:
about one thousand vards fram tuel
which had to be grussed, dud ont 3
side of the road, where his resideace lay,
be had to bring the body five hundied yards
more. The sawe day an inquest was held,
aud the prisoner was seut for tiisl on a
charge of wilful murder.

A most respectable woman was brutal-
1y iill-treated by a number of **loyal American
ladies,” at Indianola, Iowa, last week, for sus-
ptcm disivyalty. Her clothes were nearly
all torn off ker, and in this condition she was
forced to parade the town, with & lag in her
hands. lger litle dunghter 13 yeacs of uze
was beaten acd bruised by the ficnds, until she
was covered with blood.
