“No holder of a timber or pulp li-
cense shall take or carry away for
exportation from the lands licensed
unless and
until the same have been manufactur-
paper or paper pulp,
sawn lumber or other saleable pro-
ducts of timber, under a penalty of
not less than twenty dollars for ev-
ery tree cut, to be recovered by suit
in the name of the Minister of Ag-
riculture and Mines; and trees or
timber cut into cordwood or other
lengths shall be held not to be sale-
able products of timber for the pur-
poses of this section; provided that
this section shall not apply to any
pulp wood or timbher already cut um-
der the authority of the Governor in
Couneil.,”

Among the supporters of the Goy-
ernment there is a difference of opin-
fon as regards this ‘'policy. Some
would remove the restrictions entire-
ly; others would lmit the restric-
tions to Newfoundland and permit the
free export of pulpwoed ‘from ' the
Labrador. Among the supporters of
the latter poMcy. are included those
interested ‘in pulp litmits on the Lab-
rador. .

The \Iontreal Shareholder “hl(‘h is
a financial journal of standing, has a
notable artiele’ recently, dealing with
this' importdnt subject. It points out
that during June, in the United States
and Canadé, new companies interested
in paper manufacture were organized
with atotal, capitalization of $30,000,-
000. Includihg paper dealers, print-
ers, publishers -and other allied inter-
ests, the total capitalization was al-
most $50,000,000, and the largest por-
tion was in Canada. Six new Cana-
dian paper companies alone had an
aggregate capital of $11.500,000, while
elevenn others’ increased their capital
stock by $7,650,000, The Sharehold-
er therefore says:—

“These developments and changes,
taking place in connection with the
pulp and paper industry show that re-
ciprocity is already being discounted
and that manufacturers of these com-
modities are preparing for the in-
creased business which is expected tc
come from closer trade relations be-
tween Canada and the United States.
There is not the slightest doubt but
that Canada will become the greaf
paper manufacturing centre on this
continent. This country has the pulp
wood, the water power uand the labo:

Tuoberculosis.

The final report of the Royal Com-
mission on Tuberculosis ‘marks the
conclusion of a piece of scientific
work of which it would*be difficult to
spedk too hlghly, either in respect of
the thoroughness: witli® which .it has
been accomplished, or of the eaution
which has restrained, its authors
within the limits’ of the ascertained.

The Task Which Was Set.

“The activity of the Commission
has extended over a period of ten
vears; but during this time it has
beén engaged in the prosecution of a
duty of the gravest importance to the
community, a duty only to be fulfill-
ed by observations amd expériments
conducted under conditions so' fram-
¢d as praetically -to excludé “error,
*nd continued, in . “many " ecases,
throughout the lives of ‘several gen-
erations of animals.

“It ‘was appointed at the instance
of Mr. Long, in consequence of state-
ments ‘made by the ; late  Ppoféssor
Koch, in Jaly, 1891, at the Interna-
tional Congress on Tuberculosis held
in London, statements which . threw
doubt upon the correctness. of the
previously accepted view that tu-
bercle bacili derived from human
sources, and tubercle bacilli derived
from lower animals (the bovine ani-
mal, for instance), were egually po-
tent causes of tuberculosis in man.
Upon this basis, indeed, regulations
had been established for the -preven-
tion of infection of the human sub-
ject by the milk of the cow, or by the
flesh of such animals as the ox or the
vig; but Koch laid before the Con-
gress an account of experiments
which led him to believe that bovine
inimals were practicdlly immune to
tubercle bacilli derived from man,
and went on to assume the truth of
the converse proposition that man ‘is
practically #immune to" such bovine
ubercle bacilli as may be ingested
hy him with his food.

“This contention was by no‘ means
miversally accepted by the Congress,
ind Lord Lister strenuously protest-
»d against it; but no one was in pos-
session of a sufficient body of experi-
mental facts bearing upon the ques-
ion, and the members of the milk
ind milk trades strenuously demand-
'd that the various restrictions upon
their businesses which -had been
‘ramed in the interésts of = public
1ealth should fortwith be relaxed or
ibandoned. The administrative dif-
ficulties arising from - discortant
scientific opinions bééame so urgent
hat Mr. Long's Commission of care-
ully selected men of science was ap-
wointed to ascertain the truth con-
erning the facts in dispute, and es-
ecially to inquire and report-whether
he disease in animédls and man is one
'nd the same; whether animals and
man can be reciprocally infected
wvith it; and under what conditions.
if at all, the transmission of the dis-

ase from animals to man takes -place,

what are the ‘circumstances fa-
unfavourable -to

and
ourable or
transmission.

“The Commission has definitely re-
orted that the milk of tuberculous
>ows, even when their udders are not
liscoverably affected, constantly con-
ains an abundance of tubercle ba-
2illi of the bovine type, and also that
a considerable amount of the tuber-
ulosis of childhood is to be ascrib-
d to infection with bacilli of the
bovine type transmitted to_children in
neals consisting largely of the milk
of the cow.’

A Task Still to Do.

“The matter can hardly be suffered
to rest in this position,” concludes the
Times. “The- surrender of Lord
Blyth's farms (which he loaned to the
Commission), the dispersal of the
trained workers who have now for
several years been ‘engaged upon
them, and of the animals many . of
which afford examples of facts ascer-
tained by the Commission. would be
a piece of entirely _discreditable
wastefulness; and worde évenh than
this, it would be a sacrifice of exist-
ing opportunities of gaining know-
ledge of great importance to the com-
munity.”
