cil is a body of 
patriotic citizens 
who are elected 
for the purpose 
of improving all 
the streets except 
those upon which 
the aldermen re­
side. They are 
chosen by 1 per 
cent of the peo­
ple at a select 
gathering known 
as a caucus.

Town caucuses are usually held on 
prayer meeting night, so as to curb 
the enthusiasm of ihe church ele­
ment, and are attended by the alder- 
uanic candidates, the members of 
their families and those of the office 
force who owe them money. This ar­
rangement ensures the selection of a 
.icket which will stand hitched when­
ever the franchises expire.

The first action of a new council 
is to remit the taxes of the aldermen 
md their immediate relatives ami call 
iff a proposed sewer extension which 

looked as if it might strike the mayor 
n his coin purse. It is a cheerful 

eight to see the unanimity with which 
an incoming council will vote new 
curbs and gutters, sidewalk assess­
ments and paving taxes upon people 
who did not support them in the pre­
ceding election.

The average councilman works for 
glory arid the privilege of being chair­
man of the street committee. In some 
towns his salary consists of a $1 bill 
and an annual trip to some orgy of the 
municipal league, where he imbibes 
useful information and other bever­
ages. Very few councilmen make any 
money out of office without having to 
nut most of it up for hail.

One of the most hopeful features of 
American life is the eagerness with 
which a prominent business man will 
electioneer for a seat on the council, 
in order to become a doormat for a 
community of sad-eyed kickers. If 
there is anything that will shoot a 
prosperous business man full of holes, 
it is to place the owner on the conn- 
til, where everybody who owes the 
stcre on book account can remind 
him how he voted.

We should have more patience with 
on- councilmen.

Editor Evening Telegram
Dear Sir,—As. the question of im­

proving our Educational System Is un­
der discussion 1 venture to submit a 
few thoughts on this great issue. I do 
not claim to possess any expert know­
ledge on education, but 1 feel sure that 
even practical educationalists will wel­
come an expression of opinion from 
the view point of a mere layman.

We are all so warmly interested in 
this question, it is so closely inter­
woven with the life of the individual 
end the Colony, and is so vital to our 
religious and material development 
that it becomes a duty of citizenship to 
aid by every means in the perfection of 
a system that will train each succes­
sive generation to meet the special re- j 
qiurements of the age in which they ! 
live. |

About twenty years ago the Council 
of Higher Education was established, t 
its members were in the front rank of ; 
the teaching and other professions. ; 
and the substantia] educational pro- 
gtess that was made during that } 
period is due in a large measure to 
the labors of that Council, it brought j 
its influence to bear on public opinion : 
and the Legislature, and as a result 
the reasonable demands of a body of 
unpaid men urging new grants for 
the extension of education and better 
pay for the teachers always command­
ed the influence of public men irre- 
elective of party. This Council has 1 
virtually been a Department of Edu- 
cation, it is the centre that unites all ; 
persons interested therein. For a j 
quarter of a century their work has 
been confined to encouraging educa- I 
tional effort on the present lines. But 1 
I ask the question, are we on the right ; 
lines?

"Are we giving our boys and girls 
the best and most suitable kind of^ 
educaton? Are we changing our edu- | 
cational system to meet the special 
needs and developments of the pres- j 
ent age? Have we recognized the | 
breakdown in our apprentice system? 
Does our present system pf training 
take into account the evolution and 
development of new industries? Are 
we in line with the modern methods 
of Technical or Industrial Education?" 
These are the tests. Mr. Editor, that 
the. present age places on up-to-date 
education. 1 have read considerable 
on the evolution of modern education 
and my study of the question leads me 
to the conclusion that the central idea 
of the educational development of the 
past quarter of a century is to train 
boys and girls on technical lines to 
suit the dominant industries of each 
country and locality. 1 claim that 
while we are aiming at turning out 
scholars, we are not giving attention to 
the question of Technical or Industrial 
Education.

I submit that we should not be sat­
isfied to aim at turning out scholars 
only, we should aim at the perfection

the scholar forms the ground work of

t*ey will not send thdir sons to a 
trade, they would not think of send­
ing him to be trained up for the fish­
ery, agriculture, mining or lumbering. 
No? he is going into office work, and 
as a result of this false standard we 
see fine specimens of physical man­
hood leaving schools and colleges 
with a notion that their place is in a 
stuffy office or wareroom. while the 
great heritage of the sea and land lies 
unheeded before them. It Is almost 
pitiable to see so many young men 
turning their backs on the bracing, 
invigorating life of the sea, the forest, 
and the mine for the cramped exist­
ence and limited possibilities of a 
mere clerkship.

To place our country abreast of the 
times, to give her sons and daughters 
a chance to fully develop her magni­
ficent resources of sea and land, to 
teach them in a "practical way the true 
dignity of labor, and to help them to 
secure better results from their in 
dustry and enterprise I propose the 
establishment of a Technical or In­
dustrial College for Newfoundland. I 
anticipate criticism; it will be argued 
that we do not need such a college, we 
cannot afford such an institution and 
that it is all moonshine to be talking 
about the application of science to 
our fisheries, our forests and our soils.

Mr. Editor, with a view to enlight­
ening such people. I will hurriedly re 
view the plans that the most up-to- 
date countries have adopted to train 
their people o"n Technical lines, it is 
such a large problem that I can only 
touch the mqre fringe of the subject. 
I^l us first take Canada.

In Canada they have nine Agricul­
tural College^ or Industrial Schools. 
These schools are established for the 
purpose of teaching scientific agricul­
ture. The progress that Canada has 
made since scientific farming was in 
troduced in all her provinces reads 
like a fairy tale. The yield of her 
soil has in many cases doubled, and 
the remarkable growth of her exports 
in food stuffs can be traced with 
almost mathematical certainty to the 
application of science to her soil, her 
seeds and cattle raising. In a couple 
of decades her sons have won for 
their country the proud title of being 
the granary of the world; she is now 
the strong hight arm of the Mother­
land, a giant in her strength and out- 
lock. Her progress within the last 
decade is the greatest event in mod­
ern history, and. if I read her history 
aright, a great deal of her progress is 
directly traceable to the fact that she 
hap led the van in the application of 
Scientific or Industrial Education to 
hei natural resources, especially her 
basic industry Agriculture.

In Great Britain there is £1.000.000 
spent annually on Scientific Education 
with a view of training workers for 
the "dominant industries of the re­
spective localities. The Education De­
partment is now organizing Trades 
Preparatory Schools and Supple­
mentary Classes; the idea of the lat­
ter is to provide a better preparation 
for the practical life the pupil enters 
on after leaving school. It was also 
recognized that the sons of the 
wealthy should be trained to scientific 
agriculture, and with a view of filling 
this need, Cambridge University took

General Shoots 
Himself

Before His Regiment After the King 
of Bulgarin Had Stripped the Epau­
lettes From His Uniform.
Vienna, Nov, 16.—“Die Zeet,” to-day 

publishes a remarkable story of the 
suicide of a Bulgarian General in the 
presence of King Ferdinand, after he 
had been rebuked by the King. % 

The General had been considered re­
sponsible for the decimation of the 
first and sixth infantry regiments 
which were mowed dows—because the 
General either forgot /to cover the 
charge with artillery, or gave the 
wrong directions for the advance.

The General, after the charge, ad­
dressed the remnant of his men, 
praising their heroism. King Ferdin­
and stood by, nodding his approval. 
When the General had finished, the 
King said: “General, a word with 
you.”

Then walking up to the General and 
before the whole army the King strip­
ped the epaulettes from the officer’s 
uniform. The General remained at at­
tention for a moment, then saluting 
tne King he took a few paces to the 
rear and shot himself.
■ The first regiment is composed of 
the elite of Sofia, being composed of 
artists, lawyers, actors and business 
men. The loss of life in its ranks 
evoked the bitterest comments.

Triple Killing
al Pittsburg.

Pittsburg Man Shoots Wife, Divorced 
Wife and Self.

Pittsburg, Nov. 14. — John 
A Matthews, aged 36. an insurance 
agent, shot and killed his second wife, 
Mrs. Pauline Matthews; shot his di­
vorced wife, Blanche Gilger, of Salem, 
then ended his own life, shooting him­
self through the head, this afternoon. 
His first wife died two hours after be­
ing wounded.

The tragedy occurred at the Mat­
thews apartment on the North Side. 
It is said Matthews was despondent 
over domestic troubles.

How the first wife happened to be in 
the Matthews’ home probably never 
will be known. When the police ar­
rived both women were dressed In 
gray travelling suits and Matthews 
wore a heavy overcoat.

Furniture in the room was over­
turned The door leading thereto was 
open turd the blinds were drawn. 
Matthews was found dead on the floor, 
his divorced wife dying, lying on a 
bed, and his wife sitting in a rocking 
chair in another room, dead.

Matthews left two letters. One to 
his father, living at St. Petersburg, 
Penn., inclosed a will, and the second 
to a brother, living here, said: “At the 
time you receive this line I will not be 
among the living. Don’t let any one 
see this letter. I am tired of life."

Mystery No
Longer.

Boston. Stenographer Died of Heart 
F'ailure.

Bostan, Nov. 15.—Marjorie G. Pow­
ers, a stenographer, 27 years old. 
whose body was found in a bath-tub 
at a hotal under mrsterious circum­
stances yesterday, died of heart fail­
ure, according to Medical Examiner 
I)r. George B. Magrath.

Her employer, who had been held on 
suspicion, was immediately released.

District Attorney Pelletier, to whom 
the Medical Examiner made his report, 
issued a statement in which he said he 
saw no evidence upon which to base 
criminal prosecution.

Death was due to natural causes, 
there was no evidence of drowning, 
and no physical condition to justify 
suicidal intent.
