This afterncon, there are
a large number of Tempsrance. peti-
tions to be presented, and this will
take up a large part of the«time before
tea. Then there will be the reading
of the Municipal Bill which may not
evoke much discussion at that stége.
as many members of the House have
expressed their approval of the prin-
ciple of the measure. How much time
may be taken up in Committee <can
bardly be foreseen without a perusal
of the Bill, which bhas.not yet been
printed and distributed. it would ap-
pear also that much time may be taken
up in considering the Council’s amend-
ments of the Sealing Bill. What they
are we do not kmow.. But Mr. Robin-
son;, a member of that hedy, reports
that Councillors wrestled with it three
hours aud‘a half yesterday, and that
the bout will be resumed this after-
noon. Mr. Robinson cominents in part
as follows: “Every section, and almost
every sub-section was uamended; in-
deed amendments were ag plentiful as
leaves in Valambrosa. In its mnew
dress the Bill' may, at first sight, prove
scarcely recognizable, but despite lhe
multiplicity of the changss, the main
features are not touched. ~ With few
exceptions the amendmenis are such
as will make the Act more easily
workable, without the sacrifice of any-

thing ‘of real value.”

Fighting Fogs.

That ILondon's ‘“particular”—the
yellow, peasoup atmosphere which
sometimes settles over the Metropol-
is- and materially adds to doctors’
banking accounts—may be abolished
is the hope held out by a French
scientist, M. Onderio, the head of the
Lyons Observatory, whose novel re-
medy is to be put to  the test at
Lyons. The French city suffers al-
most as much from fogs as London,
and M. Onderio hes formed the theory
that these fogs are due to theNenorm-
ous evaporation from the \Rivers
Rhone and Saone, -as they flow
through that city. This theory is
shared by other scientists in thisg
country, who attribute London fogs
to the vapour arising from the
Thames, as well as to the excessive
smoke.

Whereas other scientists, however.
have usually proposed to banish fogs
by attacking them when they have
once b¢en formed in the zir, M. On-
derio proposes to prevent their for-
mation by a very simple plan.

His jdea is to suppress the rising o!
the water vapour by covering the sur-
face of the river with a film of ail
the thickness of which will prevent
all evaporation. The device for
spreading such a film is quite simple

in all times, since the days of Bed«
there has been a party within the
Church which has lost no épportunity
to-force upon it the doctrines and the
ritual- of the Church of Rome.
