New Italian Finer
TO DESTROY ZEPPELINS.

Gigantic Double Aeroplane Perfected
for Attacking Dirigible Airships.
Rome, June 10.—An aeroplane de­

stroyer designed for attacking dirig­
ible airships has been perfected in 
Italian government workshops during 
the post few months. It is an enor­
mous machine, with three separate 
engines, and with a total energy of 
260 horse power. The aeroplane com­
bines the tractor and pusher type of 
.machines—that is, those which are 
drawn along by an .air screw in front, 
and those which are pushed by an air 
screw behind.

It consists, in fact, of the bodies of 
two ordinary tractor biplanes, placed 
side by side and far enough apart so 
that there is room between them for 
the propeller of a third engine. Each 
of the two main bodies has its own 
engine and tractor screw in front, so 
that it looks at first like two ordinary 
tractor biplanes flying hand in hand.

On the section of wing which joins 
the two bodies is placed the body work 
of an ordinary pusher biplane, with 
the engine and propeller behind. In 
this way the body projects well for­
ward in front of the screws of the 
other two engines, so that it can carry 
a gun of considerable size and have 
a clear field of fire forward, backward 
and on both sides without danger of 
hitting its own screws or wings.

The tail end of the two bodies are 
joined together by a very large tail 
stretching from one end to the other, 
so that actually all parts of the ma­
chine are in proportion.

The big machine is capable of lift­
ing a huge cargo of bombs large 
enough to be certain to destroy a 
Zeppelin if they hit it, and even cap­
able of doing serious damage to a bat­
tleship.

Germans Persecute
Belgians.

New York, June 10.—A special cable 
to the New York Herald from Paris 
says:

“Every where throughout Belgium 
the Germans are redoubling their se­
verity. They suspect the Belgian 
population of favoring the national 
cause. At Liege fourteen persons 
were shot. At Brussels a fireworks 
maker named Ricard was shot for 
having struck a German.

“At Eccloo a student was condemn­
ed to eight days in prison and $100 
fine for wearing a French tricolor 
cockade in his hat. Posters in Ant­
werp notify Belgians that they can 
obtain German naturalization within 
forty-eight hours. •

“A letter from Ghent gives details 
of the arrest of the young Comtesse 
Joghe-Ardoye. With her grandmoth­
er she was walking on the Boule­
vards wearing a medallion with the 
portrait of King Albert. A German 
officer rushed at her and tore off the 
medallion crying: “Down with this 
King without a country!”

“The Countess picked up the jew­
ellery and replied, proudly: ‘We Bel­
gians prefer a King without a coun­
try to an Emperor without honor.’

To Make Gas in Midair.
New Zeppelin Has Three Tanks and

London, June 10.—The Daily Mail’s 

correspondent at Copenhagen sends 
further details of the new type of Zep­
pelin constructed for carrying poison­
ous gases. The new airship, he says, 
has three tanks carrying these gases 
below the navigating chamber and 
also apparatus for manufacturing the 
gases during a voyage.

The crew is mailer than those of 
the old Zeppelins. The speed is much 
greater. It is reported in Copenhagen 
than ten ships of the new type al­
ready have been built.

The new Zeppelins use aerial' tor­
pedoes made of aluminum and filled 
with gas, which sustains them, while 
they are directed by ether waves and 
exploded at any point. They can be 
directed from a great distance by this 
means. ■ k.

The Hour Calls
For the Man.

Seldom in the history of Britain 
when the hour has called for the 
man has the man been wanting. 
These are parlous times which call 
for a man of light and leading at the 
head of affairs, and fortunate is the 
Empire that a man of the parts of 
Mr. Asquith is at the head of affairs 
at hom^ In the Commons yester­
day he struck the right keynote when 
he said: —

“There is a fitting place and fitting 
work for every man and every woman 
in the land. Be it sooner or later, it 
will certainly come, when our cause 
has been vindicated, and there is once 
more peace on earth. May it be re­
corded on the proudest day in the an­
nals of this nation, that there was no 
home, no workshop in the whole of 
this United Kingdom, which did not 
take its part in the common struggle 
and earn its share in the common 
triumph.”

Mr. Asquith has struck many su­
perlative difficulties in the course of 
his political career, but these 
difficulties have made the 
man, for he has risen superi­
or to them on every occasion. He is 
fortunate also in his colleagues. Sir 
Edward Grey, the Secretary for For­
eign Affairs, stands pre-eminent to­
day in the world of diplomacy. Lord 
Kitchener has more than sustained 
his old reputation as the Maker of 
armies. Lloyd Gedrge, after winning 
golden opinions among financiers, of 
whom he was the chief bane before the 
war, has undertaken a new line of 
work in speeding up the output of 
munitions. Mr. Balfour, the leading 
parliamentary hand of our days, has 
sunk his pride of place in the greater 
pride of doing his “bit” at the Admir­
alty, and last but not least Mr. Win­
ston Churchill has taken upon him­
self a modesty, little expected in a 
Churchill, of hiding his light in a 
subordinate position in the Ministry 
for the good of all. All honour to 
him and all of them.

John 
Dillon on behalf of the Irish party- 
explained thei rattitude meant no 
desire to oppose or snipe the new 
Government, which had their fullest 
co-operation, but actually to join war 
wholly inconsistent with the obliga­
tions of the party. He felt aid from 
the outside would be most valuable. 
He regretted other parties in Ireland 
had not adopted this method of Na­
tionalist self-effacement.

PREMIER ASQUITH SPEAKS.
LONDON, June 15.

Fourteen of One Line Tied Up.
The Hamburg-American Line has 

14 vessels interned, the Amerika and 
the Cincinnati here, and 12 in New 
York. Next to the Vaterland the Am­
erika and Cincinnati are the most 
valuable, the rest of the fleet being 
first and second-class passenger car­
riers. Among the freighters are some 
of the greatest cargo carriers in the 
world.

The North German Lloyd has six 
liners in American ports, all but one 
of them having been used recently as 
first-class passenger ships.
_ Tied up at Hoboken piers with the 
Kaiser Wilhelm II., are the following 
ships:

Frederick der Grosse, Konig Wil­
helm II., the Prinzessin Irene and the 
Grosser Kurferst.

There are also four Austro-Ameri- 
can Line vessels at New York, two of 
them having been engaged in passen­
ger traffic between New York and 
Trieste before hostilities began.

The total number of interned ves­
sels in the port of New York include 
four Austrian and 26 German steam­
ers and one German motor ship, three 
German ships and one German bark.

FRESH FRUIT BRITISH THEATRE!A Reconstructed life
Boston, Mass., June 5.—That the 

United States, in the event of war 
with the Kaiser, would find itself in a 
position to seize $100,000,000 worth of 
German and Austrian steamers is 
shown by the list of vessels interned 
in American ports.

These ships include the flower of 
German’s transatlantic liners, the 
Rating hotels that a year ago were 
carrying the cream of European traf­
fic. A dozen of them are first-class 
passenger liners, and all, except a 
few of Austrian register, are in com­
paratively good condition.

Many estimates place the value of 
Austro-German ships lying in our 
ports at well over $100,000,000, but 
conservative steamship men consider 
the latter figure approximately cor­
rect.

The finest of the Interned ships are 
tied up in the ports of New York and 
Boston.

The Vaterland of the Hamburg-Am­
erican Line, the largest vessel in the 
world, is lying at the Hamburg-Ameri­
can docks in Hoboken, N.J., having 
made only 2% trips across the Atlan­
tic. She was on her second visit to 
this country when the war interrupted 
her career. This, giant of the seas 
heads the list of marine war prizes to 
which Uncle Sam might fall heir. She 
is 950 feet long, registers 50,000 tons 
and is valued by 
$12,000,000.

Vaterland in Good Condition.
According to one of the crew, the 

Vaterland has been burning 50 tons 
of coal a day during the time she has 
been interned and is in fine condition, 
notwithstanding her long period of 
idleness. It has been estimated that 
the Vaterland could carry 10,000 
troops.

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LONDON GOSSIP.
LONDON, May 25th, 1915.

THE KING AND RACING.
The King, I am told, has caused in­

structions to be sent to his racing 
trainer at Newmarket that no one 
employed about his stables should be 
discharged in consequence of the new 
arrangement concerning the discon­
tinuance of racing. Some time ago 
His Majesty placed every facility in. 
the way of those employed with his 
racing stud to join the army if tney 
were suitable, and then promised 
that their places should be kept open 
for them and their wages paid to 
those dependent upon them while they 
were away ; and this offer is now Re­
peated. It is expected that his Ma­
jesty's lead in this direction will be 
very generally followed, especially by 
the larger owners ; but with a com­
pulsory end put to horse-racing for 
the remainder of the year, many of 
the smaller owners will be compelled 
to break up their studs owing to 
(hoir inability to bear the expense of 
maintaining their stables in idleness.

TIIE SECRET DEPARTURES.
Now that Lord Kitchener has again 

appealed for men an (’.recruiting ef­
forts on a tig scale are being renew­
ed. it is to be hoped that something 
of a more rousing character will be 
sanctioned than anything that lias 
been yet permitted. Recruiting bodies 
and soldiers themselves have done 
their best, but the difficulty is to cre­
ate a central interest which will bring 
crowds of people together with the 
one thought in their mind. There are 
two ways to create this central inter ­
est, but although they have been re­
peatedly urged upon the authorities, 
nothing has been done. The first 
plan is to let the people see our sol­
diers when they are going away, and 
let them give them a send-off; and 
the second is to make a display of the 
trophies they have captured. There 
was certainly good reason why the 
troops should go away in secrecy ir 
the first half of the war, but is there 
any real reason now why this secrecy 
should be so tightly maintained? The

enemy know that we are ahvays send­
ing out troops, and they have done 
their best, without result, to prevent 
these troops reaching their destina­
tion. The time when the troops leave 
London is no clue to the time when 
they cross the Channel. So far as 
one can see there is no reason now 
why the public should not see our sol­
diers going off to the war. No mere 
moving and inspiring sight could pos­
sibly be conceived than the sight of 
these young men cheerfully offering 
themselves for the country. Nothing 
can appeal so directly to the young 
man who has delayed joining the ar­
my. The enthusiasm aroused by such 
a sight would rob us, too, of lim 
shamefacedness that most people 
show when the soldiers go by. The 
other day in -Waterloo Station I saw a 
company of Guardsmen going off. A 
few relatives had gathered at the eu 
trance to the platform and a little 
crowd was held up as the company 
marched in. An attempt was made to 
give a cheer, but it died away, and 
people stood with their hats oft 
watching them file past. The soldiers 
felt equally awkward, and at last they 
began to shout to the crowd, “Good 
Luck!’’ and “Good Luck to you alii” 
They—the men going out to the mud 
and fire, and death on the bloody 
fields of Flanders—wished us good 
luck as they left us in secure and 
comfortable England! Surely the 
veriest slacker would have felt that!

SHELLS AND AMMUNITION.
I learn that the fighting on the 

West during the past ten days has 
caused the War Office and the Gov 
ernment still further to enlarge their 
ideas on the expenditure of men and 
ammunition which will be necessary 
before the German can be expelled 
from France and Flanders. The 
question of high explosive shells as 
opposed to shrapnel shells, has also 
come up for discussion very strongly 
The former are the levelling shells— 
they sweep away wire entanglements, 
trench defences, steel shells, guns, 
etc., and leave the way open for an

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infantry attack—while the latter, the 
shrapnel shells, are the men-lcillcrs 
but are no good for destroying defen­
ces. It seems to be generally agreed 
that we must have more high explos­
ive shells, the explosive generally re­
quired for these being trinotrotoluol. 
The expenditure of shells and am- 
Munition has been prodigious on 
both sides, and wholly beyond the 
calculations of the thinking and fore­
seeing branches of the armies of the 
Allies. Actual experience of war has 
dissipated forecasts and probabilities, 
and it is now clear that victory in the 
last resort will be with the side 
which can gain and maintain a su­
periority of munitions. Presumably’ 
the German calculations of the con­
sumption of shells and ammunition 
have been disturbed equally with our 
own. The factors on which the ex­
perts worked out their probabilities 
were the same, and the German brain 
was no better able to foresee the real­
ities of expenditure than any other. 
The question is whether Germany has 
not been quicker to organize her non- 
combatant population for a siill 
greater manufacture proportionately 
with the unexpected depletion of sup­
plies. On this there is no sure infor­
mation. But what is quite certain Is 
that we shall ourselves have to act 
with greater and continuous vigor. 
The situation is serious, and newr de­
velopments in the Government’s or- 
ganisory work have become impera­
tive. That, I am assured, is the mor­
al of the recent fighting.

THE RECENT FIGHTING.
An officer’s impressions of the re 

cent fighting in Belgium and to the 
north of Arras, which I heard re­
cently, give an interesting glimpse in­
to the conditions and daily incidents 
of the struggle. One thing which has 
been noticed is the careful selection 
of target which the German gunners 
seem to make. This, I am informed, 
is now usually more noticeable than 
the intensity of their fire. Some of 
the particular stories about shells 
falling near the General Headquar 
'ers are not true, but it is true that 
the German gunners systematically 
search behind the lines for this par­
ticularly attractive target. Another 
point which may justly be emphasized 
is the credit which the Canadians 
have won with the rest of the army. 
They have proved themselves hard 
and reckless fighters on a soldict s 
•estimate, and there is nothing per­
functory in the official praises which 
’lave been showered on them. There 
is also, it may be added, a general 
admiration of the, skill with which 
t)ie French conducted their recent op 
trations north of Arras. Their fire 
dash has displayed the traditiona 
French qualities in offensive, and 
heir leading in t,hese operations has 
-een very good. It is interesting to 

know, by the way, that the French 
roops against which the Germans 
first used gas were coloured troops, 
possibly chosen by the enemy as like­
ly to be more susceptible to the first 
alarm and surprise of this use of the 
extraordinary weapon.

THE CLERGY AND THE WAR.
It has been remarked that in th 

clergy training colleges there ha 
been a notable dearth of new stu 
dents seeking orders since the wa 
began, and hundreds of the younger 
are known to have vainly begged 
their Bishops to give them leave to 
join the army. There are even sev­
eral instances of clergymen who have 
resigned livings in order to free 
themselves for enlistment. Some gov­
erning bodies connected with the 
Church are, however, not satisfied 
with this general appearance of wil 
lingness on the part of the present 
clergy and of most of the students to 
do military service. They hold the 
view that even such young men as at 
this moment wish to take orders 
should be dissuaded. The Bishop of 
London's Ordination Candidates 
Council has passed a resolution to the 
effect that no candidate shall be a-- 
cepted unless he proves to the satis­
faction of the Council that he is un­
able to serve in the war.

moreover, proved' 1 unimpeachable. 
Days, ago he declared that the'"Triple 
Alliance had been denounced by It­
aly, a fact which was only made pub­
lic on May 21st. It is known that the 
greatest wish of the poet is to be at­
tached to an Italian man-of-war, and 
perhaps to emulate Taillefer and be 
the first to give his life for his coun­
try. V

DUKE OF THE ABRUZZI.
The Due of the Abruzzi, who will, 

it is said, take command of the Italian 
Fleet in the event of Italy declaring" 
for Intervention in the war, was for a 
time very prominent in British yacht­
ing. In the early nineties of last cen­
tury he was frequently to he seen at 
the regattas of the leading Thames 
and Solent Clubs, and eventually he 
ordered the racing cutter Bona, which 
was built at Meadowside for him from 
designs by the late George Lennox 
Watson. He was very popular in 
English yachting circles, and made a 
point of playing the game in the Brit­
ish spirit. At first the newspapers, 
following the example of the club 
committees, gave the title of the own­
er of Bona its full Italian flavor, 
without of course calling him Prince 
or enumerating his Christian names, 
of which there are half a dozen. Be­
fore long, however, the Duke took 
the necessary steps to put the matter 
right’ from his point of view. “I am,” 
he said in effect, “head of the Abruzzi 
in the Same sense as a Highland 
chieftain is head of his clan. There­
fore call me Duke of the Abruzzi.”

THE POET AND THE PEOPLE.
No one can have failed to notice 

the part played by D’Annunzio in the 
present fateful moment of Italy’s 
life. He returned to Italy for the 
unveiling of the Quarto monument, 
after a voluntary exile of some years 
in Paris, where he lived in an old 
house in the heart of one of the poor­
est districts. He saw hardly anybody, 
and was charmed with the solitude, 
the silence, the sound of the bells in 
the distance, the narrow streets with 
Italian names. From the moment lie 
set foot on Italian soil he became lire 
leader of the people. Every word ne 
said has been treasured. If a politi-’ 
cian had said that the rights of Italv 
were being bartered, the phrase might 
have been easily put down as a not 
particularly original attack of a par­
tisan against the men of another par­
ty. When D’Annunzio said it, the 
people adopted it as their watchword, 
and Giolittl became Signor "Pare- 
chio” (Mr. “Much”), in reference to 
the opinion expressed some time ago 
that Italy ought to get “much” out of 
the present war without actually tak­
ing part In It Not even Signor Sa-

BRITISH KNIGHTS OF THE BLACK 
EAGLE.

There are only four British Knights 
of the Prussian Order of the Black 
Eagle, and these are likely to accept, 
with complete equanimity the an­
nouncement that the German Emper­
or is about to remove their names 
from this Order as a reply to his own 
dismissal from the Order of the Gar­
ter recently. These four are tie 
King, the Duke of Connaught, Prince 
Arthur of Connaught, and the Dul.e 
of Wellington. It was the Emperor’s 
desire some two or three years ago to 
bestow the famous orange ribbon or. 
the Prince of Wales, but the King re­
quested that this honor might be de­
ferred until the Heir-Apparent was 
twenty-one, so that, had it not been 
for the war, it is probable that the 
Prince would just now have been ‘pre­
paring to visit Berlin in order to be 
admitted to this Order. Shortly after 
hostilities began, His Majesty for­
mally divested himself of the Black 
Eagle and returned his insignia to the 
Emperor, an example that va* 
promptly followed by the Duke of 
Connaught and the late Earl Roberts 
It is understood that since then both 
Prince Arthur of Connaught and the 
Duke of Wellington have taken a 
similar course, so that the present 
“dismissal” would seem superfluous.

THE WEEK-END WONDERFUL.
Although, alas! it cannot be seen 

'iy tens of thousands of London-lov­
ers, this was the great week-end of 
the year for London beauty. Nature 
has made up for the absence of ac­
customed window-boxes in street and 
olace by the lavishness of her color 
in every park and garden. Any rail­
way through the near suburbs just 
now runs through hundreds of little 
back gardens of foaming blossoms 
and showers of lilac. It was “Chest­
nut Sunday” at Bushey, in the south­
west suburbs of London, on May 16th, 
and the grand old avenue there was 
more splendid than ever with its mil­
lions of white spirals, like candles il­
luminating a great victory. The val­
ley of the Thames is scented with 
hawthorn and gorse, and there are 
Guelder roses everywhere. Kew
