The Verdun
Battle.

Several weeks ago keen 
observers across the wa­
ter were predicting a 
heavy military offensive 
by the enemy in the near 

future. It was in their opinion ne­
cessary that Germany should gain a 
decision or at least obtain some ad­
vantage of a material kind to settle 
the disquietude at home and to re­
establish their credit abroad. Specu­
lation ranged over the whole field of 
operations. After examining the posi­
tions on the Russian front, around 
Salonika, along the Suez Canal and 

,on the Tigris, these observers came 
to the conclusion that none of these 
theatres of war would answer the 
German purpose, and that the big Ger­
man offéhsive would take place 'on 
the Western front. Hillaire Belloc, in 
'Land and Water’ and the Writers in 
the Londpn Times did not attempt to 
locate the attack with any greater 
exactness. But Hillaire Belloc said 
that tile Gerttan aims could not be 
possibly attained without ' concentra­
ting a force of less than 300,000 first 
class effectives. The great offensive 
did take place. It began early last 
week and is still on. It has been 
carried on with unprecedented vigor. 
So tar as can bë gathered the Ger­
mans in spite of an utter disregard of 
the lives of their men have so far not 
only failed to gain what in military 
phrasing is called), a decision and 
what in common parlance would be 
called a decisive victory, but they 
seemed to haVe failed so far to have 
gained any material advantage. A de­
cisive victory would be compassed if 
they could destroy any considérable 
portion of the effective fighting force 
of the French nation. A distinct ma­
terial advantage would be gained if 
they could straighten out the bulge in 
their lints formed of the region of 
Verdun between the point where the 
French lines cross the Forest of Ar- 
gonne add the point in the German 
salietit which juts out to St. Mihiel. 
This bulfee forms a wide mouth' bay 
find, in it is the town of-Verdun with

many forts surrounding it at various 
distances from Verdun as their cen­
tres. On Saturday morning the Ger­
mans claimed to have stormed one of 
these forts to the northeast. Later, 
however, the French not only drove 
them out, but re-captured ground be­
yond it. Whatever the ultimate re­
sult may be, the news to hand does 
not show that' the Germans are mak­
ing material progress in flattening out 
the bulge and taking the Verdun 
forts. If the German efforts should 
fail after losses on an unprecedented 
scale, this offensive of the Crown 
Prince, carried out under the stimu­
lating presence of the Kaiser him­
self, the adverse effect of the battle 
will be far-reaching not only on Ger­
many and Austria Bulgaria and Tur­
key, but among such neutrals as 
Roumania and Greece. The quiet con­
fidence of the French and the way 
the French are standing up to what 
is perhaps one of the greatest offen­
sives of the war, offer ground for the 
hope that the great German offensive 
will result in failure.

How Taxes 
on Profits Are 

to be Levied.
Text of the Resolution Under Which

Seven Per Cent, in Some Cases and
Over Ten in Others — Provisions
Against Evasion— How Values Are
to Be Determined.
Ottawa, Feb. 15.—The text of the re­

solution presented to-day by the Min­
ister of Finance on the taxation of war 
profits was as follows: —

One—That, in the following resolu­
tion, "Minister” means the Minister 
of Finance of Canada ; “non-Canadian 
company" an incorporated company 
having its head office or principal 
place of business outside of Canada, 
but having assets in or carrying on 
business in Canada; “persons” means 
any individual of persons and any 
partnership, syndicate, trust, asso­
ciation or other body, and any body 
corporate, and the heirs, executors, ad­
ministrators, curators and assigns or 
other legal representatives of such 
persons, according to the law of that 
part of Canada to which the context 
extends.

Two—That there shall be charged, 
levied, and paid to his Majesty a tax 
of twenty-five percentum of the am­
ount by which the profits arising from 
any trade or business subject to the 
tax in every accounting period end­
ing after the fourth day at August, 
one thousand nine hundred and four­
teen, exceeded, in the case of incor­
porated companies seven per centum, 
and in the case of ail other persons 
ten percentum, upon the capital em­
ployed in such trade or business.

Provided, however, that the amount 
paid or payable by any person under 
provisions of partnership of the spec­
ial war revenue act; 1915, shall he de­
ducted from the amount which such 
person would otherwise be liable to 
pay, and the minister shall have pow­
er to determine any questions that 
may arise in which the taxes under 
the said act and those proposed here­
in are payable.

Three—That the accounting period 
shall be taken to be the period for 
which the accounts of the trade or 
bpBlness have been, made up, and 
where the accounts of the trade or 
business have not been made up for 
any definite period so far, the period 
for which they have been usually 
made up, or if a year or more has 
elapsed without the - accounts being 
made' up, the accounting period shall 
be taken to be such period, and ending 
on such a date as the minister may 
determine.

Application of the Tax.
Four—That the trades and business­

es to which the tax shall apply are 
all trades and business of transporta­
tion (whether continuously carried on 
or not) of any description, carried on 
°r partly carried on in Canada, ex­
cept

(a) Any trade or business other 
than a trade or business which, or 
any portion of which is the manufac­
turing or dealing in munitions of war 
or in materials or supplies of any kind 
for war purposes, the capital employ­
ed in which is less than fifty thous­
and dollars.

(b) The business of life insurance.
(c) The business of farming and 

stock raising.

Computation of Profits.
Five—(1) That the profits shall be 

taken to be the net profits in the ac­
counting period.

(2) The profits of a non-Canadian
company shall be such proportion of 
the net profits as shall bear the same 
proportion to the total amount of its 
net profits as the capital of the com­
pany as defined herein, bears to the 
total amount paid up upon its capital 
stock. •

(3) No deductions from gross pro­
fits for depreciation or for any ex­
penditure of a capital nature for re­
newals, or for the development of a 
trade or business, or otherwise in re­
spect of the trade or business, shall be 
allowed except such amount as ap­
pears to the minister to be reasonable 
and to be properly attributable to the 
accounting period.

(4) Any deduction made from the 
gross profits for the remuneration of 
directors, managers and persons con­
cerned in the management of the trade 
or business shall not, unless the min­
ister, owing to .any special circum­
stances, otherwise directs, exceed the 
sums deducted for those purposes in 
the last accounting period ending be­
fore the fourth day of August, 1914, 
and no deductions shall be allowed in

. respect of any transaction or operation 
, of any nature where it appears, that 
, the transaction or operation has im- 
* properly reduced the amount to be 
, taken as the amount of the profits of 
the trade or business.

(5) In the case of any contract ex­
tending beyond one accounting period 
from the date of its commencement to 
the completion thereof and only par­
tially performéd in any accounting 
period there shall, unless the minister, 
owing to any special circumstances, 
otherwise directs, be attributed to 
each of the accounting periods in 
which such contract was partially per­
formed such proportion of the entire 
profits or estimated profits in re­
spect of the complete performance of 
the contract as shall be properly at­
tributable to such accounting periods 
respectively, having regard to the ex­
tent to which the contract was per­
formed in such periods.

Incorporated Company's Capital.
Six1—That the capital employed in 

the trade or business of any corpora- 
ted company having its head office or 
other principal place of business in 
Canada shall be the amount paid up­
on its capital stock.

Seven—That the capital employed in 
the trade or business of a non- 
Canadian' company shall be such por­
tion of the amount paid upon its cap­
ital stock as shall bear the same pro­
portion to the amount paid: upon it? 
entire capital stock as the value of 
its assets in Canada bears to the val­
ue of its assets outside of Canada.

As to New or Additional Capital.
Eight—That the minister may de­

termine tlie amount of the capital of 
any incorporated company issuing 
stock after the 15th day of February, 
one thousand nine hundred and six­
teen, the capital stock of any incor­
porated company is increased or ad­
ditional stock issued, or if the stock 
is in any way changed of reorganized 
ia such a manner as to increase the 
amount of the capital, the minister 
may decide whether or nob it is fair 
and proper to include sucli increase 
or any part thereof when determining 
the capital of such company, and the 
decision of the minister shall be final 
and conclusive.

Capital of Other Than Companies.
Nine—(1) That the capital employed 

in t:ie trade or business of atiy per­
son other than an, incorporated com­
pany Kliall l.o taken to be the value of 
all assets, real and personal, movable 
and immovable, issued in connection 
with such trade or business:

ta) So far as the capital consists of 
assets acquired by purchase, the value 
shall be the price at which such assets 
were acquired, subject to any proper 
deductions for depreciation or replace­
ment, or for unpaid purchase money ; 
and

(b) So far as the capital consists of 
assets being debts due to the trade or 
business, the value shall be the nomin­
al amount of those debts, except bad 
debts proved to be such to the satis­
faction of the. minister ; and

(c) So far the capital consists of 
any other assets which have not been 
acquired by purchase, the value shall 
be the value of the assets at the time 
when they became assets of the trade 
orbusiness, subject to any proper de­
ductions tor depreciation or replace­
ment

(d) Accumulated profits employed 
in the business shall also be deemed 
capital.

(2) Any borrowed money or debts 
shall be deducted in computing the 
amount of capital.

(3) Where any asset has been paid 
for otherwise than in cash, the cost 
price of that asset shall be taken to be 
the value of the consideration at the 
time the asset was acquired.

Requirement of Returns.
Ten—That provision be made re­

quiring persons liable or believed to 
be liable to make such return^ as may 
be necessary to to assess the tax; and 
that provision also be made for the 
assessment of the several persons

A hotel Is a place where hospitality 

is dispensed at meter rates. There are 
in the United States over 100,000 
hotels, some of which are good.

Hotels vary greatly in size and se­
verity. In New York apd Chicago 
one may find hotels containing 1,500 
rooms apiece, in some of which rooms 
an awkward guest could not turn 
around without knocking over $1,100 
worth of bric-a-brac. In Arkansas, 
on the other hand, there are hotels in 
which a guest has to pay extra if he 
doesn’t want to sleep with the family 
and which use the Mississippi river for 
a bath tub..

An ordinary hotel consists of a 
desk, with a register on it, a collec­
tion of rooms furnished luxuriously 
with windows, doors and beds with 
shets on them, a dining room, gor­
geously decorated with straw-colored 
pompadours and a writing room with 
a last year’s time-table in it. The 
United States is full of such hotels. 
They only vary in the badness of the 
meals served. Some of these hotels 
change cooks every day, while others 
retain the same cook year after year, 
by allowing her to eat somewhere 
else.

There are also in this country a 
fairly large number of old-fashioned 
hotels where the family does the 
cooking and eats it too, right in public 
in the dining room. These hotels have 
old-fashioned heating stoves, and 
when the guest rises in winter he has 
to whittle the water out of the pitcher 
before he can wash his face. But they 
are eagerly sought by travelers for all 
that, because of the ease and fluency 
with which the bill of fare can be con­
sumed, and the comfortable feeling 
which they leave In the vest and 
pants pocket ^fcgtons.

Besides these two varieties, there 
are also modern hotels. These con­
sist of. a lobby upholstered in marble, 
onyx, gold and flunkeys and decorated 
at the rear with a member of some 
royal family behind a, register. The 
lobby is surmounted by about twenty 
layers of rooms, each of which rents 
for the price of a pair of shoes per 
night, yrhile scattered about . on the 
ground floor are restaurants, in which 
one may secure a large, well-cooked 
meal with plenty of side dishes for the 
price of an acre of land in Texas. In 
fact, it is perfectly easy for a small 
man with a fair appetite to eat up a 
whole Texas farm in a week in a 
New York hotel, especially If h«? 
washes it down liberally.

At 9.30 this morning the new build­
ing in which the-Bank of Nova Scotia 
will in future do its large and still 
increasing business, opened its doors 
to the public..

On last New Y'ear’s Day the Bank 
of Nova Scotia attained its majority 
in Newfoundland, it having opened for 
business pn January 1st, 1895, just 
three weeks after the. memorable 
Bank Crash of Dec. ,_10ttr, 1894,. Fol­
lowing that disaster, Canadian Banks 
came to the rescue df the Island’s 
Commerce, and the first was the Bank 
<ff Nova Scotia which has', been for 
over a score of years in our midst, and 
has conducted its business with suc­
cess not only to the good of its own 
Institution but to the advantage of this 
country as wall.

On New Year’s Day 1895 the Bank 
of Nova Scotia opened up for business 
ip a small and unpretentious office in 
the western part of the Foran Build- 

: ing, on Water Street. Mr. Waters 
came down to launch the new ven­
ture. Mr. Stavert Was the first Man­
ager, and Mr. W. W. Watson was Re­
ceiving Teller, Ledger Keeper and 
Discount Clerk, and gave satisfac­
tion which was a pretty difficult 
business at that time, as those who 
had to do with banking circles were 
shy and very shy of taking anjthing 
but British gold, their trust and every­
thing else in paper having disappear­
ed with the Bank Crash. Mr. Wat­
son was in a hard position and he 
knew it. It was up to him, and by his 
tact, patience and ability in dealing 
with the distracting problems which 
arose from day to day he won back 
the confidence of a people who had 
suffered much. That confidence was 
restored, and business men commenc­
ed to deal directly with Manager 
Stavert and the Managers of the 
Banks of Montreal and the Royal 
Bank. It was at this period that the 
local bankers were in repute, for the 
public looked to such men as Messrs. 
Watson, Carter, Crowdy, Peters and 
Mehan for guidance and support, and " 
those gentlemen did not fail, they 
played well their parts, and it is pleas­
ing to know that every one of them 
won high positions in the Canadian 
Banks.

There is a vast difference between 
the Nova Scotia’s bank quarters of 
such small proportions twenty years 
ago and its palatial quarters of to­
day. The Directors decided a year 
ago that they had not sufficient room 
in the Foran Building, though they 

,liad occupied all the ground floor, to 
meet the constantly growing demands 
of their business and selected a site 
on O’Dwyer’s corner to put up a new 
building. Work on it began in May 
last and now the new Bank is com­
pleted, a creditable building and a 
monument to the city. Messrs. Dickie 
Construction Firm of Toronto, who 
have an established reputation for 
bank building, were the contractors 
and under Mr. Dickie’s personal super­
vision the work was carried oh. The 
construction was done by local labour, 
excepting a couple of skilled artizans 
belonging to the firm.

The Bank itself is built of stone and 
has a massive appearance. The in­
terior of the building has a floor space 
of 40 feet by 83 with 10 feet of a pas­
sage in the rear. The walls are main­
ly of solid mahogany and the fittings 
and fixtures of the most up-to-date 
style, the whole presenting a hand­
some appearance. The splendid and 
imposing entrance leads to the large 
office, and no money or pains have 
been spared to make this department 
one of the most efficient and elegant 
in the whole city. In the centre of 
this office are massive tables sur­
mounted by heavy inch thick plate 
glass, and where a big supply of 
cheques, forms, etc., are at hand for 
the convenience of the Bank’s cus­
tomers.

With confidence, calm and serene,
