Why 1is it that

that it awakens .acuter sympathy and
compassion.
That is true enough but ‘here are
two. other answers.

One is that while the groping of

Sympathize More Readily With Blind-
ness.

The other answer was suggested to
me by an authority on lip. reading,
and is a striking and enlightening
thought. We know more about blind-
ness than we do about deafness, said
this authority, because we are all
blind when it is dark. Hence we rea-
lize the difficulties and deprivations
of the blind as we cannot realize
those of the deaf. If we all were de-
prived at times of our ears as auto-
matically as the drakness deprives us
of our eyes we should understand
deafness much more fully and should
be much more sympathetie.

And though that might not be a
blessing for us, it would certainly be
a blessing for those who walk among
us forever in the shadow of the si-
lence and loneliness enforced by that
afliction.

Is Your Hearing Perfect?

Perhaps if we realized our own

chances of joining those whose joys
are thus curtailed, we might be morie
considerate. In an article on the
subject I saw the other day that one,
in ten is to some extent hard of hear-
ing and that the proportion increases
| every year.
somewhat deaf in one ear do not rea-
lize it until something affects the
hearing in the other ear.

Of course no one who has any de-
cency at all deliberately makes fun
of ,the hard of hearing, but there arn
many ways of being considerate be- |
sides refraining from such obvious,
brutality.’

One can mitigate that left-out-feel-
ing by drawing the deaf person into
the conversation by addressing a word
or two to him that will give him the
key note and help him to follow.

“Through The Russian Hs-volu(ﬁon.”‘
By Albert Rhys Williams. I

It is perhaps, only natural that one
should take up a book dealing with
the Russian Revolution from the Bol-

viewpoint, with certain |
amount of prejudice. Nor, is it pos-
sible io entirely free one’s mind from!
this prejudice, even at the realisation |
that a reviewer should preserve an
view of any book which
comes into his hands until he is,
fully acquainted with its contents and!
in a position to pass judgement. Mrl
Albert Rhys Williams, the author of|
“Through the Russian Revolution,” is |
avowedly a socialist, and to a great ex-
tent his vision is narrowed -by his
sympathies. In spite of this, he has
produced a book which the publishers
truly describe as “a terse, thrilling,
authentic story.” The author partici-
pated in many of the most important
events of the Revolution, and is in a
position to lay the evidence of his
own eyes before his readers. He tells
of the formation of the Soviet Govern-
ment, of the fall of the Provisional
Governmuent, of the attempts of the
Whites and the bourgeoisie to defeat
the Bolsheviks, in a manner which
cannot fa’l to grip the attention of the
reader. This is how Mr. Williams des-
cribes the fall of the Provisional Gov-
ernmert. “Finally stung to fury,
Abra(movich cries out, “We cgnnot re-
main here and be responsible for these
crimes. We invite all delegates to
leave this congress.

There are many
good industrial projects all over the
world, and one of the principal diffi-
culties which prevents them from
being carried out, is the difficulty of
finding the necessary finances .at the
present time.

A
new company, however attractive anil
sound it may be, is not in the position
of an old established going concarn
or a government) Under these cir-
cumstances the financiers stated de-
finitely that it would be absolutely
impossible for the money to be ob-
tained at present, unless the Govern-
ment of Newfoundland, out of a desire
to see the natuiral resources of the
country developed and employment
found for its people, were willing to
undertake to guarantee the interest
and sinking fund on these bhonds, so
as to place them in the same class as
the other gilt-edged issues being of-
fered to the public. The nett profits
of the paper mills alone are calculated
at $25.00 per ton on an output of 120,-
000 tons per annum, or a gross profit
of $3,000,000 per annum. The fixed
charges, interest and sinking fund, at
6% and 19 respectively come to $1.-
350.000, provided that the full £4,-
000,000 be issued (taking the pound
at $4.50), so that the earnings, con-
servatively estimated, more th'nn twice
cover the fixed charges. Futther, to
safeguard the Government, a special

reserve fund of $260,000 per annum !

will be set aside, until the whoie
