I August 15th la recognized the world 
" over as the feast of the assumption

, the first, according to the Fathers, to 
I whom the risen Jesus appeared. When 
, the Apostles set out to teach all na- 
I tlons after the descent of the Holy 
j Spirit, Mary followed St. John the 
Evangelist to Ephesus afterwards re­
turning with him to Jerusalem, and 
there at the age of sixty-three, or 
some cay seventy-three years, the 
Virgin Mary, sorrounded by Apostles 
fell asleep in Jesus on August 16th 
inthe forty-eight (or fifty-eighth) year 

of the Christianhera. Her sacred body 
was buried and laid in the Sepulchre 
by St. Peter and the other Apostles. 
They kept her raiment, and, amongst 
other things her veil, of which a por­
tion is said to be at the Church of 
Chartres in France. There is a tradi­
tion that God had permitted the 
Apostle St. Thomas to be absent at 
the death of Mary, in order that her 
glory might be more clearly manifest­
ed. St. Thomas arrived In Jerusalem 
three days after her body had been 
placed in the grave. Deeply grieved, 
St. Thomas earnestly requested to be 
allowed to look once more upon the 
much loved face of the mother of his 
Saviour. The Apostles yielded to his 
prayers and accompanied by a large 
gathering of Christians of Jerusalem 
they all went together to the Sepul­
chre. They opened the .tomb; but 
what were the surprise, admiration, 
and rejoicing of all present, when, in­
stead of the body of Mary, they saw 
the linen clothes reverently folded, 
and the grave filled with flowers.

"Some 
men. could count them one by one 
and never have to use a mask. Of 
course, a lot would depend on whether 
the bees are aristocratic bluebloods 
or hybrids. The hybrids are usually 
the fierce ones. Still, when ft comes to 
getting intimate with bees, discre­
tion is the better part of valor.”

Girls with perfume and men who 
use hair oil, smelly pomades or scent­
ed talcum better get out of the way 
whenever they see a bee coming, Mr. 
Thorndyke says. He has a theory that 
the little honey-makers Just natural­
ly dislike certain odors. When a bee 
likes an odor It noses right In to 
gather raw material for Its manufac­
turing plant, but it turns its back on 
disagreeable smells. And when a bee 
turns Its back, somebody Is liable to 
experience discomfiture. Bees have 
domestic troubles, too, and these of­
ten put them In a bad humor. It is to 
ascertain how many of the baby bees 
at Goshen are suffering from "foul 
brood,” and causing worry to their 
queen and their papa bees that the 
census was ordered. Foul brood 1 is 
something like summer complaint 
among human infants, but more de­
vastating. 'It comes from - Impure food 
given during the period CÎ Incubation. 
The adult bees are not bothered by 
the disease, as they thrive whether 
the larder contains good food or bad.

Time to Stock Up,
To-day was the date set for a 

general strike of Nova Scotia 
coal miners, but according to 
advices from Sydney an agree­
ment has been reached between 
mine owners and workers and 
the strike, consequently, avert­
ed. Such a decision will be hailed 
-with pleasure by the people of 
‘Newfoundland, who have to de­
fend upon the output of the col­
lieries of Cape Breton for their 
annual supplies of bituminous 
coal. All the more reason then 
In the present instance for coal 
dealers to secure such stocks as 
they can, with convenience and 
economy, store for the winter. 
Though the menace of a present 
strike has been removed for a 
time, it is ever existent, and who 
knows but that at any moment 
an order may be made by the U. 
M.W. for a stoppage of work. 
■The recent history of strikes 
“may be condensed into a sen­
tence, “One demand satisfied, a 
tfresh one made, with the threat 
■of a walkout in the back­
ground.” And that is a situation 
against which provision should 
Toe made in this country, by 
stocking up to the limit, and 
getting all the supplies pos­
sible. Coal is always in demand. 
With winter approaching all the 
tonnage and storage available 
should be requisitioned in order 
that when the real cold weather 
domes we should not be caught 
short. People in St. John’s do 
not forget the coal rationing of 
a few years ago, and no one de­
sires a repetition. It will be too 
late to talk coal importation 
once Sydney harbor is frozen 
■up and shipping can neither get 
5n nor out. The time to act is
now, when opportunity offers.

** ** **
Depending on the Sydneys as 

\ve are, and subject to being 
curtailed when labor disputes 
are rife, why is it that with all 
the boasting and advertising of 
tour own coal areas, so little de­
velopment work is done? We 
are daily informed that New­
foundland possesses extensive 
coal deposits containing millions 
of tons of far superior fuel to 
lhat which we obtain from 
Cape Breton. In that case why 
not attempt to make something 
of these areas, and so place us 
beyond the necessity of being 
dependent upon outside mines. 
There is much coal in New­
foundland. That is beyoqd per- 
adventure. But the difficulty ap­
pears to be in convincing capi­
talists that we really have it, 
and in quantities worth while. 
Local men of wealth do not seem 
to be inclined to put either 
much faith or money into the 
proposition. It is, therefore, left 
to those who have confidence to 
ido all they can to interest for 
eign capital in local develop­
ment. Wfiy this should be it is 
not easy to discover, yet the fact 
remains. There is no reason 
why Newfoundland coal should 
not be as valuable as any other. 
There is no doubt as to the es­
timated quantity in the various 
Beams explored. Their exploita-

■

tipn is another matter. Yet if 
there were such an abounding 
confidence in the wealth of the 
land, as there is in that of the 
sea, we should not have to go 
abroad to purchase coal for 
either domestic or manufactur­
ing uses, neither would the pros­
pect of foreign strikes have any 
effect upon us. The day has to 
come when Newfoundland must 
supply her own needs of coal 
out of her own resources. Why 
not hasten that day and open 
up the big deposits which every 
geologist and miner who have 
cruised the interior say are 
there ?

A late Canadian Press dis­

patch from Sydney as published 
elsewhere, declares that a one 
hundred per cent, strike is now
on at that mining point. This as,, , ,, ,. , made a membermeans that all operatives have
gone out, including helpers, as 
the message indicates that the 
office staff is keeping the pump­
ing machinery in motion, in or­
der to prevent flooding of mines 
and congestion of poisonous 
gases.

Our New Governor.
SIR W. L. ALLARDYCE, K.CJS.G.

Sir William Lamond Allardyce K. 
C.M.O., is in/his 61st year, and has 
been Governor of Tasmania since 1919. 
Hie father was an army officer, the 
late Colonel James Allardyce, L.L.D., 
and his wife, whom he married in 
1895 is an Australian lady, daughter 
of Moleswdrth Greene, Bsq., of Mel­
bourne. Sir William was educated at 
Aberdeen and the Oxford Military Col­
lege. At the age of 18 he was ap­
pointed clerk and Interpreter for the 
provisional department in Fiji. At the 
age of 20 he was Acting Resident Com­
missioner at Rotumah, and at 21 
Stipendiary Magistrate in Fiji. In 
1889, at the age of 28, he was appoint­
ed a member of the Natiye Regulation 
Board and a Commissioner of the Su­
preme Court. The next year he be­
came Assistant Native Commissioner, 
and in 1898, a member of the Execut­
ive Council. In 1894 he was gasetted 

Native Lands Commissioner and 
of the Legislative 

Council, becoming Native Commission­
er the following year. His next step 
was to the position of Deputy Gov­
ernor of Fiji, Administrator and Acting 
High Commissioner for the Western 
Pacific. From 1902 to 1904 he held 
the dual office of Receiver General 
and Colonial Secretary. In the latter 
year his connection with Fiji terminat­
ed, and he received his appointment 
as Governor of the Falkland Islands 
in the South Atlantic, a position which 
he occupied for ten years. From 1914 
to 1919 he was Governor of the Ba­
hamas being recalled to Tasmania two 
years ago. Sir William has been a 
wlelder of the willow with a record. 
He played for Aberdeenshire on 
several occasions, and in 1892 for the 
north of Scotland against Lillywhite’s 
team. For 9 years he engaged in 
newspaper work, editing from 1896— 
1899 a native paper “Na Mata." He 
Is also the author of a Digest of Native 
Regulations published 1877—1906. In 
1916 he was given his Knighthood.

STRIKE IMMINENT.
SYDNEY, Aug. 15.

Virtually every important coal mine 
in Nova Scotia would be dosed down 
to-day by a strike of upwards of 
twelve thousand miner» of the Pro­
vince, according to indications and 
figures available at an early hour this 
morning. Five thousand Cape Breton 
miners, at a mass meeting at Glace 
Bay, and at another large meeting at 
New Waterford last night repudiated 
the agreement their officers had come 
to on Sunday, with the British Em­
pire Steel Corporation, principal op­
erators of the Province, and declar­
ed for the strike originally scheduled 
for to-day. All locals of Southern 
Cape Breton Fields, the biggest pro­
ducers of Nova Scotia coal, at meet­
ings last night, decided to strike at 
midnight More than two thousand 
miners In Cumberland Qounty, and 
twelve hundred In Pictou County, 
mainland ooal areas, adopted the de­
cision of the Cape Breton men. In 
Cumberland County, the strike call 
Included pumpmen, but it is thought 
in the rest of the provinces that these 
will not be taken out immediately, but 
possibly within twenty-four hours. 
Strike call coming within twenty- 
four hours after Sunday’s agreement, 
it is believed in some quarters that 
many of the miners do not know the 
terme of the latest company offer, and 
their officers may persuade them to 
resume work, pending a referendum. 
The offer raised datai rates from $2.85 
to $3.26, and contract rates ten per 
cent. This would give the rate of pay 
about twenty-two per cent, below the 
wage of 1921, which miners are ask­
ing. Neva Scotia mines enjdyed 
boom conditions recently, as a result 
of the United States strike, which has 
not obtained since the postwar slump 
of 1921.

quith; (4) throughout 1915 and early 
1916, in the teeth of storms of abuse, 
he urged the necessity of compulsory 
service as the sole means of winning 
the war; (5) he protested vigorously 
against the excessive optimism of Mr. 
Asquith’s Government and of its press 
supporters, and against the whole 
system of offiicial secretiveness by 
which grave failure was concealed; 
(6) he called for the strict enforce­
ment of the blockade and the stoppage 
of supplies which were reaching Ger­
many through neutral countries ; (7)
he pointed out the Impossibility of a 
successful war with a debating so­
ciety of 23 or 24 persons, such as 
formed the Cabinet; (8) so far as 
the censorship would allow, he re­
sisted the "side-shows" such as the 
Dardanelles and Salonika campaigns, 
which absorbed so large a part of the 
national forces; (9) he continued his 
pre-war demand for the construction 
of air craft, and the "right kind of 
air craft” on the largest possible scale 
and he called for effective measur­
es against Zeppelins and for warnings 
in the case of imminent >ir attacks ; 
(10) he urged the necessity of creat­
ing a strong naval war staff and tak­
ing offensive measures against the 
enemy submarines; (11) he lifcisted 
on the need for a compulsory system 
of food rationing.

CRITICISED LLOYD GEORGE.
In December 1918, he gave his sup­

port to Mr. Lloyd George in the polit­
ical crisis which led to the fall of Mr. 
Asquith’s government, and dealt the 
final thrust which brought that gov­
ernment down, though after the Ar­
mistice, by reason of his objections 
to the long drawn out after war ne­
gotiations with the Germans, he be­
came Mr. Lloyd George’s most persis­
tent critic. He was offered office but 
declined, believing it was his duty to 
keep his hands free and hold the gov- 
ship of the Civil Aerial Transport 
Committee, on the establishment of 
that body in 1917. Before the United 
eminent up to the mark.

DECLINED FOR REASONS.
*In a letter dated Nov. 15, 1917 he 

declined Mr. Lloyd George’s offer of 
the post of Air Minister, on the ground 
that he was indisposed to enter the 
administration with the energy of 
which he was by no means satisfied. 
But on February 13, 1918, on the dis­
tinct understanding that he was to 
remain free to criticise and suggest 
he accepted the office of Director of 
Propaganda in Enemy Countries. To 
pave the way for operations in the 
countries subject to the Hababurg, 
he secured an agreement between the 
Yugoslavs and Aie Italian Govern 
ment, which played an important 
part in the defeat of the Austrian Ar­
my and was subsequently embodied, 
in substance, in the peace terms. The 
evidence of numerous German gener­
als, statesmen, and writers is that 
the skilful direction of his propaganda 
against Germany destroyed confiden­
ce in the German people, and weak­
ened the German army on the eve of 
its last offensive (July 15, 1918) when 
it seemed on the verge of decisive 
success. Gen. Ludendorff himself 
says; "Lloyd George knew what lie 
was doing, when, at the close of the 
wal he gave Lord Northcliffe the 
thanks of England for the propagan­
da he had carried out. Lord Northcliffe 
was a master of mase-suggeetion." 
The deadliness of his propaganda lay 
in its veracity—in emphasising such 
facts as the rapid movement of Un­
ited States Iroops to Europe, the fail­
ure of the U-boat campaign, and, 
when the Allies victories began, the 
enormous captures of guns and pris­
oners. At the Armistice Lord North­
cliffe was 111, suffering from an ade­
noma of the thyroid gland, for which, 
in June 1919, he underwent a serious 
operation, and it v as only after some 
months that he gradually made a 
complete recovery. During the Peace 
Conference his press and the Contin­
ental DaVy Mail in particular, exer­
ted a powerful influence in the L. it 
jjli governivoul, e»1 acting fftni Mr. 
Lloyd George a promise to fulfil his 
election pledges and striving to ma.n- 
iain the closest r.n’ most cordis.1, re­
lations with France. In July, 1921. he 
went for n prolonged tour of the 
world.

cil would do well to imitate, provid­
ed of efihrse that the proposition of j 
Mr. Collishaw is a sound one and 
will not entail any undue financial 
risk on the City Council. This I pro­
pose to analyze as I go on. I find also 
by New York papers that the Rous­
ing Committee of that great city 
have within the nast two years with 
the aid of civic guarantees on Bonds 
built houses sufficient to accommodate 
600,000 people, chiefly workmen.
These houses have been built after a 
standard plan for which the architect 
who drew the same received a prize 
of $6,000, in a competition advertised 
by the City Council for the best and 
most economic plan of a working- 
man’s house. They are all .uniform on 
the Inside, but the exterior latitude 
has been given to suit individual 
taste's, and variety has been encourag­
ed to show Individuality whicn the 
Council ae well as the .purchasers of 
the houses regarded very rightly as 
improving the appearance and en­
hancing the value of the houses in the 
tout ensemble. Now it was too much 
uniformity on the outside that 
derogated from the architectural ap­
pearance of the Anderson houses and 
those built at Quid! Vidi Road by Mr.
John Coaker for the City Council.
These ranges suggest the appearance 
of a Government institution such as 
a Poor Asylum or a pensl settlement.

If they were detached houses with 
a little garden in front they would be 
much more attractive and inviting to 
the intending purchaser even if they 
were a little more expensive. Such 
houses should be built detached 
wherever and whenever possible and 
wherever a new clean street can be 
opened. These are the kind of houses 
that make batter citizens and give 
them the needed encouragement and 
inspriation to keep their houses, their 
streets and surroundings clean and 
beautiful. Dayton, Ohio, is the par­
ticular town in the United States that 
is held up as an example in this re­
spect. It is a town of detached houses 
with gardens in front bordering on 
the public streets with beautiful 
shrubs and multi-colored flowers to 
protect which not a fence or a wall 
is needed. The general public spirit 
and the local pride in their city is the 
best safeguard against any depreda­
tions or encroachments of their prop­
erty. This desirable state of affairs is 
mainly due to the “Cash Register”
Mfg. Co., who have their headquar­
ters located in Dayton, Ohio. Every­
one of their large number of em­
ployees owns his own home and takes 
an interest in keeping it clean and 
attractive on the outside as well as 
on the inside. In this our city of St.
John’s we dare nbfc even hope to ever 
achieve such desirable results, except 
in rare cases on the borders of the 
town, but by considering what the 
people of other cities have done in 
this direction we may be animated 
with the desire to attempt some 
measure of improvement on existing 
conditions. It may be possible that 
Mr. Collishaw is the man destined by 
Fate to be the pioneer in inaugurat­
ing a system that will mean better 
houses and cleaner streets. If his 
proposition is a sound one, by all 
means give him a chance to show 
what can 11 done. He is no theorist, 
but a practical man of business, a 
producer of lumber himself, who 
should know this business from the 
growing tree up. Being a producer of 
lumber for housebuilding with no 
middle man between him and the man 
who buys the finished house he doe# 
not have to charge exorbitant prices, 
and If any man can build a house 
cheaply surely it ought to be he. He 
has been a worker In our midst for 
the past 20 year». In 1920 he employed 
every man on the West Coast who

to the Transvaal gold Industry by the 
strike of the white miners on the 
Rand, it may be interesting to de­
scribe what the Johannesburg gold 
reef is really like.

Its developed area stretches from 
Johannesburg to Heidelberg, a distan­
ce of about forty miles, and from the 
top of some high building yon mny 
trace it clearly by the enormou* 
mounds of white trailings, up to 3,- 
000,000 tons in weight, that are dotted 
along its length.

They lie bleached and glaring In 
the sun, the finc’Tu. . cf their surface 
blowing in the wind, and although at­
tempts to grow grass upon " them 
have been made, all have failed thru 
the action of the cyanide with which 
they are impregnated

The battery “stamps” are never sil­
ent. Night and day they are pound­
ing up the rock, and there are certain 
spote In Johannesburg where you can 
hear them ae you lie in bed In the still 
ness of the early hours like the regu- 
ar beat of distant waves.

And sometimes too, you hear the 
muffled rumble of falling rocks with­
in old, disused shafts, a rumble that 
shakes the house and curiously reeem 
hies a genuine earthquake. Indeed, 
the mine in Johannesburg Itself are 
mostly used up, and year after year 
the Industry shifts farther to the east.

The mines themselves are like so 
many self-contained towns. A large 
mine for Instance will employ 20,000 
men, and have a completeness of equ­
ipment, both above and below the sur­
face that is astonishing.

I have travelled 3,000 vertical feet 
into the earth at forty miles an hour 
in one of these mines and have found 
down there elaborate pumping mach­
inery, electric trains, a crowd of men 
going about their business as If on 
the surface.

And up above, the hoisted rock Is 
being pounded into powder, is passing 
over the mercury coated slime boards. 
Is gradually being made to give up 
its treasure.

And then, of course, there is the 
social side of the mine, the trim quar­
ters for the whites, the native com­
pound with its up to date kitchens 
and bakehouse, the hospital àccomoda- 
tion. Yes, ëhch mine is, as far as 
possible, complete in itself.

The final thing they show you when 
you visit a mine 1» the finished artic­
le. That is to say, when you have 
observed the whole vast complex en­
ergy of the machine, they point out 
the results in a few bars of dull yel­
low metal.

They are made in two sizes, worth 
respectively (without the premium) 
£4,000 and £2,800.

I heard some vague rumor that if 
you could lift one of them and carry 
it away you got it as a present, but I 
was hastily disillusioned before I 
could make the attempt. Perhaps 
they saw the look of desperate deter­
mination in my eyes.—Ex.
