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‘Patronage in the Church of
Scotland.

Many of our readers will remem-
ber thatjsome six years ago the ques-
tion of abolishing patronage in the
Church of Scotland was freely dis-
cussed in the General Assembly of
that body, and a strong expression
of opinion in favour of such a step
was made by many leading ministers,
the late Norman Macleod being pro:
minent among ihe number. It was
hardly expected, however, that such
an important change in church gov-
ernment would be carried so soon as
it is likely to be ; for the bill lately
introduced by the Duke of Rich-
mond n the House of Lords, to ac-
complish this object,will in all proba.
bility be carried, as it is supported
by the Conservatives both in the
House of Lords and in the House of
Commons.

To many in Canada this matter of
lay patronage in Scotland is not well
uniderstood. The Patron, as he is
called, usually the proprietor of the
land on which the Established Church
stands, has the right to nominate any
minister he chooses as pastor of the
vacant church. Until the passing of
Lord Aberdeen’s veto act this power
was absolute, and tlie forcing of un-
popular ministers on the people by
the Patron gave rise to the agitation
which in the end led tothe Disrup-
tion and the organization of the Free
Church of Scotland. During that
agitation this velo act was passed,
whichwgives the male communicants
the power of objecting to the pre-
sentee, and in many this
power has been so used as to prevent
the ordination or induction of the
obnoxious minister. " Lay patronage
as now exercised was introduced in
the reign of Queen Anne, and has
never been looked upon with favour
by the penple of Scotland. The bill
now before Parliament aill do away

can estimate. According to the
Duke’s bill the candidates for a val
cancy are to be nominated by a com
‘mittee of communicants, and these
are to be submitted for action by
the general body, according to cer-
tuinrules prescribed by the Assembly.
There is little doubt it will accom-
plish the object so much deswed, n
benefitti he Church of Scotland,in
extending her means of usefulness,
znd perhaps in some measure re-
gaming the aflection of the people,
who while they strongly opposed the
system of lay patronage—by which
ministers were often forced on the
people agamst their will—have never
ia1led to regard the Church with the
veneration and respect due to its age
and character.

Did Mr. Mackenzie promise to use his
official influence to secure an amnesty
for Riel,and to maké that murderer'scause
“his own?’” Did Mr., Mackenzie give
Riel one thousand dollars out of the
secret service money, and direct that
three thonsand should be paid to him,
to be recouped out of the public treasury,
to aid the ‘arch-rebel and murderer to
escape ' Nothing of the kind ; yet ‘suc-
cegsive Governments ' must be conde.an.

We
have, and the recoilection o?it even now
stirs up the ‘“‘old Adam” within us.
We thought it was a wretchedly mean
and infamous way of getting at the real
offender ; and we think so still, no mat-
ter who practises it-or on whom it is
practised. If our worthy Minister of'
Inland Revenue finds that certain news-
papers are publishing advertisements
without a special order his business is
to single them out, and not send forth
offensive circulars indiscriminately.

We learned long ago that the
public are the best patrons of newspaper
cnterprise; and 80 long as newspapers
are managed in the pulﬁic interests they
will ‘never lack for adequate support.
