Proportion of the Bank of Eng-
land’s reserve to liability, which last week
was 59 17 per cent.. is now 60.11 per oent,
The Bank of England rate of discount re-
mains nnchanged at 2 per cent.

The London, Brighton & Sounth Coast
Railway Company has decided to pay the
bulk of the claims for damages growing out
of the collision between the Lyon and the
Seaforth in the English Channel and the
subsequent sinking of the latter. The com-
pany will not attempb to raise the Seaforth.

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“DEFENDER” AND * VIGILANT.”

NEw York, Aug. 20 —The Defender de-
feated the Vigilant in a race over a triangu-
lar course of 24 miles—8 wilea to the leg—
outside of Sandy Hook to-day, by 18 min-
utes 31 seconds. There wére all kinds of

weather. A fair breeze of eight knots an
hour wan blowing at the start, followed by a
calm. A small breezs of 3 or 4 miles next ap-
peared. Then there was a puff of about
five miles, but the most impor-
tant conditions prevailed on the last
leg when the aquall came up from the south-
weat, during which for a period of twenty
minutes it blew forty miles an hour. The
Vigilant was compelled to take in her club
topsails and sailed for half an hour with-
ous any canvass above her mainsail. Ths
Defender stood the test, which was
the first of the kind she had ever been out
in, without removing a rag, until the sheet
of her staysails was carried away and the
sail was torn into shreds by the gale. It

A brighe little boy
was enticed into the castle during the fair
and held in a room for five days for a re-
ward for his recovery. No reward being
offored, they were afraid to turn him oat,
and the gas was turned into his room at
night and he was suffocated. I could men-
tion other such casesof crime committed in
the castle and destroyed in my presence,
but these are safficient, except one, and
that was of Annié Williams. The cause of
her killing, as explained by Holmes, was
that one of the girls must be put out of the
way, and that he could manage Minnie easicr
than he could Annie. Minnie was crazy in
love with Holmes, and she was jealons of
her sister, as Holmes was paying her some
attention too, and he took particular pains
to increase her jealousy, to work her up to
the point of doing the deed to get Annie
Williams out of the way.”

INDIANAPOLIS, Aug. 29.—The drug with
which Howard Pitzel was killed before his
bodywas burned in thebigstove in the Irving-
ton cottage was found buried in the barn. It
was given to the coroner who said: *¢If
there is any killing to bs done, this is the
drug with which to do it. ” Boys digging
under the Holmes house found the two feet
of Howard Pitzel. They had been burned
but not destroyed and were evidently too
bulky to put into the chimney hole. With
vhe feet was found buried a five quart ocan.
There was some coal ol in it. All the wit-
nesses were before the coromer and the
grand jury to-day. The coronmer will un-
doubtedly corroborate the conclusions al-
ready reached by the detectives and repor-
ters. The grand jury is hearing the testi-
mony to-day and will return an indictment
against Holmes.

BARKERVILLE, Aug. 28 —Below will be
found a short report of the season’s work
around here. There have been some very
good clean-ups, among the best being C. H.
Newton’s, on Stout’s Gulch—550 ounces,
with the assistarce of four men.

Flynn Bros., Motquito Creek, took out

creek, has taken another good turn, a- new
pay streak having been struck, from which
80 ounces were taken out of a ocut in the

new face, which measures only 200 yards,
the average being $§72 to the yard. There
are 10,000 yards of the same gravel in
sight. The ground is the ancient bed of a
stream. I saw nuggets all the way from $5
to $55, which were vaken out this summer
on Mosquito creek, the pay being from the
grass roots down,

has done fairly well, several hundred ounces
having been cleaned up. One oclaim has
been only partly worked this season.

The Waverly claim, on Grouse creek, has
done better this year than usual, as also the
other claims on the same creek.

A new strike was made about two months
ago on Six Mile creek, a tributary of Swift

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UNLOOKED FOR COMPETITION.

It is beginning to be seen that the open-
ing up of China to Earopean enterprise and
the progress of Japan in the useful arts are
not likely to be such very great advantages
to the nations of Euarope and America as
was once supposed. The reason of this is
that both the Chinese and the Japanese are
good learners and clever imitators, and that
labor in both countries ie very cheap indeed.
Instead of being good customers to the
manufacturers of the nations of the West,
China and Japan bid fair to be formidable
rivals. In the manufacture of many
lines goods the Japanese have
already made considerable progress.
In the not distant future they will nov only
produce enough for home consumption, but
they will be in a position to export to other
sountries, and their cheap labor wlll enable
them to sell ab what are now con-
sidered ridiculously low prices. The
free trade system of Great Britain
will then be pubt to a very severe
test. Will the British Government be
allowed to sacrifice Manchester, Birming-
ham and scores of other manufacturing
cities, towns and villages in order that
China and Japan may have Great Britain as
a market for their cheap goods? This state
of things is not so improbable or so distant
as some people appear to imagine. Mr. L.
S. J. Hunt, well and favorably known on
the Pacific Coast as an able man and a keen
observer, having just returned from a long
visit to China and Japan, was interviewed
by a reporter of the Seattle Post.Intellia
gencer. Mr. Hunt was deeply impressed
with the progress which both these countries
bave made in the useful arts, and he be-
lieves that they are hound to advanoce until
they become the equale of any of the
oivilized nations in manufictures. *¢ Mr,
Hunt, ” ths interviewer says, *‘is con-
vinced that Japan and China will in a few
years ba able to manufacture for the whole
world, and that the cheap labor of these
countries, once the opportunity is presented,
will defy competition :

‘“From 5 to 10 cents a day,” said Mr.
Hunt, *“ these are the wages paid to opera-
tives in Chinese cotton mills. The indus-
tries of the United States need protection
not from Earope particularly, bat from the
results of cheap labor in the Orient. Should
the ports of this country be thrown open
free to the Oriental manufacturers, the pro-
ducer of raw materials would suffer alike
with the American manufacturer. Free
trade with China and Japan would be ruin-
ous to the United States, and anyone who
has watched the growth of industries in the
Orient will soon learn that there is more to
fear from the latter than from all the coun-
tries in the Old World. Take the most
radical free trader of this country and let
him make a careful study of the industrial
conditions of China and Japan. If heis a
fair minded man and has the greatmess of
character to admit a mistake when once
convinced of it; if he places the welfare of
his countrymen above and beyond the ques-
tion of party, you can rest assured he will
return to the land of the ¢ Stars and Stripes’
& protectionist. -

‘I am not disposed. to criticise the policy
of our government in excluding Chinese
labor, but why should not that policy be
broadened and the Japanese excluded as
well? However, the American laborer will
find that Aeiatic labor in ite native home
will be a far more dangerous rival than
Asiatic labor transferred to the United
States ever could be if our national policy
ever becomes one that admits Oriental
goods free. Either China or Japan can to-
day ship cotbon from Liverpool, manufacture
it into fabrios, ship the manufactured goods
back to Manchester, the home of the
spindle, and underbid the Englishmen in
competition for American trade.

¢ The only reason why China and Japan
are to-day large buyers of English and
American piece goods is becanse they only
learned to manufacture a few years ago and
have not yet the spindle capacity for their
home demand. I advise political economists
in their theorizing, however, to consider the
development that will take place in Chira
and Japan in the immediave future, as no
mean factor in the formula of their teach-
ings. Osaka, Japan, within the past six
years has grown to a city of smokestecks
which no New England cotton centre can
equal. I predict that Shanghpi, China,
which is the New York of the Orient, will
become, nnder the new treaty, one of the
greatest manufacturing centres in exist-
ence.”’

Mr. Hunt illustrated his little lecture by
directing attention to the clothes he was
then wearing. He said :

‘“ Here is a sample object lesson in the
clothes I am wearing now. This suit was
made to order in a Chinese tailor shop, and
is made of French qoods. Auy one of your
leading tailors would charge me sixty gold
dollars for a like snit, but it only cost me
fifteen silver dollars, or about $7.50 in gold.
The shoes I wear may not be in harmony
with your fastidious Chicago styles, yet I
am sure they would cost $10. made to order
here, while made to order in a Chinese shoe
shop they cost me $1.40. And why this
great difference in cost? Because, and I
am glad it is 80, the American tailor is able
to make $3 to $5 a day in gold, while the
professional Chinese coatmaker gets but 12}
cents in gold.”

Even free traders, when they see China
and Japan producing excellent goods ab
ridiculously low prices, will have to admit
that their idolized eystem has its limita-
tions, and that it will not do to allow Eng-
lishmen, Scotchmen and Irishmen to starve
in order that Chinamen and Japanese may
grow fat. When free traders in Great
Britain are face to face with this alterna-
tive, it is not difficult to predict what course
they will take.

HEAVY BXPENDITURR.

The Government of the United States is
seriously considering the course it must take
in order to put its long line of sea-coast in
something like a proper state of defence.
The War department has estimated that it
will take the very large sum of $48,000,000
in order to fortify the seaboard and the lake
coast. This is a very large sum for even the
United States to apprepriate for such a pur-
pose. Bub it is not, however, proposed to
spend it all ab once, The expenditure is to

be spread over twelve years, and four mil-
lions a year devoted to- making the seaboard
cities of the oountry secure does not
appear to be by any means an ex-
travagant sum. The only fear is that
before the fortifications are finished the
artillery first put in position will
be out of date. Improvements are made so
rapidly ia guns, in ammunition and in pro-
jeotiles vhat it is not easy to say to.day how
the sea-coast should he defended twelve
years henoe.

Ib is not surprising that many United
States citizens, when they reflect upon the
defenceless condition of the coast of their
country, begin to feel nervous. A hostile
fleet could do an immense amount of dam-
age to American seaports in a very short
time. Many civies in which is stored a vast
amount of wealth could not make even the
appearance of resistance to an attack made
by ships of war. It says a great deal for
the wisdom of the foreign policy of the Uni-
ved States that no nation is disposed to take
advantage of ite defenceless condition in
this respect. We are, however, not sur.
prised that ite Government has determined
not toplace implicit relianceany longer on the
peaceful intentions or the forbearance of
foreign nations. When the $48,000,000 are
expended there will be no holding the tail-
twisters. If they are so warlike and defiant
now what will they be then ?

WHAT THE RBSIDENTS S8AY.

Much has been said and written about the
massacre of missionaries in China and their
ill-treatment in general, by persons who
know nothing about the matter except from
hearsay. Much of what is supposed to be
information relative to the position of mis-
sionsries in China—respecting the way in
which they conduct themselves, and the re-
sult of their labors—it would be folly to rely
upon. If we are to believe some who pose
as authorities on missionary effort in China,
the missionaries as a class are lazy, self-in-
dulgent and by no means intelligent. They,
it is asserted, take no trouble to acquaint
themselves with the opinions, the prejudices
and the superstitions of the Chinese
whom they have been sent out
to  teach. [They are, oconsequently,
perpetually doing things which are
in direct opposition to Chinese ideas of
propriety, and which are therefore calculat-
ed to strengthen and intensify the preju-
dices of the people against foreigners. The
success of such missionaries in converting
Chinese to Christianity is declared to be in-
finitesimal, and the detractors of the mis-
sionaries add that much even of this success
is more apparent than real, for many of the
so-called converts have expressed a desire to
embrace the Christian religion from inter-
ested motives.

There are others who look upon the mis-
sionaries in China as devout, pure-minded,
disinterested men and women who have de-
vobed their lives to the work of Christianiz-
ing China. They go about their work for
the most part prudently and judiciously,
and are ocareful not to give offence
to those among whom they labor.
The outrages against missionaries are not
provoked, . by anything = that they say
or do in the cause of religion. They
are the result of deep-seated prejudice, not
against them as teachers of Christianity but
as foreigners. Any other foreigners, it is
contended, no matter how they treated the
natives, would be, in places distant from the
treaty ports, exposed to the same dangers as
the missionaries.

It may be well to inquire how Englishmen
and other Europeans living in China regard
the outrages upon missionaries. Do they
try to find excuses for the Chinese rioters
and murderers, or do they assert or insinu-
ate that the missionaries ocould not ex-
pect any other treatment at the hands
of the natives than that which they
receive? Nothing of the kind. As
soon as the news of the massacres reached
the British communities in China indigna-
tion meetings were held, and those whe
spoke at them freely expressed their esti-
mabe of the Chinese character and of the
nature of the government of the country.
For instance, the following from the London
Times :

A crowded meeting at Hongkong, repre-
senting all races and oreeds, held under the
presidency of the Chief Justice, has unani-
mously passed resolutions condemning the
failure of the British Government to realize
that China is hopelessly savage, declaring
her entry into the comity of nations to be
nonsense, she being unwilling or unable to
prevent revolting outrages upon British
women and children, and insisting that a
complete change of policy and swift and
stern acbion are necessary.

The following message was, under in-
struction, forwarded to the editor of the
Times by the chairman of a public meeting
held at Shanghai :

*‘ We strongly urge upon the British peo-
ple and the House of Commons that Lord
Salisbury’s demands are utterly inadequate,
The Chinese have always promised to pro-
bec the missions and punish the guilty, bat
they never perform their promises. We
believe that outrages are generally inspired
by officials. It is imperative that the Con-
sul at Fu-Chan should have a British escort.
The Chengtu Commission must be reformed.
Both cases require more than onme British
official of adequate rank. Delay will be

dangerous o the outposts of the mission sta-
tions.”

The community of Swatun in public meet-
ing begged the assistance of the Times in in-
fluencing public opinion with regard to the
Ku.Cheng massacre. A public meeting of
the foreign residents at Tien-tsin expressed
its opinion that the massacre is the natural
outcome of the mistaken leniency
with regard to CLinese out-
rages during the past thirty years.
*“The meeting declared ite disgust at the
platonic remedies attributed to the British
Government which had  hitherto proved
futile.” Itadvised drastic looal reprisals in
every case of outrage.

Not one word waa. said at any of these
meetings reflecting on the conduot of the
missionaries. It does not appear, aa far a-

Lowpox, Aug. 31.—This week the lowest
point ef the year so far as social gaieties and
amusements are concerned, has undounbted-
ly been touched.

from a bamboo top. Le Soir adds that Dr.
Michaud was 8o disgusted that he demanded
bo be allowed to return to Stanley Pool, as
he would not remain a minute longer with
the expedition.

Seizere of the Northern Steamer
** Nell "—The Sheriff Now
in Command.

Loss of the Well Known ¢ Bawn-

more” —All But Two
Lives Saved.

The stsamer Nell which came down from
the Naas a short time ago and has bsen un-
dergoing repairs is now in the hands of the
sheriff. She was seized on Wednesday
night ab the instance of the Royal Canadian
Packing Co., on a judgment for some $900
obtained against George Williscroft, owner
of the steamer, as garnishee of A Olsen. An
application will be made to-day on behalf of
Williscroft to set aside the judgment ob-
tained on June 12 in favor of plaintiffs in

Royal Canadian Packing Co. v. A. Olsen,
defendant judgment debtor,and Geo. Willis-
eroft, garnishee. The grounds for this ap-
plication are that Williscroft was not in-
debted to Olsen, but not being ableto obtain
legal advice failed to appear and allowed
jadgment to be entered by default, and
that the wriv of fieri facia should be set aside.
Shoald the application be successful the
steamer will be released. Mesers. Pooley &
Luxton appear for Williscrofv and Mr. A.
L. Belyea for the creditors.

THE ‘‘ BAWNMORE’’ WRECKED,

A dispatch from San Francisco yesterday
onnaunces that the tramp steamer Bawn-
more, well known all along the Pacific
coast, was next to being a total wreck oo
the coast of Oregon, near Bindon, and that
two of her crew have met death through
the disaster. Ouae of the two, though not
yet deed, is said to bs fatally iojured, the
remaining members of the crew being taken
ashore safely. The steamer struck the
rocks in a sea and is now reported to be
rapidly breaking to pieces. The Bawnmore
firet came to the Pacific coast with cargo
from Eogland for British Columrbia, enter-
ing afterwards in the coal trade. Recently,
however, she has been in different employ-
ments. She is a large vessel, of the ordin-
ary freighting type, and is owned by W. R.
Grace & Co., of New York.

MARINE NOTES.

Soon after the big yacht Eleanor was
hauled on the Eequimalt marine railroad for
a cleaning yesterday noon, crowds from the
city went out to see her. The craft out of
water a8 well as afloat is a marine picture
well worth seeing and doubtless will be
viewed by a large numcer to-day. Every-
one who saw the yacht yesterday admired
her and spoaks admiringly of her. She
will be on the stocks, it is undersvood, for
at least a couple of days.

FISH LIFE.

The members of the Natural History So-
ciety, at their meeting last night, had the
opportunity of listening to a most interest-
ing addrees by Prof. Prince, Dominion fish-
eries commissioner, on the hisvory of fishes.

Professor Prince in commencing his leo-
tare said that sclentific investigation had
overturned all preconceived notions respect-
ing the life and characteristic features of
young fishes. It had been long imagined that
when hatched out from the egg, a young
fish resembled its parents, and that if the
fry of various species could be obtained
they could be easily recognized. The result
of elaborate researches  carried on
over & period of over ten yesrs by
the lecturer had wholly disproved
that opinion. The caterpillar and pupa of
a butterfly were wholly unlike the perfect
insect, and the young of the most familiar
fishes passed through stages of life in which
they did not resemble the adult fish with
which we were all familiar. The salmon,
herring, cod, halibut and other well-known
kinds of fishes may be said to pass through
at least four stages, viz., the larval, late
larval, post larval and final condition ; in
the last they resemble their parents, but
are of very small size. Few fishes when
hatched bear any likeness to the full-grown
condition, and these are generally
viviparons. Most fishes deposit eggs, and
from such eggs there emerge in due time
minute creatures, generally very transparent
with a large head and long tail and incom-
woded by a ponderous ball of yolk attached
to their under side. Ina later stage the
yolk is gone and the breast fine and long fin
on the back and tail are fully grown. Later,
the breast fins, and in some species the hind
pair of fins, become enormously developed
and project like wide-spread fans from the
side of the body. These, no doubt, are effec-
tive for protection rather than locomotion,
In addition to these extraordinary trans-
formations Professor Prince referred briefly
to the colors exhihited by immature fishes,
A barred coloration is prevalent, of which
the parr marks in the salmon and trout are
examples. The study of young fishes has,
in various ways, an important bearing on the
commercial development of the fisheries in
rivers, lakes and sea.

A discussion followed in which matters of
interest to anglers were brought up, and a
vote of thanks to the lecturer concluded the
proceedings.

HENRY CLEWS' CIRCULAR.

In his circular dated New York, Aug. 24,
Henry Clews says: ¢ The general situation
in Wall street remains virtually unchanged.
Both sides of the stock market admit that,
s0 far as respects material conditions, the
outlook is good. It is conceded that the
barvest outcome, taken as a whole, is likely
to be at least a good average, and that the
money yield to the farmer promises to show
an immense improvement on the past year.
It is acknowledged that the commercial
epiriv is healthy and hopeful, and that the
manufacturing interest is buoyed by the ex-
pectation of aa increased comsumption.
There seems to be, only in exceptional cases,
any check to home production oconse-
quent upon the new tariff, and
the danger from an excess of im-
portations is certainly less than has been
feared, and not likely to affect adversely
the exports of gold, except in the event of a
smaller export of products than it now
seems reasonable to expect.”

‘* The fiscal situation of the Treasury is
still an upsettled factor, and absolute con-
fidence is impossible g0 long as such a sen-
sitive problem remains unsolved. On this,
the *“ bulls ” count upon the certainty of our
forcing or marceuvering our way through
this difficulty.

The Congregation Emanu-el Aequires
a Site at Ross Bay and Will
Remove Thereto.

Preparations for the Celebration of
Jewish New Year in
Mid-September.

On Sunday last the annual congregational
meeting of the Temple Emanu-El was held
when business of much importance was
transacted. Officers for the ensuing year
were elected as follows : J. Isaac, president;

Braverman, H. Freeman, S. M. Hartman
and H. Bornstein were appointed a board of
trustees, after which a resolution was
passed instructing the secretary to send
letters of condolence to the relatives in Eng-
land and California of the late Hyman A.

Among other matters dealt with at the
meeting were the arrangements for the New
Year’s celebration on September 18 In
connection with this it was decided to ex-
tend an invitation to Miss Rachel Frank, of
Oakland, Cal., to lecture on Judaism in the
synagogue en the evening of the occasion.

Though the police have not relaxed their
efforts to find J. C. Prevost, the missing
registrar of the Supreme court, their efforts
have not yet been rewarded with succass.
All sorts of stories are in circulation as to
where he was last seen, but the fact remains
that he cannot be found. If he did get safe
away to Honolulu on the Warrimoo he could
only have accomplished it, as suggested in
the CoLoxN1sT,by taking a vessel and boarding
the steamer in the straite. It isnow known
that half an hour before the Warrimoo left,

Mr. Prevost was on the new outer dock but
he was seen to wa'k back towards town,
pass through thedock gates and go along the
street. He may, however, have slipped over
to the point, borrowed a friend’s boat and
then caught the Warrimoo some distance
out. Stories of his having been seen in town
on Sunday are heard and it may be that he
has not got so very far away.

The first move against Prevost in the
courts will be made to-day, when Harriet
Hirst, one of the parties in the suit con-
nected with the Hirst estate, will ask that
leave be granted to the receiver of the
eatate, C. N. Westwood, to bring an action
against J. C. Prevost, the former receiver,
to recover $5,503, due to the estate by
Prevost, as shown by the accounts filed.
The examination of the books and papers ts
still going on, but 8o far no information can
be obtained as to the possible or probable
amounts that may be missing. It will be
weoks before the public can learn just how
matters stand.

Though apparently there is no extra-
dition treaty with Hawaii, still if Mr. Prevost
gets there there is no doubt, as is frequently
the case, that an arrargement with the gov-
ernment of thav country may be made for
his extradition. Supposing him to have
gone by the way of ths Sound, Peru would
be about the only country where an extra-
dition treaty would not reach him.

The provincial police are offering a reward
of $250 for the arrest of Prevost, the charge
against him being embezzlement. The de-
scription given in the handbille signed by
Supt. Hussey is as follows: ‘¢ Native of
Eogland ; good looking; age 53 years;
height about 5 ft. 8 in.; somewhat corpu-
lent ; weight about 178 pounds ; florid com-
plexion ; blue eyes, rather bloodshot ; thick
fair hair streaked with grey, inclined to be
curly, parted in the middle and usually
worn long ; light colored side whiskers and
moustache, also streaked with grey ; chin
shaved ; wore gold cable coil watch chain
with anchor charm attached ; tweed cloth-
ing and had felt hat. Disappeared from
Victoria 23rd inst.”

THE HYAMS’' TRIAL.

ToronTO, Aug. 30.—(Special)—Though
the Hyams’ trial will not commence till
November 6, the crown officers have
already begun to shape out their plan.
These officers are thoroughly convinced of
the guilt of the accused, and no efforts will

be spared to convict them, both by the
crown evidence and the impugnment of that
of the defence. Another effort will be made
by the ocrown to put in evidence
relating to an alleged attempt to
insure Mrs, Harry Hyams. The Attorney-
General’s department has been at work get-
ting up authorities to prove the admissibil-
ity of such evidence. Whether it goesin
or not the crown will oppose the exclusion
of the jury during the argument on the
point.

They
have found out that two of them belong to a
secular society, and this tact will be brought
out in order to impress the jury with the
fact that 8 man who is not of the orthodox
creed is not reliable. The crown intend to
first bry Dioks, who is charged with the
murder of his wife to get the insurance,
with the object, it is said, of impressing
upon jurymen in general the fact that the
crizge of insurance murder is rampant in the
land.

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THE WORLD OF SPORT.

——

A large variety of the fauma of British
Columbia become fair game for vhe sports-
man for a short season commencing on Sun-
dey next, September 1. The list includes
the caribou, deer, bull elk, bull mcese, hare,
mouutain goat, mountain sheep (ram) and
bull wapiti, all of which may be killed in
apy part of the province from September 1
to D:cember 31 ; the bittern, duck, heron
and plover, which east of the Cascades may
be killed until the end of December, and

west of the Cascades until the end of Febru-
ary. The fool-hen or Franklin’s grouse, the
ordinary grouse, meadow lark and ptarmi-
gan may be killed EasT oF the Cascades
from September 1 to November 15 ; west of
the Cascades during the months of October
and November. Cock pheasants may be
taken on Vancouver island from October 1
to January 31, but are permanently pro-
tected on the Mainland, as are hen pheas-
ants in all parts of bhe province. As the new |
game acb of last session made several
chanoges in the law it will be well for sports-
men to post themselves before commencing
their season’s campaign. Above all they
should bear in mind that on Vancoaver
island or the islands adjacent groure shoot-
ing nolonger commences on Sept¢mb :r 1.

There seems to be some misncderstanding
regarding the shooting season owing to the
statement in ssction 6 of the act to the effect
that it is unlawful to offer or expose for sale
any blue grouse, wild duck of alikinds, here,
deer, caribou, wapiti, moose, mountain goat
or mountain sheep before the first of Sep-
tember in each year, or any willow grouse
or ruttad grouse before first of November in
each year. Sportsmen must be governed by
what they can do under section 15
of the act which is clearly shown
in  the synopsis issued , by Mr.
Hussey, superintendant of = Provincial
Police. In drafting section 6 of the game
act an error seems to have been committed
a8 to the date when birds, etc., may be of-
fered for sale ; but such animals and birds,
etc., as are referred to in the said section
mey be offered for sale east of the Cascades,
where the season opens on Semtember 1. It
is quite clear that if it is to be unlawful to
shoot west of the Cascades before October
I, no game can be sold or offered for sale
before that date.

THE WHEEL.
THE FINAL FOR THE HARRIS CUP.

Whether the final heat in the Harris han-
dicap road race will or will not be ridden at
the Hill on Saturday is as yet a matter of
dispute. Several of the qualified contest-
ants have taken the ground that it should
not be and have declared their intention not
to ride. The cause of complaint is the fre-
quent alteration of the final date, conse-
quent upon the confliction of the champion-
ship meet arrangements. Those in charge
of the road race realized that the local men
participating could not get in shape for the
conteets on the track if given but one Satur.

Then
when it was discovered that the meet would
necessarily have to go over to this date the
road race people returned to the original
fixture. In the meantime several of the
contestants had broken training toavoid go-
ing stale, and the point which they now
raise is that they cannot get into riding
form at three day’s notice and would much
prefer that the race should be ridden after
the championship engagements.

BUSH FIRES

Na~aimo, Aug. 30.—(Special) — Bushfires
rage here with unabated fury all the way
from Alberni to Quennell’s lake, and unless
a heavy dowrpour of rain comes quickly
there is no knowing to what extent the
damage to property will amount Be
tween Alberni and Nanoose Bsy the fircs

are everywhere prevalent, but so far no
great loss has been sustained by the settlers.
Coming nearer to Wellington the fires are
very bad, particularly between the Somerset
hotel and the new townsite. Yesterday
John McGill’s house was completely destroy-
ed and the contents lost. E Wile’s place was
threatened and saved only by the most stren-
uous exertions of the neighbors. The fires
around Wellington townsite were very
threateniog for a time, but they are now
practically under control. All along the
Departure Bay road, almost up to the New-
castle townsite, the fires are still raging.
The old'South Wellington wharf has been
barned to the water’s edge. The East
Wellington wharf had a close oall, and the
Northfield wharf has to be carefully watched
a8 there are fires on either side of it. The
struggle to save the Hamilton powder
works was a desperate one, but was fortun-
ately suecessful. Around the shed where
1,000 pourds of dynamite were stored
there was for a time a very dangerous
blaze. The flame crept up to within four
yards of the building, and it seemed well
nigh impossible to avert a terrible explosion.
Mr. W. A. Young and the Hughes,
father and son, did heroic work. They per-
sistently fought the fires to the last, and at
one time were beating out the flames
within a few feet of the dyna-
mite shed. In the immediate vicinity
of the «city the firea are not now
of so dangerous a character, but they still
justify the most careful watching, for a
change in the wind might at any moment
spread the flames on to the townsite where
there are numerous private residence. South
the fires are the worst at Chase river; where
much damage has been done. Mercer’s
place on Stark’s road only escaped by a
miracle, a burning tree falling within a few
feet of the building. From Chase river on
to the Nanaimo river and as far as Quen-
nell’s lake, the fires are simply appalling.
Scanlan’s barn and stables have been de-
stroyed, a lot of hay burned and much fire-
wood consumed. Around Semthfield a good
deal of damage has been done. Ths E. &
N. railway trestles have te be carefully
guarded night and day.

SEALING AND WHALING.

Sax FrANcISco, Aug. 30. — Steamer
Bertha, Captain Hayes, arrived in port last
night from Unalaska and Behring sea. She
brought with her a cargo composed of seal-
ekins, furs, whalebone and gold dust esti-

mated to be worth between $750,000 and
$1,000,000. Her passengers report an almest
utter failure among the whaling fleet. Capt.
Hayes suys all the sealers who went into
Behring sea fared poorly, but brings news
that forty-four vessels cleared from Una-
laska for Behring sea, nearly every one of
them carry a sealing flag. The captains had
been warned by U. 8, revenue cu'ters at
Unalaska that they would be eeized if they
went into the sea without a flag and they
took the hint. Seals in ths v cinity of the
Pribyloff islands, it was lc»..ed, are fast
disappearing, and they are even more scarce
outeide the prohibited zine.

NEWFOUNDLAND BANK TROUBLE.

St. Jom~s, Nfid., Aug. 28 —The trustees
of the Commercial Bank made a call upon
the shareholders te day for the fall reserve
liability on shares, which amounts to $200
on esch share. Some of the leading lawyers
say that the shareholders are not liable to
the trustees and that the latter cannot force
the call. It is further contended that the
call was made without direction from the
Supreme court and will consequently have
to be revoked. The matter is certain to be
prolific of boundless litigation.

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BELLE ROCKWOOD MARRIED,

The Central Figure in the Blythe Ab-
dnection Case Becomes Mrs.
Peder Pedersen.

Probability That the Prosecation Will
Now Be Dropped on Tuesday
Morning.

Mies Belle Rockwood, of Port Hadlook,
the interesting central figure in the now
celebrated Blythe abduction case, was
quietly married at Port Townsend on Thurs-
day evening, but not to Blythe. The happy
bridegroom is Peder Pedersen, a resident of
Port Hadlock, where he is émployed as a
will hand, acd a former admirer of the girl ;
Blythe was not even honored with an invi-
tation. He was, a8 a matter of fact, and
still is a prisoner in the Victoria jail, await-
ing his triai next Tuesday on the sscondary

charge of seduction, the hearing having been
adjourned for a week to permit of Miss
Rockwood and her father attending to give
evidence.

The marriage of the girl will in all proba.
bili'y resuit in the prosecution baing
dropped.

Already the case is a notable one,
but this last little anticipated step
of the chief witness for the prosecution—
though a hostile one—still further compli-
cates matters. The bride is not yet sixteen,
and it was a short time ago that Blythe first
met her, and, though a married man with a
family, made love to her and found his af-
fections returned. Then being accused of a
horrible crime on the American side, he
came to this city in haste and by letters
urged the girl to join him here, promising
to marry her when he should have obtained
a divorce.

She came and was meb by Blythe, who
the very next day was arrested for abduc-
tion—tried, and convicted, and sentenced
to five years in the penitentiary. Through
all Belle Rockwood conducted herself with
extraordinary composure, her conversations
regarding Blythe as well as her letters to
him produced in court being such as would
be expected from a somewhat cynical and
obzervant woman rather than from a schooi
girl.  Though subjected to considerable
preasure she firmly refused vo give evidence
prejudicial to the man who had so grievously
wronged her, and by whom she had been
induced to abandon her home.

At the trial Blythe was undefended ; on
its  conclusion barrister Frank Higgins
was  retained in the oase, and an
appeal taken to the full court of the pro-
vince. The ground of contention was that
the offence alleged was committed outside of
the province, and therefore beyond the
juriediction of Canadian law. A “majority
of the bench held this tobe good law and
the conviction of the prisoner by Chief Jus-
tice Davie was set aside. Blythe was im-
mediately re-arrested on a second informa-
tion laid by Supt. Hussey charging seduc-
tion, and the trial of this charge has not yeg
been held.

Mr. and Mrs. Pederson returned to Port
Hadlock yesterday, so that it is highly im-
probable that the witnesses will be here on
Tuessday. The telegraph indeed states posi-
tively that they are now anxious to see
Blythe restored to liberty.

The
pallbearers were Mr. J. Kinsman, Mr. Let-
tics, Mr. Jonathan Bullen, Mr. J. A. Grant,
Mr. M. Humber and Mr. O’Neil. The
floral offerings were both numerous and
beautiful, evidencing the sincere affection
and esteem in which thé deceased was held
by his many friends. Until the close of the
lagt decade the deceased was an active
worker in the Pandora avenue Methodist
church ; no function being complete without
his assistance, which was at all times ren-
dered cheerfully and unselfishly. Unob-
trusive in manner, genial in disposition, he
made for himself a large circle of life-long
friends. Evidences of his skill used
gratuitously for the case of temperance and
also for the church will long be seen in the
city ; the motto work at the temperance
hall being some of his productions. His last
and uncompleted motto was to have been
used in the decorations welcoming Lord and
Lady Aberdeen to the garden fete on Tues-
day last.

W. G. BARNFIELD, otherwise known as
Sequah, was. the defendant yesterday in a
police court prosecution from which he
emerged, however, with flying colors, Mr.
Frank Higgins, who conducted the defence,
obtaining & dismissal without calling any
witnesses. The prosecutor was Mr. Thomas
Browne, a stonemason, for whom Mr. Barn-
ard appeared ; and the charge, a violation of
the B.C. Medical act—thab measure provid-
ing that unless duly registered nc one may
practice the profession of medicine for pay-
menb, hire or hope of reward in the province
of British Columbia. The prosecutor’s evi-
dence made up the case for the crown. He
told of his visit to A.Q0.U.W. hall and to
seeing Mr. Franklin treated for his rheuma-
tism. - He (the witnees) also-had purchased
two bottles of the Sequah remedy, Mr. Barn-
field having informed him in response to an
inquiry that it would bs good to use for an
abscess. In cross-examination he admitted
having been spoken to in connection with
the laying of the information by private de-
tective McFarland, whom he understood to
be representing the medical council. The
defence rested upon the definition of ‘¢ prac-
tising medicine.” Mr. Higgins held that as
Sequah had made no diagnosis there was no
violation of the law, and quoted both Reg.
v. Howeth and Reg. v. Coulson in support
of his contention. He then moved for the
dismissal of the information and the motion
was allowed.

SHIPS AND SHIPPING.

According to the tonnage engaged, the.
total output of salmon from British Colum-
bia to Great Britain direct by water will
this year be in the neighborhood of 350,000
oases. This is an increase of about 30,000
cases over last year. The first salmon ves-
sel to load is now on the Fraser, and will, it
is expected, take on a portion of her cargo at
Steveston. She is the Dutch bark Van
Galem and is 1,378 tons. She is one of a
fleet of three under charter to Robt, Ward
& Co., the other two vessels now on their
way out from England with osrgo being the
British ship Fiery Cross, of 1,399 tons regis-
ter, and the British bark Sardhana, of 1,119
tons.
H. M. 8. Nymphe came aroand from
Eequimalt and docked at the outer wharf
yesterday in preparation for the survey
work which is about to commence. The
man-of-war’s polished guns and brass works,
and her busy decks offer a sharp contrast to
the appearance of ordinary merchantmen,
and will doubtless attract many to that part
of the water front. The vessel’s special
work of making soundings all around the
outer wharves will take many days to per-
fora,
Yesterday afforded Victorians a last op-
ortunity of viewing the big plessure yacht
%ieanor in dock, the vessel being floated last
evening and shifted to the inner harbor by
a couple of small tugs. While she was on
the stocks the Esquimalt marine railroad
was never more attraotive. The vessel was
constantly surrounded with mechanics, prin-
cipally psinters, while surrounding the dock
again were all the time groups of spectators.
It is expected that the steamship City of
Topeka, which is due from Alaska on
Thursday next, will make another trip
North before entering the dry dock fer
overhauling. Her place on the route will
be temporarily taken by the Al Ki, which
will in a few days leave San Francisco.
The O. R. & N. steamship Chittagong is
scheduled to arrive at Portland from the
Orient on September 19. It is uncertain
yet whether or not she will come here.
The steamship Walla Walla arrived from
San Francisco at 10 o’clock last night after
a very pleasant trip, bringing 101 9 10 tons |
of cargo for Victoria.
The steamer Empress of China, due on
Tuesday nexb, has 2,050,000 pounds of over-
land freight, 50 cabin passengers and 200
Chinamen.
The Dominion steamer Quadra, which left
here to supply the lighthouses with coal a
week ago, will return to port to-day or to-
mOrrow. .

His Excellency in replying expressed for
himself and the Countess of Aberdeen
thaoks for thsir most kind and Scottish
greeting, and recalled with pleasure their
firsb meeting a year ago with the society on
the occasion of his first official visit to Vic-
toria. The society’s aims of cultivating
what wasbest innational characteristics were
commendable, and made them the more
ready to take part in affsirs for the benefit
of the community at large. The two great
Soottish characteristics, cantion and entha-
siasm, blended judiciously were of great
value. He illustrated enthusiasm by a little
story of how a couple of gentlemen
hearing a ory for help had rushed to the
rescue of a drowming canoeist in the vicinity
of Victoria, in contrast to a cynical, cold-
blooded person who had declined to lsnd a
hand fearing that it was only a joke being
played upon him and that the cry for help
was only a hoax. The greatest men in his-
tory were those who had plenty of enthusi-
asm. It was a grand thing for Canada, he
remarked in concluding, that so much of
hopefulness existed, for without hopefuliness
no country could ever become great. To
the younger members he gave a bit of ad-
vice, telling them to cultivate a hopeful,
genial spirit and they would never become
‘* old stagers,” not even when they were 50
years old.

CHILDREN’S DAY.
Yesterday afternoon Trustees Mrs. Grant,
Lovell and Glover, as a special committee of
the school board, had a conference with
Messrs. N. Shakespeare and G. H. Brown,
a8 a committee of the agricultural associa-
tion, on the arrangements for Children’s
Day—Wednesday, September 18 —during
the agricultural fair. It wae agreed that
the first six divisions of the various schools
should meet at the Central school at 1
o’clock. The children of the lower divisions
are not required to meet with the six older
ones, but may go the grounds with their
parents or as they wish.

The children who meet at the school will
form in procession and, headed by a band,
march in procession to the exhibition
grounds. Upon arrival there the following
programme will be proceeded with uader
the direction of Mr. Sb. Clair :

Military drill, manroeuvres and march
past by six divisions of Boys’ Central ; four
divisions South Park ; four divisions North
Ward, and two divisions of Victoria West
school, in all abont 1,000 boys. This will
be followed by dumb bell exercise to music
by the same detachment, Then come sports
for the children, the programme being—120
yards race, boys under 10 years ; 100 yards
dash, boys under 15; 50 yards dash, boys
under 8; sack race, boys under 15; 100
yards dash, boys over 15; quarter mile
race, boys under 15 ; mile race, boys under
15 ; mile race, boys over 15, and bioycle
race, half mile, handicap. The two lower
divisions will be furnished with badges,
whose presentation will admit them to the
grounde, All the upper divisions are re-
quired to take part in the procession.

Details have been received here of the re-
cent attack made by a band of Bulgarians
upon the Mahomedan village at Dospat,
across the Turkish frontier, in the Rhodope
mountaine. The Bulgarians used dynamite
bombs and set fire to the houses. Men,
women and childrep, it is claimed, were
killed indiscriminately and three hundred
persons perished.

The Cunard steamer Etruria, Captain
Walker, from New York for Liverpool,
which arrived at Queenston to-day at 3:29
p.m., made a record voyage of six days and
thirty-nine minutes. ~ Her best previous
record, made on January 11 of this year,

was six days and one hour.

LIBERTY OF THE SUBJECT.

Mr. Justice Drake Decides That County
Courts Cannot Imprison
for Debt.

Leave Granted to Bring Action Against
J. C. Prevost in re the Hirst
KEstate.

Mr. Justice Drake in Chambers yesterdsy
delivered judgment on a motion to set aside
an order made in a county courb action com-
mitting a debtor to prison for contempt in
not paying a sum of money ordered to be
paid by moathly instalments in accordance
with the practice which has heretofore
existed in the county court. The order is,
by the judgment, set aside with costs, on

the ground that imprisonment for debt is
abolished in this province, and that the seo-
tion of the county court act which assumes
to give the county court judges power to
imprison for non-psyment of money is by
implication repealed.” The full text of the
judgment is as follows :

** F. Carne, piaintiff, and H. Phillips, de-
fendant :—Mr. Potts in pursuance of leave
reserved applies to discharge the order made
for the commitment of the defendant in case
he neglected to pay $1.50 on the 19:h of
August. This order was made after exam-
ination of the judement debtor on summons
in pursuance of sub-section 5 of section 164
of the county courts act, cap. 25, consolid-
ated. The order was attacked on three
grounds, the first of which is the one to
which the chief argument was directed, viz :
That imprisonment for debt is abolished by
section 8 and 9 of the execution act. The
other grounds were that the procedure under
section 164 of the county courts act was, in
fact, a procedure in bankruptcy, and there-
fore ultra vires, and that the order itself was
irregular and not in accordance with the
statute. These latter two objections may
at onoe be disposed of. There is no ground
for contending that this section has any-
thing to do with bankruptey or insolvency.
It is true there are powers in the English
bankruptcy act which run on similar lines
to the section in question, but the principle
of bankruptcy and insolvency is not in-
volved. That principle is a statutory div-
ision of the debtor's property equally
amongst his oreditors and a sta-
tutuory release from his debts.
On the other ground that the order was
irregular, because ib did not commit at
once, but only directed committal in case of
non-payment on a day certain—this order
was in accordance with Stoner and Fowle,
13 Appeal Cases, and in my opinion is in ac
cordance with the statute which authorizes
commitment whether before or after the
return of the summons. On the first point,
sections 8 and 9 of the execution act, cap,
42, oconsolidated are negativa: ¢No
person shall be arrested or im-
prisoned on any judgment what
soever recovered against him as a debtor,
and process of contempt for non-payment of
any sum of money is abolished and no per-
son shall be arrested or detained for non-
payment of money except as hereinafter
mentioned.” The effecy of negative expres-
sions in an act is to make the enactment
obligatory, although Alderson B., in Mayor
of London ve. R, 13 Q.B. 33, says the
words negative or affirmative statutes mean
nothing, the question is whether they are
repugnant to thav which before existed, and
that may be more easily shown when the
statubte is negative than when it is affirma-
tive. The sections in question were enacted
in 1865 and were then applicable only to
the Mainland. In 1885 this statute was
made applicable to the whole province, and
by section 3 it is enacted that the provisions
of the act should apply to judgments and
proceedings antecedent as well as subsequent
to the act. In the same session, 1885, the
county court act was passed giving the
powers now questioned. All acts are
passed on the last day of the session
and are entered on the records
of parliament in their alphabetical
order, 8o no light is thrown upon the ques-
tion by any supposed superiority of one act
over another in point of time. I have, there-
fore, to consider that both acts were of equal
validity at the time they were passed, and
must look to the acts themselves to ascertain
if there is any guide which will assist me in
determining the question. I think that sec.
3 of the execution act, which is sec. 3 of the
act of 1885, is clearly an indication that the
abolition of process of contempt for non-pay-
ment of money and the abolition of impris-
onment for debt except in the manner and
form as in the execution act mentioned, ap-
plied to all judguents, and by implication
repeals sub-section 5 of sec. 164. This view
does not interfere with the powers vested in
the county court judge under the other sub-
section of the act.

“The order for committal will therefore
be set aside with costs.

The application on behalf of George Willis-
croft to set aside judgment against him as
garnishee, was yesterday adjourned for
hearing till this morning. 1In the meantime
the schooner Nell remains in the sheriff’s
hande.

Mr. Justice Drake yesterday granted
leave to the receiver of the Hirst estate, Mr,
C. N. Westwood, to bring suit against J. C.
Prevost, late receiver of the estate, to re-
cover from him the sum of $5,503, due to
the estate by Prevost.

In the B. C. Pottery and Terra Cotta Co.
(in liquidation), an order was made yester-
day directing the liquidator to prepare a
dividend sheet forthwith, Arther Martin for
the workmen claiming a wages preference.

FRANCO-CHINESE CLAIMS.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 30.—The state de-
partment officials say that China’s agree.
ment to pay France 4,000,000 francs in-
demnity on account of the anti-missionary
riots ab Sze-cheng, ir due to the fact that

f'rance decided to prosecute her claim alone
and independently of the United States and
Great Britain. The French had large pro-
perby interests in vhat section, and the sum
agreed upon is considered as entirely reason-
able compensation for the loss sustained.
The authorities here are satisfied with the
progress making in the settlement of the
claims of this country and of England,
which are being pressed jointly, but say
that the point has not yet been reached in
these negotiations where the amount of in-
demnity could be suggested.

ALp. EDWARD BRAGG has given notice of
a resolution, ‘‘that, whereas the present
ward sub-division of the eity is inequitable
i many respects, which inequality is capa-
ble of remedial adjustment by a new sub-
division of the city into wards, therefore be
it resolved that the city be re-sub.divided
into four wards with a representation of two

aldermea for each ward.”

FELL FIVE STOREYS.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, Aug. 30.—Jas. Beck-
meister fell five storeys, from the top of the
World building to the sidewalk, and was

instantly killed. The body of the falling
man struck John Nickson, who was walking
along the sidewalk, with terrific force,
breaking the back and both legs of the lat-
ter. He is dying. Two other men named
Lewis and Cormler, who were on the scaffold
with Beckmeister, had a desperate struggle
for their lives. Lewis was thrown from the
scaffold aud caught with his hands on a nar-
row coping under the windows. He man-
aged to work his way along until he reached
the fire escape, and was then easily rescued.
Cormler clung to a rope for some time, and
was finally rescued by a man in the building,
who stepped out on the window ledge and
swung him into the room.

THE KU CHENG MASSACRES.

WasHINGTON, Aug. 30.—Yesterday the
Chinese minister waited upon the secretary
of state and assured him that he called upon
the express direction of the foreign office, to
convey direct official assurance of the desire
of the Peking authorities to make adequate
reparation for the fnjury done to American
interests by the Chinese rioters and to set
at rest the reports which represent a diffor-
ent spirit on the part of the Chinese. He
said the cablegram brought the assurance of
the co-operation of the Chinese authorities
in getting at the facts of the riots and con-
firmed the information already received that
Consul Hixon was sitting in the inquiry at
Ku Cheng with the Tao Tai Heu Sing I, who
holds equal rank with Mr. Hixon, in accord-
ance wich treaty regulations.

HIS EXCELLENCY’S PRIZES.

A Popular Distribution Yesterday at
the Meeting of Dominion
Riflemen,

The Next Bisley Team—London Mer-
chants’ Cup Won by New
Brunswick.,

Otrawa, Aug. 30.—(Special)—** Wheel-
er” Ogg used to be perhaps the best known
rifleman in Canada, and that this veteran is
still one of the very best was demonstrated
to-day, when out of a field of a hundred he
captured the first of the three munificent
prizes presented by His Excellency the Gov-
ernor-General. To-day’s winner was, it is
true, Quartermaster-Sergeant John Ogg, but
though the ranks differ the man is the same.
Wheeler Ogg in 1879 won the £50 which was
the very first money prizs ever offered by a

Governer-General for this special com-
petition to wind up the D.R.A. mesting.
That was in the days of the old Snider,
when a score of 126 in 30 shots at Queen’s
ranges was not only sufficient, but consider-
ed very creditable indeed. Since then
John Ogg has been continuously in evidence,
improving with the age, and ten times he
has gone to Wimbledon and Bisley with
Canadian teams. The soore of 96 out of 105
which he made to-day has been equalled but
once in the competition, that being in 1893,
His victory was a very popular one. The
match thus resulted :

COLLISIONS AT SEA.

WasHINGTON, Aug. 30.—The prospect for
the international acceptance of the Wash-
ington rules to prevent collision at sea is
reported bright by Navigation Commissioner
Chamberlain, who hds just returned from an

informal consultation with Ambassador
Bayard and the British authorities. After
the assent of nearly all the maritime nations
bo the rules had been secured last year by
the United States, Greav Britain, in Febru-
ary, joined by other powers, asked for delay
until the rules could be referred to a par-
liamentary committee. This committee,
which wae about to render a generally favor-
able reply, came to an abrupt end on the
dissolution of parliament, owing to the de-
feat of the late ministry. A new commit-
tee musb be appointed and the desire of the
United States that the committee be ap-
pointed at the present session of parliament
has been clearly indicated to the British

governmens.

CANADIAN NEWS,

Opening of the Northwest Legislature
—Developments in an Insar-
ance Fraud.

Unearthing of a Skeleton With a
Knife in the Breast—
Suicide.

Supposed Insurance Fraud.
ToronTo, Aug. 29.—The Attorney-Gen-
eral’s department has been asked to inves-
tigate another supposed insurance fraud.
Mrs. Alger died at Whitevale, August 15.
She was insured for $7,000 in the Equitable
Life, on a policy taken in December last.

There was no suspicion of foul play in con-
nection with the death, but early in July
another policy for $5,000 was applied for in
the Home Life, of Toronto, and the same
physician who passed the first application
passed this. While the policy was awaiting
acceptance ab the head office, the woman
died. Upon investigation, it was found
she had died from an acute form of con-
sumption. An investigation is asked to as-
certain if there was a deliberate conspiracy
to defraud.

ToroNTO, Aug. 29.—Frank W. Webb
came here on Tuesday night and registered

at the Kensington hotel as heing from Mont-
real. He asked to be called early this morn-
ing. The porter found him dead in bed
with the remains of a bottle of carbolic acid
by his side.

CorUNNA, Ont., Aug. 29.—A rumor last
night is to the effect bhat a row boat capsiz-
ed during the storm and one man and three
women were drowned. Their names were
Frank Deroche of Broomfield, Miss Deroche,
Miss Comper and Miss Delia Shyurky, all of
Marysville, Mich.

A New York exchange remarks:
““Mrs. Clara Shortridge Foltz of Cali-
fornia, attorney and counselor at law,
is now at the Waldorf. Mrs. Foltz un-
derstands the art of dressing as well as
she understands law. Her appearance is
that of a striking society woman. She
wears Paris gowns and silk petticoats
and exceedingly feminine frills. She is
exceedingly womanly in appearance.

“‘But if Mrs. Foltz does not leok like
a woman lawyer she talks like one.
When she speaks, one discovers the legal
bent of her mind. She is decisive, quick,
a bit dramatic, and probes every subject
to the bottom.

‘“When she grew to be a big girl she
read Blackstone with as much interest
as the ordinary young person would
show in a love story. And this love of
the law, combined with energy and hard
work, has made Mrs. Foltz the success-
ful lawyer that she is.

‘‘Though she is a remarkably young
looking woman, she is the mother of five
children. On Sept. 5, 1879, she was ad-
mitted to the bar of the district courts
of California and a few months later
to the supreme court. In 1890 she was
admitted to the bar of the supreme court
of the United States.

‘‘Mrs. Foltz has a very large general
practice. She has confined herself to the
civil branches of the law. Her victory
in the Hastings college case is famous,
and it was through her efforts that the
college was opened to women law stu-
dents.

‘‘She believes that all women should
have at least some knowledge of law,
particularly of the statutes of the state
and the ordinances of the city in which
they live. 8he declares that women rea-
son as clearly as men do and that the
all around woman of today is not sway-
ed by her feeliugs any more than is the

average man. A woman to be a success-
ful lawyer must have a thorough educa-
tion, a clear head, quiet nerves and a
natural love of the work.”’

To Lighten Sunday’s Work.

Mrs. Rorer has lately furnished to
housewives some menus for cold dinners
that are ideal, say for a Sunday when
the thermometer is above 90. Many of
the dishes can be prepared one day and
leave very little cooking for the next.
These models will, I hope, suggest other
gombinations as good to the housekeeper
who wishes to lighten the summer bur-
den of life for herself or for those who
prepare her dinners. Could anything be
more appetizing than a cold soup made
from sour cherries, cold roast mutton
with chile sauce, sliced tomatoes, salad
of string beans, wafers with cheese and
an old fashioned rice pudding? A sec-
ond menu as attractive consists of rice
and tomato soup, cold boiled chicken in
a pie, jelly, tomatoes and cucumbers on
lettuce, cream cheese with wafers and
fruit.

But these menus, you will perhaps
say, are luncheons, and no food for a
hungry man, yet they are nutritious,
light, cooling and easily digested. Cold
deviled fish, left from the boiled or
roast fish of the previous day, easily
prepared for a fish course ; potato salad,
creamy, cold and well seated in a bed
of crisp lettuce leaves; calf’s liver
made into a mock pate de foie gras, cold
roasts garnished with pnrsley or nas-
turtium blossoms and leaves, cold vege-
table salads, veal loaf and tongue are
all good dishes for cold dinners in sum-
mer.

If cold meat will not be tolerated for
dinner, have a chafing dish, in which
it can be warmed in many attractive
ways. Cold vegetables, such as aspara-
gus, peas or string beans, can be used
for the next day’s salad. Fruits, cold
puddings and ices may be used for the
dessert, and a dozen ways of simplifying
life without making it less attractive,
but rather adding to its delight, will
soon occur to the diligent student of
cooler and less laborious living.

Mother Love.

It has become fashionable to poke fun
at Chicago. The great, busy, rushing,
hustling city is made the subject of no
end of friendly ridicule, if such term be
allowed. Yet outof Chicagocome many
lessons that deserve more than passing
notice—in fact are worthy of study and
emulation. It is a Chicago mother who
has just given the world an illustration
of the depth and intensity of a mother’s
love that may well lead timid manhood
to fear for the power of the coming wo-
man.

It was a divorce case in which an at-
torney asked the mother as to the where-
abouts of her daughter, whom the father
had not seen for years, and it is claimed
that the discovery of the daughter is the
sole aim of the father in the case. The
mother declined to give the desired in-
formation, when she was informed by
the court that she must give it or go to
prison.

But there must be a thrill-
ing response to the spirit of the mother
and a longing to weave a laurel wreath
for the love that looks through courts
and cross examinations and criticisms
and prison bars and sees only the object
of its yearning and solicitude. Itis a
grand thought that there are such moth-
ers in Chicago—if they do put them in
jail.—Cleveland Plain Dealer.

HOUSEHOLD NOTES.

The Fittimg of Bedrooms — Curled Hair
Pildiows—Bare Floors, Ete.

Bedroorms, in country houses especial-
ly, are now fitted up with white enam-
eled furnitare in preference to any other
style. The enamel is only a smooth and
fine sort of paint, of course, and articles
or ylns description ought not to be qs ex-
pensive 23 those made of bard %604 and
pohshed bus aealers usually ask as large
@ price as they can get, and when a
thing is fashionable and everybody
wants it the scale of charges is corre-
spondingly high. In a room furnished
with white fittings the woodwork should
also be painted white and a pale tinted
wall paper selected. For a north or east
room, sunless the greater part of the
day, a light, warm wall coloring should
be chosen, such as palest rose, olive or
yellow. Blue, gray and green, being
cold colors, are better suited to southern
and western rooms.

Metal bedsteads are now being sold
in all sizes, at prices ranging from $4
upward. All brass ones are rather ex-
pensive, but the painted iron ones, with
brass trimmings, are quite pretty enough
for any bedroom and are far more satis-
factory than the wooden so called
French bedstead, which is almost as
clumsy as an old fashioned four poster
and yet lacks the latter’s imposing ap-
pearance. The brass knobs and bars are
treated with some sort of transparent
enamel, 80 that they keep bright with-
out being polished.

If feather pillows are too warm for
this weather, why not try one stuffed
with curled hair? Most house furnishing
shops keep them in stock, but one may
easily be made at home, if that be pre-
ferred. Two pounds of hair will be
enough for a pillow of ordinary size.
This should be picked apart before being
put in the tick, which process greatly
increases its bulk. Somebody has lately
invented a woven wire pillow which is
said to be as comfortable as a hair filled
one and even cooler.

If you have a bare floor, with wide
cracks between the boards, do not de-
lude yourself with the belief that stuff-
ing them with putty will be a short and
easy method of making the floor pre-
sentable. The puttying process is a long
and back breaking one, and unless the
floor is at once painted the putty soon
dries, shrinks and is swept out. The
only sure way of conquering the cracks
is to fill them with narrow strips of
wood, which must be glued in, allowed
to dry and then planed down even with
the boards. This method is even harder
than puttying, and the thrifty house-
keeper who desires to ‘“‘fix up’’ her house
herself would better think twice before
she undertakes it.

In making sheets it is best to have a
wide hem at both ends. When the foot
is indicated by a narrow hem, the sheet
is put on the bed the same way every
tinre, and the wear, therefore, coming
always in the same place the article
gives out a great deal sooner than it
does if the ends are interchangeable.

Household linen can be,obtained now
at such low cost that it is worth while
to lay in a stock. The huck and Turkish
towels shown are remarkably good bar-
gains, while the white quilts offered at
low prices are of excellent quality.

If you have a pet cat who 'is under
the weather from any cause, give her
some catnip tea, made with milk in-
stead of water. She will probably drink
it readily, especially if she is not offered
the choice of something else. There are
so many families in which pets take the
vacant place of children that it may not
come amiss to know that catnip is as
good a medicine for pussies as for babies.

If stockings of all kinds are mended
with heavy crochet silk instead of the
usual cotton or worsted yarn, the darns
will last longer and be smoother and
neater. Women of old fashioned ideas
may cry out at this and call it a piece
of wasteful extravagance, but asa 30
cent ball of silk will answer for six
months’ work, and by its superior wear-
ing qualities decrease the amount of
mending necessary, its use is a practical
economy. There is an old story told of
& man who paid 15 cents to have a bro-
ken darning needle mended when he
could have bought a new one for a cent,
and that is a not very much exaggerat-
ed caricature of some of the thrifty lit-
tle notions by reason of which we cheat
ourselves into extra expense or labor.

It is said that a small piece of ice
may be kept for a long time by placing
it on a piece of thick flannel stretched
smoothly over the top of a bowl and se-
cured around the edge. The ice is then
covered with another piece of flannel,
and the arrangement is complete.

It is often less disagreeable to a sick
person to take medicine from a china
epoon than from a silver one. Certain
drugs contract a flavor of the metal
when they are placed in it and their
unpleasantness is thus unnecessarily in-
creased. A china spoon is not expensive
and may be obtained of any druggist.

Although white embroidery silk is of-
ten used for marking towels, napkins and
similar washable articles, it is not so
good for that purpose as linen floss. It
is apt to turn yellow, especially if it be
boiled, while linen has all the gloss of
gilk, with the additional merit of re-
wmaining white.

In making a scrapbook do not place
the clippings even with the edge of the
leaf. If a half inch margin is allowed,
it will not only make the page look bet-
ter, but will preserve the scraps from
the chance of being torn and defaced at
the corners. For ordinary purposes
small albums are better than large ones,
which are clumsy to handle and awk-
ward to keep.

A MODEST L|TTLE HEROINE.

Gertie Anderson, Who Flagged the Train
and Saved Many Lives.
In a small, unpainted frame houss,
among the pine trees and near the dis-
mal swamp which stretches acrdss the
¢ountry from this place almost to Du-
luth, lives little Gertie Anderson, the
7-year-old daughter of Mr. and Mrs
Hermann Anderson. The story of the
little one’s heroism was related in brief
by the press when a telegram from this
city told of her having flagged a pas-
senger train which was plunging for-

ward to certain disaster, the track, over
‘which had just passed a special train
carrying a party of railway officials,
bhaving sunk out of sight in a muskeg,
or subterranean lake, of which there are
several along the’ line of the Duluth,
Mississippi and Northern road between
Grand Rapids and Duluth. Had it not
been for her cool head and strong little
body every passenger on the train would
have gone down to death in the murky
lake, for the sink hole which had sud-
denly opened and swallowed the track
was hidden behind a curve in the tracks,
and no power on earth could have stop-
ped the train in time to save it after it
had arrived at a point where the engi-
neer could see the deathtrap.

The child is of course the most con-
spicuous personage in thissection of the
state at the present time, on account of
her brave deed, and has been the recip-
ient of no end of attention. All this has
not changed her in the least, and in
spite of the money and presents which
have been showered upon her she re-
mains the same pleasant little creature
she was before she distinguished her-
self.

Johnson Takes the Harris Read Race
and the Time Prize
Too.

**Capitals ” Lose to the *“ Triangles”
—Junior Tennis Tourna-
ment.

The final struggle in the 104 mile handi-
sap road race for the Harris cup, a trophy
manufactured to design for Mr. Harry Har-
ris, the donor, and valued at an even hun-
dred dollars, was witnessed by a orowd of
several hundreds at Beacon Hill yesterday
afsernoon, and demonstrated conoclusively
that there is something in a name after all
—especially when the name is Johnson. It
was not the favorite's day, and though
Kavanaugh was so strongly fancied that

betting against his capturing both time and
place honors was, before the race, avoided
as speculation against a ocertainty, he rode
but indifferently well and finished behind
both Johneon and Moody in three minuves
worse time than that of his qualifying heat.
The track was, however, sofo and slow yes-
terday, and the big fellow gave every evi-
dence of having been given too much pre-
liminary work. Bradley was the only one
of the original entries (diequalified in the
trials) who took advantage of the permission
to ride from scratch for the time prize. He
rode stronger than even his friends expected
—ten miles on the road is not and never was
Bradley’s race—and had the small satisfac-
tion of turning the tables by a fifth of a sec-
ond on Alley (scratch), by whom he was de-
feated in the qualifying heat. Moody and
“ Zimmy "’ Hewartson rode steadily though
with little hope of reward, the latter’s
chances having been demoralized early in
the running by an. accident necessitating a
change of mount in the third lap,

But the race wae all Johnson and Johnson
was the race. Head work and speed and
grit equally proportioned were the com-
bination that did the business, and not sabis-
fied with the handsome cup, the coming
distance champion sent the Eagle spinning
from the 3 minute mark with a quiet deter-
mination to land it winner of time as well
a8 place prize.

Having failed to shake the three minute
man off in three miles, the scratch men
realized tkat the cup was heavily mort-
gaged to the man with the namg of John-
son. Then they started after the time
prize—so did Johnson. The pace was made
hotter in the hope that he would fall back
upon his mile to the good. That waen’p his
plan. Taking his share of the pacing in
bis turn, he demonstrated that he was
riding quite in his own class, and going to
the front when he got the bell for his last
lap he led Bradley, Alley and Hewartson all
the way round and beat them out in the
sprift,

the next return of the steamer Danube from
the North. *“Never give up ” is the miner’s
mobtto, and if persistent endeavor may be
counted upon for its reward, Mr. Frank

Mitchell—a nephew of the late Senator
Stanford, of California—and his Viotoria
associate in the present search bhope to
write themselves millionaires before the close
of the present year.

It is Mr. Mitchell who is in person mak-
ing this latest exploration of Moresby island
for the famous disappearing ledge, his
partner in this city having borne the ex-
pense of ou:fitting the little expedition with
& share-and-share-alike interest in its re-
sults. For reasons of his own Mr. Mitchell
decided to work alone after reaching the
field of operations, and Jack Macrae, for-
merly mate of the steamer Maude, who ac-

PREVOST'S CASE PARALLELED.

William Henry Falding, the Registrar
at New Westminster, Under
Arrest,

He Absconded the Same Eventfal
Friday Taking Train For
the Eaxt.

William Henry Falding, registrar of the
Supreme ocourt at New Westminster, is
wanted by the law for the embezzlement
of moneys entrusted to his care as a public
official, and the heads of police departments
and detective agencies in all sections of the
country were yesterday instructed by wire to
arrest him. To stimulate them to active
efforts for his apprehension a reward of $250
has been offered by the provincial govern-
ment—the same amount that is promised
for the capture of J. C. Prevost. The sum
of Falding’s shortage is not yet
known, nor cam it be wuntil sn

audit of his books is completed. An
approximate estimate is, however, made of
600

The story of his departure from West-
minster parallels in many particulars that of
his brother registrar in Victoria, and, in
fact, both decamped on the same day—that
is if Prevost did leave the city, as believed,
on Friday the 23rd of August.

Falding, who was in his seventh year of
office, had for several months past, if not
for a full twelvemonth, been living above
his income. He was a hard drinker and a
liberal spender for luxuries, and the legal
fraternity of the Mainland regretted
o see him travelling the pace that kills.
For the sake of his young wife and family
they forbore, however, to do more than
remonstrate with Falding himself, receiving
from him repeated assurances that he would
*‘ brace up ” and give more attention to his
duties and less to the wine cup. There is
no reason to doubt that these promises were
given in all sincerity, and Faldiog might
still be performing the duties of registrar at
the Royal City had not Prevost’s predica-
ment precipitated the crash.

The news that an audit of the books of
the Victoria office had been ordered evident-
ly reached Westminster, and Falding, know-
ing that his own would not bear
the light of investigation, took instant
alarm. It was on Thursday, the 22nd of
August, bhat his preparations for flight were
completed, and to ensure for himself a run-
ning start he informed the resident Govern-
ment Agent, Mr. Warwick, that he would
be obliged to go to Victoria the following
day to consult the Attorney-General on de-
partmental business. This being a notuncom
mon statement Mr. Warwick thought nothing
of the matter and the work of the offize went
on as usual for an entire week. Then Mr.
Warwick becoming uneasy over the regis-
trar’s protracted absence wired to Hon. Mr.
Eberts asking if he was still here.
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
