BRITAIN-- AND - RUSSA
“WATCH OVER
PERSIA

Erstwhile Enemies Agree  on
Policy to bs Followed.
in the East

m——

Understanding Between the European
Powers Facilitates Russo-
Japanese Negotiations

London, March 9.~The internal af-
fairs: of Persia, which, according to of-
ficial information, are far from satis-
factory, are being closely watched by
the officlals of the Foreign Office
here. While it is hoped that the in-
tervention of the powers will not be
necessary, Great Britain and@ Russia

have already agreed on the steps to be
taken by them in such a contingency,
Great ' Britain anticipates that should
the condition of the country  reach a
critieal stage, the Shah, ‘who, before
he ascended the throne, frequently
called on Russia for financial assist-
ance, and sought the advice of the
representative of that country in other
emergencies, will ask for Russian help
to restore order, ‘' 'The Russian govern-
ment could comply with the' request
with - the full knowledge that no ob-
jeotion would be made by Great Brit-
ain. Russia may even offer assistance
without the invitation' of the Shah,
an-offer which Great Britain would ad-
vise the Persian ruler to accept. Great
Britain 'would do her part hy sending
warships to the Persian gulf ports, but
she would not go further unless the
landing of a force became necessary to
protect foreigners in southern Persia,
which, in an’ agreement between Rus-
sia and Great Britain, would be recs
ognized as the latter's sphere of in-
fluence. 2

There is complete accord between
Great Britain and Russia with rer

t to ‘the ‘action to-be taken in'Pers
sta. This condition s a result of the
negotiations that have been going on
for the past twelve mpnths, for the
gettlement of -all outstanding differ-
ences between the two nations' which
continue to progress-satisfactorily and
which may shortly be brought to a
successful close. This better under-
gtanding 'between ' Russia and Great
Britain has made smoother the nego-+
tiations between Russias and Japan,
but the Associated Presa is officially]
informed that there is no foundation
for the recently published report that
@Great - Britain, Russia, France and
n are abouf to conc¢lude an agree-
ment regarding far eastern affairs.
This report doubtless arose from ‘the
fact that Great Britain and Russis,
and Russia and Japan are carrying
on negotiations which “France, as a
friend to both, is interested in seeing
concluded to thé satisfaction of all
parties. 5
From ' St. Petersburg

st. Petersburg, March 9—An offi-
cial denial was made today to.the re-
port from Vienna that the negotia~
tions between Russia and Japan had
resulted in an  agreement. It was
stated that the negotiations were still
progressing without any hitch, but thaty
definite results would not be in sight
for weeks, or even for months. The
Assoclated Presgs is authorized to deny
the report - published in St. Peters-
burg and London that the Anglo-Rus-
sian megotiations have been practically
completed. An agreement op several
points has been  reached, and better
progress is being made than with the
Russe-Japanese negotiations, but the
completion of an entente may not be
expected for a long time.

Tt is understood that the points al-
ready settled with Great Britain are
covered im a mutual agreement, and
include the gquestion of Persia, as the
uncertain . trend of events in  that
country necessitated a prompt - deci-
sion. .

{er Buildings Completely
Destroyed

At

Nangimo, Feb.' §~—The town of
Chemainus was the stene of a $20,000
fire last night, when the Lewisville

Ingiia grocery storer)

The fire broke ‘sut in the hotel shortly
after 10 o’cloek,and made rapid head-
way, so much so that the guests had
only time to escape in what clothing
they had on, losing all their personal
effects. * The upper part of the build-
ing was by that time a ass of
flames and quite beyond the efforts of
the volunteer fire brigade, who worked
like Trojans to save the adjoining
buildings. 4

So flercely did the hotel burn- that
not a single article in the bullding was
saved.

By this ‘time 'matters began to
agssume a serions aspeot,  The large
grocery store adjoining the hotel took
fire, and ten minutes later was a seeth~
ing furhace. The firemen made every
effort to save the bullding, but were
unsuccessful, the  building burning
with such rapidity as to make it im-
possible to save any of the contents.
The flames from both buildings shot
high up in the air, and sparks from
the burning buildings spread all over
the town, threatening the whele plage
with destruction. Just when the yol-
unteer brigade thought that the dan-
ger was over, smoke was seen issuing
from an adjoining bullding. - This too
was soon in flames, and an hour later
was a heap of smouldering debris.
By heroic efforts the volunteer brig-
ade, who had practically no apparatus
with which to fight such a confi -
tion, were successful at last, conffning
the fire to this area, thus saving what
might have resulted in a very disas-
trous fire, .

Samuel Hagan, the lessee of the
Lewisville Hotel, it is said, had a nar-
row escape, being compelled to jump
from the - upper storey, sustaining
painful injuries. Some of the guestis
also had narrow escapes. They lost
all their personal effects.

The hotel, store and residence wera
so completely swept that pot a stick
of timber is left standing. The build-
ing and store were owned by Mr.
Lewis, the hotel being managed by Mr.
Hagan for some time.

The loss is estimated all the way
from $20,000 to $25,000. There was
some insurance on the buifidings, but
what amount has not yet been ascer-
‘tained.

The origin of the fire is not defi-
nitely known, but it .is thought to
have been caused by the explosion of
a coal oil lamp.

The long-distance telephone office,
which was located in the hotel, with
all its equipment, was destroyed, thus
cutting Chemainus off from commu-
nication by telephone for a short time.
The management is nOw opening up a
new office, and communication will be
restored this evening.

" {GREAT SATA W 11S FAVOR

Lord Tweedmouth Says Responsibility
For Rejection Must Be Assumed
by Other Powers ’

London, March 9,—The British gov-
ernment is now  confident that the
question of the expenditures on arma-
ments will be discussed at the ap-
proaching conference..at The Hague.
Mthquc’ h there have not been any for-
mal exchanges of views between the
‘powers, the subjeet has been infor-
mally discussed, and thus far no power
has offered any objection to the ques-
tion being included in the programme.
Germany, it i lesrned, has not yet
officially consemted. With many pow-
 ers favoring. the discussion and gthers
not opposing ‘it, it is noi comsidered
likely that Germany will offer any ser-
ious oppoeition. although the German
officials are  believed to be skeptical
regarding the results of such a discus-
sion. Great Britain, on the other hand
belleves that much good will follow
therefrom, and this view is shared by
other powers. Whether Russia will in-
¢lude the subjeet in the larga pro<
gramme of Professor de Martens, the
Russian representative, is not certain,
but if not, Great Britain will suggest
ita - tnclusi with the full confidence
that she will have the support of all
the other powers.

In brief,” the decision of
the drug establishments of the Ter-
minal City has been made for the pur-
pose of emphatically  protesting
against the act, which limits them to
retalling’ on the Sabbath only such
articles as are necessary for the public
health.

REMARKABLE CAREER
15 CLOSED BY DEATH

John Alexander Dowie’s Life Ter-
minates in the City Which
He, Founded

Chicago, March 9.—John Alexander
Dowie died at®7:40 'this morning at
Zion City. '-There ,were present with
him when he died only Judge Barnes
and two personal attendants.

It had been Dr. Dowie’s custom to
hold services -every Sunday afternoon
in the 1i)arlor ‘of ' Shiloh house. About
850 of his followers attended the ser-
vices. ‘He always: wore his apestolic
robes .and-.made “a characteristic ad-
dress. - Seven weeks ago these megt-
ings ceased, and Dr. Dowie ,appeared
no’” longer in public. Theé meetings,
hotwever, were -still held by his adher-
ents.

Since that timme Dr. Dowle had grad-
ually been ta.il'ing. During Friday,
however," there “was no indications of
approaching death.” He received a few
followers and. prayed for some people.
His condition,.seemed t0 be about the
same for the last two or three weeks.
One -of the attendants rémained with
Rim until -mideleht, and was' relieved
by~ 'the other #tfendant. Shortly before
1 o'clock this’ ndorning Dr. Dowie be-
came ' delirious and his talk was the
same as at a religious meeting in the
days of his prime. He denounced with
old: time ‘vigor, ordered the guests to
throw out disturbers and acted just
as he had ‘on many previous occasions.
He gradually became weaker, and the
attendant telephoned for Judge
Barnes, who reached. Shiloh house -at
7.a.. m. ‘Forty: minutes later Dowie
died. No arrangements have yet been
made for the funeral.

The death of Dowle was unexpected.
A large number, of followers gathered
at Shiloh house, Mrs. Dowie, Judge
Dowie, the prophet’s father, and his
son, who are in Michigan, have been
notified and are expected at Zion city
today: Judge Barnes, who was at the
beédside of Dowie, remained friendly
with him, believing him to be insane
and not responsible for his actions.
Dowile’s father, wife and son held the
same view; and it is therefore believed
although they had been estranged, that
they will attend the funeral.

John Alexander Dowie was born in
Edinburgh, Scotland, on May 25, 1847.
In 1860 his parents removed to Ade-
laide, Australia, where for seven years
he was employed as clerk in. a busi-
ness house. Here Dowie developed the
commercial instinct that served him so
well - later in life. - He saved enough
‘money during this period to return to
Edinburgh at the age of twenty, to

take a five years’ course in theology \

He became a master
of -@Greek. and cultivated a literary
taste that resulted in after years ‘in
a library of ten thousand volumes,
with which he was thoroughly famil-
iar. Six years of denominational ac-
tivity wearied Dowie, who forsook his
church and in 1878 went to Melbourne,
where he set up a Free Christian tab-
ernacle -and - divine healing associa-
tion, of which he became president,
and gained fame during the preva-
lence of typhus fever, by apparent-
1y effecting many cures by prayer and
the Jaying on_of the hands. '/ 3
After ten years in Melbourne, Dowie
decided . to remove to England, where
his ‘association had branches. Dowie
landed in San Francisco in 1888. He
needed $260 and had just told his wife
he had “asked God for it,” when a
man came along and put the amount
in his hand. That was the starting
point in his wonderful career in the
western world. After two years of
wandering ‘along the California coast,
Dowile, his- wife, his son, Alexander
John Gladstone Dowle, his daughter
and father arrived in Chicago.
JDuring the next five years Dowie
was arrested at least a hundred times
for violation of ordinances relating to
the care of the sick, but he continued
to prosper.. Branch churches were es-
tablished in other cities. ‘A large hos-
pital for the ‘healing of the sick was
built in.Chicago, and a college for the

The rock lles
almost in the centre of the ¢hannel, bearin
west, half north from .Gull Rock, distan
seven-eighths ‘of a mile, and from Deluge
Point -the rock bears north by east, dis-
tance six-eighths of a mile; it driés two
feet at extreme low tide; but ‘at high-water
even with a heavy sea running, the waves
do not break on it. Sounding within a bun-
dred yards give fifteep fathoms. :

The officers of the Kestral state that
vessels entering this inlet should keep well
over to %omer Islands, giving them a berth
of almost a quarter of a mile. - Smaller
boats sometimes take the southern cnannel,
bhut it is not recommended.

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“THE LABOR QUESTION:

The Vietoria Laborers’ .Protective
‘Association is lkely to be asked to
pass rather an extraordinary resolu~
tion, It will be asked to declare that
the Board of Trade proposes t6 have
its committee ‘“hold secret sessions to
investigate the alleged scarcity of la-
bor and from the result of its secret

investigation to compie a report and
‘forward the same with petitions from
other sources to His Excellency the
Governor-General, for ' the avowed
purpose of having the prohibitory $500
head . tax on Chinese reduced.” /We
do not know who is responsible for the
déception that ‘has ‘been praectised to
induce the committee of the Associa-
tian to draw up such & resolution, and
perhaps it does not mezke any differ-
ence,. for. the personality of the in-
dividual counts for nothing. The im-
portant. thing is the deceit contained
in’ the proposed resolution. 'The - dis-
cussion of the labor question has been
carried on in a very gingerly fashion
on the part of those who are not con-
nected with Ilabor organizations. A
notion seems to be abroad that work-
ingmen must be treated as children,
and must be humored im . all their
jdeas. If they choose to say a thing
is so0, they must not be contradicted,
lest on some occasion they may deal
out vengeance politically upon the
person, who takes grourd against their
extreme views, or some one whom that
person may support. We protest that
workingmen are not children in in-
tellect any morz than they are in
stature, but that they are quite ‘as
amenable to reason as any one else,
when once they’/are rightly” informed.
The Colonist recently had a call from
one of them. He wished to 'protest
against the investigation proposed by
the Board of Trade at the suggestion
of the Montreal Board, hecause he
said- that the. whole movement—a
movement which is going on from one
end of Canada to the other—was noth-
ing more nor less than a scheme of
the Messrs., Bullen ‘to' cempel  their
men 'to work ‘for nine hours.

As
a matter of fact, the authors of the law
have said that they take no respon-
sibility for it, but, on the contrary,
turn. it over to the Attorney-General
of zach province to adopt or reject as
he sees fit. What the Attorney-Gen-
eral of a province will do with the
authority so liberally given him it is
dffficult to determine. But it seems
probable that therg will- be a protest
against the’ ipterference with provin-
cial rights which is involved in the
placing of duties ug“f_n a provineial of-
ficer with whom the federal authogi-
ties have 'nothing to do, and over
whom they ‘have no control. ¢

The ‘protest will possibly take the
forni of a‘ refusal by the officers in
question to undertake the heavy re-
sponsibilities cast upon them. If fthe
Attorney-General of .a province de-
clares that it is no part of his duty
to administer or to refusé to admin-
ster ‘a’ federal law, the entire subject
will bé carried back to the jurisdic-
tion to which it belongs, and the fed-
eral government will have to show the
responsihility for its own legislation.
In that case a sound principle will be
asserted.

impressed with thé idea that‘there is
a mecessary and ‘ceaséless strife’ be-
tween employers anpd employed, and
that the only remedy for existing con-
ditions is what is tantamount to a
return to barbarism, although it is not
so termed by those: who advocate it.
There 'is nothing more’ wicked than
the teachings which workingmen are
daily receiving. We have not a word
to say against agitation for the better-
ment’ of the conditions under which all
people live. We believe that a man
should get all that the work he is<en-
gaged in is worth. We favor labor
unions. We,_ respect the opinions of
men who toil, as far as they relate to
their own work, mere highly than the
opinions of any one else. '‘But ‘what
we do protest against is the constant
deceit that is .practised, whereby
workingmen are made 'to think that
they are slaves. Usually the man, who
tells them that they are “wage slaves,”
earns-his living chiefly. with his-mouth.
He is often a worse parasite on labor
than ever the holder of watered stock
in a corporation is; for he lives by
agitation,-and to be ‘successful he must
deprive men, women and children of
the necessaries of life, by c¢ompelling
- the wage-earners to stop. working.
We have every sympathy with the
honest endeavors of workinfgmen to
improve their conditions; we believe
that they ought to be treated by their
employers @as liberally as business
conditions will permit, but we take the
position that, when ‘they approach the
consideration of labor duestions, they
should not be misled as to the faets.
Referring especially te. the investi-
gation - proposed by ‘the 'Board of
Trade, it was not intended to be al
secret “investigation, but on the con-
trary every one was invited to assist
the, committee - in reaching the faets.
It was not intended that the .commit-
tee should prepare a report and. send’
it forward to Ottawa secretly, for any
report made will have to be ‘submit-
ted by the Board, where it will be
discussed, and it will be published in
the press, where every one can see
what it may recommend: **The investi-
gation was not ordered either with the
avowed or secret intention' of recom-
mending a reduction of the Chinese
héad tax. Yet the workingmen of Vic-
toria. are to-be asked to. go on record
as making these incorrect statements.
How is it possible for a good under-
standing ever to be arrived at between
employers and employed, if there is to
be such misrepresentation as this?
The Laborers’ Proteotive Association
proposes to ask for a reyal commission
to investigate the subject. This would
be very much better than a committee
of the Board of Trade, especially as it
would have the authority to examine
witnesses upon oath. If the appoint-
ment of such a commission can be
hrought about, it would be a very ex-
cellent’ thing. b
Mr. . W. Morse, Ggneral Manager
of the Grand Trunk Pacific, seems to
think that his company cannot carry
out its contract with the government
unless Oriental labor is admitted into
the country. There is nothing to pre-
vent the Grand Trunk Pacific from
getting-all the Chinese labor it wants.
Tt only has to ‘put up the money for
the heéad tax. It has, or ought to
have, a guarantee of '$5,000,000 in the
hands of the Dominion government
that it will completé the railway bhy
1911. This sum will.pay the head tax
on 10,000 Chinamen, and as matters
stand it is'for the company to consider
whether it will forfeit the money or
fmport Chinamen; that is. if the road
cannot’ be completed in time without
" them. With all respect to. Mr. Morse
and other people, who think e /ought
to have a lot of-Chinese in the coun-
try, we do nof believe that half an
effort has been made to secure white
labor. Mr. Morse says that his com-

THE PROVINCIAL FINANCES

TRe revenue of the province for the
‘fiscal year ending June 30th, 1906, was
$3,044,442,49. . In the previous year it
was . $2,920,461.71, Of this amount
$306,076.66 was received from the
Dominion, and the remainder was con-
tributed from local sources. The
largest single: item last year was from
timber royalties and licenses, the
amount being $509,043.44, 'a gain of
nearly $100,000 over the previous year,
Next in order eame the real property
tax, which yielded $301,765.85, 4 ggin
f, about $15,000, ¥From Jand sales
81%9.89_1.92 were received, against
$141,5610.29 in the previous year, a Very
satisfactory gain. Timber
yielded $100,489.83. Thus the timber
industry contributed in all $609,492.23
to the revenue; from lands, including
survey fees and rents, $301,676.48 were
' regeived, . makigg the revenue from
hese two sources.$920,168.71, 'or nearly
as much as the 'total revenuée of the
province ten yedrs ggo. Nothing more
clearly indicates ithe development of
the country than, this. Mining con-;

Siwashes and Xlootchmen, unkempt
and dirty; gaily-turbaned Sikhs and
Hindus, eager-eyed, emaciated and
tall, with brilliant teeth showing in
ready smiles; - men and women from
the Yukon, who have won or lost, and
who show elther condition plainly in
face  and voice and' gesture; weary
tourists: with the everlasting kodak
and notebook, who have long ago lost
sight of the pleasure of traveling in

British  Columbia’s first ., native
manufactured brand of whiskey start-
ed on its career today when a car-
load of “Blue Mountain Brand” or
what ever it may eventually be called
left the B. C. distillery at Sapperton
consigned to a firm'in Vancouver, says
the New Westminster Columbian of
Tuesday. For more than twa years
the conipany have been pouring wheat
into one of its many buildings and
storing away the juice from it in an-
other building, and, of course, piling
up expenses in proportion. It has been
cease of all comingg in and nothing ge-
ing out, but after fulfilling the re-

uirements of the law which provide
that the whiskey shall be matured in
barrels for at least two years, a large
quantity is now ready for the market,
and before many days have rolled
around, the native brand will be as
well known in British Columbia as
Seagram’s seven year old, or Gooder-
ham & Worts’ 83,

Although the public have not yet
had an orrortunity to set their stamp
of approval or disapproval upon the
local product yet Menager Morrow, of
the distillery, has not the least doubt
that the brand will meet with a hearty
reception from its pearance on the
market. He has had some of the best
connoisseurs of distilled beverages -in
New Westminster and Vancoyver sam-
ple the goods, and the verdict whic]
they without an exception passed
gratifying to the manufacturers.

ASSESSMENT BILL IS INTRODUGED

SiubstantiulA Reduction in_ Taxes Pro-
_posed—S8tanding Committees for
the Session Appointed

The first regular session of the
eleventh parliament of British Colum-
bia was held Friday  afternoon,
when the address in reply to the
speech from the throne was moved by

H. B, Thomson, of Victoria, and sec~
onded by Dr. McGuire, of Vancouver.
Speeches having' been -delivered by
these members, the adjournment of the
debate was moved: by ‘John Oliver, of
Deita. Thig course was adopted owing
to' the absence of J. A. Macdonald, of
Rossland, the leader of the oppositian,
who is expected to reach -Victoria to-
morrow. A number of bills were in-
troduced, the most important 'of which
was one entitled an Act to. Amend the
Assessment Act of 1903. This pro-
poses ' to reduce the present rate of
taxation.

The proceedings were opened with
the reading of prayers by Rev, Canon

Beaniands. :

The proposed irrigation of the dry
belt was anether point which it would,
be well for the government to give
close attention. That, he said, stood
in 'the same relationship to the-dry
belt as dyking fo the lower Fraser.
He dwelt upon the meaning of irri-
gation to:the stretches of country to
which it was applied, pointing out that
in those arid belts where it had been

CHANGES N~ ASSESSMENT: ACT

Reductions to Apply to the Roll for the
Present Yoah—Amendm‘ent Relat-
1 ing to Tax Sale Purchases

Tomorrow's session of the provin-
cial legislature promises to' be a® busy
oné, " Altogether five bills, twp of
which are of exeeptional importance,
are slated to come up for a second
reading. ' They follow: An act to
amend the Assessment 'Act, 1903; an
act for licensing non-resident com-
mercial travelers' for sale of liquors
and tobacco; an act to consolidate
and amend the Sueedession Duties act
and Amending act; an act for the in-
corporation of a B. C, Veterinary asso-
ciation, and an act Trelating to trade
;ltrlxd other licenses outside municipal-

es.
be considerable discussion upon the
two former measures, so that it. is

scarcely probable that 'they will be;

advanced to their final stage for sever-
al days.

Taxation Changes

General satisfaction is displayed
among supporters of the government,
and also, on the part of many oppo-
sition meémbers that such ‘marked
promptness has been shown in the
carrying out of promises made dur-
ing the recent provincial general elec-
tion that the Asséssment act would
be amended in such a way as to ma-
terially reduce the present rate of
taxation upon personal and real prop-
erty. The fact that the province has
advanced so rapidly .during the past
three years, and is now experiencing
such general prosperity, admittedly as
a result of the wise administration of
the government, has enabled Finance
Minister Tatlow to announce that.-he
will be in a position to report a sur-
plus of. $300,000 in the course of the
session. . This improvement in finan-
cfal’ conditions determined the. auth-
orities to lighten the burden of taxa-
tion, and upon the second day of the
first session of the eleventh parlia-

ment, the measure so much desired by!

the people was submitted.

Important changes in the statute are
proposed. The rate on real estate at
preseént is one per cent on all over
$2;000. Upon anything under that
amount it is 3-5 of one per cent. The
new bill proposes to bring all real es-
tate under the latter clause. Personal
property by its provisions will be re-
duced from 2-3 to 8- of ome per
cent.: In addition a minimum tax of
$1,000 s fixed on every bank, the in-
tention, evidently, being to buy in an
equitable way upon those banking in-
stitutions which send large sums of
money outside the province, escaping
the income tax in that manner.

The remaining clauses are com-
paratively unimportant. They enlarge
and define the powers of the court of
revision and of the full court with re-
gard to the revision of the assessment
roll, Clause fourteen relieves the as-
sessor from apportioning the assess-
ments upon undivided interests out-
side ona-eight. This reads in full as
follows:

“Where any real property is regis-
tered in the name of any person as

the owner of an undivided interest in}.

a parcel, the said owner shall be as-
sessed for the undivided interest in
such parcel belonging to him in the
proportion which such wundivided in-
terest bears to the assessed valge of
the whole of said parcel. No separate
assessment and no entry upon. . the
assessment roll shall be made against
undivided interests'in a parcel of land
where the undivided interests are in
léss proportion than one-eighth of the
whole, and in the event of the undi-
vided interests being in less propor-
tion than one-eighth of the whole,
and in the event of the undivided in-

» terests being in lesg proportions than

one-eighth of the whole, the parcel of
land shall be assessed in the names of
the last registered owners of undivid-
ed interests in proportions of not less
than one-eighth, and the taxes due
thereon shall be payable by them, sav-
ing their right to recover from own-
ers of undivided interests in lesspro-
portions than one-eighth.”

Those purchasing property at a tax
sale are prevented, according to sec-
tion 22, from destroying or injuring
the holding in any way. The clause
reads as appended.

“The -tax sale purchaser shall, on
receipt of the collector’s .certificate of
sale, become the owner of the land,
so far as to have all necessary rights
of action and powers for protecting
the same from spoliation and waste
until “the expiration of the term dur-
ing ‘which tkhe land may be redeemed,
but he shall mot knowingly permit any
person_to cut timber growing upon the
land or .otherwise injure the land, nor
shall' he do so himself, but he may
use the land without deteriorating its
value: Provided that the purchaser
shall, not be liable for damage done
without his knowledge to the prop-
erty during the time that the certi-
flcate of sale is in force.”

Deputation From Alliance Urggs

A .large deputation representing the
Lord's Day alliances of Victoria and

Vancouver waited upon the members
of the. provincial cabinet yesterday
afternoon for the purpose of advaneing

Dominion Lord’s Day Act in British
Columbia, ~W. M. Rochester, western
secretary of the organization, was the
principal spokesman, although short
addresses were delivered by the Bishop
of Columbia and others: The former,
after outlining in”amplified form the
claims of the members of the deputa-
tion and those .they represented in
regard to the ‘measure, submitted a
full statemént of their attitude. ~This
statement is in most part identical
with that of Mr. Rochester published
in. last Tuesday's issue. The con~
cluding portion is somewhat different
and is as follows:
General Considerations

“We beg to submit the following as
indicating that no' obstacle should be
placed in. the way of the Dominion
Lord’s Day Act being applied to Brit-
ish Columbia—

“ (a) In principle and in the general
scope of the act it unquestionably
reprasents the sentiment of Canada.

“ (h) Whilst there may be a dispo-
sition to condemn specific clauses of
the act, and certain interests may feel
aggrieved, it is' to be remembered that
for full four months the matter was
before the Dominjon parliament,, and
every interest had its opportunity to
be heard both before the committee
and the house.

(c) That in scope and principle, we
believe, this law represents the pre-
dominant. sentiment in British Colum-
bia; that the bulk of- all objections
to the act that have found public ex-
pression- have; been based upon ignor-
ance of its réquirements.”

“(d) That the particular sentimenis
attributed to many in British Colum=
bia, and the commercial and industrial
interests of the province, meet with
generous ~consideration" wunder ' the
terms of this enactment.

“ (¢) That a splendid opportunity,
we submit, 18 now afforded this legis-~
lature to strengthen the sentiment in
favor of an institution that has its
authority, not-from the Bible and the
church merely, but from natural law
and history, and whose waorth to the
nation, although inadequately con-
ceived by many, is nevertheless, in the
opinion of the greatest minds, real,
immeasurable and enduring.

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No Word on Behalf of Railway
Project Which Would Bene-
fit the Province

“What's up with the ‘Seolid Seven'?”
asked a prominent man in Victoria
finaneial circles, and a former member
of the Liberal executive, last night.
And he handed the Colonist the fol-
lowing clipping from a recent issue of
the Wall Street Journal:

“If Hudson Bay ports can be devel-
aped as export: points for grain and it
were feasible 'to  build ' railroads to
keep these poris going, it would be
an event of far-reaching importance.
All sorts of arguments pro and con
have been advanced as to the feasibil-
ity of constructing sueh roads. It has
in fact been stated that the Hill-Can-
adian transcontinental would find its
eastern terminus at Hudson Bay.

. “It has been contended that naviga-
tion is open there for at least six
months in the year; that the consiruc~
tion of lines to Hudson Bay and the
developmént of Hudson Bay ports as
export points for grain would greatly
echeapen rates on export grain, deflect
large shipments that now go through
the lakes, cheapen rates and make for
general advantage:all round,

. “The soundest’ opinion, however,
midicules the entire project. One of the
‘best -posted railroad men in the north-
west says: ‘Twenty years ago a line
pf railroad was projected from Win-
nipeg to Hudson Bay. It had substan-
tial backing for those days, and it was
believed that the project would go
through. ' In fact, part of the line was
built from Winnipeg northward for
seventy odd miles 'to Lake Winnipeg.
The reconnaissances, however, showed
that for about 300 or 400 miles south-
ward of Hudson Bay the nature of the
soil consisted of 'about six inches of
moss on the surface and below that
about four feet of ice for twelve
months in the year. The line never
went any further, So far as I know
meteorological conditions are the same
today as they were then. s

“James J, Hill, when asked if he in-
tended .to: make Hudson Bay the east-
ern teérminus of his new transconti-
nental line, said: - ‘Oh, yes, I think we
will cross Hudson Bay on pontoons
and make the terminus out in the
northeast end of Labrador. It is a
great country to ‘build railroads in.
There is no need for ballast and ties
will last a hundred years.””

What he said, in continuance, was
hardly fit for publication. Boiled
down, however, it amounted .to: this.
