The Cabinet Will Insist on the Bill as Passéd by
the Commons—Not Aggressive, but Firm—
Birmingham Liberalism Speaks Out—Pros-
Pects of a November Session.

Lonpox, Aug. 14,—TIt is understood that
the cabinet council yesterday decided prac-
tically to insist on the land bill as finally
pessed by the housé of commons, and in the
event of the lords remaining obdurate, par-
liament will be suammoned again in Novem-
‘ber, wthen thg bill will be introduced. But
there is no disposition to then force on the

ouse of lords a bill more distasteful to
them than the present one, There is a
disposition ‘in  Conservative circles to sug-
gest .a compromise on the amendmient to
clause 19, to the effect that the privilege to
leaseholders of ranking as present tenants at
the expiration of their leases shall be con-
fined to those whose leases expire within
the next fifteen years.

m STANDARD SAYS :
We are in a position to state that no
solution of the political dead-lock has been
arrived at. ell-informed persons, how-
ever, know that affairs are less serious than
has Been made to anpear, and we advise the
public to be reassured. There ars no
moaterials for a serioue crisis, though a little
time may _be needed before negotiations for
& compromise are arranged.
THE LONDON TIMES BAYS :
It may be that the whole transactions be-
tween the two houses of parliament are of
the nature of the eastern bargain, in which
neither party likes to give away first for
fear the other may take advantage of his
apparent weakness. Political differences of
this kind are frequently settled by formal
negotiations between the party leaders. Al-
though Salisbury last night breatbed de-
fiance, it would be premature to despair of
settlement until Cairns, whdse aptitude in
such negotiations is recognized by both
parties, has tried his best and failed. The
ministry, supported by a compact majority
in the house of commons, cannot be ex-
pected to yield. In the face of irreconcil-
able difference between the two houses the
majority in the house of commons would be
powerless to give effect to its policy, and
the ministry would have no alternative but
resignation. Salisbury would then be sum-
moned to undertake the_government, and
even if he were able to form a new ministry
he would be compelled to dissolve parlia-
ment in the hope of overthrowing the
Liberal majority in the house of commons,
A bolder man than Salisbury might shrink
from such an undertaking ; a more prudent
statesman would decline it. There is no
reason ‘to think that the confidence of
the constituencies in the government has
materially abated. In default of the un-
likely defeat of the government in a general
election the opposition would gein nothing,
while it would have made itself responsible
for the condition of affiairs in Ireland, such
as no prudent stateSman could contemplate
without the gravest anxiety. It is thus
only necessary to consider what would be
the consequences of an abandonment of the
bill to see that this contingency may be
dismissed as ont of the question. The gov-
ernment cannot yield in principle. It is
pledged to its supporters and to the Irish
4 and is responsible-for the peace of
reland.  The lords can yield if they think
fit. If the government is not to resign, it
must sooner orlater insist on the passage of
the bill.  There is the alternative of drop-
ping the bill temporarily for the purpose of
reintroducing .it probably in an autumn
session. No ministry responsible for the peace
of the udited kingdom ecouid contemplate
postponilig measures it holds necessary for
the pacification of Ireland for another year,
and therefore an endeavor would have to be
made to carry the bill before the end of the
year, Meanwhile agitation would be rife in
England, and more than agitation would
exist in Ireland. Finally the lords, con-
vinced that the government is supported by
the house of commons and the constituencies,
would be compelled by force of circum-
stances to yield. 1t is almost impossible to
doubt that this conclusion is already clear
to the majority of the lords. The peremp-
tory attitude of the opposition last night
has made it more difficult for the govern:
ment to make advances. If the time for
compromise is past; or if it is finally de-
clined, the lords will have provoked a con-
flict to which only one issue is possible, un-
less we can believe that Salisbury is prepared
to undertake the government, to secure a
majority in the house of commons and be-
come respensible for the pacification of
Ireland.
THE PALL MALL GAZETTE SAYS ;
The ‘situation is serious, we might even say
dangerous, but that it is difficult to credit
the peers with sufficient folly to persist in
precipitating a constitutional crisis. If
they persist in resolute hostility the whole
work of the session will be sacrificed, Ire-
land will be. convulsed with civil war, and
an agitation will be started in favor of
a revision of the constitution which will
have stranger consequences than they pro-
bably imagine. Commenting on remarks
published concerning the lack of signs, of
pular indignation at the action of the
ords, the Gazette says : Much as we dis-
like recognition ‘of moneter meetings and
torchlight processions as a necessary ad-
junct %o our constitution :and machinery,
1t is evjdent they only are a check upon Con-
servative peers. @\ The time is short,?:t lon
enough to enlighten Salisbury on the re
state of public opinion and save the peers
from suicide. Moderate Conservatives can- "
not render better service to the constitution
they desire to maintain than by organizing’
demonstrations. The reasons stated by the
comimnittee of the lords for disagreeing with
the commons mostly paraphrase arguments
in the debate on the amendment limiting
the amount of compensation for disturbance,
They propose a scale by which it shall in
no case oxceed £500. Relative to Parnell's
amendment providing for suspension of pro-
ceedings against tenants, they declare it
would be unjust to creditors to postpone
the recovery of just debts.
BIRMINGHAM OPINION.

Gambetta Defends His Policy of Opportunism—
The Views of a

Paris, Aug. 13.—Gambetta addressed a
meeting of his electors last night at Menil-
montant. Only those holding letters of in-
vitation were admitted. A turbulenterowd
assembled in front of the hall. Gambetta
on his entrance was greeted with cries of
*“Vive la republique ” and counter cries of
‘¢ Vive la revolution ” and loud cheers, to
which the hooting and groaning of 20,000
workmen: in the street responded, Gam-
betta bid the stewards let.in as many mal-
contents as possible. The h lasted
over two hours. ' He defended his so-called
policy of opportunism, and indignsntly re
pudiated charges of his aiming at dictator-
ship. He protested that he was, as ever, a
mere citizen of the democracy. - He ad-
vocated a reform of the magistracy and
the army, and that the number of judges
and law courts should be reduced and
something like the English circuit system
introduced. Regarding the army, he
favored the principle of compulsory service
for all, even priests and jers.  He laid
stress on the vital necessity of a well-
organized corps of sub-officers.  Liberty
of association should be refused religious
congregations.  His foreign policy would
be one of peace and firmness.  France
was not isolated, but needed no alliance.
Prolonged cheers followed, with an accom-
paniment of groans outside:

Brisson, vice-president of the chamber of
deputies, and recognizéd as the probable
successor of Gambetta to the presidency of
the chamber, declared in his electoral ad-
dress for the abolition of the senate, secu-
larization of the property of the clergy,
and election of the magistracy by universal
suffrage.

A TERRIBLE ACCIDENT.

4 GRAND TRUNK EXPRESS TR.
WRECKED NEAR ,!’RE.UL'OI‘T.AIy

Bty

One Driver Killed—The Fireman, Baggageman,
Two Expressmes and Several Passengers
Injured—A Cow the Cause.

A terrible accident happened to No. 4
express east early Saturday morning, at
P.l‘escot.t, by which John 0. Howarth, en-
gine-driver, of Montreal, lost his life and
two express messengers were badly injured,
The particulars are as follows : No. 4 G. T.
R. express from Montreal to Toronto passed
Prescott at her usual time, 2,20 a.m. It
was a large train. being made up of six
Pullman sleep}ing, four ﬁrs:d and second-class
cars, -a postal express aj age !
The cars were well filled withl:gtﬁrging%:xs-
cursionists  from.  Montreal, who were
nearly all . asleep. After  leaving
Prescott, and when passing  the
semiphore west of that station, the cow-
catcher caught a cow, ‘which was one of
three or four on the track, and carried her
along the track about 300 feet to the first
crossing west of the town. The cow was
carried over the cattle guards on the cast
side of the public road, but fell partially
into that on the west side of the road, lift-
ing the engine off the track and throwing
it over the slight embankment to the sonth
side of the railway, The engine lies a per-
fect wrgck, with its smokestack and all its
upper furnishing twisted off.

THE KILLED,
The l:gineer, Howarth, held heroically
ta place, and was found a mangled
corple partly under the engine, with one
arny around the whistle and the escaping
ste8m pouring forth on his ‘side. The
g:ind where he lay is saturated with

THE INJURED,
How the two express messengers, Arthur
King of Toronto and William Mackenzie
of Hamilton, escaped with their lives is'a
mystery. Their . car was smashed to
splinters, and Mackenzie, although injured
himself, bravely rescued his partner. Both
are injured internally. = Mackenzie was re-
turning from his holidays. His friends
live at Dickinson’s Landing, and he was
taken there. King lives on Carlyle street
in Toronto, to which place he was brotght.
Robert Scarlett, the baggageman, was also
injured. He belongs to Toronto, and
lives on Nelson street, mear Duncan.
The fireman, ‘Wm. Taylor of Montreal,
was discovered in a field' alive but insen-
sible. The second-class 'passengers got
badly shaken up, and escaped through the
windows of the upset cars.. One French
woman threw her two children through the
window first, breaking it with her hands,
cutting herself ‘severely. 8. P. Hartshorn
of Holton, Mich., was injured in ths back
and internally. - Others suffered some
sprains and bruises. How the passengers
escaped with such a small fnumber of
casualties {is utterly surprising, when the
s%pesmnca of the wreck is taken into con-
sideration.
HOW THEY ARE PROGRESSING.

A World reporter learned from Dr Thor-
burn last night: (Sunday) that King had re-
ceived serious internal injuries through the
bowels and hips, as well as sustainin
severe shock of the nervous system., ' The
doctor reported him as doing very well, but
he-could not then say what the resalt would
be. The reporter also visited the house of
Scarlett, the baggageman, on Nelson street,
but could not get in.- A neighbor, how-
ever, said he was doing well.

POSITION OF THE WRECK.

The engine fell on the south side/of the
track, where it remains, but the tender
passed about thirty feet further, and with
its truck lies a shapeless mass; on the north
side, close by the tender, lies the express
car, also a total wreck. The agent of the
company at Prescott promptly pluced a
man to watch the goods which were scattered
by the collision. A -second-class car is
piled on the tender, while its rear end is
buried in the ground to a considerable
depth. The windows of this carare broken
probably by the affrighted passengers who
made their escape through them. Some of
the seats are covered with the blood of the
wounded.

The track, which was torn up for 60 or
70 feet, is being promptly repaired. It
was ready for the westward express at 1.47
p.mifon Saturday. ‘The property damaged
consists of an engine and tender, the mail
and baggage, and the express cars, one
second-class and three first-class cars.

The chief mo-
tive of Russian government was a desire
to accumulate territory—to get back from
the bleak, cold north to the sunny fields of
the south. Russia deserved well of man-
kind, because Providince had caused her to
withstand Mohammedanism in the east and
Roman Catholicism in the west. Turkey
_originated.in .the brain of. Mohammed, and
was a continuation of the nationality of
Esau, and her chief motive was self-indul-
gence, and she enslaved people to contribute
thereto. The Turks have been permit-
ted to exist in the line of provi
dential necessity, and for 200 years
they have been kept in existence
by England. England and Russia will live,
but' Turkey will die. The doctor went on
to show that, instead of England eating
Russian leeks, England had compelled
Russia to eat seven of her own leeks in con-
nection with the war against Turkey. Eng-
land, which has been the protector of
Turkey, will ultimately destroy her, as h:
been foretold by the prophétl Obadiah.
Blood .is thicker than water ; that is why
the British people, being the lost ten tribes,
have always sympathized with the Turks
or Edomites, and it 'is why the Arabs, who
are the sams of Ishmael, can always agree
with the Turks whens nobody eélse can.
The 108th psalm declaved that Constanti-
nople would finally “gé-into the hands of
England, and he kuew that would be the
case. By the aid of the prophecies he had
foretold the leading events of the Russce-
Turkish war three years ago, before any of
them had taken place. z

policy’® The Daily News would restore
good feeling by hospitality and soclal at-
tention to colonists visiting Loodon. The
Standard would send out the Prince of
Wales to lure the colonists back to their
allegiance by his fascinating manners and
amiable presence.

For all this kind interest in th:ir welfare
the colonists will no doubt be duly thank-
ful, but so far as Canada is concerned she
does not appear to regret the estrangement
which English statesmen and journalists
now notice and comment upon. In fact
Canadians seem to be pretty well convinced
that their position in the world has been
improved by the *‘ estrangement,” and that
in some directions more of it would be ac-
ceptable.

The separation has gone on so noiselessly
and imperceptibly -as to be almost unno-
ticed. It has been a drifting process, but
it has noue the less been real, as any one
may see who compares the position of Can-
ada now with its position foity years ago.
Some of the steps are noted in an able
article by Mr. Norris in the last number of
the Canadian Monthly.

I Not to mention responsible government

and confederation, there has been a dissolu-
tion of the religious bonds by the separa-
tion of the Episcopal, Methodist maud Pres-
byterian churches from those of England.
The authority of the governor-general has
been largely curtailed, the legal connection
has been severed, the Dominion flag has
been substituted for the union jack, and
the commercial tie has been dissolved. In
all these matters separation has already
taken place, and who will say that we are
any the worse or weaker for it ?

Mr. Norris points-out a few things in
which British law is yet supreme in Canada
—notably with respect to the naturalization
of subjects of a foreign state, the
law of copyright, the right of medical men,
the navigation laws, and the power to make
commercial freaties. It is Canada’s in-
terest that in all these matters the voice
of her own parliament should be supreme.
The naturalization act of last session is a
dead letter, and so too is Mr. Blake’s ex-
tradition act of three or four years ago,
for want of imperial recognition and sanc-
tion.

Then there is the question of conferring
titles- and imperial rewards, to which the
World has already referred more than
once. This power, Mr. Norris points out,
will be found always detrimental to
Canada, not only in - the making of
treaties, but in less important affairs.
‘¢ Canadian - legislators will constantly
““have their eyes turned to see what may
‘¢ influence Downing street to bestow them
‘“[the titles and rewards], not to what the
““ interests of Canada may require.” It is
the work of the Liberals to give the
country self-government in all things. -The
Tories have finished their programme ;
“they can go no «further in principles ;
‘¢ they can give nothing but titles.”

It is too late in the day for a court at
Ottawa, or even a visit from the fascinating
and amiable Prince of Wales, to divert tke
Canadian people from the only path which

leads to national greatness.
—————
THE IRISH LAND BILL.

The Irish land bill has now reached a
critical stage. There is a dead-lock be-
tween the lords and the commons. The
former have seen fit to changefthe bill in
some of its essential features, and in spite
of the protest of the commons they insist
phat their changes shall be made. Both
houses have given their reasons for the
changes, and there for the present the matter
stands. The position of the govermment
will doubtless be stated when the house
meets this afternoon. It is almost certain
that no concession will be made; at any
rate not until a conference has been held
between the two houses.

The lords, as representatives of the landed
interest, ave after all only pursuing a natural
course in their attempt to mutilate the bill,
They are making the law to suit themselves,
—or rather they are trying to keep it so, for
the law in the old country has always
hitherto favored the landholders,

But Mr. Gladstone and the large body o
Liberals at his back are too much in
earnest as reformers of the land laws to be
turned from their course by the action of
the peers. They mean to give the Irish
tenant farmers a long-deferred justice, and
what the lords will not do to-day they must
do to-morrow.

Mr. Gladstone will find a way or make
it, as he has done several times before.

CANADIANS AT HOME AND ABROAD
To the Editor of the Tovonto World.

8ir,—Two 'years ago, in my first letter
on Canadian independence, I said : ** Both
the Mail and Globe would veer round
quickly if they saw a chance of making
political capital. ' Immediately ' the song of
independence becomes loud each. will hasten
to take up the refrain, .and each will shout
itself hearse to gain public favor.” That
brighter day is rapidly dawning, and the
Globe discerns its shadow approaching,
and begins to act accordingly. To con-
tinue stubbornly opposed to the inevitable
would be veritable suicide on the part of
that journal ; therefore it slackens out by
degrees its tight-laced jacket of loyalty,
and admits that the more ample folds of
democracy is more becoming, and, although
plain and undecorated with gold-lace, is
much more comfortable, and will in all
probability some day be adopted as the
uational costume of the ‘People of this
country. The speeches delivered by some
Canadian statesmen in the mother-land do
not harmonize with their utterances  at
home : ndither are they characteristics of
aceuracy ; they aie simply made
to suit the audience addressed. Thefe-
fore little or no reliance should be placed
in what they give expression to, especially
vhen they are on pleasura bent. Mr. Magc-
kenzie, the other day, in a speech at Inver-
ness, ventared the following: “ If Britain
should ever be in such difficulties as to re-
quire an armed force to maintain her posi-
tion, Canada, as well as her Australian
colonies, will not only be able but willing
to do their full share of hard work.” Thus
we see one of our statesmen taking upon
himself the assumed right to speak not only
in behalf of his own countrymen, but also
on behalf of people who are strangers to
him, dwelling in the antipodes, and imply-

ing that all the colonists hold themselves in

readiness to-help fight England’s battles.

chase of an ironclad, whizh Sir William
Jervis. had necessary for the
protection of the colony against hostile
attack.  This does not look like being
ready and willing to buckle on the armor
and risk their lives in England’s behalf.
And I think it extremely doubtful if Cana-
dians would willingly respond to a call to
arms and sacrifice their lives in England’s
interest upon the battle fields of Egyp! or
in any other foreign land. And, on the
other hand, it is a mistake for Canadians to
imagine that they have the right to expect
that the army and navy of Great Britain
will protect them in the time of peril, when
they themselves do not contribute one cent
towards the maintenance of that very ex-
nsive burden upon the British people.
'or 20,000 men to rush to arms in the time
of a threatened invasion is a very different
thing to their helping England whenever
their help may be required. One thing
among others which this country
should hasten to its consummation
is, the ' taking under her own
control the management of her volunteer
army, and no longer entrusting it to ome
whom England chooses to appoint to that
honorable position—a position paramount
of all others. Men whose conservatism
renders them intolerant to all change will
continue to cry : *“ Why disturb the status

MR. PHIPPS AND PROTECTION.
To the Editor ef the Toronto World.

S1r,—I am very thankful to Mr. Phipps
for his prompt reply and for the straight-
forward manner in which he explains this
question, epecially so because I have found
such difficulty in getting protectionists to
answer such queries as in my previous letter.
Still, as those parties had in all probability
paid no such attention to the subject .of
state polity and civil government as Mr.

Phipps has, it is not to be wondered at that
they did not comnit themselves toa decided
opinion.

I have noticed that most controversies
have arisen between different parties from
a misunderstonding of each other’s position,
and it is to be deplored that in a country
so blest as Canada we have two parties pull-
ing against each other instead of working
in harmony. Having every confidence in
the patriotism, lofty sentiments, and exten.
sive erudition of Mr. Phipps, I feel that he
has placed myself and the readers of your

r under an obligation for the effort he
s making to give us light on the question.
I will consequently take the liberty of
asxing him if I interpret his sentiments cor-
rectly.

I did always understand that there was
absolute free trade between the fifty millions
of the United States, and imagined that if
we had no custom houses around our
borders that we would be commercially
one of the states of the union, buying
and selling wheresoever we please according
te our own sweet wills. Still, I do not eare
about bandying about words. If I under-
stand Mr. Phipps rightly, the profit of
trade depends on the fact whether 1t crosses
an imaginary line drawn by a surveyor ona
map—a line having no visible existence
either on the earth or in the waters under
the earth—or does not cross that line, for
national boundaries are purely imaginary
lines, just as meridians or other lines.
Therefore, if I live on the Canadian side of
the border, and I find that I can get certain

oods more abundantly and with less
abor in Ohio than I can in Nova Scotia,
still by obtaining them in the lagler place I
will be richer even though I got goods ;
so that scarcity means riches. Or to put
amore extreme case Sandwich and Montreal
are in the same country, while Sandwich
and Detroit, on opposite banks of a rivér,
are in different countries ; yet, if I properly
interpret Mr. Phipps’ doctrine, a citizen in
Sandwich would Ee better off by getting
less goods from Montreal at a distance of
five or six hundred miles, but would be
ruined by getting it from his neighbor in
Detroit. * If I misunderstand Mr. Phipps I
trust-he will have patience with me, for he
must know by this time that we cannot
always see through any subject all at once,
and I am exceedingly desirous of arriving at
the bottom of this snbject.

An Englishman leaves his home, -his
kindred, the land that he loves, in whose
historicrenown he is justly proud. There
are buried the ashes of his ancestors ;he has
traded with his countrymen from his earliest
childhood, He crosses the ocean and
enters a land where he sees the same flag,
and believes that he has notlefthis country,
for he has the same gracious Queea ; but
somewhere, he knows not where, he pass-
ed a spot where his relationships have
mysteriously changed. The Sheffield cutler
offers him more for his bushel of wheat
than some man on this side that wonder-
ful line.  Shall he accept the tempting
offer? If I understand protection, it says
emphatically, No, you must not.

A man wants his servant to produce some
article; where shall he send him? To that
spot in which the sunshine, the soil, the
rain, the physical sarroandings tonspire to
produce it in the greatest abundance? Pro-
tection, if I understand it, says, No; aband-
ance’ must not ‘be your guide, but a line
