An agent gets an
order for so many men, he sends them on and
charges a per capita fec, then if the men don’t
suit the contractor they gcnerally come back
on the agent. The agent is usked to refund his
commission or go into court. There have beon

Important amnd Striking Iastitutions —
Hnndsome Public Bulldings—Fine Rusi-
ness Blocks—Excelient Hotel Accommo-
dation—Educational Facilliies—-Efficient
Fire Department—Public-spirited ©fil-
cials—-Progressive and Euergeiic Busi-
nesy Men—A Brilliant Past and a Bright
Futurve.

Perhaps there is no town in the Dominion
which bears such prominent marks of enter-
peise onthe partof the early inhabitants
and thir faith in its future as the town of
Cobourg. ‘They built a plank road to Rice
Lake—13 miles—and for a time made Cobourg
the great shipping place for the north. After-
wards they courageously pledeed ‘she town
for the construction of the Cobourg, Peter-
borough and Marmora Railway, the first sod
of which was turned at Cobourg in 1853, but
which from first to last was an unfortunate
spiculation “financially, the people finding
after spending & million dollars in its con-
sttuction that it would scarcely pay runming
expenses. The road 1s npg used now, but a
project is at present on foot to continue the
eonstruction through Campbeltford to Have-
lock, to connect with the Canadian  Pacific
Railway. Judging by past energy and enter-
prise this scheme will be carried out at an
early day. It would give them to some
exfeut a competing * line of railway, and
partly realize their former dream of rendering
tributaty to Cobourg and its harbor an
extensive back countey.

Another evidence of their enterprise is that
monumental pile known as Victoria City
Hall. It is animmense white brick structure
150 feet long by 80 wide and 38 stories bigh,
aced with Cleveland cut stone, and cost in
he neighborhood of $120,000. It was com-

in honor of her Majesty the Queen. Between

In 1859 it separated itself
frotn the United: Counties of Northumberland
and Durham, and now pays tothe counties
an ~annual ‘sum” on’ accotint’ ‘of the ad-
ministration of justice, It is the county
town snd judicial Seat of the Counties. of
Northumberland and Durbam, but for
fegistration purposes the couuties are divided
into-four, with registry offices at Bowmanville,
Port Hope, - Colborne and - Cobourg. The

,is  the Univemity of Victoria College,

tounded by the Methodists in 1836 with the
intention of giving a higher education to
y men and women, but developed into
jipal seat of learning of the Wesleyan
Methodist body in Canada.

Methodist Church, but in art, science, law
and medicine there are all facilities. Farra-
day Hall, erected . chiefly for scientific
purposes, is e nandsomne building of unique
architectural design, and though detached
from ‘the- rosin building is on the same
grounds, .

The Post-office is another building worthy
of n passing notice.

Government bought it and turned it nto a
Post-office. = Workmen are now engaged
extending it, still maintaini] thie uniformity
of the plan, for custom hoj purposes. In
mﬂ-tbewuiwof ah r of refuge at
Cobourg was realized and measures were
taken by the Government to provide it.
After a cortain part of the proposed plan was
carried’ ous, it came into the ‘possession of
the towm, and since then large sums have
been expended on its construction and
enlargement, until it is considered one of the
sufest and most easy of access on the north
shore. !
. The town is pleasantly builtin a broad
Jevel valley, with a fertile country in the
gear, replete with picturesque scenery, and
with the broad expanse of water immediuntely
in front. Tiiere is no better built up town of
its size in the Dominion, the business streets
baing Jined with 3-story buildings with a
pleasiug  umiforniity of _architecture, The
stores are large, tastefully fitted up and
