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SCORES OF SHIiPS THAT NEVER RE
TURNED 10 PORT.

A Gale Sweeps Over the South of Eng-
land and the Aungry Waters Engulfed
a Great Number of Vessels With Their
Crews — Wild Wind’s Havoc in the
Metropolis.

LoxpoX, Nov. 1l.—Another gale swept
over the south of England last night. A
French schooner was wrecked near Hythe
~and the captain and his wife and son were
drowned. The iron ship Benvenue, from
London for Sydney, was washed ashore near
Sandgate and wie ked.

The crew, weakened by exhaustion, fell
into the water and although the life savers
made strenuous efforts to take them off
they failed before the crew weakened. The
hull of the Benvenue is gradually sinking
and is now completely covered with water.
The bodies of several victims of the steamer
have been cast upon the beach at Sandgate.

The life savers late this evening managed
to reach the ship and rescued 27 of the
crew. It islearned that the captain and
four of the crew were drowned.

A Long List of Casaalties.

Further detaiis of the storm show that
there is no doubt that the loss of life aris-
ing from marine and other disasters will
fully equal, if not exceed, that which oc-
curred during the last great gele that visit-
ed the British Isles. The despatches now
being received give the following list of cas-
ualties at various points along the coast:

The Notwegian brig Solertia has been
wrecked at Studland in Dorset.

The fishing boat Star of 'the East, while
entering wowestoft crashed against the
north pier and was wrecked. Six of her
crew were drowned. One man was rescued,
but he died from exhaustion shortly after-
wards.

The schooner Margurite Marie*bound
for London, was caught in the hurricane off
Dungeness and was blown ashore and
wrecked.

The damage to property at Folkestone
and Deal is very great.

At Christ Church, a town 20 miles south-
west of Southampton on the English Chan-
nel, the rivers are swollen by the exceszive-
ly heavy rains which have accompanied the
gale and have overflowed their banks. The
rising waters flooded the country in the
vicinity of Christ Church and part of the
town itself is inundated. The damage to
fishing boats and other small craft em-
ﬂloy in the local coast-wise trade is

rge.

'%he farmers in the Midland Counties are
growing discouraged at the misfortunes
that are pursuing them. In these counties
the previous gales and floods did an im-
mnense amount of damage. The rivers in
the Midland Counties are rapidly rising,
and it is feared that there will be a general
repetivion of the floods of a few weeks ago,

The storm has extended northward and
now rages with great fury from Wick, on
the east coast of Scotland, to the Scill
Islands, in tae English Channel
This group of islets number about 140 and
constitute a constant menace to vessels dur-
ing stormy weather. There are several
lighthouses on the islands, but the ship-
wrecks that have occurred there have been
many. {

A'vessel namned the Paramount has’sunk
off Lowestoft, Suffolk.  All hands except
two sailors were drowned.

In London the storm has done consider-
able damage.” In many places where build-
ings were in course of erection the boarding
in front of them was blown out into the
streetsyand temporarily stopped the passage
of pedestrians and vehicles. The wind howled
through the streets and Llew with such
force that walking was only accomplished
with the greatest diffi~ulty. A number of

ersons whose business compelled them to
he out of doors were badly injured by being
struck by falling signs that were blown
from their fastenings overhead.

At Westminster a huge barrier of plank-
ing, which had been erected before a build-
ing, was carried away. A number of
pedestrians were struck by the flying planks
and several severely injured.

A dispatch has been received from St.
Leonard’s announcing that the bark Amor is
stranded near that town. The life-saving
corps made many attempts to rescue the
crew, which took to the rigging, but all
their efforts were unavailing, and the only
hope for the wrecked sailors is that the
storm may subside before they die of ex-
haustion.

The interruption of the telegraPh service
is general throughout southwest England.

A thousand ton ship, the Pflunge, has
gone ashore at Hastings. The passengers
and crew were saved with difficulvy.

At every port on the east and south
coasts of England great anxiety prevails as
to the fate of fishing boats, hundreds of
these boats, induced by the fine weather,
having put to sea }'(—aterday.

A foreign bark went ashore at Dungeness.
The life-boat men started gailantly to the
rescue of her endangered crew. A tremen-
dously heavy sea was running and the life-
boat broached to. Once in the trough of
the sea she capsized and all hands went
overboard. Five of the crew were swept
away before they could grasp the life lines
on the sides of the boat, and though they
wore cork jackets they were  lost. The
other men succeeded in righting their boat |
and scrambling into her. {

At Deal a fishing boat was capsized and
two of her crew were drowned.

Several vessels are ashore between Dur-
geness and Dover and it is feaved they will

o topieces and their crews will perish be-
fure assistance can get to them.

Further damage to shipping and addi-
tional loss of life is being continually re-
ported. The latest accounts of the ravages
of the storm tell of the wreck of two
schooners near Brighton and the drownin
of four of their crews. The wind loosen
the bricks of a chimney on a man-
sion, situated near Eastbourne, a water-
ing place . on the coast of Sussex.
One of the servants attached to the estab-
lishment was caught under the falling mass
of bricks and woodwork and met a horrible
death.

Tmmense damage has been inflicted to
property in Eastbourn.

During the night the Dover and Calais
boats were obliged to anchor in the roads for
fety. The sea was rolling very
Wavily inside, Dover harbor inaking it ex-
vremely perilous for vessels to enter. The
Ostend boat started with mails, but the
captain positively declined to take passen-
gers on board.

The rainfall has been unusually heavy
and all parts of the country are flooded.
Folkestone and Sandgate have again suffer-
ed severely. Hardly a street in either place
remains unchanged.

Two men belonging to the crew of the
Dymchurch lifeboat were drowned.

KEven Portsmouth harbor, one of the
safest in the world, did not escape damage,
the massive sea walls at South Sea being
partially desgroyed.

Among the Channel Islands the gale was
felt with utmost sevarity. Many persons
were seriously injured on the Island of|

Despatches received from Rouen, Loirent,
Lemans, Breste, Cherbourg and Havre
report that tremendous wind storms have
prevailed the entire day in all those places.
A large number of accidents have occurred
in the interior and many vessels have been
wrecked. A railway train was blown from
the track near Marcon, injuring five per-
sons.

THE EAST INDIAN CYCLONE,

It Proves to Have Been One of the Most
Frightful Storms on Record.

Carcurra, Nov. 11.—As further details
arding the cyclone which passed over
this part of India” on Monday of last week
are received it is seen that the damage done
is very extensive.

Its approach was heralded by an omin-
ous stiliness and by the fact that birds and
animals were so frightened as to lose their
dread of man. Oppressive heat and dense
banking of clouds on the eastern horizon fol-
lwoed these premonitions. But still the tem-
pest burst too suddenly to allow many of
the islanders to prepare for its assaults or
flee to places of shelter.

Though some ot the most disastrous of
cyclones on the coasts of India have occurred
in November, that of the 2nd inst. in the
Andaman Sea was remarkably late in the
season. In this tropical water, lying from
10 to 15 degrees north of the equator,storms
usually drift very slowly on a north-north-
westerly but sometimes on a northerly track.
This recent. cyclone must, therefore, have
originated nearer the equator. Its propa-
gation was in a northwesterly direction, for
soon after the core of the hurricane passed
the Andamans the gale onm its outer circle
wrought great damage in the- vicinity of
Calcutta, where numbers of vessels dragging
their anchors were carried uhoi.

Advices from various parts of Orissa, a
province of India in Bengal, state that the
cyclone passed over that section of the
country and did great damage. The east-
ern part of the province referred to lies
along the shores of the Bay of Bengal, and
this section was therefore exposed to the
full fury of the gale, which seemed to
§ather force as it swept across the bay

'he cyclone cleared a path through
the" forests, uprooting gigantic trees and
hurling them aside as though they were
reeds. No house could withstand the ter-
rible energy of the gale, and every dwelling
or other structure in the path of the cyclone
was either swept from its foundations or
literally picked up, turned over and de-
osited at some distance from the place
where it had originally stood.

The wind also did much damage in the
vicinity of Calcutta, or at least below that
city. A large number of vessels were at
anchor off the mouths of the Hoogly River,
some waiting for an opportunity to ascend,
while others were awaiting a fair wind to
put to sea. These vessels were in such a
position that when the gale suddenly burst
it was impossible to save many -of them.
Numbers dragged their anchors and were
carried ashore, while others, more fortunate
in their holding ground, were damaged by
the pounding they received by the enor-
mous seas which accompanied the storm.
No estimate can as yet be made of the total
loss of life, but from all the details received
it is known nvositively that the number of
persons drowned or killed by falling trees
or flying debris is very large.

UNDER THE SOUIHERN CROSS,

Legislative Doings in New South Wales,
south Australin and Victoria.

SypxeY, N.S.W., Nov. 11.—The Dibbs
Administration announces that it propeses
to have a short session, during which it is
intended to introduce an appropriation bill.
This session will close before Christmas and
in this way it is proposed to avoid the
monthly supply bills which will become
necessary should Parliament extend its sit-
ting into next year.

This course renders it extremely unlike-
ly that an attempt will be made to effect
any changes in the fiscal policy of the
colony during the current session, as the
new tariff based upon protective principles
will involve prolonged discussion.

South Australia has rejected the proposal
to close all the public houses during all
hours ¢n Sunday, so far. This was designed
to bring the licensing law in conformity
with the law which obtains in Victoria and
New South Wales.

MELBOURNE, Nov. 11.—Sir Frederick
Sargood and Messrs. Frazer and Ham have
resigned their positions under the Victorian
Government in consequence of a difference
of opinion upon the one-man, one vote
principle, to which Premier Munro and
their other colleagues have committed
themselves. These three gentlemen are
opposed to the idea.

LORD DUFFERIN AS PREMIER,

Will Salisbury Retire and {Lord Dufferin
Take His Piace?

Loxpoxs, Nov. 11.—A Herald cable from
Paris conveys this very improbable story:
The Marquis of Salisbury’s speech at the
Eord Mayor’s banquet has had the effect of
frightening the political world of Contin-
ental Europe, who feel that it is far too
optimistic. The British Premier strives too
hard to paint in rose color and intention-
ally neglects the black. Moreover, in
France no one admits that the question of
the evacuation of Egypt isa closed one
simply because it pleases Lord Salisbury to
so consider it and to so speak of it.

I am able to add that Lord Salisbury is
far from well and is extremely fatigued.
He wishes to retire from office. It is be-
lieved that his successor will be Lord Dui-
ferin, Ambassador at Rome, who has just
been named Warden of the Cing Ports.

Hunan in Arms, Foreigners Menaced,
European Ministers Indifferent.

SaaNcuAl, Nov. 11.—Intense excitement
prevails here.

The chief of
the great secret society of the Kalao Hui
has been arrested in the French Concession
at Shanghai. The Viceroy at Nankin has
ordered him to be tortured, hoping that he
will betray his accomplices. If no% he is to
be beheaded. The whole province of Hunan
is in a state of siege and open revolt. Sedi-
tious placards are posted everywhere.

The European ministers at Pekin are
seemingly indifferent.

There is a man who for many years has
been a conspicuous figure at Ottawa, because
he stood apart on a platform of his own
creation. He has been honest and consistent
5 principles that he holds to be right, and in
standing by them has antagonized Que-
bec. He cannot now or ever attain
any power or distinction at Ottawa
that - the French people can withhold
from him. There is no chance that he will
ever ingratiate himself in their favor, for
they will not recede and he will not stultify
himself to secure preferment.

McCarthy is an uncompromising opponent
of French efforts to perpetuate and widen
the operatigus of dual language and separate
schools. Nopv, The World's idea is that com-
promise is essential to Government at Ot-
tawa. On questions of constitution and creed
there must be compromise, for the Govern-
ment bas to deal with mixed laws, languages
and religions. Only by fair and reasonable
compromise can the measure of contentment
necessary to good government be secured.
The Dominion Government must accept
things as they are, must give French Canada
impartial justice at least and by well-judgéd
compromises with minor parts conserve the
interests and promote the harmony of the

But no such obligation is placed upon the
provincial governmeats. They have not to
measure and mix so many contradictory ele-
ments. Quebec maintains an intensely
French Iegislature to defend French insti-
tutions, and none of its many Premiers has
dealt to any extent in compromises, so neces-
sary in Dominion matters. The best available
breastwork, against French aggression isin
the Proyigpial Legislatures. D’Alton Me-
Carthy noff being constructed on the compro-
mising p! is ineligible for high office at
Ottawa, Where to rule it is necessary to
placate elements that to him must ever be
distasteful. Let him, therefore, come to On-
tario and give the province a pronouncedly
English Government that will at the very
Jeast balance influence with the pronouncedly

speedily achieve material results—there he
but carves the east wind with his shimmer-
ing blade.

Mr. McCarthy need not suppose that On
tario offers him a too limited field. In
Olivex Mowat he will find a spirited foeman,
@nd thé'(aly Reformer in all the land com-

tent to strive in a battle royal. The man

ho out-generals him in political warfare
will thereby win no mean repute. But Mr.
McCarthy would enter the politics of this
province with everything in his favor. Gross
abuses have grown up under the shadow of
Mr. Mowat’s Cabinet. The next session will
find that Cabinet on the brink of a precipice,
and Mr. McCarthy has the hand that could
adroitly push it over.

Mr, McCarthy has an extensive law prac-
tice that he is notas yet disposed to abandon.
In provincial politics he would be located at
Toronto where his legal business requires
him to @e, and he would have more time at
his private disposal than were he in publiclife
at Ottawa.

These are some features of the case, and
in whatever manner it is viewed the conclu-
sion strengthens that McCarthy is the man
for Ontario.

“‘He says our children sing patriotic son
And why should they not? He complains
that we erect monuments to our dead. If he
read history he would know that the Romans,
the Greeks and even the Syrians did honor
to their slain heroes. And the United States
show this spirit more than any nation in
the world, All honor to them for it.
If Goldwin Smith’s prophecy is ful-
filled there is no nation in the world
that would be despised more than we.
