Winnipeg, Man. Feb. 14.—In the SpeecM 
from the Throne at the opening of the 
Manitoba Legislature to-day the follow, 
ing reference is made to the school ques. 
tion : By the judgment of the Judicial 
Committee of the Privy Council, «Chut,

tern, which, if left to its own operation, 
would in all probability soon beco,me 
universal throughout the province.

: Ottawa, Feb. 14.—To be or not to be— 
session or dissolution ? That is the ques­
tion on everybody’s lips, and as all min­
isters are expected here on Saturday, in­
cluding those withôut portfolio, the im­
pression is general that the matter will 
be settled then. It may and it may, not 
be.

Your correspondent to-4&y endeavored 
to ascertain the views of the ministers 
on the question of the day, and judging 
from the weight of opinion it would 
seem as if a dissolution, is almost certain. 
Whether a positive announcement on the 
point can be made on Saturday is some­
what doubtful.

Before going to the country it Is be­
lieved in well-informed circles that the 
Government must decide upon their policy 
with regard to the Manitoba school ques­
tion. Such a policy cannot be authorita­
tively stated until the appeal of the 
Roman Catholic minority has been heard 
and this, of course, means delay. But 
as will be demonstrated later on this will 
not affect the/ date ol holding the elec­
tions. If an appeal to the country is 
eventually decided upon The World pre­
dicts that the pulling will not take 
place before May.

Why No Elections Earlier Than May.
Two reasons exist why the elections 

cannot be held earlier. One is that if 
pblling took place in the middle of April 
it would strike the Quebec habitant at 
a time when the roads in that province 
are in a frightful state, and any Gov­
ernment might be indicted for cruelty to 
animals in bringing on a campaign at 
such a season 
sou
be ready before the beginning of May. 
At present the Queen’s printer has near­
ly 100 printers engaged on the lists. By 
,the fend of the week, of the 202 consti­
tuencies created under the last Redis­
tribution Act, the lists for half will be 
in. Up to to-night revised lists of 44 
electoral divisions have been printed.

Care In Handling the Voters' Lists.
The greatest possible care is being ex­

ercised by the Printing Bureau staff in 
completing the revised lists. It has 
been customary for Reform journals to 
talk ot tampering with the Voters’ Lists, 
but if p oliticians of the McMullen stamp 
would only pay a visit to the Govern­
ment printing bureau and see the care­
ful manner in which the lists are handl­
ed by Queen’s Printe Dawson and his 
men, they would quickly learn how 
groundless these reports are. When re­
vised lists have beçn printed, they are 
sent In proof form to the revising offi­
cers simply for “verification,” not a 
name to be added or removed. The veri­
fication is solely for detecting typo­
graphical errors, and when corrected the 
proofs are returned to the Queen’s 
Printer and necessary corrections made. 
Inasmuch as the revision of the lists, 
according to law, does not close until1 
Feb. 28, and some of the lists will prob­
ably be many days later in reaching 
Ottawa, it is extremely unlikely that 
the whole number can be ready for 
use earlier than the first week in May. 
Consequently elections cannot well be 
brought on earlier.
Gen. Wolfe's Sword May Come to Toronto.

Toronto has a good prospect of se­
curing the ' sword of General Wolfe, and 
Col. Dunn’s medals, which were pur­
chased in England by Hon. J. C. Patter- 
sou several weeks ago. The Minister of 
Militia has had an offer from parties 
in England to purchase these relics at 
a much higher figure than that 
which he gave for them, but has re­
fused it. It was said at one time that 
Mr. Patterson might present them to the 
Library of Parliament, but he is now 
considering ; a proposal to present them 
to the City of Toronto, the city in 
which Col. Dunn was born. The at­
tention of Mr. XV. D. Macphersou, chair­
man of the Toronto Piÿlic Library, is 
respectfully called to yojs matter.

57 Gould-street were sold at auction by 
Messrs. Dickson and Townsend yester­
day, under a chattel mortgage for

high, several thousand dollars being re­
alized. The sale commenced at 11 
a. m., and it wqs dark before the last 
article had been disposed of.

Kept a longe-Street Fruit Store.
During the summer of 1888 the Hyams 

Bros, kept a small fruit store at 319

site Agnes-street. At this time 
Hyams were in a very small way of 
business, and a few dollars would have 
purchased their stock of apples, oranges 
and bananas.

They did a fair amount of business 
for such a small stock, but had much 
spare time, as customers were not 
numerous in the early part of the day. 
They boarded at Shuter aud Bond-streets. 
After four months' tenancy, in the fall 
of 1888, they removed to King-etrfeet 
east, where they carried on the same 
business on .» larger scale. Hence they 
transferred the scene ol their operations 
to Colborne-street, where the fatal oc­
currence on which the charge of mur­
der is founded took place.

The neighbors gave the brothers a 
good character for attention to busi­
ness when in the fruit line. The only 
thing to which some took any objec­
tion was that they were very close- 
fisted, and they were hard to beat in 
making a bargain.

It is evident from what transpired at 
the Executive Committee yesterday that 
the City Council is going to deal with 
the Aqueduct Company on strict busi­
ness principles. The promoter of the 
scheme has promised, from time to time, 
that a large sum of money will be ex­
pended ou the work, that hundreds of men 
will be employed, that everything is in 
readiness for the prosecution of the en­
terprise as soon as a satisfactory ar­
rangement is made with the city of To­
ronto. He cannot, therefore, object to 
the council taking him at his word, and 
making it a condition of th eagreement 
that no rights will accrue to the com­
pany until 4he project is completed, 
that work will be forthcoming to the 
men as promised, and that a deposit of 
$20,000 will be put up as a guarantee 
that the" work will be undertaken ns al­
leged. In insisting upon conditions like 
these the committee merely decided to 
bind the promoter and his friends to the 
statements that have been made before 
the people through the press and on the 
platform at various times during the 
past two years. The so-called aqueduct, 
as represented by its trusted agent, 
objects strenuously to such conditions as 
these, but we hope he will understand 
from the temper of thé Executive Com­
mittee that the conditions will be in­
sisted Upon. If the city is to have any 
dealings with the company that is be­
ing promoted by Mr. E. A. Macdonald, 
it must have the agreement in good busi­
ness-like shape. Heretofore the promoter 
has been asking for an option on cer­
tain privileges connected with the dis­
tribution of heat, light and power.

While there exists a lack of accommo­
dation for public school children in many 
parts of the city, it is an opportune 
time to consider whether there is not 
a good deal of truth in the letter pub­
lished recently in The World, by Mr. 
F. F. Manley, that the children of the 
present day are being over-educated, 
The general public will agree with him 
that our common ehool education covers 
too much ground ; that Public schools 
are duplicating considerable of the work 
done by the High schools. The highest 
forms of the Public schools and the low­
est forms of the High schools, it is said, 
do pretty much the same work. The 
state ought to afford all children an 
dinary common school education, but we 
do not see why it should be expected 
to go beyond that and educate the child­
ren in various specialties. The Public 
schools should not be used to do what 
is properly High school work.

Instead of developing the class of citi­
zens we require for this country we are 
producing young men and women who 
do not find in the Dominion the occupa­
tions -that are acceptable to them and 
who prefer to seek their fortunes on the 
other side of the line. It is well worth 
investigating whether we are not edu­
cating our young men to fill positions 
in the United States. Education is in­
deed a commendable thing, but when it 
reaches a certain point the - expense 
should no tfall upon the state, but upon 
the parentsw Instead of advancing the 
Public school curriculum should 
down a peg or two, aud the tendency 
of the High school should be upward in­
stead of downward. If a reasonable re­
form were made in this direction there 
would be more room in the Public schools 
for the younger scholars and better op- 
portunitiea of perfecting tha children of 
the city in an all-round common school 
education* As the subjects of the two 
schools run into each other it is 
tion whether it would not be advisable 
to have a common board instead of the 
two that now exist.

Canada Permanent Loan nnd Savings 
Company.

The shareholders of the Canada Per­
manent Loan and Savings Company held* 
their 40th Annual general meeting on 
Wednesday last, the president, J. Her­
bert Mason, in, the chair. The exhibit 
presented by pile directors showed that 
the net earnings for the year amounted 
to $284,318. Of this amount two half- 
yearly dividends, amounting to 10 1-2 
per cent, per annum, were paid, and the 
sum of $6320 added to the contingent 
fund, the reserve fund now stanidng at 
$1,450,000.

The report states that, owing to the 
continued depression in business, great 
forbearance has required to be exercised 
in regard to mortgages. This the com­
pany has cheerfully granted when the 
security warranted doing so. Interest 
falling due ha» been fairly well paid, 
and a. large amount of principal has 
also been repaid and re-invested. Ow­
ing to the uses to which money can be 
profitably put and being so limited, the 
board have considered it inexpedient to 
bring iu any more English capital at 
the present time.

Suitable office premises have been ac­
quired in Winnipeg, which yield a good 
return on the investment.

present large income, the average of 
the year’s losses. As a result of these 
fires the improved fire protection which 
has long been urgently needed in Toronto 
seems likely tb be afforded. It will be 
of interest also to shareholders to know 
that a contract has been entered into 
under which we have re-insured the Cana;- 
diaù business of the United Fire In] ; 
surauce Company of Manchester, Eng­
land, which company» has ceased doing 
business in the Dominion, being, in fact, 
now iu course of liquidation. This will 
naturally bring some increase in the 
volume of our Canadian fire business, 
from which we have in the past derived 
a fair profit, and from which we feel 
that we may reasonably look for sat­
isfactory results in the future.

The Daily Bulletin (R.^G. Dun & Co.) 
says: Wholesale trade at Toronto is 

» without special feature. The more moder­
ate weather intends to improve the gen 
eral feeling and the distribution of mer­
chandise will be facilitated. Merchants 
speak with,,more confidence regarding 
the outlook for spring, but there 
indications of enhanced prices for leading 
staples. The comparatively small stocks 
of merchandise in country points remain 
as one of the favorable factors in the 
trade situation. But manufacturers still 
complain of heavy stocks, with a limit­
ed demand from the trade; . . . The 
movement of country produce has been 
resticted by the heavy fill of snow in 
many sections of the province, and in 
consequence higher prices are quoted for 
barley, oats and peas. Freights are 
lower from western pointe, and to this 
fact the higher prices of produce are also 
partly due. There is practically no 
wheat coming out, which gives rise to 
the feeling that there is no more of this 
Cereal in the country than will supply 
domestic requirements. This accounts for 
the relatively higher prices in Ontario 
than an the United States and Britain.

The week has beenj a quiet one in Mon­
treal wholesale circles, owing to the 
abnormal atmospheric conditions that 
have prevailed. The storms of last week 
were the severest experienced for a num­
ber of years, and trade at interior points 
is badly demoralised by the impassable 
roads. Railway freight traffic has also 
beeu seriously interfered with,and goods 
sent to the several stations last week are 
in some cases still unforwarded. Reinit- 
tautÿ*ave been affected from the same 
cause^bnd are generally described as 
poor.
