John Police Court be-
cause fifteen barrels of gravensteius
which 1 sent to St. John for salo
marked XXX were not entitled to this
wark. 1 wish to state all the circum-
stances of ihe afiair and trust that
my statement will be as full§ circu-
lated as was the story about my mis-
conduct. The apples were properly
pucked and properly marked XXX. I
have parked apples for a great many
vears and I never heard a complaint
aloui my packing before. 1 enquired
of Captain Gesner who - carried the ap-
‘ples to St. Jchn for an explanation
of what cecurred in St. John, and he
{ells me that the inspector examined
the apples very closely and reportsd
him to the police. He was summoned
to the pohice court, but no evidence
whatever was put before the court ex-
copt that the inspector produced a
paper bag of apples which he said he
picked out of the fifteen barrels mark
ed XXA. The bag contained a dozen,
or at most two dozen apples. That
would bhe cne o1 at most two apples
of an inferior quality per barrel. Upon
tiis [ was cenvicted of falsely mark-
jug fifteen harrels of apples. Captain
Gesper did not communicate with me
about the matter until after he had
beecn fined as my agent in the police
court—he appesrs to have thought that
the first thing tc be considered was
to get out of the difficulty as easily
as possible, regardless of the fact that
I was the one and only one affected by
such a proscoution. I therefore had no
opportunity of defending myself and
was convicted of falsely marking &f-
teen barrels of apples solely because
an cfficial found a paper bag of in-
fericr quality in fifteen barrels. The
law allows ten per cent. of inferior
fruit in a barrel. Ten per cent. of fif-
teen barrels would be one barrel and
a half, but I believe the inspector
found and pus in his paper bag all the
inferior frmit in the lot.

Few farmers put up apples so per-
fectly that an official cannot find a
paper bag full of inferior apples in a
lot of fifteen barrels, and the law wise-
ly allows a very generous percentage,
but because no effort was made in my
bahalf 7 was convicted upon a set of
facts--and the only possible facts—
which ccould not for a moment afford
any opportunity for a magis.orate
to sonviet if mv agent had pleaded
not gnilty and employed counsel to
protect my rights.

My testimiony concerning the quality
of these identical apples is supported
hy the statement of Mr. Frank H.
Willett, who saw me packing them and
who bought six barrels out of the lot
which” wera ther packed without seeing
their eonferts. I am not ashamed to
have all tho facte known about my ap-
ples arnd T challenge any competent
person to stow that I pack apples im-
properly. I append the statement of
My, Willett and of Cantain Longmire.

To aull where it may concern:

This is to certify that I have been
?ngnged in buying and selling apples
in th: Arrapolis Valley on a large
scale for the last fifteen years. I have
tnown Mr. Cbarles E. Inglis, of Tup-
porville, all my life, and I have bought
and chipped his apples ever since I
huve been engaged in the business, and
in consequerce 1 have had many op-
portunities to ob serve his methods of
packing apples. During these fifteen
years I have never had any occasion
to find any fault with his apples, and
Mr. Inglis, I may say that I received
no adverse criticism whatever from any
body else respecting his apples or
method of packing them.

As an instance of the confidence T
place in the bonor and integrity of
Mr. Inglis 7 may say that I received
an order this season from Mr. John F.
Goodwin, of the firm of A. L. Goodwin
of St. John. N. B.. for one hundred
barrels of chcice gravensteins, and I
went to Mr. Inglie to procure six bar-
rels to complcte the order. I found
him packing his gravensteins. 1 saw
the conents of several barrels in dif-
h:rcnt stages of being filled. I bought
six barrels that had already been
pncked and hesded, and without see-
ing their contente, and sent them to
Mr. Goodwin. Since then Mr. Good-
win has been at my place, and'in re-
ply to my inouiry how he found the
n'ru\'om-h-ins he told me they wereall
right, and amoeng other things he said
to me that the six barrels marked C.
E Inglis were the best ones in the
whole lot.

The g=avénsteins which T saw Mr.
Inglis packing were in my opinion
well and prererly packed and in view
of the fact 1hat he was fined $1.00 in
tle St. John police court lecause
these gravensteins were not packed ac-
cording to the mark of XXX, which
they Lore, 1 wish to say in justiceto
Mr. Inglis that in my opinion he is
one of the hest qualified men in the
Annapolis Vealley to pack apples, and
tl'mt he i3 » man of undoubted integ-
rity and sterling character, and I do
not believe that his apples were not
packerd as marked.

If the procecdings in  the police
court were as reported to me, the cap-
taia of the veesel which carried thea:
apples unfortunately declined to con-
test ihe prosecution upon the ground
of avoiding expense. He submitted to
a fine of $1.00 rather than put ¥r
Inglis to the expense of employing
counsel to protect his rights. The re-
sult has been that the name of Mr.
Inglis has been mentioned in the news-
paper- as a man who fraudulently packs
apples—misconduct which I, for one,
believe My. Inglis wholly incapable of,
and I trusi. that this letter will to
some cxtent set the matter right he-
for: the public.

This is to certify that I have car-
ried apples to the St. John market
for Mr. Charles F. Inglis of Tupper-
ville, N. 8., for upwards of twenty
years, and have exposed them for sale
and have sold them for him in St.
John. During al' this time I have
never heard ome complaint concerning
his epples until I heard a few days
since that he had been fined $1.00 in
@he St. John police court. The apples
were alleged to have been improperly
marked or fraudulently packed. They
were carried -in_one'of my vessels, of
which the captair is a young man,
and he scems to have thought it de-
sirable to allow Mr. Inglis o be fined
rather than employ counsel—thought-
less of the eficet upon the reputation
of Mr. Inglis. 1 am personally ac-
quainted with M:. Inglis and I believe
kim t¢ be wholly incapable of fraudu-
lently packing or marking apples either
through iguorance or by design.
