bec in July to attend the tefeimicnary
celebrations and inaugurate the dedi-
cating of the Plains of Abraham to
Wolfe and Montecalm, asd to the men
who fought under them for the j-os-
session of what is 10w a 122t of Can-
ada.

This is the Prince’s second visit to

| Canada. He crossed nearly ten years

ago, when on his world tour, from

52 wke. |ocean to ocean, visiting all the chief
| towns en route. He also spent some
| time emoying the fishing and hunting

of the northwest. This time, however
he will go no further than Quebec and
his stay will not extend over a fort-
night. :
4 Atlantic will be crossed on a
fast cruiser, probably the Minotaur,
accompanied by another fast cruiser as

| an escort, the two leaving Portsmouth
{ on July 16th and reaching Quebec on
| the 22nd.

The British Atlantic fleet will go
over in advance of the Minotaur and
her escort to take part in the cetepra-
tion awl give a fitting welcome to the
heir to the throne upon his arrival in
Canadiam waters. His royal highness
toc will be accompanied by a brilliant
stafiy so that none of the pomp and
ceremony of the British eourt will he
missing. Among the stafi will be Sir

The above figures do not include the
wreckage of plantations and farms,
secores of which, were strug and
damaged. The numbers of dead will
never be known accurately, because
abeut 300 of them were negroes, and
fhey ‘were puried in many commun-
ities without ecareful records being
made of their numbera. ‘While scm
of the first reports giving apparently
reliable death lists have sinee proved
unreliable mevertheless, remote
places which_' .re late in reporting
their dead have gerved to hold the
total list uniformly around 350.

The manner in which ‘this death list
has grown for two days, despite con-
tinual subtractions from early re-
ports, has been a melancholy indax
of the inter-state scope of the dis-
aster. Ilyito]lowing the wreckage of
towns, the - general direction cf
the tornados can be traced close-
1y. Apparently the storm struck
in three separate currents, each des-
cribing the arc of a circle and trave
ling tdwards the northeast. The first
of these traversed northern Lousiana,
Mississippi and Tennessee before du
light Friday morning. The second
peared further south about seven
ock in central Louisiana and Mis-
ippi.  This apparently was the
portion of the tornado which swept
through Alabama and Georgia on
day afternoon and night and Saturday
morning.

The third tornado appeared Friday
afternooy, further south than €ither
of its predecessors. This was the
storm which demolished Amite, La.
¢nd Purves, Miss,, the towns in which
the wreckage was worst. Where the
fatalities were so unusually numerous

For 8mall Irrigating Ditches and
Other Purposes.

By G. E. P. SMITH, Arizona experiment
station.

Both seepage and evaporation from
irrigating ditches are prevented by
closed conduits. Cement pipe for small
Irrigating ditches is from every nt
of view to be recommended. It is com-
posed largely of sand and gravel found
In the vicinity of the ditches, and only
the cement is subject to a freight
charge.

Sowing Spring Oats.

As a rule we much prefer to sow
oats in the fall, but owing to the con-
tinued rains very few farmers succeed-
ed in planting a sufficient area, and
many have falled tosow any. Now oats
are one of the most profitable crops
we can grow, especially when follow-
ed by peas sown for hay. Owing to
the depressed times, the high value of
foodstuff and the probability of cheap-
er cotton next fall it behooves the
farmers to sow a large area in spring
oats. Put them in as early as possi-
ble.—Southern Cultivator.
