Washington, Jan. 29.—Drastic im-
pert regulations covering a wide range
of commodities, and effective Ma-ch 1,
have been promulgated by the British
Government for the protection of its
industries during the period of recon-
struction. The restricted list was
made public here tonight by the war
trade board, on advices from Consul-
General Skinner at London.

Commodities not on the list may be
imported without special British im-
port licenses until July 1; the an-
nountement said, and restrictions on
the importation of syrup, molasses and
other articles of like nature will be
removed Iebruary 28. Raw hides of
all kinds also will be admitted.

Ueommodities which may not be im-
ported into Great Britain after March
1 without $pecial licenses range all the
way from essentials to luxuries, and in-
clude machine tools and machinery for
working 1 both . metal and wood,
stoves, manutactures’ of aluminum,
wearing apparel mnot waterproofed,
baskets and basket ware, metal baths,
cartridges, cement, fatty acids, fire ex-
tinguisilers, guns, carbines and rifles,

The war trade board announcement
said the restrictions were not to be
regarded as of a permanent nature,
and that they were necessary in order
that Great Britain might bring her
own manufactures-to a state of sta-
bility approaching that of pre-war
‘days.

“For more than four years,” said
the announcement, “‘Great Britain has
been subject to the shock and strain
of war, which not .only required the
sacrifice of life and limb and intense
human energy, but also necessitated
the most stringent economic readjust-
ment and the sacrifice of private busi-
ness. It is not strange, therefore, that
Great Britain should today wish to
make every legitimate effort to keep
her commercial and economic status
from falling into chaos.”

Conference Understood To
Have Accepted Interna-
tionalization Theory With

“Wider Powers To Manda-

—tery Nations Conceded.

Paris, Jan.- 30.—While the counecil
of the great powers today were giv-
ing their attention to Poland. the
chief interest was centred in a series
of private conferences in the upper

chambers of the American and British
delegations where efforts were being
made to reconcile the rather acute
issue which has arisen over the dis-
position of the German colonies. The
American position has: been quite
definitely and firmly stated in favor
ol the interngtionalization of these
colonies under the league of nations,
with mandates as trustees to such
powers as undertake to administer
them. But the. British' Dominions,
which are chiefly intereiyted in the
German colonies of the {:acific and in
South -Africa, are ‘equaply = firm for
annexation with full sovereignty, and
without a mandate from the league of
nations.

The main efforts today have been to
g'econcile these extremes, and those
(taking part in the confidence were
hopeful - tonight that a middle
ground would be fosnd. which would
preserve the American coniention for
a mandate to the powers claiming
the colonies. Early in the day Gen.
quts, representing the Bwritish 'do-
minions’
and Col. House, who is susporting the
mandate, held a lengthy conference
with a view to reconciling the differ-
ences. This seemed to tend toward an
agreement’ whereby the mandafory
power would have full control of the
‘administration of any colony commit-
ted “o’its care,*but the league of na-
tions would exercise supervision over
the general character of th§ admin-
istration, with a view to protecting the
in“erests of the nations and the popu-
lation.

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DEATH OF FAMOUS
- KING'S COUNSEL

E. F. B. Johnston, K.C,
Passed Away Yesterday Fol-
lowing Lengthy Illness.

DEFENDED CLARA FORD

Figured in Gamey Case and
Foster-Macdonald
Libel.

E.'F. B. Johnston, K.C., the well-
known criminal lawyer of Toronto,
rassed away at his home, 64 Bernard
avenue, at 2.30 yesterday afternoon,
following a lengthy illness. The late
Mr. Johnston had been in poor health
for the past two years, but he was
able to attend to his various duties.
On Thursday of last week, however; he
took a turn for the .worse, and had
since been confined to his home. The
exact nature of the illness that caused
his death could not be determined last
night, as his physician, Dr. Scadding,

* not anticipating any serious develop-
ments, had left for New York the
previous evening. The funeral, which
will be private, will be held from his
late residence on Friday afternoon,
with interment the Forest Hil
Mausoleum. -

‘The, late Mr, Johnston was born at
Haddingtonshire, Scotland. ‘on Dec\
20, 1850. He received his early edu-
cation in Scotland, but came to
Canada when a young man, and was
called to the Ontario bar in 1880. He
was created a K. C. in-1890, and was
a bencher of the Law Society.

He has had a long and distinguish-
ed legal career in this province. As
a criminal lawyer he had few peers.
and he has been retained in a num-
ber of celebrated murder cases. He
practiced his profession in Guelph
and Toronto, and was a member of the
firm, Johnston, . McKay, Dods &
Grant, barristers and solicitors of this
city. He has held several important
public offices in this province. He
was deputy attarney-general and
clerk of the executive council of On-
tario for four years. Subsequently
for two years he held the post of in-
spector of registry offices.

He was honorary president of the
Ontario Bar Association and has free
quently acted as crown counsel,

Clara Ford,

He figured in ‘several important
murder trials, - being leading counsel

jin the Clara Ford, HMyams, Sifton,
Sternaman and many other cases. He
prosecuted for “he crown the Welland
dynami‘ers, who are now serving life
sentences, and in the celebrated
Gamey charges he acted for the Ross
Government. He was counsel for:the
defence in the grocers’ combine case,
1908, and in the Foster-Macdonald
libel suit of 1910, His name was fre=~
quently mentioned in connection with
a seat on the bench. ’

He held other Important offices as
follows:. Vice-presiden® Royal Bank
of Canada, president Title and Trust
Company, director and chairman of
the executive of the Standard Reliance
Mortgage Corporation.  He was an
ex-president of the Traders’ Bank of
Canada, and was a sometime president
of the Wellington Reform Associa-
tion.

He was deeply interested in art and
had "a splendid collection of modern
Dutch pictures and' one of the beost
collections of old Du‘ch Delft in the
workld. He was vice-president of the
. Toronto Art Museum. He was also a
member of the York and ‘Toronto
Hunt Clubs.

He is survived by his wife, who was
formerly Miss Schrieber of Barrie,
and one daughter, Mrs. Harold Scan-
drett, residing on Admiral road, this
city, to whom the deep sympathy of
B sorrowing- community will be ex-
tended in their bereavement.

Also a8 a result of this
pressure, the various military Jdistrict
officers had no opportunity to get ac-
quainted with the personnel of their
units before sailing. To these two
causes much of the consequent con-
fusion and want of discipline was
due. ;

“A lack of co-operation and the
workings of a faulty system, to-
gether 'with the shifting of responsi-
bilities on the part of the officers, are
held .as responsible in considerable
degree to the discomforts of the
voyage. Some of the sections in
which’ the returning men were quar-
tered were overcrowded, while
others had space to spare. involving
inadequate feeding facilities and dis-
agreeable living conditions consequent
upon the rough weather conditions.
which caused sea-sickness in the sec-
tions where the soldiers were requir-
ed to both eat .and sleep.

After acknowledging the difficulty
of correcting conditions of this kind,
the finding proceeds:

“In short, on this head, I am com-
pelled to find that there were well-
founded complaints, both of temporary
shortage of food and sometimes of
badly cooked food and that theie were
only spasmodic attempts to find a
cure—the effort depending upon the
persistence of the complainant, or the
presence of the orderly officer, or the
willingness of the ship’s steward to
assisit, «

Lack of Management.

Speaking generally, the chief staw-
ard's departmdent, the orderly officer
in charge of each military district,
and his n.c.o’s and the officer corn-
ducting troops, with his conducting
staff would seem to afford sufficient
force to. tackle these difficultes. None
of them managed to do so.”

In the matter of the supply of fresn
water, and the report holds the sup-
ply to have been adequate, closer at-
tention  should have been given and
the men advised as to when the water
was available, the supply having to
be turned off at night owing to the
danger from freezing. ;

and the dismissal of the factory sup-
erintendent, J..R. Burns.

JAIL OVERCROWDED
AND INSANITARY

No Exercise Ground, ljun-
geon Cold, Says Grand

Jury.

In their presentmeni which = the
grand jury at the assizes returned
yesterday, they stated that Toronto
Jail, notwithstanding its age and lack
of attention, would seérve its purpose.
They criticized the obsolete ventilat-
ing system, amd stated that the cof-
ridors were crowded to double their
capacity. The sanitary arrangements
should be improved.

“There appears to be no provision
for exercise in the open air, except
for a dozen working in the grounds,
All the inmates should have compul-
sory exercise in the open air daily,
even if more guards are required.

The dungeon, all that its name im-

plies, was at the time of inspection
exceedingly cold, altho occupied, while
the jail generally is not very warm,
and 'a weakly prisoner -transferred
there might suffer from the change.
This form of punishment is only in-
flicted, the president declared, after
investigation by the governor, and a
record is kept of each occurrence.

The women's section, -altho requir-
ing painting, the jury found to be in
good condition. and the equipment
ample for the ten unfortunates at
present there. The acting-governor
and staff, the jury found, to be effi-
cient, and compassionate without be-
ing sentimental. “They s&hould not
be required to be on duty for any such
time as the 86 to 90 hours per week,
which their records show is the case
at present. Returned soldiers are ‘es-
pecially qualified for the work.”

On Remand.

Prisoners awaiting trial or on re-
mand should not be held in the same
corridor as prisoners under sentence
and awaiting remdval to the “arm. A
combined courthouse and house of
detention for persons awaiting trial
was recommended, in order to provide
work for surplus labor. The Muni-
cipal Farm- the jury found to be clean
and tidy in every depart-
ment.

A MASONIC MYSTERY SOLVED

Why the Duke of Connaught Never Entered a
Tae Canadian Lodge.

|

The Masonic craft in Toronto and
all Canada is very much wrought up
over a mystery that was placed be-
fore them a month ago in The Free-
mason, a recognized exponent of. the
order in Canada, published in Toronto.
The mystery is explained in the Jan-
uary number of The Freemason, just
published. The mystery turns on why
the Duke of Connaught, tho Grand
Master of England, never visited a
lodge in Canada. According to The
Freemason, political intrigue in Can-
ada and in England =uacceeded in hav-
ing it put in the governor-general's
instructions that he was to avoid any-
thing that might embarrass him in his
relations with all the people in Canada,
and that masonry was more or lcss
objectionable to a large section of our
population. Herewith are articles as
printed in The Freemason:

EXPLANATION- NEEDED. :
From the (Toronto) Freemason for
December.

A correspondent in Summerside, P.E.L,
wants to know if there are any reasons,
“national, political or diplomatic’® why
the Duke of Connaught, G.M. of Eng-
land; did not, and the Duke of Devon-
shire, also a Freemason, does not visit a
Masonic lodge or grace,a craft function
while acting as our governor-general.
He adds: ‘“Are our governors-general
afraid of offending the Roman Catholic
Church, or are the members of the Ot-
tawa cabinet responsible for this non-
recognition of Freemasonry by their ex-
cellencies.”” Our correspondent brings
up a question that has not only puzzled
Canadian Masons, but one frequently
discussed in Craft circles, Some ex-
planation wil] be forthcoming, we hope,
but the .reasons for our governors-
eneral ignoring their Masonic affilia-
ions are unknown to us, In the United
States presidents, vice-presidents and
governors of states identify themselves
with Craft activities, with no objections
registered by any church or society in the
great republic. The Craft in Canada
would like to have an answer to the
question asked by our correspondent, and
it is, now in order to have some au-
thoritative explanation, *‘political, diplo-
matijc’”’ or Masonic. .

From The [Toronto]
January:

EXPLANATION GIVEN.
Editor The Freemason:

The query of your Summerside cor-
respondent as to the reasons why H.R.H.
the Duke of Connaught, when governor-
general of Canada, did not attend any
Masonic -gatherings in this country, is a
legitimate one, and possibly the time has
arrived to settle this moot point once for
all. T am one of a very limited number
of Canadians who can furnish the answer
from the “inside.”

Your Summerside enquirer asks whe-
ther the reasons were *“national, polit-
ical or diplomatic.”” The reply is ‘“not
national, but partly diplomatie, principally
political.”” When I make this statement
let me say that I firmly believe the duke
himself was not conscious of the influ-
ences which were brought to bear to keep
him out ®f Masonic lodges in Canada,
and  equally so the gentleman on whose
behalf these influences were exerted. This
is the story:

Shortly after the official announce-
ment, in March, 1911, of the appointment
of H. R. H. as governor-general of Can-
ada, and months before, he assumed the
duties of the office, 1 was approached by
a Canadian Mason—one of our past grand
masters, no less—then prominent in the
public life of this country, but since
translated to the grand lodge above, and
asked to co-operate in withholding any
invitations to the duke to attend Ma-
sonic meetings in the Dominion, as it
would not be possible for him to accept.
I feel free to say that the request grated
upon my ears, and when I inquired the
reason for it, T was informed that as
the duke’'s principal adviser in Canada
would be Sir Wilfrid 'Laurier, a dev'out
Roman Catholic, it would place the prime
minister in a most embarrassing posi-
tion if H. R, H. were"to take an active
interest in Masonic affairs.

I felt then, and I feel today, that if
it had been a matter of freewill with
the Duke of Connzught, we should have
had his gracious presence at many craft
gatherings, and I was puzzled to know
how he could be kept away. ®The sub-
ject having been broached to me. I felt
justifie¢ in pursning i* further. I asked
this distinguished P. G. M. how the duke
could be preventxd from attending Ma-
sonic lodges, and the answer was that in-
structions would specifically debar him
from being presz't at any gathering of
nature. Talk about
this beats any-

the subject to me has gonpe to his re-
ward. T therefore refrain from say-

Months after the duke had assumed
his gubernatorial position, the oppor-
turity presenting itself, being one day
at' Ottawa, I casually asked a member
of his staff, with whom I was intimate_
ly acquainted, why his royal highness

did not attend Masonic meetings, and
was  “He is forbidden, by
his instructions.’’

I was on terms of intimate friend-
ship, personally and Masonically, with
our lamented P.G.MM. the date AW,

him if he had been aware of the nego-
tiations anent the duke, previous to the
departure of his royal highness from
England. As the representative of the
G.L. of Canada to the Mother Grand
lodge, I felt sure he must have been,
and I was not surprised when he in-
formed me that he was, and that he
had registered an emphatic but un-
availing objection in London, That. the
authorities at Freemasons” Hall were
parties to the arrangement I am Pe‘-
fectly satisfied. As things turned ‘out
it could not be .otherwise, They could
only have consented to it, howev

under the mistaken idea that they were pher.

protecting the G.M, of England, as gov-
ernor-general of Canada, from possible
embarrassment.

But see what happened.
phrase an old saying, *“Man proposes,
but the electorate disposes.” As is well
known, a general election took place in
Canada in September, 1911. There was
a change of governmeiit, and on the
arrival of the Duke of Connaught in the
Dominion in October of that year, he
found a craftsman installed as his chief
adviser in the person of Sir Robert
Borden.,

Most of the members of the new
ministry had been sworn in before Earl
Grey, a few hours before the retiring
governor-general *set sail for England.
One minister, Bro. the Hon. Martin
Burrell, elways a welcome guest at any
Masonic function, had not arrived from
British Columbia in time, and he,
therefore, had the honor of being the
first member of the new cabinet to be
sworn in before his royal highness, The
irony of it. Protecting the duke from
his Masonic brethren because the prime
minister was a Roman Catholic, when.
lo and behold, the premier in’office when
his royal highness arrived turned out o
be a Freemason, and the first minister
actually to be sworn in before him also
a member of the craft. How the duke
must have chafed—how, I have reason to
believe, he did regret—during the five
memorable years he was with us, at
the official restraint imposed upon him
thru the mistaken activity of one or
two Canadian Masons who allowed their
political zeal to outweigh their duty to
the craft, and thru the stupid acquies-
cénce of the “powers” in England . in
the suggestion which these Canadian
brethren had made.

Well, every craftsman
that the duke, during his five vears of
office, was not present at any Masonic
function in Canada, but in the summer
oj’ 1914, on the occasion of his visit to
Newfoundland, where his “instructions”
did not apply, he promptly availed him-
self of the opportunity of meeting the
Newfoundland brethren at a specially-
called united communication of the
District Grand Lodges of England and
Scotland.

As to the other portion of
Summerside cQrrespondents’
cannot 'say whether or not
of Devonshire is governed by precisely
the same official instructions as was
His Royal Highness the Duke of Con-
naught, I have not enquired, and I
don’t propose to ask the question. Time
will furnish the answer, Possibly some
one will ask the question in parliament,
My hope is that Grand Lodge will have
the pleasure of greeting his exeellency
at the next annual communication. and
hq may rest assured that his welcome
will be one befitting his high rank not
only as the representative of ths Sover-
eign in thi‘s country, but es one of the
most prominent and active members of
the Glja.nd Lodge of England. I beg to
subscribe myself as “One who knows.”

HOURS OF UNSKILLED TRADES.

W. C. Hagen, business agent for the
International Union of Machinists in
Torento, again emphasized yesterday
afternoon the need of lessening the
houns of work in the skilled trades in
order that the largest number of men
might be employed under the best
circumstances, thus remedying the
present situation of employment in
Toronto and "other large industrial
centres. This was the direct meaning
of the requeSt of the .machinists, he
said, for the six-hour day for the
eight-hour wage. James E. Miller,
secretary and business agent - of the
International Brotherhood of Railway
Clerks, Freight Handlers and Station
Emp.oyes, was of the opinion that the

principle itself was extremely sound,’

but that the six-hour schedule was
too radical for present consideration.
He believed that there were no mea-
sures which were radical in them-
gelves, but that the time for bringing
them into consideration was the fac-
tor which made them apparently
madical. What was obviously impos-
sibie today was not only possible to-
morrow, but “was carried into. effect
Wwith the greatest ease, thru. the med-
dium of that evolutionary process of
thought which education alore could
attain. It must be remembered, said
Mr. Miller, that the employer needed
education at least as much as the em-
ploye, and the former was the harder
man to educate because of his as-
sumed ideal of might as the first con-
sideration and right the second.
There could be no doubt that radical
measures, that is measures brought
up for consideration before all parties
were sufficiently educated to digest
them, would defeat their purpose.

Progress and thoro organization is
the slogan of the Painters’ and Deco-
rators’ Union, returned soldiers being
‘induced to consider the benefits ac-
cruing from organization. At the last
session of the local union 16 new
members were organized, half of this
number being returned soldiers.

Canadian musicians are organized to
the extent of 54 locals. .The majority
of these musicians are the favorites of
the playgoers, practically all the bands
of theatres in certain sections of the
Dominion being represented at the
Trades and Labor Congress of Canada.

SKY-BLUE LEGISLATION .
TO PROTECT INVESTORS

It is understood that the Ontario
Government is considering the ad-
visability of the enac‘ment of “sky
blue” legislation to protect the inves-
fors from the province from the un-
scrupulous promoters of unsafe stocks.
The proposition now under considera-
tion is the appoin‘ment of a govern-
ment board or individual who shall
inve_stigate all corporations which are
asking for the privilege of floating
slocks and report to the government
upon their stabili‘ty. Similar legisla-
tion is now in force in several states
of the union.

The - removal. of the restrictions
placed upon the male of stocks by the
minister of finance during *he war
and the possible flotation of a large
numpe;- of new stocks has caused- the
plmvmcial government to give con-
sideration to the matter. In addi‘ion,
f].].c"e are about 1,000,000 holders: of
Victory bonds in this country, and it
is feared that a large number migh®
be induced to exchange their safe in-
vestment for stocks alleged by their
promoters to yield a far larger return,
but which should later prove to be
worthless.

— - The Ontarip Department of Agricui-
ture will tonduct on a wider .scale

than ever during.the eoming season
the two-fold program inaugurated a
year ago of producing a high standard
of seed potato and making a survey to
detect diseases. * Reports of experi-
ments conducted during the past
summer indicate that two varieties of
potatoes, the Irish Cobbler, early seed,
and the Green Mountain, have pro-
duced exceptionally well, and there is
now misch discussion as to the variety
best adapted for general use. Seed of
these “we varieties were planted in
experimental plots in northern and
southern Ontario and New Brunswick,
and the results when the yields from

Irish Cobbler averaged 142.1 bushels
to the acre and Green' Mount‘ain 161.4
bushels. It is estimated that 16,000
bushels of this certiffied seed were ob-
tained in nerthern Ontario, and this
amoun: will be used in old Ontario for
seed this year.

An extensive survey of 32 counties
in the southern part of the province
was made by the inspectors of the
department “o detect diseases common
te the district. It was found that an
average of 15 per cent. had the more
serious disease of leaf roll and seven
per cent. affected with mosaic. The
average for the two diseases was 22
per cent., but they were found to be
more prevalent in certain communi-
ties, as in Haldimand 29 per cent. of
the crop was found “o be affected,
Welland 61 per cent., Peel 51.9 and
York 25.4 per cent.

Experiments are now being con-
ducted in an effort to find a remedy
for these diseases.
