withdrew his Interpellation and proposed 
the following motion:

"The Chamber of Deputies, on the oc­
casion of the arrival of the President of 
the Transvaal In France, la happy to ad­
dress to him a sincere expression of its re­
spectful sympathy.’’

Many private 
carriages were waiting outside the football 
grounds, and they were pressed Into ser­
vice to take away the wounded.

A high fence surrounds the glass works 
grounds, and thousands of people attempt­
ed to get Inside the enclosure.

Will Leave for Germany.
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............ *o Dewet Had 2500 Men, While the Garrison Was Composed of 400 

Regulars—General Knox Pursued the Enemy and Further 
Fighting Took Pface—Reports are Confusing.

London, Nov. 29.—Lord Roberts cables 
from Johannesburg, under date of Wednes­
day, Not. 28:

"The Dewetsdorp garrison of two 
of the 68th Field Battery, with detachments 
of the Gloucestershire Regiment, the High­
land Light Infantry and Irish Rifles, 400 
In all, surrendered at 6.30 p.m* Nor. 23.
Our losses were 16 men killed and 42 
wounded. Including Major H. J. Anson and 
Captain Dlgby. The enemy Is said to be 
2600 strong. Fourteen hundred 
despatched from Bdenbnrg to relieve 
Dewetsdorp, but they did not succeed In 
reaching there in time. Knox Joined this 
force and found Dewetsdorp evacuated ; 76 
sick and wounded had been left 
Knox pursued and la reported to have sue 
cessfully engaged Steyn and Dewet 
Vaalhenk, Nov. 27, They retired west and 
southwest. Knox's messenger failed to get 
thru, so I have no details."

The Boers retreated, 
abandoning a portion of the loot and » 
large number of horses Former President 
Steyn and Gen. Dawet were In close prox­
imity to the scene of the fighting, but they 
eluded the British.

The Boera were ao tenacious that Col. 
Pilcher’s men actually reached a position 
within 30 yards of them, where revolve! 
shots were exchanged.

The Boera shelled the British with IS* 
pounders, captured at Dewetsdorp.

Ex-President Steyn and General Dewet, 
who were breakfasting at a farm near by, 
rode off to the westward, leaving the Bri­
tish front clear.

The British casualties were one mas 
killed and six men wounded. Several Boera 
who had been wounded were found by the 
British; Steyn and Dewet have since been 
reported to be encamped to the westward;

The crowd was gathered upon the roof 
of the building, directly over the furnaces 
of the Glass Works. When the roof col­
lapsed the occupants were precipitated 
upon the heated top and rolled off. Fully 
40 were seriously injured. Seven off the 
dead are boys, ranging in age. from 10 to 
15 years. They were found lying In a row, 
and many of them were badly mangled.

Slowly Roasted to Death.

The Identified Dead.

One unidentified body, that of a boy, was 
also found. So far as known this list 
comprises all the dead, as the first re­
ports were exaggerated.

It is reported that one man, Joseph Gum- 
per, fell into the furnace, and his body was 
incinerated. There were 200 people on the 
roof when It fell, and of these 54 went 
thru.

The manager of the glass works realised 
the danger before the accident occurred and 
had sent for the police to compel the crowd 
to leave. Just as a squad of officers arriv­
ed the roof went down.

London, Nov. 29.—A News despatch from 
Johannesburg, undated, of the 25th, 
that Gen. Delarey, with a command of 800 
men, attacked Gen. Clements on Friday, 
northwest of Krugeradorp. 
brought a gun Into position on the hills dur­
ing the night and began shelling the British 
camp at 3 o'clock in the morning. After an 
hour’s firing the British guns silenced the 
single one used by the Boera

Severe Fighting.
Severe fighting followed, In which the 

Boera suffered heavily. The British burled 
28 burghers and took 20 prisoners. Delarey 
found himself in a difficult position and 
asked for an armistice for 24 hours. This 
Gen. Clements agreed to, hot at 3 o'clock 
on Saturday afternoon the Boers resumed 
firing. It Is reported Delarey la surround­
ed and It la Impossible for hits to escape.

Despatch From Lord Roberts.
Lord Roberts cables the War Office from 

Johannesburg Nor. 28, that Ool. Plumer 
drove 600 Boers from Dewagen DriTt, kill­
ing three, on Nor. 23.

Subsequently Col Yorck sent a col­
umn of cavalry after the Chinese, and It 
was officially reported that in the fighting 
that ensued 30 Chinese were killed, while 
not a single German was hurt. The facts 
in the cage are that the Imperial troops, in 
obedience to the orders not to interfere 
with the foreigners, were fleeing to 
Shanghai to avoid them when the cavalry 
attacked them in the rear and killed 30 
of them before they could make their es- 
cape.

Fitchburg, Mass., Nov. 29.—Jimmy Calla­
han, one of Manager Loftus* stars, arrived 
at his home to-day direct from Cuba,where 
he went with the Brooklyn-New York base­
ball combination about a month ago. He 
says the combination just about paid ex­
penses, and that was all.

They had a contract with Abel Linares, 
a Cuban manager, and w*ere to get 80 per 
cent, of receipts. The contract was writ­
ten in English, and when settling day 
came round Linares showed them a law 
which says all contracts must be written in 
Bpanlsh, and then gave them a bear market 
in baseball.

The Americans got a warmer reception 
than they figured on. The Cuban players 
became jealous of the Americans, saying 
they had come to Havana to rob the Cub­
ans. The Americans had opened on a Sat­
urday to abofut 2000 people, but on Sun­
days had about 6000 or 8000 to most games. 
In one game the attendance was reduced 
to 8000.

The Cuban players had circulars printed 
In Spanish, which called the Americans 
robbers and called on everybody to boycott 
the game. The circulars were distributed 
at the gate in Havana, and 5000 remained 
outside, while 3000 went in.

After the game the Americans had to be 
escorted from the grounds between two 
Unes of mounted police-

They thought they had seen mobs when 
over-excited crowds in American cities filled 
the field, but when they saw the Cubans 
carelessly handling dirks they concluded 
they would take chances with an American 
crowd any time.

ASSESSMENT LAW BE CHANGED

Mr. Justice Meclennen: Buojmte the ee- 
eessment was equalised, and still the manu­
facturers of one province were more fav­
orably situated than those of another t

Mr. Kemp: The law should be ao chang­
ed as to do away with the existence of 
such differences. He Wished to hare one 
law for all Ontario, so that fair competition ' 
should exist among manufacturera thruout 
toe province,

Referring to a suggestion made by Hugh 
main, that the personalty tax should be 
changed t° a tax on rental values, to­
gether with an Income tax, Mr, Kemp 
said Mr. main meant that the tax on In­
come abonld be levied on the Income of 
manufacturing agents, who kept no stock. 
He also stated that It was only thru fear 
of the result of the application of the On­
tario Assessment Act that Mr. Beardmore 
tad removed hla business from Toronto 
and established and enlarged It else­
where.

In conclusion, he said he did not wish the 
law to act as a plague or a blight on com­
mercial Interests as It did to-day.

Tax on Rental Values.
P. W. Kills said that a tax on rental 

values would produce more taxes than the 
present tax on personalty did.

Mr. Fleming replied that figures he was 
preparing would make a different showing. 
But Mr. Kills held that. If the rental tax 
waa distributed over the whole city, hla 
contention would be borne out.

Mr. Wilkie said that the amount realised 
In Montreal under toe rental tax was great­
er than the amount realised In Toronto 
under the personalty tax.

Mr. Fleming, speaking for himself, said 
that he thought the manufacturera and the 
wholesale dealers In Ontario should be In 
as advantageous a position as their com­
petitors from other provinces, 
votes on exemptions, he thought the pres­
ent act was concerned In the Interest of 
smaller municipalities as against larger 
ones. He believed municipal councils 
should be given absolute control over the 
matter of granting exemptions to uutuufae- 
turers locating In their districts.

This would mean, speak­
ing roughly, that those using their capital 
In manufacturing must pay a municipal 
tax equal to 2 per cent, thereof each year.
Manufacturing business In this province 
could not possibly bear such, a burden-, 
and the enforcement of such a law would 
drive outside the limits or the province 
such factories as could be moved, and 
would absolutely extinguish tl large propor­
tion of those remaining.

A Strong; Statement.
Industrial progress has been possible only 

by the connivance of municipal officials 
in the systematic violation of the law. Such 
a state of things lowers public morality, 
puts a premium on dlshonçsty and favorit­
ism, and clothes municipal officials with 
a discretion and Imposes on them a respon­
sibility never intended by the law, ana 
which cannot be justified on any sound 
principle. This state of things is specially 
injurious to manufacturing interests, be­
cause It discourages the Investment of capi­
tal in such enterprise where the ton to ne 
taken for municipal purposes in effect de­
pends upon the Individual opinion—possibly 
upon the caprice—of the person occupy­
ing for the time being the position ox 
assessor of t&e municipality; and because 
In most lines the manufacturer has to com­
pete with goods produce* outside tbe prov­
ince by concerns which not only contribute 
practically nothing to municipal taxation 
In Ontario, but which are for the most 
part entirely free from any taxation ox 
personalty where the manufacturing is 
done.

356 ■Before the Political Science Club of To­
ronto University yesterday afternoon. A. 
B. Ayiesarorth, Q.C., delivered a lucid. In­
structive address on “Business Methods.'" 
It was practical and Interesting, and con­
tained much information that was of great 
value to his hearers. Mr. Ayleaworth ex­
plained the growth and gradual progress 
of corporations and the years of continual 
straggle with the courts of the land. He 
told how companies were formed and of the 
methods brokers adopted In doing business, 
as well as explaining the value of drafts, 
bills of exchauge, etc.

Kpeaking of the difficulties that young 
men met with at the outset of their busi­
ness career, Mr. Ayleaworth said that uni­
versity graduates were proue to th uk that 
they knew it all. and that they had noth­
ing lo learn. Tills was a grave mistake 
to make, and he warned hla bearers to 
avoid It. As to the advantage of a uni­
versity education, be added taat graduates 
will have to compete with men who have 
not had a university tia.nlug, but who are 
pissessed of natural ability and have had.

in practical business life. Still, In toe long 
run, Mr. Aylesrworth contended, the univer­
sity-trained man would come out first in the 
race.

No reply came to the Board of 
Health. The time for submitting the by­
law was close at hand. Dr. Shenrd made 
his recommendations : the Anti-Consump­
tion League promised to sustain them : the 
Local Board of Health passed them unani­
mously. The universal feeling was that 
they would pass every stage to adoption.

That ça me day on which Dr. Sheard’s re­
commendations appeared In the morning pa­
pers, Mr. Gage writes another letter to the 
Mayor. And what is It ? Not a communi­
cation from the association, such as the 
Board of Health had asked for, In order 
to have something tangible to deal with ; 
not an offer or a statement that they were 
going to do anything, bnt the same old 
oleaginous sinuosity of expression which 
serves to bamboozle the public, but binds 
nobody to anything. He simply withdraws 
the $20,000 offer, because “friends have 
volunteered such further assistance as to 
make it possible for the association to 
build such a free Institution, capable of ac­
commodating 50 patients, without asking 
the city for any aid.”

Sanitarium Committee appeared before the 
Boa id of Control, asking for a bylaw for 
$20,000 for a Toronto Sanitarium for Con­
sumptives. This was again met by an offer 
from the National Sanitarium Association to 
build and equip a sanitarium for the same 
purpose, “for which $25.900 had been eub- 
acrlbe^,” In their own words.

'The result was that the bylaw waj held In 
abeyance to give them right of way. The 
National Sanitarium Association went on 
Its way like “Bre’r Rabbit/’ “not doin’ 
nothin’” for the Toronto consumptive poor.

In August, 1899, the National Sanitarium 
Association once more offered to - treat 
poor Toronto patients In Gravenhurst, if 
the dty would give the usual 40 cents al­
lowance. This time Dr. Shenrd recom­
mended the experiment, and it was grant­
ed. To show how effectively the Toronto 
poor consumptives can be treated dn Grav­
enhurst, Dr. Sheard writes me that, “since 
that time (during 15 months) just two (2) 
persons have availed themselves of this of­
fer,” while over 600 of Toronto's popula­
tion have died of the disease.

In February, 1900/ tihe secretary of the 
National Sanitarium Association informed 
me that they had dedded not to establish 
a sanitarium near Toronto^ but to concen­
trate la Gravenhurst.

In March the Citizens’ Committee waited 
ÿ on the Government, asking (for comprehen- 
r sive legislation.

In April the Citizens’ Committee became 
the Toronto “Anti-Consumption League,” 
and enlarged its scope to a systematic 
campaign to lead the people to cure To­
ronto of consumption. In spite of renew­

Threatened Mexicans With Slaught­

er If They Killed Five Ameri­
can, aa Proposed.

Fhoenlx, Arlz., Nov. 29.—Advices from 
Tora, a small Mexican habitation on the 
Sinaloa Canal, nearly 200 miles south of 
Ouaymas,. declare there was trouble re­
cently between Mexicans and the Yaqui In­
dians at a small pueblo near that place. 
Five Americans escaped public execution 
only because the Yaquls went to their as­
sistance. The Americans were to be shot 
on the day following the death of one Ha. 
mon, who was killed by the falling of a 
derrick, Mexicans claiming that the 
cans had premeditated his death. The Yu- 
quis threatened bloodshed In case the Mexi­
cans attempted to carry out their threat of 
shooting the Americans, and the Americans 
were then released from prison. The live 
men were formerly employed by the Sonora 
and Sinaloa Irrigation Company, which 
started the construction of the canal.

Rhode»’ Plan of Federation.
Cecil Rhodes has evolved a plan of fed­

eration for South Africa. The< details of 
the scheme cannot be given for the reason 
that the great Imperialist does not think 
the moment opportune for publishing them. 
Mr. Rhodes believes that federation alone 
can satisfactorily solve the South African 
problem. Recently he said to an officer of 
standing who has Just returned from 
Rhodesia:

“We must supply the people of this coun­
try with a new ideal before they will forget 
the past. The Transvaal, the Orange River 
Colony, Natal, Cape Colony and Rhodesia 
all embraced within a single administrative 
system, their Inhabitants would begin to 
forego bitter memories' In contemplation of 
a glorious future lying before their united 
countries.

There are 9000 
farms ln the country lately presided over 
by Mr. Kruger, and the average value of 
each is $10,000; the stock Is worth another 
$10,000.

of these 9000 farms should 
stocked by the authorities. This would in­
volve the expenditure of $40,000,000. The 
farms purchased would be those that .he 
war has left without an actual owner, or 
with a proprietor incapable of carrying on 
the estate. These farms would then be 
granted on advantageous terms to English 
gentlemen farmers who would furnish a 
leaven of British ideas In the country.

This scheme of Mr. Rhodes Is regarded by 
some as fantastic and altogether imprac­
ticable. Other persons, however, point out 
tlrn-t Mr. Rhodes has worked with the 
burghers a good deal and thus may under­
stand their feelings.

♦ "In certain cases, yes,” said a repre­
sentative of Messrs. Coxeter & Son or 
Graf ton-street W.» experts in X raysi, to 
whom the question was propounded.

The expert did not appear to think, how­
ever, that Scotland Yard would be entirely 
supplanted by the X rays.

“I have used the rays both In connection 
with alleged old masters and wll-is thouent 
to be forged—ln both cases without materi­
al result.

“In the case of the old masters, 1 tried 
to find If there were any signatures. Old 
pictures are varnished periodically to pre­
serve them, and the signatures are often 
obliterated, or rather covered up. 1 found 
no signatures. It is doubtful, however, 
whether the rays_would have revealed 
them, supposing" them there, unless they 
were thickly painted.

"As to wills, the rays might detect If 
the parchment Usd been made thinner by 
erasure; but the microscope would pro­
bably show this still better.

“The visibility of a substance to the eye 
Is no criterion of Its visli lllty to the X 
rays. The rays cannot see thru glass, 
which Is transparent to the eye, whereas 
aluminum, which Is opaque to the eye, le 
transparent to the rays. The rays can see 
a splinter of glass in the hand, but not a 
sipllnter of wood.

“Most inks are transparent to the X rays» 
including printers* ink, but some are 
opaque. The rays can see thru a poetotflce 
directory, but It a paper with words wgjt 
ten on it in opaque Ink ds put in the mll- 
dle of the directory the rays will reveal 
these words, and nothing behind them.”

It would appear, therefore, that the raye 
can only detect, say. a forgery ln u cheque, 
providing the body of the cheque Is writ­
ten ln transparent Ink and the forger is 
considerate enough to make his alteration 
in opaque Ink, or vice-versa.—London Ex­
press.
