—It is sometimes said of Harvard Uni-|
versity that it is-ahuge aggregation of in-
dividuals -without corporate ecohesion,
People conventionally . compare the stark
individualism of Harvard, with its elee-
tive system of studies, against the or-
ganic life and college consclousness and |
spirit of Yale. Another saying s that|
the Harvard gentleman is correct, un-
enthusiastic and icy, while the Yale man |
is full of affability, zeal and fire. You |
often hear the Yale superiority in foot- !
ball attributed to their college patriotism |
and ‘“‘bulldog pluck.”

Of course, Harvard is twice as large |
a8 Yale, and the field of studles being |
wider scatters the men. Also the under-
graduate body in arts, the main or only
centre of football life, or, at least, of |
“college spirit” in general, is far larger
than that of Yale; it might alone, with- |
out the medicos and ecience men, ap-
pear unwieldy.

TRAINING OF EXAMINERS.

Lord Rosebery the other day opened
the new Day Training. College erected
by the London County Council. Some
idea of the magnitude of its task, as
charged with the educational system of
the imperial metropolis, can be gathered
from his incidental remark that he was
amazed to see that no fewer than 1450
new teachers were needed annually in it
alone. This, he said, was an amazing
change to. those who, like himself, re-
membered the old dames’ school, where
old women with a very imperfect know-
ledge communicated it very imperfectly
t0 those who were not pg.rtlcularlyn
arpxious to receive it. “But,” he added,
“do not let us sneer at these old damés’
schools, for after all thev taught the
people who made the empire, and in
those days we were not so very far
behind the times.”

A JUST JUDGMENT.

Boston Herald, Nov. 16: It is not
every day that railroads are fined for
accidents upon their lines, altho acci-
dents in- 8 country occur not only
every day, but every 30 minutes. The
public prosecytors here do not appear
incilned to pursue a railroad for any
man-k#ling it may do thru some de-
fect in its equipment or its methods.
But in Canada the railroads do not 80
lightly wscape from their responsi-
bilities. Even a rallroad owned in the
United States is liable to the Cana-
dian law for any preventable accident
occurring to its trains while on Cana-
dian territory. Last August a Michi-
gan Central car arrived at the Town
of Essex, in the Dominion. It carried
explosives—dynamite. It also carried
dron pipe and a barrel of oil. The iron
pipe and the barrel of oil and the loose
and leaky boxes of dynamite got mix-
ed up in the usual process of shunting
the car. The dynamite exploded, kill-"
ing two men and injuring 40. The
Canadian authorities took action, the
rallroad was indicted for criminal neg-
ligence, the case was tried, and the
judge fined the company $25,000.

There had been the grossest care-
lessness, the judge stated. There was
no evidence to show that the company
had ever taken any measures to in-
struct its emploves in the handling of
dangerous freight. The  carelessness
proved to be costly. Claims exceeding
$65.000 were put in against the rail-
road, and now comes the $25,000 fine.
From the sentence there is no appeal.
Mr. Justice Riddell, to whose exem-
plary sentences of careless railroad
employes and companies  The Herald
hdas before now called attention, - said,
in delivering judgment, that had the
board of directors or the gen€éral man-
ager or any responsible officer of the
American railroad resided within the
Jurisdiction of his court, he would
have instructed the authorities to in-
dict them. But, of course, these gen-
tlemen were over the border, and so
they escaped the novel experience of
punishment for employing a system, ‘or
no-system, which made death and
disaster so easy. 2

NEW YORK, NovV. 21.—The business
conditions of ‘the country, especially
the iron and steel trades, are sound,
according to the opinion of the leading
authoritiés in these industries, as ex-
pressed at a dinner given by E. H
Gary last evening. :

Those present at the-dinner includ-
ed Charles M. Schwab of the Bethle-
hem. Steel Co.; E. A. S. Clarke, presi-

'dent of ‘the Lackawanna Steel Co.;
John A. Topping, president of the Re-
public Iron and Steel- Co.; Willis L.
King, vice-president 'of the Jones and
Laughlin Steel Co.; Samuel Mather of
the Cleveland Cliffs Iron Co.; I 3
Scott of Labelle' Iron Works; Powell
Stackhouse of the Cambria Steel Co.,
and J. G. Butler, jr., president of the
Bessemer Association. .

There was a full discussion of the
business conditions of the country,
particularly as applied to the iron and
steel industry.

Holds Highest Record for One Day's
Speeding.

NEW YORK, Nov. 21.—The new Cu-
nard. liner auretania broke one of
her sister-ship, Lusitania’s, records
to-day, when at noon she completed a
day's run of 624 knots. ‘The Lusita-
ria’s best record for a day was 618
knots. As the day on a westbound
voyage of this ship.is about 24 hours
and 50 mintes long, the Mauretania is
coming west at a rate of about 25
knots. -

during the regime of the second Na-
pcleon, the annual revenue derived by
the city from tourists exceeded $300,-

were devoting funds to like uses.

A Prosperous 'Farmer Talki &o The
World About Yield and/ Prices.

i John Cudmore of Westview, Saskat-
chewan, & successful farmer in that
western province, is spending the win-
| ter with friends in town. Mr.'Cudmore
‘had a splendid yield of wheat and
: oats, averaging about 30 bush’éls of
wheat to the acre, all of whieh grad-

ed ‘““No. 1 Northern.” His complai

is that the rallways are unable tp
furnish sufficient ‘cars for the moV-
ing of the crops and that the farmers
.stand to lose a large amount of
money over this neglect. He himself

weeks and then was unable’ to get
them. He sold a considerable amount
iot grain to the elevator at Caron, to
which he teamed it 12 miles and se-
cured 98 cents 'a bushel for 'it, when
that day -it was worth. $1.04 at the
track. His loss being 4 1-2¢ a busheél.
Mr. Cudmore drew 2000 bushels to
Caron and when the elevator there
was fllled fhe put 1000 bushels into his
own granary, and then drew 2400 to
, Tuxford. This grain he did not dis-
| pose of, as the market was down, .In
addition to his wheat he has 2579
bushels of oats in his own granary,
Mr. Cudmore was more fortunate
than many of his neighbors in that he
did not have a pickle of frosted wheat.
There is any amount of frozen wheat
thruout the country, one of his
neighbors having 13,000 bushels, some
of 'which he sold at 39c a bushel. Mr.
Cudmore thinks that the fault lies
largely with the methods of farming.
The man who gets up early and works
hard . comes out on top. WWhile his
neighbors were walting for nature to
dry the soil for the spring, he and
his sons were running furrows thru
their flelds and getting rid of the wa-
ter, so that he was two weeks ahead
of them in getting his wheat in. He
finds, that there is a good market here

for frozen wheat for the farmers, only !
the shortage of cars is the dangerous

element in the situation in the West.
If the cars had beén supplied by the
railways the wheat could have been at
the seaboard before the money -situa-
tion got so bad.
the elevators will not buy. They can-
not get a dollar and the farmer that
needs money to meet his ordinary ob-
ligations is being badly handicapned.

Complaint is alsoxz&de in the grad-
ing of the wheat. year ago the in-
spector graded Mr. Cudmore's cron
No. 3 Northern. He refused ‘to sell
it at that grading and stored bhis
wheat in bins. In the spring he sold
it for No. 1 Northern, and his net fain
on the transhction was 23¢ per bushel.
He thinks the signs do not portend
a severe winter. There has been
splendid weather this fall and the
farmers are getting away ahead }Vith
their work and with an early open-
ing of spring the Northwest should
have a banner year next year.

OWNED TOBACCO TRADE
OF WHOLE WORLD

American Tobacco Company Had Al-
most Created Universal Monopoly.

NEW YORK, Nov. 21.—The American
Tobacco Company at one time ¢on led
the entire tobacco trade of the world,
with the exception of France, Italy,
Turkey and Austro-Hungary, where the
tobacco trade is.a government monop-
oly. This statement was made to-day
by H. Harris, vice-president and
chairman of the board of directors of
the American Tobacco Company, during
a hearing in the case of the -United
States against the American Tobacco
Company and others before United
States Commissioner Shields. Mr. Har-
ris said control of the foreign markets
came about thru: consolidations with
forelgn  producers and manufacturers.
The principal companies acquired by
the American Tobaceo Company abroad
were: The Ogden Company, Limited,
and The Imperial Tobacco Company,
both of which were British companies,
but did a large business in other quar-
ters of the world.
