River. it ranged from 25 to 35 below zero,
but owing to the fact that the machines
were all metal type, constituting one
unit, no difficulty whatever -was ex-
enced from such an exceedingly low
emperature.

This will probably mark a record in
aerial navigation, as there is not knowl-
edge obtainable in any records known in
Edmonton of machineg having carried on
commercial work in such exceedingly low
temperatures with strong wind, without
coming to grief.. It is certainly a won-
derful achivement of the Edmonton navi-
gation to have taken these machines into
the Great Slave Lake country under such
adverse conditions as existed during, the
past five or six days. This will be read-
ily recognized by every person in Ed-
monton district, who was called upon
to drive @ motor car or do any outside
work during that period. No attempt
was made at any speed record, as they
followed a zig-zag course, exploring the
vast area of the country to the east of
Hay River and south of Buffalo Lake,
which is inaccessible, except in the win-
ter time, owing to the swampy nature
of the country in general.

The machines are now being tuned up
for a trip into the far north, @and within
a short time it is expected, weather per-
mitting, they will break away to their
Arctic destination. On the next voyage
they will be equipped with a high class
aerial camera, ‘This will enable the

take the necessary measures faithfully
to fulfil its obligations under article
235. 'The commission. is now »er-
suaded, however, it says, that such is
" not the case, -
The commission states that it de
manded the payment. by March 23
‘of one billion marks in” gold to dpaly
on the reparations account because
of a certainty that Germany pos-
sessed sufficient funde to make im-
mediate payment, ’
The note concludes -by saying that
in any event the total amount of the
twenty billion gold mark payment
must be handed over between now
and May 1, and that non-payment of
the amount will entail penalties, The
German' government is considered as
defaulting in fulfilment of its under-
takings, the communication declares,
and, therefore, the commidssion has
decided immedidtely to call the at-
tention of all tHe Interested powers
to such failure,

So, when any group of men tried to
attain their. énds by coercion when
they were not fitted to receive a re-
ward, it created a situation that be-
came more serious. when one realized
the difficulties attendant upon modern
progress. When the union men spelled
efticiency, said he, thére would be the
greatest competition. between employ-
ers to secure the closed shop. He. did
not object to the right of workmen to
co-operate to strengthen their bar-
gaining power, but he did object to the
methods used. There should be a right
to get out as well as to gét into certain
labor organizations, and, he believed,
that jt was against all principles of
liberty for employer's to be coerced in-
to employing ornly union men.. By their

attempts to establish an equality, which

at best, was only temporary, the work-
ers themselves were destroying the fa-
bric cof liberty.

Capital Is Essential.

There was no conflict about the ne-
cessity of production, he continued, but
only -in the division of- the profits ac-
cruing” from ‘the sale of products, and
here, he believed, that there was no.
such thing as the right of profit, but
only the right of the individual to pro-
fit. Capital, said he, under systematic
direction; was primarily .essential for
production.

Is Shot and Killed

police took into custody James J. Con-
nor, 'the bartender, pendi investiga-
tion. McLean was born eric-
fon, N. B. He began his baseball career
there and played also with St. John
teams, He 'then went to the United
States and played with the Gilants in
the world's series of 1915, He played
with Pittsburg ‘end Cincinnati at dif-
ferent times. McLean had ambitions
at one time of being a boxer, but drop-
ped the fighting game for baseball. He
was a remarkably good all-round agh-
lete and stood six feet six inches In

McLean wes shot to death in a south
end saloon. His companiofl; John F. Mec-

der. '

In a stalement to the police, Connor
dedlared he fired in self-defence -when
McLean ‘‘started to climb the bar snd
attack’ him.

Big McLean staggered out to the side-
walk, wNere he fell. He was pronoun-ed
dead upon avr.val at the hospital. MeCar-
thy rceled 160 yarts up the street from
the saloon before crumpling up. He was
taken to thc hospital in a passing Auto-
mobile, =4
Connor told the police he feared a repe-
titlon of “last night's occurrence” when,
he said, Richard Kerins, an alternating
hartender, was chased up and down the
Ear-room-by Mecleegn, and finally was
forced to leave his post to save himsalf
from o ‘beating.” l;[cLeun had been
drinkiag, Connor said,

The saloon manager said McLean had
taken offence at him when he refused to
wive him some cigarets, and threatencd
to ‘“beat him up.’’ Connor will be ar-
raigned ton.crrow.

McLcan was married, and lived with
his wife and mother in the Roxbury ilis-
trict.

He broke into
the major leagues in 1902 with the Bos-
ton Americans, and a year later joined
the Ciicagn Nationals, who traded him
tc the St. Louis Nationals for Catcher
Mike O’Neili. After half a season in St.

there until 197, when the Cincinnati
Nationals purchased him. McLean play-
ed with the Reds until 1913, when he was
transferred to the St. Louis National

In conclu.ior ;| JuGge Denton said to the
jury : “If ycu do not find that Doughty
took the bcnds fraudulently and withoat
the color ‘of right you must find that he
{ook _.them with the intent of depriving
Small of ti.c possession of them, either
temporarily or absolutely.”

Adidress For the Crown.

As'Mr. Héllmuth had called no witnaess
for the defcs ce, Col, Greer did not insist
on his right of beipg the last to address
the jury. The crown prosecGtor made an
cloquent, if romewhat passionate, addiess
to the jury. and left few details or facts
unreviewed, He declared that no cnsme
had had such widespread interest ag the
present, and warned the jury of takihg a
too charitable view of crime, as it helped
2riminals tr find holes in the fence of tae
law. He sz2id it ‘was up to the jury <o
find whether Déughty had measured ap
to the standards of morality set by our
forefathers, end inherited by the majortiy
of the pres~nt generation. He reminded
them that they were there to deal wisely
and fearlessly betweéen man and man,
v-ith due respect to their duty. Col. Grear
declared that when .Doughty went to tne
vaults on Dce, 2 on his master's business,
ne spent eight minutes there, but when
he went on Dec. 2 6n his own busln.ess,
he was so Lurried that his visit lasted
¢nly three munutes. If Mitchell’s story
was true, it was on this hurried visit
that the bonds were really stolen. Altao
he took them in the morning, and SAW
Small all day and in the evening, he did
not make any attempt to return. them.,

Lfter reviewing ughtyss privilegas
under ¢, power of attorney (he. interpreted
them ‘in exactly the jame way as Judze
Denton), and statifg, that’ Small must
have placed implicit confidence in. _ his
secretary Lo ever Laye signed such docu-
raents, he said : “Yet this man became
a fugitive [rom justice, and was compell-
e¢d to live under the assumed name of
Cooper.”’ ¢

Colonel Greer went on to refer to the
testimory given Ly Daville and asked the

What object could he have ¢n
a case like this in which all the world is
interested? Men do not perjure them-
selves lightly, he affirma2d. The .crown
prosecutor declared that the evidence
sbowed that Doughty had disclosed his

working in Small’s ‘office., Reeve's evi-
dence, he contended, corroborated Da-
ville’s story and the jury he declared
could accept it without any question, *‘I

gretted the compliments that had b-en
paid to himseif. They were only used
for'the same purpose as poisoning a well,
or rather to warn a jury against the elo-
quence of a counsel. He could; however,

/8ay no more than any other lawyer, and

intended to ask the jury, as” reasonable
men, to say, ‘““The crown had proven
nothing  against Doughty, but they had
Succeeded in indicting a whole family.”
In Borneo, when a -tribé went out to
fight in the morning, every man who did
not‘come back with the head of an enemy
was scorned. by his women folk.

The police, in this case, have been out
for a head, declared Mr. Hellmuth. The
Jury were not there to satisfy the am-
bitions of the police or the appetite of
the press, but to try and find out if
John Doughty was guilty of the theft.
‘I'he bonds, which were supposed to be
stolen, were all serene, sajd Mr.
Hellmuth, and had been returned by this
‘‘wicked” Doughty. family—they were
there to the last dollar. The law on theft
was more humane than Colonel Greer's
speech, Mr. Hellmuth said. Some parts

4 ot it were too petty for him to deal with.

He (Mr. Hellmuth) was not an apologist
for crime, but at present,” Doughty’s
moral actions were not before the Jury;
they only had to deal with the charge of
theft. Altho the crown -were supposed
to only put forward facts without stress
or press, constant practice had perfected
them in going out to get a verdict.

Mr. Hellmuth did not for a moment
say Doughty was justified in takirg out
the bonds to put before Small in hopes
of getting some of them, but it was not
theft. If he did not intend to convert
them to his own use, and he did not,
then there was no charge ,Lagainst him,
Suca action must be done” with intent
to deprive the owner
Mr. Hellmuth complained that a lot of
evidence had been given which had not
a particle of bearing upon the case. De-
tective Mitchell, he declared, had been
zealous, too zealous, but had failed to
show any intent on Doug 8 part to
steal the bonds. He defended Miss Jean
Doughty’s. action, and said she ‘was not
an accomplice or a liar. He, complained
that she was cross-examined by the
crown, and treated as a hostile wit-
ness.

Referring’ to Ambrose Smaill, Mr.
Hellmuth said that Doughty had reason
to-expect Small’s early return, and it was
not until early in December that he be-
came .anxious.  Doughty knew as little
abouf/tHe disappearance 6f Small as any-
one on the jury did. It was not British
justice to make such @' suggestion. It
was . vile, he declared, to put a sugges-
tion ‘of ‘another crime to try and convict
on an entirely different charge.

Criticizes Detective,

In dealing with Detective-Sergeant
Mitchell Mr, Hellmuth severely censured
him in regard to Reeve and : his own
statements, He could not, he declared,
get away from being a sleuth, and God'
help the man who got into their clutches.
The country had a right to be protected,
but that impartially, and a pol'‘ceman
should not draw on his~“imagination to
get 4 conviction. Doughty, said Mr.
Hellmuth, had been eighteen years in
the employ of Ambrose Sma?l and had
loads of opportunity for theft. The
crown now wanted to make him out a
murderer at heart. “Do you believe it?"’
asked the counsel. Mr, Hellmuth ridi-
culed the-idea that Doughty ‘visited To-
ronto on December %1 to be vaccinated
—he came l'ke any other fond father to
see his children. . '

In_ conclusion, Mr, Hell h  asked:
“If Doughty did take these bonds, why
did he not use them?’ If he was con-
vinced Small would not turn up any
more, then again, why did he not use
them?” He did not, and has not, de-
prived the Small family of a eent.
Doughty had suffered severely, he said,
